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to discover and use the laws of science. But abso­
lutely no tools or instruments of science can ever
tell you if there is life after death, the purpose of
your being alive, where you are going, or the way to
a happy, abundant and peaceful life here and now.
Our scientists, our world leaders and our statesmen
have failed utterly to tell us these answers, or to
lead us into the universally desired peace with
happiness and abundant living.

The Bible reveals all this-and more. This
course shows you where to find that revealed
knowledge in the FOUNDATION of knowledge!

A Living Book!

But why do most people think the study of the
Bible would be a dull, uninteresting, irksome task
- to be done, if at all, only as a duty out of fear of a
harsh God?

Simply because people have not known God, or
what He is like-and because they have never real­
ly begun to understand the Bible!

In this study we shall come to really see that God
is LOVE (I John 4:8, 16), not a harsh, stern God; that
God wants everyone of us to be happy, and to
enjoy an interesting life to the very full-every
second of it! And we shall, once we begin to under­
stand the Bible, come to find it the most fascinat­
ing, the most interesting, as well as the most prof­
itable and enjoyable study of our lives.

Where to Begin?

One natural and proper starting place to begin
our study of the Bible would be at the very begin­
ning-with God as Creator-at the very first chap­
ter of Genesis and compare the Bible account of
creation with the modern theory of evolution; to
study the creation of man, the origin of Satan, the
first sin, and to continue on from there through the
Old Testament.

Another natural starting point is with the
beginning of the New Testament. While the very
first words of the entire Bible are "In the begin­
ning God created the heaven and the earth"
(Genesis 1:1), the real beginning of the New Tes­
tament, in actual time sequence of events, is John
1:1: "In the beginning was the Word." So the
account of the pre-existence, the birth, and work
of Jesus Christ-who is called "the Word" or
Spokesman of God-also begins with the words,
"In the beginning."

And there is still another natural starting point
-the one we have adopted.

That is to begin with this very present age in
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which we live-this time of upset world condi­
tions-this time when science and technology have
produced the weapons that threaten the extinction
of all life on this planet-this "time of the end"
just before the end of this age and the second
coming of Jesus Christ!

We feel the Bible will mean more to you if you
fully understand its vital relation to your life today
and its direct connection with current world
events.

If you were to try to understand a map of the
world, it would not mean much to you unless and
until you could first put your finger on the precise
spot on the map where you were at the moment.
Only then could you clearly see and comprehend
the rest of the world in relation to your own loca­
tion on the map.

We feel you will understand the Bible better,
and find it more interesting, if you view it all-its
history and prophecy, its teachings and divine rev­
elations-from the vantage point of your life here
and now. The Bible will become clearer if you see
how world events have led up to the very time and
conditions in which you live, and what the future
has in store for you and all mankind.

But before we begin this fascinating study, we
need to know why so few really understand the
Bible-and how YOU can understand it.

Why Such Confusion?

Why do we find such confusion-such disagree­
ment as to what the Bible says? Why don't the
hundreds of differing church denominations and
sects agree on what their acknowledged textbook
says?

Why do so many individuals, capable of under­
standing almost any other book, say: "I just can't
understand the Bible"?

Take a recognized textbook on biology. Show
this book to ten different biology professors from
ten different colleges and universities. Ask them
what it says. They'll all give you basically the same
answer. People seldom disagree as to what recog­
nized textbooks say-except when it comes to the
one book of all books-the Holy Bible!

But take the Bible to ten different professors of
theology, or ministers of religion, and you'll proba­
bly receive ten different answers to just about any
question you might ask about it.

Do you know WHY?
Here certainly is the enigma of the ages. The

most important, yet the least understood book of
all books is the world's BEST SELLER-the book
owned by more people than any other. It is the one
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THE HOLY BIBLE-The foundation of knowledge
is the most published and read , yet least under­
stood book in the world .

book that has lived in spi te of every effort to stamp
it out down through the ages.

The Bible is the only book which has foretold,
centuries in advan ce, the chaotic conditions of
our world-the only book that explains the
meaning of confus ed world conditions-that
opens before us to understand in advan ce the
wonderful , pea ceful , happy world tomorrow. It is
the one book that predicted, in advance, the rise
and fall of spec ific nations and governments­
that reveals the DESTINY of the world. No mere
humanly inspired book could have revealed these
amazing events. Such prophecies must have been
divinely inspired.

Here is the book that, in spite of human misun­
derstanding, has changed more lives than all other
books combined. And yet-it is the book that
almost NOBODY knows!

Why Misunderstood

The Bible is the most misunderstood book in
history. The most twisted, distorted, misrepre­
sente d, mali gned and lied about.

Wh y?
The answer is found in II Timothy 3:16-17. The

Apostle Paul was inspired by God to write: "All
scripture is given by inspiration of God , and is
profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction,
for instruction in righteousness: that the man of

God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all
good works."

So the Scriptures are profitable for the purpose
of repro ving and correcting us!

But how many people do you know who are even
willing to be corrected when they are in error-to
be REPROVED for the wrong things they do? People
simply do not like to be reproved and corrected.
They love praise-they like flattery-but reproof
and correction they surely hate!

Now do you see why it is so difficult for people to
understand the Bible, and to agree on just what it
says? The Bible is God's great spiritual mirror. It
shows up every flaw in our thinking, reveals every
spot on our characters. It pictures us as we really
are -as God sees us, not as we like to think we are,
or as we like to have other people look upon us.

"For the word of God," we read in Hebrews 4:12,
"is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any two­
edged sword"- it cuts deep, and it cuts both
ways-"and is a discerner of the thoughts and
intents of the heart." Yes, it opens up and exposes
our innermost thoughts.

When little children do things that are wrong­
that have been forbidden-do they usually admit it
freely and frankly? Or do they usually deny it as
long as possible, then try to cover it up , excuse it,
justify it , or place the blame on somebody else?

We are all only little children grown up. When
our heavenly Father speaks to us, through His
Holy Scriptures , and reproves, rebukes , or
corrects us, we usually do not like to admit our
errors, our faults, our wrong ways.

And so men began, centuries ago, to interpret
the Bible. As a result, the Word of God has become
twisted, wrested, perverted, with almost every false
and counterfeit meaning imaginable being read
into it. Instead of teaching and expounding the
plain, simple, intended meaning, we now have
hundreds of HUMAN INTERPRETATIONS of the Bible!

In stead of acknowledging the truth, men seek to
justify their own ways by PERVERTING the sacred
and holy Word of God!

The Apostle Paul was inspired to write in II Tim­
othy 4:1-4 that the time would come when men would
not endure sound doctrine. People have turned away
their ears from the truth and have turned to FABLES

palmed off as the truth of God 's Word. Isaiah proph­
esied that in these latter days men would demand:
"Prophesy [preach] not unto us right things, speak
unto us smooth things , prophesy deceits" (Isaiah
30:8-10).

We can clearly see why people do not understand
the Bible. They are not yielded to the Eternal's
will-they are filled with the fear of men instead of
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God. They tremble at the thought of what people
say, instead of what the Word of the LIVING GOD
has to say!

We read in Psalm 111:7-8, 10: "All his com­
mandments are sure. They stand fast for ever and
ever, and are done in truth and uprightness....
The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom: a
good understanding have all they that do his com­
mandments...."

David had understanding. And David said,
"Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto
my path" (Ps. 119:105).

Today's generation is like that of Jesus' day, of
which He said, "This is the condemnation, that
light is come into the world, and men loved dark­
ness rather than light, because their deeds were
evil" (John 3:19).

Yes, the Bible is light-a lamp unto our feet-a
light unto our path. But the world is surely in gross
darkness.

Meaning Locked Up Until Now

Bruce Barton wrote a book about the Bible enti­
tled The Book Nobody Knows. This title certainly
has been true-until recently!

After revealing many prophecies to the prophet
Daniel, God told him to "Seal the book, even to the
time of the end: [when] many shall run to and fro,
and knowledge shall be increased" (Daniel 12:4). In
the time of the "end" all knowledge, as well as
knowledge of the Scriptures, was to be increased!

The Moffatt translation of the Bible renders
"the time of the end" as "the crisis at the end." The
whole world is now in a time of grave crisis and is
rapidly approaching a condition of total chaos-we
are now in the crisis period at the close of this age!
God said that at this time "None of the wicked
shall understand, but the wise shall understand"
(Dan. 12:10, emphasis ours throughout lesson).

Though printed copies of God's Word and a
general knowledge of the Scriptures are wide­
spread today, the world as a whole still does not
understand the Bible. It is in utter confusion reli­
giously, academically, politically and militarily.
The world does not really know where it is headed,
nor does it comprehend the lessons of the past.
Never has mankind needed understanding of the
knowledge of God more!

Spiritual Understanding Never
More Needed

Experts tell us that scientific and technical
knowledge has doubled in the past decade-but so
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have world troubles! Obviously material knowledge
and scientific and technological know-how have
not brought man the ANSWERS to world problems.
This knowledge has only led to the proliferation of
problems, and has led mankind to the brink of
nuclear annihilation!

The late, former President of the United States,
Dwight D. Eisenhower, recognized the fact that
man may soon destroy himself. In his inaugural
address he said: "In the swift rush of great events,
we find ourselves groping to know the full sense
and meaning of the times in which we live.... How
far have we come in man's long pilgrimage from
darkness toward light? Are we nearing the light-a
day of freedom and peace for all mankind? Or are
the shadows of another night closing in upon
us? ... Science seems ready to confer upon us, as
its final gift, the power to erase human life from
this planet."

But how may world disaster be averted? What is
the solution to the arms race-to a nuclear "Arma­
geddon"?

At the close of World War II, just following the
surrender of the Japanese on board the battleship
Missouri in Tokyo Bay, the late General Douglas
MacArthur put his finger on the only possible solu­
tion. He said these fateful words: "Men since the
beginning of time have sought peace. Various
methods through the ages have been attempted to
devise an international process to prevent or settle
disputes between nations.... Military alliances,
balances of power, leagues of nations, all in turn
failed, leaving the only path to be by way of the
crucible of war. The utter destructiveness of war
now blots out this alternative. We have had our last
chance. If we will not devise some greater and more
equitable system, Armageddon will be at the door.
The problem basically is theological and involves a
spiritual recrudescence and improvement of
human character that will synchronize with our
almost matchless advances in science, art, litera­
ture, and all material and cultural developments of
the past 2,000 years. It must be of the spirit if we
are to save the flesh" (Reminiscences, p. 459).

Notice these remarkable words carefully.
Although he was one of the greatest and most

successful generals of modern times, MacArthur
believed that our world has had its last chance to
wage a major war and to end it short of the annihi­
lation of mankind!

But he also saw the only solution to this world's
ills to be a renewing of man's spirit-an improve­
ment in human character!

Let's be honest. Let's face the facts. There is a
cause for every effect! Because man has chosen to go

his own way an d has rejected God's revealed knowl­
edge , mankind is reaping the conse que nces! Ma n's
own ways are the CAUSE of the misery, wretchedness,
and trouble filling the world today! Cut loose from
God and t he und erstand ing of His Word, man 's mis­
guided scientific and technological genius has led
him to the br ink of self-a nnihi lation!

The pr oblem , therefore, basically is theo logical,
as God plainly says in His Word: " My people ar e
destroyed for lack of [true, spir it ua l) knowledge"
(Hosea 4:6).

Only One Hope

People te nd to delud e t hemse lves into thinking
t here is no special danger right now-that the
world has always been as chaotic as it is today.

Of course, hu man nature has remained basically
unchanged. T he ways of carnal-minded men have
always ended in dest ruction and death (P rov. 14:12).

But, in prophesying of our day, the Apostle Paul
sai d , " Evil men an d seducers shall wax worse and
worse" (II Timothy 3:13). T his, coupled with the
stark reality that never un til now has human anni­
hilation been poss ible, ought to WAKE US UP!

Les son 1

Jesus Christ, the greatest newscaster who ever
lived , knew t he ult imate result of t he terrible state
of affa irs men would bring on themselves in t his
end t ime. He predicte d: "E xce p t those days should
be shortened, t here should NO FLESH BE SAVED
[ALIVE-Moffatt) " (Matt. 24:22).

Yet, your Bibl e shows there is hope for mankind!
God Almighty has pr omised to in tervene in world
affairs. He will not allow the scientific genius of
man to destroy all life on this plan et. He has prom­
ised to send Jesus Christ aga in-this t ime to SAVE
us from ourselves and bring us peace at last !

You Can Begin to Understand

How, then, can you begin to really understand
t he Bible? Here is how you may begi n t his exciting
adventure.

Study t he Bible to find TRUTH. Be careful to
"prove all things" (I T hess . 5:21). T hen believe
God-believe His Word as you would acce pt any
ot her book in which you had confidence .

The United Nations

for Peace?

The build ing that houses what
has be en called th e world 's " last
hop e for peac e" shines br ill iantly
against the midt own Manhattan
skyline. In sp ite of many sincere
effor ts to b ri ng about wo rld
pea ce , men cont inue to fight and
wage war. Only the Word of God
shows how this world 's ills will
soon be SOLVED!
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and had believed. They did not know whether Paul
was a false pr ophet , or a man sent from God.
Noti ce what they did : "T hese were more noble
tha n those in Thessaloni ca, in that they received
the word with all readiness of mind [that is, with­
out prej udice], and searche d th e scriptures daily ,
whet her those thi ngs were so" (Acts 17:11).

So study your Bible without pr ejudi ce, but be
care ful to prove all things as the Bereans did ­
search t he Scr iptures whet her those t hings be so!
Read and st udy your Bible dai ly-check up for
yourse lf and see what it really does teach. Don 't
just assume that what you have always heard and
believed is the truth of God .

Important Instructions

T his course is not just a study of the lessons we
send you . The lessons are intended to show you
where to look in your Bible for the verses relating
to the subject under study . T he refore, you should
turn to every scr ipture reference given in answer to
t he questions we as k, an d carefully read t hese pas­
sages . This way you will pr ove the truth for your ­
self from your own Bible. (T his course is based on
the King J am es Version because it is the most
wide ly used t ra nslation of the Bible today.)

Although not requ ired , writing or ty ping out the
scripture refe rences will help you rem emb er what
you have learned , and ma ke reviewing your lessons
easier. If you decide to write out t he verses, do not
send us y our written answe rs. We suggest that you
keep t hem in a binder along with your lessons.

Man y of our stude nts set aside a certain t ime

every day for their study. But the exact ti me of day
and length of t ime you spe nd in study will have to
be determined by your own circumstances, and/or
personal preference . However, we recommend t ha t
you spend at least 30 minutes a day study ing the
Bible with this course.

A multi ple-choice test will be sent with lesson
four to help you rev iew the material you st udie d
in your Bible with t he precedi ng four lessons. It
will bring to mind some of t he vital kno wledge
you will have learned , and will help you eva luate
your progress. T here will be a test answer card to
fill out and return for grad ing, which will t hen be
mailed bac k to you. You will continue to receive
more lessons only after sending in the complet ed
tes t card .

LESSON 1
What Is the "End of the World"?

1. Was J esus ever qu estioned about the "e nd of
the world" and the sign that would point to His
return? Matthew 24:1-3.

COMMENT: The New Testament , as originally
inspired by God, was written in the Gree k lan ­
guage . T he Gree k word tra nslated "world" here in
Matthew 24:3 is aion, meaning "age"_ not the
ph ysical plan et on which we live. And so the
Revised Standard Version t ra ns lates the King
James express ion "e nd of the world" as "the close
of the age."

J esus, then , was que stioned ab out the end of
an "age" in man's history, rather than the total
destruct ion of the t errestri al glo be we ca ll
ea rth.

2. How long does the Bible tell us the earth will
continue to exist? Ecclesiastes 1:4.

A Time of Great Trouble

J esus pr oceeded to answer t he second par t of the
discipl es' qu estion by giving t hem an outl ine of
events to ta ke pla ce prior to His return to eart h.
We pick up the account in Matthew 24:2l.

1 . Did J esus prophesy that a t ime of great t rou­
ble would occur on the earth ju st before Hi s
return? Matt . 24:2l.

2. What did J esus declar e would happen if these

da ys of t ribulation were allowed to continue? Matt.
24:22.

COMMENT: The Moffatt transla tion rend ers this
verse clear er as " not a soul would be saved alive."
This verse, then, is not referring to spirit ua l salva­
t ion at all, but to being saved from physical
destruction-from pr emature death!

3 . Did J esus pr ophesy that only the inh abitants
of J eru salem would be threatened by total destruc­
tion? Or did He plainly say that no one would be
safe from the t hreat of annihilation? Sa me verse.

COMMENT: The Revised S tandard Version says
" no human bein g would be saved. . .."

4. Who will intervene in world affa irs to cut
short this ti me of trouble, and thus preven t the
annihilation of all humanity? Mark 13:20.

COMMENT: These verses mean that ju st as origi­
nally planned , J esus Christ will intervene at the
very momen t humanity would otherwise destroy
itself. By His direct intervention, He will CUT
SHORT the da ys of man's rule over man, which
would othe rwise lead to the destructi on of all
human life on earth!

No Time Like It!

1. Has there ever been a time of trouble such as
will occur just before Christ 's return? Matt. 24:21;
Mark 13:19.

2. Were any of the Old T est am ent prophets
inspired to foresee this same time of worldwide
peril ? J eremi ah 30:7; Daniel 12:l.

COMMENT: Since each of the pr eceding t hree
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PROPHETIC REALITIES? Could the
st range symbo ls mentioned in Revela­
t ion 9 be referring to modern heli cop­
ters and tanks?

pr oph ecies reveal tha t the future peri od of cr isis
will have no equal, they can only be referring to
one great clima cti c period of worldwide troub le!

3. How did t he pro p het Joel symbolica lly
describe the horrible events to ta ke place at t he
close of this age? J oel 2:1-5.

COMMENT: Joel's God- inspired proph ecy pictures
the very same t ime of t rouble pr ophesied by Christ,
J eremiah ,and Dani el. This prophecy refers to events
soon to occur at t he close of t his age, for only in this
age of nuclear , chemical, and biological weapons has
such widespread destruction been possibl e!

4. Could t he symbols seen by the pr ophet J ohn
indicate the use of modern weap onry? Revelation
9:2-10, 16-19.

COMMENT: J ohn described what he saw in a
vision of end-t ime events God had miraculo usly
revealed to him . It was a mysterious, frightening
spectacle. The creatures he saw were obviously
symbolic of weap ons God kn ew man would be
capa ble of inventing in the end ti me.

5. Let us momen taril y conside r a ti me, over 4300
years ago, when God intervened in human affairs to
postpone what we see threa te ning t he world today.
Did hu man beings speak one lan guage? Genes is 11:1.
Wh at did t hey decide to do? Verse 4. Was this for t he
purpose of keep ing t hemselves united? Same vers e.
What d id God do to fru strat e the ir plan s? Verses 5,
7-9. Why? Verse 6.

COMMENT: Verse 6 clea rly indicates that God
confused the lan guage and scattered the people at
Bab el in order to restrain the misguid ed inven t ive
genius of man! Wh en human beings come to free ly
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spea k one another's lan guages, and sha re scientific
and techn ological knowledge as they are doing
today , t hen virtua lly anything man 's mind can
conce ive of would be possibl e for him to achieve­
even to exploring outer space and inven ting weap­
ons capa ble of destroyin g all life.

By confusing the lan guage and scattering the
people at Babel, God PREVENTED man from accom­
plish ing long ago what he has done today. It was
not ye t withi n God 's plan to allow man to advance
that far that soon!

Could anything be clear er? Can you see tha t we
are living in t he time J esus spoke of in Matthew
24?-the tim e when men would have at t heir dis­
posal the power to erase all life from this earth!

The Ca use of W ar

God pr omises He will intervene in world affairs
to pr event t he annihilat ion of humanity, and to
bring us world peace. And in order to ensure con­
t inued peace, He will also pr event future war s by
changi ng t hat which causes war . Let 's under ­
stand.

1. Does t he Bibl e clea rly show that war is a
result of acting according to the inordinate lusts
within ma n? James 4:1-2.

COMMENT: Unrestra ined " huma n nature," with
its pri de, vanity, jealousy, lust and greed is plainly
the CAUSE of war!

2. Does knowledge te nd to increase pride? I Co­
rin thians 8:1. Since we live in an age of mu sh ­
rooming scient ific knowledge which makes it possi-
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ble for a few men to possess tremendous power, will
the inordinate lusts of men "in the last days" cause
them to become better and better, or worse and
worse? II Timothy 3:1-4, 13.

3. What is the end result of decisions and actions
that seem right to great leaders and people in gen­
eral? Proverbs 14:12.

COMMENT: This principle is so important that
God inspired its repetition in Proverbs 16:25.

4. What deceives man into believing that actions
which end in death will bring peace? Jer. 17:9.
(Remember that in Scripture the heart is often
spoken of proverbially as the center or seat of
human thoughts and emotions.) Then can rulers be
deceived by their own lusts into believing that
their evil deeds are right and good for the world?
Same verse.

COMMENT: The governments of this world prom­
ise peace. But men have only brought us more wars
and have now led humanity to the brink of annihi­
lation!

5. Do rulers even know the way to peace?
Romans 3:17. What did God inspire Isaiah to write
concerning man's real understanding of the way of
peace? Isaiah 59:8.

6. What will happen to human plans for
"peace"? Isa. 33:7-8. When ambassadors of peace
weep bitterly-when the land is laid waste-will
God then intervene? Verse 10.

COMMENT: Throughout the Bible, war is pictured
as the result of lust or covetousness. Lust is a basic
characteristic of human nature. But can the heads
of government of this world CHANGE human
nature? Of course not! Nearly 6,000 years of human
history have proved that man, left to himself, is
totally incapable of effecting this change.
Throughout history, negotiations for peace have
always been accompanied and supported by the
most vigorous preparations for war!

The story is no different today.
Can any human government, therefore, perma­

nently stop war? Obviously not. When you look at
it that way, the answer becomes clear: Only GOD
can permanently stop all war, because only God
has the power to CHANGE human nature!

But exactly how will God create and maintain
world peace once Jesus Christ returns?

The only real and lasting solution to the problems
of world peace has already been planned long ago.
And the entire plan is revealed in your Bible.

World Government to Bring Peace

1. Does God intervene in world affairs without
first revealing it to His prophets? Amos 3:7.

Lesson 1

2. Thousands of years ago, did God reveal to
His prophet Isaiah a time when He would estab­
lish His government here on earth? Isa. 2:1-3. Is
it to be a literal world-ruling kingdom? Dan.
2:44; Psalm 67:4.

3. Will there be warfare then as there is now
among nations? Isa. 2:4. Will people be taught
the way to peace and productivity? Same
verse.

COMMENT: The very One who created man is
coming to establish the Government of God on
earth, and to teach man the way to peace-to
guide his inventive genius entirely into peaceful
channels.

4. Did Micah also foretell the establishment of
God's Kingdom on earth? Micah 4:1-4.

COMMENT: An all-powerful, world-ruling gov­
ernment is indeed coming that will solve all glo­
bal problems fairly and righteously for all
peoples-a government ruled not by carnal men,
but by the living, all-powerful Creator of the
universe!

5. Notice who Isaiah prophesied would rule
over the earth. Isa. 11:1-4. Is David the "stem,"
or son, of Jesse? Acts 13:22. Then is the "rod" or
shoot plainly Jesus Christ? Verse 23. Is the
"branch" growing out of Jesse's roots also refer­
ring to Christ? Jer. 23:5-6.

COMMENT: The prophecy in Isaiah 11 predicted,
centuries in advance, that Jesus Christ would one
day rule the earth!

6. Before Jesus was born as a human being,
did an angel tell Mary, His mother, that His
destiny was to take over an actual throne and
rule on this earth? Luke 1:32-33.

7. Was Daniel inspired to foresee the time
when the saints - spirit-born Christians-will be
given rulership over the earth with Christ? Dan.
7:18, 21-22, 27.

What Is the True "Gospel"?

1. Was Jesus sent to this earth nearly 2,000 years
ago to proclaim the words of the Father? John
12:49; 14:24. What message was included? Mark
1:14; Matt. 9:35. Did Jesus say one must believe
that "gospel"? Mark 1:15; 16:15-16.

COMMENT: The word "gospel" means good news,
or glad tidings. Jesus went about preaching the
good news of the coming Kingdom of God! The
gospel of Jesus Christ is simply the very same
gospel He preached. Jesus' gospel is not primarily a
message about Himself personally, or about "re­
ceiving Jesus." It is not primarily a message about
the events in His life and of His becoming the
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Savior of the world-although it most certainly
does include all that.

The message Jesus preached is the good news
that God will restore peace on earth by establishing
Hi s divine Kingdom over all nations. Christ,
through the power of God, will at His second com­
ing seize cont rol of all human govern ments and
rul e by God 's law. Jesus' gosp el also includes how
we ma y receive the gift of eternal life and become a
part of that eternal, ruling Kin gdom!

2. Did Jesus send forth His apo stles and true
ministers to preach that same gospel (including all
His teachings) to the world? Luke 9:1-2; Matt.
28:19-20. Was His gospe l of the coming Kin gdom of
God to be preached in all the world just before the
"e nd" and His second coming? Matt. 24:14; Mark
13:10.

3. What gospel did Philip preach? Acts 8:12.
And Paul? Acts 19:8; 14:22. Did he preach th e same
gospel am ong the Gen tiles at Ephesus? Acts 20:25.
What gospel did he pr each to both Jews and Gen ­
til es at Rome? Acts 28:23, 28-31.

4. Did some false ministers in Paul's day try to
pervert the gospel of Christ? Galatians 1:6-7. What
condemna t ion does he pronounce on any who
would try to preach any other "gospel"? Verse 8.
Was it really a double curse? Verse 9.

COMMENT: Your Bible shows there is only ONE
TRUE GOSPEL! We hear many "gos pe ls" about Christ

today, but how many do you hear preaching the
"gospel of Christ"-the gospel He pr eached- th e
"gospel of the Kingdom of God"?

God's 7000-Year Plan

God has set aside a period of 7,000 years to fulfill
His plan for mankind. And God's little-understood
plan for man began nearly 6,000 yea rs ago. The
pattern for this plan is given in the first two cha p­
ters of Genesis. It is the week of seven da ys.

1. Is a thousand years as a "day" to God , and
vice versa? II Peter 3:8.

2. In Hebrews 4:4, 11, the seventh day of the week
is pictured as a type of the peaceful " rest " on earth
which will follow Christ's return. Is the time of
Christ's rule over t he earth, which will follow this
present age of human misrule and sense less warfar e,
specifi cally called a thousand years? Rev. 20:4.

COMMENT: Since the last "day" of God 's plan is
1,000 years, then it logically follows t ha t the pre­
ceding six "days" would amount to 6,000 years-a
total of 7,000 year s.

3. When the disciples asked Jesus if He would
restore the Government of God in their da y, what
was His reply? Acts 1:6-7.

COMMENT: The apostles did not fully understand
t he general tim e frame of God's plan while Christ
was yet with them, and for many yea rs thereafter.

MAN'S WAY has brought destruction and death for nearly 6 ,000 years. as th is scene from the Vietnam war
dramatically illustrates .
