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A YOU look aro und the world
today and ask the qu estion
"Is Christ divided?," you

find you rself forced to admit that
the only hone st answer is a resound­
ing "yes ." He is not only divided ,
but fragment ed into hundreds of
different part s - tha t is, if wha t you
see represents true Christianity!

A Confusing World of
Religion

Ma ny even take a broad world
view far beyond the bou nds of a
divided Western Christianity. They
ph ilosophize tha t if some fellow
who believes in prayer wheels and
the crea ks and stra ins of the moun­
tain is fait hful to his Go d as best he
knows how, he's going to "ge t to
heaven" - no matter wha t his par­
ticular brand of religion.

It's comforting for people to think
tha t it makes no difference what
your degree of ignorance, awa re­
ness, intell igen ce, or ed uca tion .
Whether you live in the Orient or
Occident , if you measure up to your
chosen philosophical or religious
standa rds, then there's some great
awesome Being in the grea t some­
where who is going to re ward
you exactly proportionate to some­
body else sporting some other reli­
gion.

But how does th is square with
what the Apostle Paul said about
Jesus Christ in Acts 4:12? ". .. There
is none other nam e under heaven
given amo ng men, whereby we must
be saved."

A Divided Christendom

Even narrowing it down to the
religion using the nam e of Christ,
there are in the Western world of
Christianity nearly 250 different rec­
ognized den ominations ' (most of
them professing to use the Bible as
their guide) - and enough other
schisms and splits, or ind ependent
organizations to make up more than
400 different "bodies of Christ." It 's
hard to keep track of exactly how
many because sometimes they ap­
pear and disappear. Th e 1971 edi­
tion of The Yearbook of American
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Churches lists some 230 denomina­
tions in America alone (Constant H.
Jacquet, Jr. , ed. [New York : Council
Press], p. V).

In his book The Small Sects in
America, Elmer T. Clark wrote: " It
is difficult to see how the [many]
voices spea king to the American
conscience in the nam e of God
could be more completely confused"
([New York : Abingdon-Cokesbu ry
Press], p. 15, emphasis min e).

Today, religion is in chaos. There
are litera lly hundreds of differing
grou ps, with different beliefs, differ­
ent books to which they attribute
divin e authority, different custom s,
different methods of church govern ­
ment and orga nization, different
goals, different places of worship,
different doctrines - carloads and
myri ads of insurmountable, irre­
concilable differences.

Why?
I know a man who as a young boy

trudged down a country road to­
ward a sma ll church bu ilding some
distance away. A neighb or friend
stopped in his car and offered the
lad a ride. Grateful for the ride
and for being able to avoid the dirt
of the road, the boy seated him­
self comfortably beside his neigh­
bor.

Shortly, the car pulled to a stop in
front of the sma ll chu rchyard . The
neighbor opene d the door and
allowed the boy to get out. Struck
with a sudden thought , the boy
asked the driver of the car, "Why
don 't you get out and come on in
with me to church?" Th e man an­
swe red, " Sorr y, sonny , but my
ch urch is a mile further on." The
boy hesitated, and then finally got
out of the car.

Still thoughtful, he entered the
small chu rch building - to hurry to
the matronly woma n who was the
children's teacher. He explained
how his neighbor had delivered him
to the church - and how the same
kindly man had continued down the
road some distance further to enter
his own, a different, church.

"Why is it," asked the boy of his
teacher, "tha t he doe sn't just come

in here to our church, instead of
going so much farther to another?"

Th e teacher could not answer!
Can you?
Why is it that there are mult iple

dozens of different churches, sects
and denominations teaching doc­
trines exactly the op posite of, or at
least in variance with, the other de­
nominations - and yet all claiming
the same authority, the same origi­
nality, the same authenticity?

Som e of these churches have split
right down the middle over such
que stions as whether it's right to
have music in church se rvices .
Others have split up over the way
peopl e dress. A lot of peopl e seem
to believe in "yardstick" religion.
They, men tally, spend their tim e
running around checking heml ines
and hair length s.

Mainstream Christianity

St ill peopl e like to take comfor t in
the broad , general mainstream of
evangelical thought that parrots the
immortality of the soul (we have a
new booklet* on that subject thor­
oughly disp roving any such doc­
trine), the idea of going to heaven or
hell , and the automatic switch that
is thrown once you say the magic
words : "I accept Jesus as my Sav­
iour. "

There are a grea t many peopl e
who seem to believe that they ca n
rely and depend upon the comfort­
able "churchianity" of our society ­
as typi fied by our little wall calen­
dars with the New England scene
showing the proverbial little steeple
poking up through the autumn
leaves. Churc hes and religious occa­
sions seem to be as comfortable to
sma ll-town U.S.A. as post offices,
fire departments, parkin g meters,
billb oards and the local grocer. It
just wo uldn ' t be Ame rica n and
Americana without all of these litt le
old church buildings aro und.

Some one who seems to go agai nst
the gra in of organized, mainstre am

evangelical Christianity is immedi­
atel y faced with the question :
"Why, all these churches can 't be
wrong, can they?"

Now wait just a minute! Let' s
turn that question around. Can they
all be right?

Utterly impossible! If anyone of
them is right - and they all differ
(spanning every conceivable range ,
color, shading and extreme of emo­
tion) - then that one being right
autom atically renders all the others
wrong.

In the conflicts, schisms, splits, di­
visions, arguments, personal inter­
pretations and private philosophies
making up our Western world of
Christianity - from the total re­
spectability of mainstream churches
to the mavericks sneeringly called
fanatical sects - one stark, clear fact
stands out. Somebody, sooner or
later, has to rationalize or justify in
his mind the fantastic disarray of
disorganized and confused religions
in Christendom with the question
the Apostle Paul asked in I Corin­
thians 1:13 - "Is Christ divided?"

The answer Paul really wanted
from the Corinthian church breth­
ren was, "No! Christ is not divided
and can never be."

"One Body"

Paul wrote to the church at Eph­
esus: "There is one body, and one
Spirit , even as ye are called in one
hope of your calling; one Lord, one
faith, one baptism, one God and
Father of all, who is abo ve all, and
through all, and in you all" (Eph .
4:4-6).

Is Christ divided? Not if there is
only one body as it says in Ephesians
4:4! .

But how is the Church ONE BODY?
"For as the body is ONE, and hath
many members, and all the mem­
bers ' of that one body, being many,
are one body: so ALSO IS CHRIST"
(I Cor. 12:12; see also verse 27 and
Rom. 12:4-5).

Read it again! All the members of
Christ's body are one. They are one
in spirit, one in purpose, one in real
unity and harmony. Together they
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are accomplishing the ONE GREAT
WORK of which Jesus spoke.

Just as Jesus accomplished the
Work of God in His physical body
while personally here on this earth,
so today He accompli shes the activi­
ties of God through His spiritual
body.

And that body is the Church of
God - of which Jesus is the Head!
Notice the scriptura l proof: "And he
is the head of th e body, the
church . . . "(Col. 1:18). "... Christ is
the head of the church : and he is the
saviour of the body" (Eph. 5:23).

Paul also wrote in Ephesians:
". .. And gave him [Christ] to be the
head over all things to the church,
which is his body . . . " (Eph. 1:22-23).

How is the Church of God of one
Spirit?

It is the receiving of the Holy
Spirit that makes a person a mem­
ber of that one true body. "By one
Spirit are we all baptized into one
body, whether we be Jews or Gen­
tiles [regardless of racial or national
origin], whether we be bond or free ;
and have been all made to drink
into one Spirit. For the body is not
one member, but man y" (I Cor.
12:13-14).

But are, then , the different mem­
bers of this spiritual body utterly di­
vided in their doctrinal beliefs? Or
to put it another way, I again ask:
"Is Christ divided?"

No, of course not! Remember, all
the members are one body (verse
12), and all are partakers of the
same Spirit - that "one Spirit"
spoken of in Ephesian s 4:4.

Even the various and sundry spir­
itual gifts of God are given by the
same Spirit (see I Cor. 12:4,9,11).

"One Faith"

The true Church of the living
God has "one faith " - which means
ONE BODY OF BELIEFS, one system of
doctrines - not dozens of differing
doctrines all opposed to each other.

Remember, the Church of God is
one body - not a man-made organi­
zation of "believers" devising their
own system of doctrines - not the
repository for a conglomeration of

man y conflicting, differing ideas, all
somehow being "one church. "

There is only one true body of
beliefs or system of doctrines: it is
"one faith " - or " the faith. " The
Ap ostl e Paul. once the avowed
enem y of true Chr istian s, " . .. now
preacheth the f aith which once he
destroyed" (Gal. 1:23).

Paul toured the Asian cities of
Lystra, Iconium and Antioch urging
true Christians to "continue in the
faith " (Acts 14:22). He spoke of the
churches as being "established in the
faith"(Acts 16:5). Felix, governor of
Caesarea, heard Paul " ... con­
cerning the faith in Christ" (Acts
24:24).

The expr ession "one faith " or the
term "the faith " make up the sum
total of all the doctrines (biblical
truths) that comprise the true Chris­
tian religion .

The ind ividual doctrines or be­
liefs of God 's Church are just par­
ticular, points of truth about the
purp ose and plan of God. One faith
means one harmonious truth be­
lieved and practiced by the one
body - the true Church of God.

Unless an individual point of
truth (a single doctrine) fits harmo­
niously into the whole of the doc­
trine of Chri st - unle ss each major
truth you have previously learned
only further serves to elucidate, clar­
ify and explain the whole of the
plan of God - then it is not "a point
of truth," but rank error.

John wrote : "Whosoever trans ­
gresseth ["commits sin" - I John
3:4], and abideth not in the doctrine
of Christ, hath not God. [But] he
that abideth in the doctrine of
Christ, he hath both the Father and
the Son. If there come any unto you,
and bring not this doctrine, receive
him not into your house, neither bid
him God speed" (II John 9-10).

"One Baptism"

According to the divinely inspired
Word of God there is only one valid,
authorized, right baptism - not doz­
ens of different modes and methods.

Today there is everything from
dry cleaning to sprinkling and pour-
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ing - and even running aro und un­
der a hose.

No , I'm not kidding. One par ticu­
lar evan gelist, on a hot day in
Brooklyn , secured permission from
the city fire depar tment to turn on a
stree t-corne r fireplug, and then
spra yed his whole crowd of avid fol­
lowers with a fire hose.

But this baptism was not the one
valid bap tism. There are not even
two or three different manners in
which it may be done - each one
"as accepta ble as the other."

God did not leave it up to this
world to devise some form of man­
made religious rit e, att achin g the
name of Christ to it and calling it
Christian.

How Can It Be?

Prior to writing about one body,
one Spirit, one faith and one bap­
tism, the Apost le Paul talked about
"Endeavouring to keep the unity of
the Spirit in the bond of peace"
(Eph.4:3).

And to the Christians at Rome, he
wrote : "Now the God of pa tience
and consolation grant you to be
lik eminded one toward another ac­
cording to Jesus Christ: Th at ye
may with one mind and one mouth
glorify God, even the Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ" (Rom. 15:5-6).
Later in the very same book Paul
again exhorted them to " Be of the
same mind one toward another . . ."
(Rom. 12:16).

Since the Bible places such evi­
dence , such emphasis , such contin­
ued repetition, on this subject of the
oneness (the unique unity) of the
Church of God, how can it be that
every last one of the choices in the
dazzling supermarket of Christian­
ity claims to be the true Church?

It's time you answered this and
the following que stions for yourself:
Where is God's true Church today?
Is there only one true Church? Or is
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there one hu ge church divided up
into hundreds of differing sects and
disagreeing denominations?

Wh at about the World wid e
Church of God? Are we who spon­
sor the publication of this Good
News magazine just an other voice
among hundreds; just another lab el
on the supermarket shelf; j ust an­
oth er size, brand name, or product
which may be "better suited" to
some people than others?

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Five Doctrines Which
Identily God's Church
W HY were you born?

After death, then what?
What is man 's destiny?

The se are the most important
questions of your life, yet they are
often lost in the shuffl e of most reli­
gious debates.

A cloud of superstition has crept
over the main denominations of
Christianity. This cloud of counter­
feit doctrines prevents mankind
from seeing the clear scriptures
which outline God's master plan for
man .

In place of the five fund amental
biblical doctrines which identify
God's true Church, man has con­
cocted five f alse doctrines, which are
commonly assumed to be in the
Bible.

Following is a two-pronged pre­
sentation of each of the five fund a­
mental doctrines: first an expla­
nation of the true biblical teaching;
then a study of the counter­
feit.

The "Plan for A ll Sea­
sons"
The plan of God, ex­
pressed in the four fol-
lowing doctrines, is
pictured by the first
doctrine: the weekly
Sabbath (Ex. 31:13-17)
and the annual hol y

days (Lev. 23), which picture that
plan of God through seven steps
and three annual seasons.

The "plan for all seasons" begins
with the Passover in early spring.
This solemn memorial service pic-

tures the sacrifice of Jesus Christ,
who died to pay the physical and
spiritual penalty for man 's sins. This
initial holy day is immediately fol­
lowed by the Days of Unleavened
Bread , picturing sin (as leaven)
being remo ved from the lives of
newly baptized Christians.

The third holy day, Pentecost,
comes during early summer. Just as
the early summer harvest is a small
foreta ste of the grea t autumn har­
vest, Pentecost pictures the rela­
tively "small flock" of called-out
Christians who receive God's Holy
Spirit during this 6,000-year age of
man's rule.

There are four more holy days
clustered in one month of autumn.
The first is the Day of Trumpets,
represent ing the trumpeted end­
tim e warning to the world and
Christ's subsequent return to ear th
at the "last trump." The Day of
Atonement follows nine days later,
picturing the Christian's resurrec­
tion to sonship (being "a t one") with
God the Father.

Five days later is the seven-d ay
Feast of Tabernacles representing
the millennial fall " harvest" of
human beings and the rule of God
for 1,000 years.

The last holy day, called the "Last
Great Day," represents the time fol­
lowing the millennium when every
human being who has ever lived
(not having a chance for salvation in
this age) will be resurrected to life
and given his first chance to live the
way of life God intended - on a
beautiful, rebuilt planet earth.
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(For an in-depth scriptural study
of these biblical holy days and festi­
vals, request our free booklet en­
titled Pagan Holidays or God's Holy
Days - Which?)

The Counterfeit:
Sunday and "Hallow Days"

In place of God's "plan for all
seasons," mankind has forgotten the
Sabbath and remembered Sunday.
Then man replaced the holy-day
cycle with a series of meaningless
"hallow days," replete with their pa­
gan origins overlayed with the
trappings of modern materialism.

God's Sabbath was given to re­
mind man of the seventh-day rest at
the time of creation (Gen. 2:2-3; Ex.
20:8-11) ; but it also pictures the fu­
ture 1,000-year "day of rest" after
6,000 years (six millennial "days")
of man's misrule. The weekly Sab­
bath is God's sign to identify His
people (Exodus 31).

Sunday - the day of the sun ­
carries no spiritual meaning. Con­
trary to popular assumption, Jesus
Christ was resurrected on a Sabbath
(Saturday) afternoon. Sunday ob­
servance clouds this fact , and thus
confuses the understanding of God's
great plan . (For proof of this fact,
send for our free booklet The Resur­
rection Was Not on Sunday.)

Likewise, the annual holidays
kept by modern "churchianity" por­
tray no transcendent plan of salva­
tion . Christmas is (at best) a
materialistic "birthday party" cele­
brated on the wrong day; and (at
worst) an unadulterated carry-over
from pagan sun worship originally
practiced at the time of the winter
solstice.

Easter, the other major "Chris­
tian" holiday, tries to picture
Christ's resurrection - ' but on the
wrong day of the week, wrong time
of the day, with wrong symbolism
(eggs, buns and Easter hams!) and
even the wrong name (named after
the Babylonian sun goddess Ishtar).

The other "Christian holidays"
don't even come as close as Easter
does in picturing any part of God's
plan on earth. New Year's is in the
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dead of winter, while God's calen­
dar year starts in early spring. Hal­
loween pictures demons more than
it pictures God, and Valentine's
Day is yet another remnant of Ro­
man revelry .

Each of the above-listed "hallow
days" has pagan roots . Many other
days are uninspired at best. They
picture political, national, or secta ­
rian memorials, not the plan of
God, the plan for all seasons. (For
more information request our free
booklets The Plain Truth About
Christmas, The Plain Truth About
Easter and Which Day Is the Chris­
tian Sabbath?)

Man's Destiny ­
To Become God
The Pharisees of
Jesus Christ's day
thought it was
blasphemy that
Jesus called Him­
self the "Son of
God ." At least

they recognized the shocking seri­
ousness of the claim; but today the
expression "Son of God" connotes
any kind of "religious type" of per­
son.

The literal meaning of the words
"Son of God" are lost on most
people. But consider for a moment
what a son is and what God is. A son
of a human being is fully human, as
his father is; and he grows up to
assume the same adult responsi­
bilities of fatherhood . A true Chris­
tian is a "son of God" in the same
way. He will become God, as God is
God. Notice these plain scriptures :

"For as many as are led by the
Spirit of God, they are the sons of
God. . .. we are the children of God:
and if children, then heirs; heirs of
God, and joint heirs with Christ ..."
(Rom. 8: 14-17).

"Behold, what manner of love the
Father hath bestowed upon us, that
we should be called the sons of
God. . . . and it doth not yet appear
what we shall be: but we know that,
when he shall appear, we shall be
like him; for we shall see him as he
is" (I John 3: 1, 2).

God Himself is quoted in the first
person as saying: "I have said, Ye
are gods; and all of you are children
of the most High" (Ps. 82:6).

"God said, Let us make man in
our image, after our likeness" (Gen.
1:26). This image is literally the
"brightness of his glory , and the ex­
press image of his person" (Heb.
1:3), as reflected in the present glory
of our firstborn "elder brother:'
Jesus Christ.

The first two chapters of Hebrews
make this doctrine clear. Man is
born lower than the angels to gain
character for a rebirth higher than
the angels - at the God level:
"Thou hast put all things under his
feet. . . . But now we see not y et all
things put under him" (Heb. 2:8) .

The Counterfeit:
A Closed Trinity

According to a recent Gallup poll ,
the concept of the Trinity - "God
as three persons in one" - is be­
lieved by 83% of professing Chris­
tians, whether Catholic or
Protestant. Yet for all that belief,
few Christians can explain this
enigmatic doctrine .

"The mind of man cannot fully
understand the mystery of the Trin­
ity. He who would try to understand
the mystery fully will lose his mind.
But he who would deny the Trinity
will lose his soul." Or so the Hand­
book of Christian Truth tells new
converts.

Besides being difficult to under­
stand, the Trinity is also difficult to
find in the Bible! The word "Trin­
ity" nowhere appears in Scripture,
while the sole "proof text" (I John
5:7) was added by later copyists.
who first forged the spurious verse
as late as the eighth century A.D .

The Trinity is not a biblical term
nor a biblical doctrine. It is a con­
spiracy of Satan the devil - using
some dishonest "church fathers" of
the Middle Ages - to convince man
that his true destiny is impossible to
achieve. The Trinity is a scheme to
close the Godhead to mankind.

If Satan and his demons, who dis­
qualified themselves from ruling



with God, can convince professing
Christians to believe in the Trinity,
then Christians would never dare
imagine tha t they were created to be
born into the God family - and to
rule over those same fallen angels!

God is a family , a growing family
with more sons and daughters be­
gotten every day - to be born again
into a spiritual body at Christ's sec­
ond coming . The God family is not
closed to just three members. It is
open to all who will qualify.

God is now two members - the
Father and the Son. The Holy Spirit
is merely Go d's nature sent to im­
pregnate the minds of the thousands
of sons who are destined to become
God . (Request our free booklets
Just What Do You Mean . . . Born
Again? and Is God a Trinity ?)

Destiny of the
"Saved": Rulership
on Earth
"Blessed are the
mee k: for they
sha ll inherit the
earth" (Matt. 5:5).

Very few Chris­
tian s believe these

plain words of Jesus Christ , yet the
entire Bible is filled with rulership
over planet earth as the reward of
the saved .

Words cannot be clearer than
these scriptures in the book of Reve­
lation: "And we shall reign on the
earth" (Rev. 5: 10); "And they lived
and reigned with Christ a thousand
years" (Rev. 20:4) ; "He that over­
cometh , and keepeth my works unto
the end, to him will I givepower over
the nations: and he shall rule them
with a rod of iron . . ." (Rev. 2:26­
27).

From Genesis to Revelation, the
hope held out to Christians is the
reward of earthly rulership in the
afterlife. Adam, the first man, was
created to have dominion over the
earth (Gen. 1:26-30).

All the prophets of God spoke of
God's Kingdom on earth. Read
chapters such as Isaiah 2, II and 35;
or Ezekiel 36 and 37. Read Amos 9,
Micah 4, or Zechariah 14 in the
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"minor" prophets ; or Jesus Christ's
own prophecies in Matthew 24 and
25. He constantly spoke of His re­
turn to earth.

True Christians are learning the
principles of rulership in thisl ife, so
that they can later serve as educa­
tors, mayors and ministers to the
millions of physical human beings
who will live on over into that Uto­
pian age.

The Counterfeit :
Heaven as Reward of the Saved

The Bib le nowhere promises
heaven as a reward of the saved
(req uest our free booklet What Is
the Reward of the Saved?), yet mil­
lions of Christians carelessly take
this "reward" for granted. It would
seem that their eternal place of resi­
dence would deserve more stud y
and proof than most Christians give it.

The scripture used most often by
the "heaven-bound" is actually a
greater proof text for an earthly re­
ward . Jesus said; "In my Father's
house are many mansions. . . . I go
to prepare a place for you" (John
14:2).

Certainly, if this were the only
verse in the Bible, heaven might be
suspected of being the "place" being
prepared. But the clear ver ses
throughout the Bible indicating an
earthly reward include the very next
verse:

"And if I go and prepare a place
for you, I will come again, and re­
ceive you unto myself; that where I
am, there y e may be also" (John
14:3). Christ was speaking on the
earth ("where I am") and of His
return from heaven to earth.

Despite all the humorous stories
of "Saint Peter and the pearly
gates," the popular songs about
"seventh heaven" and "cloud nine,"
or the Negro spirituals about "that
hebbenly land," jokes and music
don 't take the place of clear biblical
truth on the subject.

Even if a Christian could go to
heaven, would he really want to be
there? On the way up to heaven, he
would theoretically pass Christ com­
ing down! Further along in time, he

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would pass "the holy city, new Jeru­
salem, coming down from God out
of heaven . .. [and] a great voice out
of heaven saying, Behold , the taber­
nacle of God is with men, and he will
dwell with them . . . " (Rev . 21:2-3).

The Reward of
the Unsaved: A
First Chance
W hat happens
to the billion s of
"heathens" who
li ved before

--,yrrr-- Christ was born ,
IIIII or, for that mat­

ter, after His death? Are atheis ts be­
hind the Iron Curtain, or animistic
savages in Africa, lost forever unl ess
a mission ary reaches them in time
to mumble a few saving words
about " the Lord"?

The doc trine presented by mod­
ern Christianity teaches that those
people are eithe r "damned for all
time" in a burning hellfire, or, at the
ot her end of the doctrinal spectrum,
they are saved if they were "sin­
cere ." A "good" pagan will be
saved, a "sincere" atheist will make
it, or a "ded icated" Hindu will go to
heaven, say these permissive pastors.

No major church promulgat es the
beautiful "middle-ground" truth
that God will mer cifully resurrect
all hum an bein gs to a fi rst chance to
live under God's laws in the Kin g­
dom of God on ea rth.

Go d is neither crue l (to send all
heath en to hell), nor wishy-was hy
(to allow an alien set of bel iefs to
occupy a position of rulership in His
Kingdom). He is merciful. but firm.
He will give all of the 50 billion
people who have lived and died
during the last 6,000 years a fi rst
chance to und erstand.

Perhap s you may wonde r, "Will
there be enoug h room on earth?"
Yes, there should be about an acre
per person once the earth is rem ad e
to be livab le everywhere.

Or possibly you might wonde r.
"Will there be enough teach ers?"
Yes, after 1.000 yea rs to prepare a
per fect world, there will be millions
of train ed servants.
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The Apostle John describes this
time: "A nd I saw a grea t white
throne, and him that sat on it. . . .
And I saw the dead , small and
grea t, stand before God . .." (Rev.
20: 11, 12). Th is "White Thro ne
JUdgment" is further describ ed in
Ezekiel 37. For additiona l details
about this fantas tica lly encouraging
doctrine, request the rep rint ar ticle
" Is This the Onl y Day of Salva­
tion?"

The Counterfeit :
Ever-Burning Hellfire

If a man lives and dies without
even hearing of Jesus Christ, "Chris­
tian " theology has it that he is des­
tined to sizzle in hellfire forever.

Is this the fate of the unsaved?
If so, who could serve such a cruel

God?
Th an kfully, the above scenario is

more a reflect ion of the nightmarish
fantasies of Dante Alighieri than of
the Creator God.

Confusion about "hell" has arisen
from the origina l meaning of the
word itself. The Hebrew word sheol
and the Greek hades. tran slated into
English as "hell," simply mean the
"grave." When you rea d the biblical
word "hell," it is most likely tran s­
lat ed from hades or sheo!.

When God says in both the Old
and New Testaments that Jesus
Christ's "soul was not left in hell,
neither his flesh did see corruption"
(Acts 2:31 and Psalm 16: 10), the
Hebrew and Greek words (sheol and
hades) mean a lite ral "grave." not
an ever-burn ing hellfir e. Th e "co r­
ruption of flesh" is a fur ther con­
textual ind ication that " hell" simply
mean s "grave site."

A furth er po int of co nfus ion
arises from a seconda ry mean ing of
"hell" in the Scriptures. The Greek
word Gehenna refers to a literal val­
ley of burn ing refuse near Jerusa­
lem. In biblical use, Gehenna refers
to the literal burning up of dead
human s who have deliberately and
perm anently rej ected God.

"A nd ye shall tread down the
wicked; for th ey sha ll be ashes un­
der the soles of your feet . . ." (Mal.

4:3 ). And , " . . . Fea r him which is
able to destroy both soul and body in
hell " (Ma tt. 10:28).

Th is is a hellfire of a short dura­
tion , intense heat , and specific time
and purpose in the future, " in the
which . .. the eleme nts sha ll melt
with ferve nt heat , the ea rth also and
the works that are therein sha ll be
burned up .. . . [and] all these things
sha ll be dissolved " (II Pet. 3: lO­
II ).

Th at all-consuming hellfire is the
last record ed specific event of God's
master plan on earth!

But there will be more: "Of the
increase of his government and
peace there sha ll be no end . . . " (l sa .
9:7).

The Nature ofMa n
The final theolog­
ical d octr in e
un iqu e to God 's
C h urc h co nce r ns
the na ture of man.
As with previous
doctrines, the Bible
is quit e clea r a bo ut

the spiritual and physical mak eup
of man ; bu t organized religion s
have instead added superstition s
about immor tal souls, pagan dual ­
ism , and the trap pings of spiri tu­
alism, ESP and the occult.

Read these clear scriptures fro m
the book of Ecclesiastes: "For th at
which befalleth the sons of men be­
falleth beasts; even one thin g befal ­
leth them: as the one dieth , so di eth
the other ; yea , they have all one
breath ; so that a man has no pre­
eminence over a beast: for a ll is
vani ty. All go unto one place: all a re
of the du st. and all turn to dust
agai n" (Eccl. 3: 19-20).

"For the living know that they
shall d ie: but the dead know not any
thing" (Eccl. 9:5). "... There is no
work, nor device. nor knowledge .
nor wisdo m. in the grave . whither
tho u goest" (verse 10). " Put not
yo ur tru st in princes. nor in the son
of ma n, in who m the re is no help .
His brea th goe th forth. he returneth
to his ea rth; in that very day his
thought s perish" (Ps. 146:3. 4).



As the saying goes: "Man, like
Rover, dies all over." "... For dust
thou art, and unto dust shalt thou
return" (Gen. 3: 19).

"But there is a spirit in man . . . "
(Job 32:8) . That spirit is added to the
human brain at birth to give man a
conceptual preeminence over brute
beasts , which are activated only by
instinct. This spirit is NOT the man,
but a part of man.

" For what man knoweth the
things of a man, save the spirit of
man which is in him? even so the
things of God knoweth no man, but
[by] the Spirit of God" (I Cor. 2: II).
This second spirit, the Holy Spirit, is
only added to those few human
beings now called and begotten by
God the Father. " ... If any man
have not the Spirit of Christ, he is
none of his" (Rom. 8:9).

The basic nature of man, then, is
entirely physical, with a separate
"spirit in man" added at birth and
taken away at death.

The Counterfeit:
Immortal Souls and Dualism

The words "immortal soul" are
nowhere found together in the
Bible. In fact, the word "immortal"
appears only once in the Bible; and
in this instance it refers to "the only
wise God" (I Tim. I: 17). At the end
of the same book, Paul proclaims
"Jesus Christ . .. only hath immor­
tality" (I Tim. 6: 14-16). Mankind is
made mortal, that is, capable of
eternal death.

Confusion again arises from the
translation of the original Hebrew
and Greek words. Nephesh in He­
brew and psuche in Greek (both
tran slated "soul") refer to lower life
forms as well as to humans. The soul
means only the life essence: the
breath, the blood and the brain
waves.

"The soul that sinneth. IT shall
die" (Ezek. 18:4. 20). Souls can DIE .

When a headline says, "Plane
Crashes - Hundreds of Souls Lost,"
that is the proper use of the word
"soul " - to mean LIFE . (For an in­
depth discussion of this subject,
request our free booklets Do You
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Have an Immortal Soul? and After
Death - Then What?)

The companion belief to the im­
mortal soul is the distaste for the
"inherent evil" of the physical
human body. This is called "dual­
ism," or the dual nature of man - in
simple terms, a good spirit versus a
bad body.

This doctrine is likewise as pagan
as belief in the immortal soul. Man
was made in God's likeness, as well
as in His image. Therefore, the body
modeled after God cannot be con­
sidered inherently evil. God looked
upon the newly created man, Adam,
and said he was "very good" (Gen.
1:31). This "body-is-evil" philoso­
phy is yet another carry-over from
pagan dualism - originating in
Babylon, refined in Egypt, and
transported to modern "Christian­
ity" via Hellenism, or Greek philos­
ophy.

One Way

Taken as a whole, the five doc­
trines listed above are unique to the
Church of God, which was founded
by Jesus Christ nearly 1,950 years
ago . Other churches believe some of
these doctrines, but most major
bodies believe none of them!

To paraphrase Winston Church­
ill, modern Christianity occasionally
stumbles over these amazing truths,
but it quickly picks itself up and
carries on as if it had never seen
them. The counterfeit doctrines are
too much a part of its heritage to be
rooted out in the face of clear bibli­
cal truth.

The purpose of this article has not
been to prove each doctrine person­
ally to each reader, but to familiar­
ize you with the total package and
the most succinct scriptures for each
doctrine.

H A VE you ever done things you deeply regretted
later? Have yo u said things you desperately wish
you hadn't? Do you sometimes have thoughts you

wish you cou ld ,remove? Are there times when you find
yourself confused and uncertain? Circumstances in

which you feel inadequ ate? Let's face it. These things
happen to most of us all too frequently.
But does it have to be this way? Does God intend that

we be wide open to, and unable to rid our min ds
of, wrong influences? Does He intend that our minds

should be prey to all tha t causes ago nizing hours of
me ntal torment - and sometimes even permanent

damage? The answer is NO! God doesn't inte nd
these things - and He shows us that we can contro l
our emo tions , tho ugh ts and act ions. He reveals in
the Bible how we can win the battle for our minds.

Every action origi nates in the min d. We th ink ; the n
we act. But we are often only vaguely aware of
forces that influence our thinking.

Eve was created with the abi lity to think. But
when she first

tested out this
great power
endowed on
he r by the
Creator , s he
did not do so

independently. Her thinking was in­
fluenced. The force which acted
upon her mind - subtly and cun­
ningly - was Satan .

Most of us have laughed at come­
dian Flip Wilson's parody on the
housewife with a tremendous urge
for impulse buying. Her excuse was ,
"Well, the devi l made me do it." O f
course, the answer is intended as
somewhat of a joke.

But Satan's influence is no laugh­
ing matter! He is powerful, cunning
and influential. The Apostle Paul
called Satan " the prince of the
power of the air" (Eph. 2:2). He is
broadcasting his wrong attitudes
twenty-four hours a day.

There is a spirit in man (see Job
32:8; I Cor. 2: 10-12) which imparts
the power of intellect to the human
brain. Satan is able to communicate
to humanity through this spirit. The
spirit in each human being - unless
we determine through God's Holy
Spirit to jam or reject its impulses ­
is tuned in on the devil's
wavelength . Satan is powerfully
ab le to influence our minds.

Satan is the "god of this world"
(II Cor. 4:4); he fosters a way of life
whic h we could, if we are not wary,
unknowingly follow.
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wasn't! They had never grasped that
one commandment is tru ly greater
than all the others!

What about us? We don 't bow
down to false gods. We don't rely on
talismans, idols, icons, or images.

~----We may never use profanity. We
may not steal or cheat. Most of us
keep God's Sabbath. We are, in
general, a commandment-keeping
people.

But have some of us been living
this way of life - keeping the com­
mandments of God - yet actually
failing in the greatest command­
ment of all?

Why is the first commandment
the greatest? Because it is the key to
spiritual zeal, character devel­
opment, the right control of the
mind and the abundant life which
Christ intends us to live.

The source of all of these qualities
is God . They are spiritual qualities,
and we can attain them only with
spiritual help from our Creator. The
first commandment is the vital key
to obtaining that help from God!

God must have first place contin­
uously. He will not permanently
play second fiddle to anyone or any­
thing .

Christ emphasized this command-

God 's
able to pro
must have .

But just how
about seeking God?

God Sets the Terms

God inspired Solomon to write :
"Keep my commandments, and
live . . . " (Prov. 7:2). He also said:
"The commandment is a lamp; and
the law is light . . . " (Prov. 6:23).

Most of us understand that God's
law illuminates a way of life. We
may even understand that it is for
our good. But how many of us have
realized that there is in this contin­
uous battle for the control of our
minds one commandment which is
of greater importance than all
others?

A lawyer came to Jesus and
asked: "Master, which is the great
commandment in the law?" (Matt.
22 :36.) Christ immediately an­
swered: "... Thou shalt love the
Lord thy God with all thy heart,
and with all thy soul, and with all
thy mind . This is the first and great
commandment" (verses 37, 38).

Christ pointed out something that
ought to have been so obvious, yet it

A VVay of Escape

It is not enough to eliminate the
obvious sins in our lives. We must
also actively resist the wrong in­
fluence of this society.

God tells us: "Resist the devil,
and he will flee from you." But
how? The same passage answers:
"Draw nigh to God, and he will draw
nigh to you" (James 4:7-8) .

We are in a spiritual battle requir­
ing spiritual help . "For we wrestle
not against flesh and blood, but
. . . against spiritual wickedness
[wicked spirits, marginal rendering]
in high places . Wherefore take unto
you the whole armour of God, that
ye may be able to withstand in the
evil day . . ." (Eph. 6:12-13).

Satan 's way is the way of death.
Unless we know how to fight that
way, we shall lose the attle for life
- eternal life! We are engaged in a
literal life-and-death struggle. To
win, it is vital that we recognize how
great Satan's influence is, and un­
derstand the basic steps we must
take to ensure victory.

If you are losing the battle, or
occasionally stumbling in the fight,
these steps will provide an escape
from Satan's influence .

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ment when He said: "Seek ye first
the kingdom of God, and his righ­
teousness ..." (Matt. 6:33). Th e
word "see k" is in the present contin­
uous tense. It mean s that we must
seek Go d's way not only at baptism.
but th roughout the entire ty of our
lives. God mu st rema in in first place.

But how can we ensure that we
are rea lly seeking God fi rst?

The Basic Building Block - Time

If you wanted to build a brick
wall, how could you gua ra ntee it
would be a good job? There is only
one way - to lay each brick accu­
rately, one at a time.

Th e building material of life is
time. Your life consists of just so
much time. This is a basic ingre­
dient that God has given each of us
to bu ild right eous cha rac ter. Thi s is
where we must start in seeking Go d.

The Apost le Paul exhorted the
E p hesians a bo ut " redeeming
[G reek: b uyi ng back ] the ti me"
(Eph. 5: 16). But j ust how do we go
about accomplishing this vita l goa l?

We have to begin by real izing
tha t the basic period of time re­
vea led in the Bible is the day. Christ
showed us this when He told His
disciples to pray. "G ive us this day
our daily bread" (M att. 6: II ). God
divided this basic unit of time into
two separate parts: da ytime and
nighttime.

First. what is the purpose of the
da ytime?

Paul said that we Christians are
"children of the day " (I Thess. 5:5).
This, then, is the time when we are
to be doing the job God has given
each of us. This is the really impor­
tant time!

The Use of Nighttime

The Bible shows that God started
His time seq uence at night (Gen.
I :5). Then why was the night given
to man?

The night is merely the time of
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preparation for the activity of the
next day. The nighttime hours pre­
pare us for part of the very purpose
of man's existence - to enjoy the
labor of his hand (see Eccl. 5: 18-19).

But isn' t it interesting that much
of the real acti vity tim e of the world
takes place a t night? So much of
wha t is glamorous takes place under
artificial lights.

Many people seek entertainment
at night , and they don ' t stop until
fat igue overtakes them or the ir en­
tertainment tast ebuds are totally sa­
tiated . Only then do th ey take
refuge in sleep.

The next morning these people
drows ily an swer the sound of their
alarm clocks. drag themselves out of
their beds. shock themselves into
wakefulness by drinking coffee, ea t
hurried breakfasts and reluctantly
de part to work.

Start the Daytime
Right!

But suppose we take a different
approach.

How would you like to face the
daytime with a buoyant. happy. en­
thusiastic attitude; with a mind that
is alert and ready for the challenges
of a hard world - a world that is
subtly trying to tear you and your
family apart?

Here's how it can be don e: GET
TO BED ON TI ME !

Most of us need from seven to
nine hours of sleep. Thi s is scien­
tifically demonstrable. Too many
are laboring under the false idea
that they can get away with lack of
sleep. Such people are greatly im­
pa iring their abi lity to function cor­
rectly in the daytime.

In many cases bad sleeping habits
have been formed over so many
years that they are difficult to
change. But with effort we can
cha nge for the better with beneficial
an d lasting resu lts.

Ge tt ing to bed about eight hours

bef ore we need to get up is genera lly
the need ed physical preparation for
the day. Don 't let the siren song of
continuous enterta inme nt. night af­
ter night . interfere with th is neces­
sary prep arati on .

Now. what a bout spiritual prepa­
rati on for the new day. Wo uldn't
the best way to begin the day (afte r
the physical preparat ion of suf­
ficient sleep du ring the night ) be to
spend time with the One who gives
yo u every breath of air yo u draw ­
the Crea tor who bestows upon yo u
the tim e yo u are about to use?

If we are going to seek Go d firs t,
we must do so on a daily basis. Pau l
e mp has izes this key princip le .
sayi ng that the inward man must be
" renewed day by day" (II Cor. 4 : 16).
We must spend time with God eac h
day so tha t we are properly pre­
pared for the battle of the da y
ahea d.

How Much Time?

What would a young man inter­
ested in a young girl think if every
time he called to see her. she were. to

say. "I'd love to spen d time wit h
yo u. but I have things to do"? How
long would he continue ca lling?
Wouldn't he reason: " If a ll those
thin gs ar e so very importa nt. she
can just continue to do them with­
out me" ?

When young peop le begin deve l­
oping an interest in one a no ther.
they don 't have to spend time to­
gether. It isn't something tha t re­
quire s legi s lat ion. T hey lik e
spending time together: they make
excuses to do so. They just keep
" running into" each other!

Thi s is the way it works on the
physical plane.

Have you not iced that you always
manage to fit into your busy sched­
ule the many "necessary" things
and the things you lik e to do?

But on .the other hand, there are
othe r things in life that you feel

- ' ------------- ------------------ .- - - - - ---
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would be a " nice idea" but that you
somehow never do.

But when it come s to spend ing
time with the Eternal Creator God,
oftentimes five or ten minutes here
and there is all we feel we need.

So let's be a little more specific.
How much time? We don 't want to
become legalistic or pharisaical in
our approach - that in itself can
become a pitfall.

Perh ap s a physical example will
get the point across. Do you nor­
mally find time to eat physical food ,
to take in physical nourishment? Do
you not normally man age enough
time for three meals a day - around
a half hour to eat each meal?

So we spend something like one
and a half hours each day eating
food ; that's how long it takes us to
nourish our bodie s physically.

But is our spiritual condition of
any less importance? Can we spend
considera bly less time nourishing
ourselves spiritually and get away
with it in the lon g run ?

If you began to cut down your
physical intake of food , or began to
eat low-qual ity food , you would
soon pay a pen alty. Your resistance
level would fall, and you would
have less stamina and lack energy.

In the same way, we weaken our­
selves spiritually if we consistently
redu ce our spiritua l nourishment.

Spiritual Nourishment

But somehow we don't look at it
that way. We try to kid ourselves
that we don 't have to spend that
much time with G od - we tell our­
selves that we don't have that much
time.

So often the physical crowds out
the spiritual.

Jesus Christ talked ab out a plot of
land that could have borne fruit, but
ins tead there were th orns a nd
thistles which "choked" the Word.
What were the thistles? "He also
that received seed among the thorns

is he that hear eth the word ; and the
care of this world, and the deceitful­
ness of riche s, choke the word , and
he becometh unfruitful" (Matt.
13:22).

Jesus Christ said that the care and
the concern for the physical thin gs
of this life can prevent us from
being fruitful!

Luke 10:40 states that "Ma rtha
was cumbered about [with] much
serving," whereas Mary chose to lis­
ten to the truths Christ was ex­
pounding . Martha "came to him ,
and said, Lord , dost thou not care
that my sister hath left me to serve
alone? bid her therefore that she
help me. And Jesus ans wered and
said unto her, Martha, Martha, thou
art careful and troubled about many
things: But one thing is needful: and
Mary hath chosen that good part,
which shall not be taken away from
her."

Too many of us are spiritual Mar­
tha s!

Cert ainly there is nothing wrong
with serving - nothing wrong with
performing physical tasks. But if we
allow God to be muscled out by the
pressure of these physical activities, we
are starting down the wrong path.

Be honest with yourself! Ha ve
you really been spending enough
time with G od?

What Kind of Time?

Is time all that it takes? Just time ,
so long as it's enough?

Let's suppose you have been
spending an hour or more every day
in prayer and Bible study . Probably
several thousands who read this
magazine have. But does even this
fulfill what God requires?

Let's begin to find the answer by
understanding a physical type that
God gave to anc ient Israel. Listen to
God's instruction regarding the
Passover lamb: "Your lamb shall be
without blemish, a male of the first
year .. ." (Ex. 12:5). It had to be
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perfect. Onl y the very best was to be
offered for the Passover.

In Malachi 1:8 God warned Israel
that He does not accept inferior sac­
rifices. This is what God demanded
for their good.

With this principle in mind, wha t
kind of time should we give to God?
Shouldn't it likewise be our best?
Shouldn't it be our prime time?

Advertisers crave prime time on
radio and television . The cost of this
coveted time is astronomical ; it's the
most valuable time there is on this
typ e of media.

Our Creator doesn't want us to
give Him merely enough time; He
wants prime time. Again , for our
good!

But so often we give God the
dregs, the crumbs, the leftovers: We
are fatigued , tired, jaded, enervated;
going through a ceremony, a ritual,
instead of really drawing close to
God. We try to give Him time that
we simply would not offer to a fel­
low human being.

A Program for Seeking God

David was a man after God 's own
heart (Acts 13:22). When did he
seek God?

" I pre vented the dawning of the
morning, and cried: I hoped in thy
word " (Ps. 119: 147). He also sa id:
"My voice shalt thou hear in the
morning, a Lord; in the morning
will I direct my pray er unt o thee ,
and will look up" (Ps. 5:3).

David was excited about the op­
portunity to seek G od , and he rose
early to do so. He anticipated the
new day as another wonderful op­
portunity to go before his Creator!

David knew when prime time is.
He had discovered a living law. He
said : " 0 God, thou art my God;
early will I seek thee: my soul thirs­
teth for thee , my flesh longeth for
thee in a dry and thirsty land, where
no water is" (Ps. 63: I).

David's son Solomon personified
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wisdom in Proverbs 8: 17. "I love
them that love me; and those that
seek me early shall find me."

If you were to take a concordance
and go through the Bible, you
would discover that the great ser­
vants of God sought Him early.
They used the prime time immedi­
ately after waking for prayer to their
God and the study of His Word!

Here is a simple plan for giving
God prime time every day.

Determine when you must walk
out of the house in the morning,
then count back two hours, and
that's the time you need to get out
of bed. Not the time to wake up, but
the time to be out of bed!

Then, once you are out of bed ,
take a shower or bath to get the
sleep out of your system. Next ,
spend a half hour in Bible study
followed by a half hou r of prayer, or
vice versa .

You can do it in any manner you
wish. Since most people have read
books all of their lives, it is easier for
them to read than it is to pray .
Reading is something physical,
while pra yer is sometimes a difficult
spiritual activity.

Stud ying before pra ying gives
you a chance to get in gear. And
you are letting God teach you,
enabling you to talk to Him more
effectively.

Bible study prepares your mind
for prayer. You may find it the
easiest way to get started on this
program.

Your study time should be pre­
ceded by a brief prayer asking God
to give you understanding of the
Bible. Pray as David did: "Open
thou mine eyes, that I may behold
wondrous things out of thy law" (Ps.
119: 18).

If you have never consiste ntly
prayed and studied before, you will
be amazed by the spiritual help you
will begin to receive .

And if you have been praying

and studying, but haven't been giv­
ing God the very best of your time.
you will begin to derive the added
impetus and interest you need to
begin combating Satan's influence
on your mind through his use of the
society around you .

You might find difficulty in per ­
severing with prayer at first, but
don 't be discouraged. Stay with it,
and it will become increasingly eas­
ier as a right habit begins to form. It
will payoff in big spiritual divi­
dends!

Set Your Mind for
Batt le

Do you realize that your mind is
most impressionable in the morn­
ing? Information put into the mind
early in the morning is usually more
indelibly printed than at any other
time of the day.

If you have ever walked on a
beach after a beach-cleaning ma­
chine has smoothed out the sand,
you have seen your footprints
deeply imprinted in those beautiful
ribbons of sand. Yet, if you were to
go to that same beach later in the
day, you wouldn't leave the same
quality of impression. Hundreds of
pairs of feet have trodden down the
sand. No one track is clear.

Sleep smooths out our mental
landscape like a machine cleans the
beach. Thoughts impressed into the
mind early are deeply imprinted.

If we put God's thoughts into our
minds by studying His Word first,
our entire spiritual resistance level
will rise. We will automatically be
better equipped to face the battles
and temptations of the day ahead.
Of course, you will still have prob­
lems - but now you will be making
measurable headway.

Study ing the Bible at the begin­
ning of each morning, in the very
prime hours of the day , will arm
your mind for the battle you will
face.

Flexibil ity Ne cessary

However. this isn't to say that
there will never be variations to
your morning schedule. Any sched­
ule must be flexible if it is to suc­
ceed . There have to be exceptions,
days when you can't follow the pro­
gram exactly. But they ought to be
exceptions - not the rule.

Of course, some of you will be
reluctant to try any "new" schedule
if you haven't already been doing
these things. Initiall y, some of you
won't like the idea. But as the Guin­
ness stout ale ad says: "In so many
cases we don't like it because we've
never tried it."

The Battle Is On

Satan's wavelength is broad­
casting twenty-four hours a da y. He
never cea ses his assault on the
human mind .

Whether you are ready to fight or
not , Satan is alread y throwing all of
his forces into the fray. He isn 't
waiting for you to declare war!

You can't afford to delay mar­
shaling for the battle. You need to
begin immediately to arm yourself
(see Eph . 6:10-18). If you aren't pre­
pared to withstand Satan's assa ult,
you are losing the battle already!

The proper use of your time is the
key to winning. Don't be too busy to
pray or to study God's Word.

Don 't be among the many who
will stand before their Maker unpre­
pared, embarrassed, ashamed ­
wishing they could live their lives
over again - so they could rear­
range their "busy" schedules to in­
clude God.

But you can begin now to put
your plan of attack into action. Be
sure you are able to say with the
Apostle Paul: "I have fought a good
fight, I have finished my course, I
have kept the faith " (II Tim. 4:7).

I Corinthians 12:13 further tells
us: "For by one Spirit are we all
baptized into one body [the Church] ,
whether we be Jews or Gentiles,
whether we be bond or free; and
have been all made to drink into
one Spirit."

Membership in God's Church can
only be obtained by receiving God's
Holy Spirit upon real repentance ­
water baptism being symbolic of
burial of the old self. (Write for our
free booklet entitled What Is a Real
Christian?

An Idea Goes to Production

On ce an idea has been formu­
lat ed a n d th en
approved by Mr.
Ted Armstrong, it
is brought before
the producers to
initiate planning
for producing the
pro g ram . The
p roduc ers th en
co nfe r with the
directors to di s­
cuss th e goal s and
theme of the pro­
gra m.

The ball is then
pitched to a spe­
cific d irector who
is assigned to be
responsible for that particular pro­
gram . His communicati on to all
suppo rt systems is critical to the
overa ll succ ess o f th e program;
th erefore, hi s ass is ta n t d irector
keep s the net work of communica ­
tions moving smoothly.

Th e first communication is to the
researchers. They compile needed
informat ion for the program sub­
ject. Man y times this input includes
conducting. interviews; gathering
data, graphs and charts; plu s find­
ing int eresting film clip s.

A single program can require ani­
mation, set design , film clips , charts
and gra phs, int erviews, and on-loca­
tion filming.

To produce the se, the input and
activities of a number of depart­
ments within the Media Division
must be coordinated. These depart­
ments include Engineering, Produc­
tion and Film, Graphic Design ,
Commercial Production, and Re­
search and Public Relations.

Th e employees in these areas
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comprise a team of over 100 per­
sons, and the efforts of tho se who
are working on the sa me program
mu st be correlated so they are com­
pleted in time for a specific taping
date.

Final Preparation

When the essential interviews,
film clips, graphs, etc., are com­
pleted - and approved by the direc­
tor - there are two more necessary

MARKETING and Media Division
heads discuss future plans for dis­
tribution of the telecast.

steps before the ac tua l taping can
begin : The director mu st obta in the
very latest last-minute informati on
concerning the program topic from
the researchers and then brief Mr.
Ted Armstr ong.

Once Mr. Armstrong is apprised
of these final details and has jotted
down a few notes, he is ready to
begin. Then the logo (theme mu sic)
starts and another taping session is
under way.

Once the program has started,
coordina ted teamwork is needed
once again. With the director in
charge and making the visual vari­
ety count (switching cameras and
changing angles), cameramen await
his signals. At the same time , the
floor director cues Mr. Armstrong to
a specific camera.

Sometimes when a film clip is in­
serted, Mr. Armstrong narrates the

informati on. During the telecast
there a re a lso breaks for 60-second
commercials announcing free boo k­
lets related to the subject.

In terms of tim e, the tot al job is
abo ut half don e after the ta ping.
Rem ain ing steps are post-editing
(editing out mistakes. ad ding com­
mercials, film clips, interviews, etc .),
preview (viewing the finish ed prod­
uct), dubbing (ma king a copy for
each sta tion), and shipping out the

end resu lt.

A Warning t o Beware
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it mig ht be in fact. This ela tes and
infla tes his ego an d vanity.

In times past , ce rtain people
caused some to reject God's truth (II
Tim. 2: 16- 18; Jude 4, 8, 15, 18).
Such people are ac tive today (II Pet.
2 : 1-3; 3: 1-3 ; II Thess. 2:7). And
Christ warns you to take heed, lest
anyone deceive you (Matt. 24:4, 5).

Then, as now, ~ here was a great d I n't
master professional

lieallDul thea
them. That great mastermind is truth
S~t~n t~e devi l (Rev . 12: 10; II Cor.
4 .4 , II. 13-15) .

Sat an ha s deceived the whole
world (Rev. 12:9). One device he
uses is pla in, bold -faced lies (John
8:44) . He knows hu ma n nature and
recognizes that one of its proclivities
is to be a willing hearer of gossip
and fa lsehoods (Jer. 5:30-31) .

There are many biblical exa mples
of how gullible gossip believers fell
victim to Satan by believing a lie
against the truth. The following are
j ust some of them :

I) The angels under Lucife r were
du ped into be lieving they could
dethrone God (lsa. 14: 12-15; Rev.
12:9).

2) Eve ca relessly acce pted Satan's
explanation of the situation and re­
jected God's . She didn't make in­
quiry to asce rta in tru th from erro r.
She ca re lessly ass umed Sat an was
correct and rea ped the disastrous
pen al ty.

3) Noah preached of th e impend­
ing Flood for 120 years (G en. 6:3).
During all this time th e world had
the witness of Noah's preaching and
saw or kne w about the construc tion
of the Ark . The world, however ,
with the exception of eight peop le,
rejected that witness. They accepted
the lie th at all things would con ­
tin ue as they were (II Pet. 3:4).

4) G od 's prophet told Ah ab that

DID YOU ever a ttempt to rela te
some in format ion to a law­
yer, an age nt for the Federal

Bureau of Investigation, or an insur­
ance investigator? Did you become
irritated whe n every time yo u told a
crucial pa rt of the story he contin­
uou sl y interrupted and asked,
"Now, how do you know that? Did
you actually see that happen? Do
you know that for a fact or did
someone tell you? "

It would seem that he was forever
interrupting and never willing just
to accept your sta tement of the way
thin gs happened. He insisted on get ­
ting to the ultimate source of the
information. He only wanted the
firstha nd facts and was never willing
to accept yo ur assumptions.

On the other hand, did you ever
talk to someone who never bothered
to question one iota of your story?
To the contrary, whatever was said
was accepted with , "Oh! Is that
right?" or "O h! I didn't know thaI."

The difference is that in the first
case you were de aling with a pro­
fessiona l fact finder ; in the sec­
ond case, with a gullible gossip be­
liever.

The professional fact finder has
learned through diligent trai ning
and experience that the majority of
information that people relate is ex­
aggerated, colored, misinterpreted,
based on assumpt ions or just alto­
gether false. He knows that in order
to a rrive at the actual truth of the
matter, diligent inq uiry is necessary
to sift fact fro m false hood . To these
professiona ls, the comment "t hey
say" does no t establish the truth of a
ma tter, but usu ally is a sure in­
dica tion that the stateme nt is pure
gossip.

On the other hand, the gullible
gossip beli ever isn't interested in the
facts or the tru th of the matt er. All
he wants to hear is something inte r­
esting and exciti ng . It doesn 't matter
how false or inaccurate. He wants a
story, usu ally derogat ory, that he
can relat e to someone else. Then he
can leave with the feeling that he
knows something some body else
doe sn't - no matter how erroneo us
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he should not go to war , but Ahab
rejected the warning and chose to
believe a dem oniacallie that was in
accord with his own physical desires
(II Chron. 18).

5) A prophet of God chose to dis­
obey a direct instruction from God.
He chose to believe the lie of a false
prophet; to believe that an angel
could countermand God's com­
mand (I King s 13).

6) Some individuals rejected the
preaching of the apostles, and ac­
cepted the false teachings of those
who claimed that the resurrection
was already past (II Tim . 2:14-18).

7) Others believed such totally
false doctrines that Peter was in­
spired to call such doctrines "dam­
nable heresies" (II Pet. 2:1-2).

How Error Grows

The disastrous effect of believing
lies, even through carelessness, is
that it turns one from the truth
(Titus 1:14). Do you gra sp that even
a little error, a little false doctrine, is
like a cornerstone of a building? By
believing error you reject the truth
of God on that particular point.
That little bit of falsehood is like
leaven. It begins to grow (Matt.
16:6).

Soon a little more knowledge is
built upon this foundation. Since
truth does not fit with error, the ad­
di tional building blocks of knowl­
edge, built u p o n this init ial
cornerstone of falsehood, must be
altered to fit the foundational error.
So error grows until the person has
built himself a for tress of falsehood
- a bastion of error.

And the pathetic truth is that he is
deceived, and may actually believe
he has built upon the foundation of
Jesus Christ, the apostles and the
Bible (Eph. 2:20). In actual fact, he
has built it upon sand (Matt. 7:26 ,
27).

W ho Do You Bel ieve?

God has given ample warnings
against becoming a gullible gossip
believer. He encourages you to be­
come a professional fact finder. He
is concerned beca use your salvation
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" But false prophets also
arose among the people,
just as there will be false
teachers among you, who
will secretly bring in de ­
structive heresies . . . . And
many will follow their li­
centiousness, and because
of them the way of truth
will be reviled. "

/I Peter 2: 1-2, RSV

". . . Because they received
not the love of the truth,
that they might be saved.
And for this cause God
shall send them strong de ­
lusion, that they should
believe a lie . "

/I Thes. 2 : 10-11

could be at stake - He want s to be
certain that you don 't believe a lie
about the truth - and reap the dire
consequences - without at least
being warned.

So God exhorts us to become pro­
fessional fact finder s: to test the
spirits (I John 4: 1); to prove all
things (I Thes s. 5:21); to study and
acquire a thorough understanding
of God's Word (II Tim . 2:15). He
gives us the example of the Bereans,
who searched the scriptures daily to
prove whether or not the things they
heard were true or false (Acts 17:10­
12). The Bereans were profes siona l
fact finders .

God clearly warns us that today
there are a great many who speak
evil of God's truth. They come with
the grossest of errors, although they
are often cloaked in subtleties. Un­
fortunately, some fervent gossip be­
lievers will accept what they say ­
without question - and never even
attempt to seek out or test the truth
of their accusations.

Many False Rumors

There are many different types of
false charges that these messengers
of Satan will bring. Much mis­
information about this very Work of
God has found its way into circles of
gossip .

Some have stated, for example,
that this Work is financed by a
single billionaire. This is absolutely
100 percent fallacious - unless you
regard God as a "billionaire"! Mr.
Arm strong has written numerous
co-worker letters and editorials ex­
plaining how this Work is financed.
It's clear for all who want to know,
yet some would rather just believe a
lie than learn the truth.

The true facts are explained in
our "How Your Subscription Has
Been Paid" box on the next page.

Other lies against this Work are
even more gross and are not worthy
of mention here.

But gullible gossip believers are a
simple target of Satan. It's as though
they were hungry to hear some new
negative misinformation about the



Work! How simple it would be to
ascertain the truth - j ust go to the
source and ask .

But they are more willing to be­
lieve a lie and fall under the very
co n d em n a ti on warn ed o f in
II Thessalonians 2:10-11. God says
that people per ished "beca use they
received not the love of the truth ,
that they might be saved." For this
reason God sent " them strong delu­
sion, that they should believe a lie."

God's Church Will Suffer
Persecution

People who so readily accept un­
founded gossip and slander against
God's Work should realize that
every time they hear an accusa tion
it is strong evidence that this is the
Work of Almighty God. Even a cur­
sory examination of Scripture re­
veals that preaching the Word of
God br ings persecution and false
acc usa t ions (J ohn 15:20 ; Mark
10:30).

God says "to speak evil of no
man" (Titus 3:2); we are to lay aside
all "evil spea kings" (I Peter 2: I).
Go d comma nded His true Church
to preach the gospel of the coming
Kingd om of G od to th is world
(Mark 16: 15) and to feed the flock
- the individua l members of His
body (John 21:15-17; I Cor. 12:12,
13).

God's commission to His true
ministers was not to go out and mal­
ign, ridicule, castiga te and brin g
false charges agai nst individua ls.

That is why this Work has never,
and will never, use the powerful
means of communica tion at its dis­
posal - television , rad io and t he
printing press - to malign and casti­
gate other ind ividuals.

So do not assume that accusations
aga inst this Work are true just be­
cause The Plain Truth, The Good
News, and The World Tomorrow
program , are not taken up with con­
tinual denials. To do so would fall
right into the hands of Satan. Be­
coming enmeshed in petty bicker­
ings would cause the preaching of
the gospel to go wanting.

Withh old judgment when you
hear an accusation brought agai nst
th is Work.

The inclination
of hum ans is to believe the fi rst
story they hear ; but a false story can
be exposed for what it is if the ac­
cused is given an opportunity to tell
his side.

There is one more thing yo u
might do - something that might
prove very, very int eresting. Write
the accuser and cha llenge him to
forward you copies f rom the source
upon which he bases his accusa­
tions.

Don't be satisfied with a mere
"quote," but demand a copy of the
article itself. We say this because
many times antagonists severely
edi torialize the so-called "quote" so
t h at iti s a n ab so l ut e m is­
rep resent ation of wha t we print ed .

Remember, we have been pub­
lishing written material for over
forty years. Certainly there must be
some written documentation upon
which they can rely. If they do not
forward you such requested docu­
ment ation, it cert ainly should be, in
and of itself, absolute proof that the
accusations are totally untrue.

In the event the accuser should
forward some typ e of docum ent a­
tion , please don 't just formulate
your conclusion based upon it. Un­
der any circumstances, com e to the
source and let us at least have an
opportunity to explain the basis or
circumstances surrounding the ma­
terial.

Don 't believe derogatory cha rges
aga inst this Work without at least
writing and presenting the charge to
us. Then we will give you the true
facts regarding the subject.

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J ESUS had addressed the first six
parables in this series directly
to the people who were stand­

ing on the shore of the Sea of Ga­
lilee. But because of their spiritual
blindness He did not explain the
meaning to them. It was only to the
disciples that He later revealed the
meaning.

"All these thing spake Jesus unto
the multitude in parables ; and with­
out a parable spake he not unto
them" (Matt. 13:34). The people ­
at the time - never really realized
what they had been told! Actually
Christ had given them precious in­
formation that had been kept secret
since the world was formed - but it
was hidden in the parables (verse
35).

"Then Jesus sent the multitude
away, and went into the house : and
his disciples came unto him ..."
(Matt. 13:36).

Now the setting had changed.
Jesus was no longer sitting in the
boat on the Sea of Galilee. He was
in a house (His own or perhaps Pe­
ter's). The disciples asked for an ex­
planation of the parable of the tares
(verse 36). Jesus explained not only
that parable but all the parables He
had given to the people (Mark
4:34).

Following the explanation of the
parables given to the people, Jesus
then added four more parables
which pertained directly to the work
of the future apostles . These were
not given to the people at that time ,
but to the disciples only. The mean­
ing was not hidden - there was no
need. In fact , the meaning of each of
these four last parables is self-ex­
planatory.

Jesus continued with the same
theme - that of the Kingdom of
God - but He spoke of things
which had to do with the ministry of
the apostles. The disciples were still
not converted at this point. They
were not yet fully resolved to carry
out their apostolic commissions.
You will recall that following
Christ's crucifix ion Peter had said:
"I go a fishing ..." (John 21:3).
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And, following Peter's example, the
others said the same thing. But
Christ had intended that they
should become fishers of men!

These four parables were de­
signed to show the disciples the in­
credible value and pricelessness of

. their apostolic calling. They were in­
tended to illustrate the true worth of
the knowledge of the Kingdom of
God. And the last of these parables
indicated how they were to preach
and teach others about the King­
dom of God.

Let's examine them one at a time.

The Hidden Treasure

"Again, the kingdom of heaven is
like unto a treasure hid in a field: the
which when a man hath found , he
hideth, and for joy thereof goetb and
selleth aU that he hath, and buyeth
that Iield,,.

Matt. 13:44

Here we see a person who stum­
bles unexpectedly upon a valuable
treasure in a field through which he
is passing. He is not seeking it. He
just happens upon it. But in so
doing he immediately recognizes its
tremendous value and takes steps to
acquire the field - even at the
cost of selling all his earthly posses­
sions .

We may learn two lessons from
this brief parable. One: not every­
one who is called is seeking the truth
of God. Most are just going about
their lives oblivious to the need to
search for life 's meaning. Their
whole goal in life is self-perpetu­
ation and perhaps material success.
Then, quite unexpectedly, God in­
tervenes in their lives and calls them
to His Kingdom (John 6:44).

The second lesson : a wise person
will immediately recognize the
value and meaning of that high call­
ing . He will take steps to see that
from that time forth nothing jeopar­
dizes his efforts to pursue eternal
life. He will abandon his material
goals and "seek first the kingdom of
God" (Matt. 6:33) .

He will not care what the cost is ­
although he should soberly count
that cost before he sets about be­
coming a real Christian: "For which
of you, intending to build a tower,
sitteth not down first, and counteth
the cost, whether he have sufficient
to finish it? .. . . So likewise, whoso­
ever he be ojy ou that Jorsaketh not
all that he hath, he cannot be my
disciple" (Luke 14:28, 33).

Jesus was pointing the disciples to
the importance of their calling as
apostles. But the principle applies to
all who are called of God to His
Kingdom.

Are you willing to give up every­
thing to achieve salvation?

The Pearl of Great
Price

"Again, the kingdom of heaven is
like unto a merchant man, seeking
goodly pearls: who, when he had
found one pearl of great price, went
and sold all that he had, and bought
itr

Matt. 13:45-46

Notice the difference between this
and the previous parable. The mer­
chant was seeking "goodly pearls."
Since the pearl of great price repre­
sents the Kingdom, we must con­
clude that here is a person searching
for spiritual truth.

There are many such people in
the world. Not everyone stumbles
upon the truth; some are actually
seeking knowledge of God and His
Kingdom.

Consider the moving example of
a man named Simeon: "And, be­
hold , there was a man in Jerusalem,
whose name was Simeon; and the
same man was just and devout,
waiting Jor the consolation oj Israel:
and the Holy Spirit was upon him.
And it was revealed unto him by the
Holy Spirit, that he should not see
death, before he had seen the Lord's
Christ. And he came by the Spirit
into the temple: and when the par­
ents brought in the child Jesus, to do
for him after the custom of the law,



then took he him up in his arms,
and blessed God, and said, Lord,
now lettest thou thy servant depart
in peace, according to thy word: For
mine eyes have seen thy salvation"
(Luke 2:25-30).

Simeon had yearned for God's
Kingdom and His Christ! And God
rewarded him by allowing him to
see the Messiah before his death ­
and indeed to prophesy concerning
Him!

God has not yet given us the
privilege of seeing Christ as did
Simeon. But we have been offered
that pearl of great price - we know
of the Kingdom of God and how to
achieve salvation.

If we are patient and endure to
the very end - if we have really
been willing to forsake everything
and have given God's Kingdom top
priority in our lives - we too will
someday gaze upon the face of the
living Christ, this time in all its bril­
liance and glory as the returning
Creator God.

Notice what the scripture says :
"Beloved, now are we the sons of
God, and it doth not yet appear
what we shall be: but we know that,
when he shall appear, we shall be
like him; for we shall see him as he
is" (I John 3:2) .

Whether you were searching for
the truth of God or not - will you
now recognize the value of what you
have within your grasp?

The Net Cast Into the Sea

"Again. the kingdom of heaven is
like unto a net, that was cast into the
sea, and gathered of every kind:
which, when it was full, they drew to
shore, and sat down. and gathered
the good into vessels, but cast the
bad away. So shall it be at the end of
the world: the angels shall come
forth, and sever the wicked from
among the just, and shall cast them
into the furnace of fire: there shall
be wailing and gnashing of teeth."

Matt, 13:47-50

As Peter and the others went out
as "fishers of men," there was no
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guarantee that every person they
caught would be of top spiritual
quality. The gospel message attracts
all kinds of people. Not everyone is
truly converted and headed for the
Kingdom. Simon Magus, in Acts the
eighth chapter, is a good example of
a person who was attracted by the
power of the apostles (he was even
baptized), but his motives were in­
sincere.

There are those who fellowship
with true brethren of the body of
Christ. They eat with them, attend
services with them, and pay lip ser­
vice to righteousness - but they are
not children of the Kingdom!

Jude spoke of such as "spots in
your feasts of charity, when they
feast with you, feeding themselves
without fear .. . " (Jude 12). Such
people do not truly have the fear
and respect of God which a genu­
inely converted person must have.
They appear as Christians out­
wardly, but inwardly they are hypo­
crites and spiritually unclean.

Peter also warned of such individ­
uals. He wrote: "But there were
false prophets also among the
people, even as there shall be false
teachers among you, who privily
shall bring in damnable heresies,
even denying the Lord that bought
them, and bring upon themselves
swift destruction" (II Peter 2: I).

These are not outsiders - they are
insiders among the people of the
Church of God. They are caught in
the "net" along with those who are
headed for the Kingdom of God.
But at the return of Christ, such
people will be separated - God's
angels will "sever the wicked from
among the just."

Upon completion of this parable
Jesus asked them, "Have ye under­
stood all these things?" They an­
swered in the affirmative (Matt.
13:51). He then gave them one last
parable which could only apply to
the ministry of Christ.

The Householder's Treasure

"Then said he unto them, There­
fore every scribe which is instructed
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unto the kingdom of heaven is like
unto a man that is an householder.
which bringeth forth out of his trea­
sure things new and old,"

Matt. 13:52

Here was an obvious reference to
the disciples, who had been "in­
structed unto the kingdom of
heaven" by the previous parables!
They had learned some entirely new
things - as Jesus had said in verse
35: "That it might be fulfilled ... I
will open my mouth in parables; I
will utter things which have been
kept secret from the foundation of
the world."

But they also would preach some
"old" things - things from the Old
Testament prophets and writers, as
well as the new truths which Christ
had personally given to them. The
Church of God is "built upon
the foundation of the apostles
and prophets, Jesus Christ himself
being the chief corner stone" (Eph.
2:20).

The Jewish people to whom the
apostles preached were familiar
with many of the Old Testament
teachings used by the apostles in the
preaching of the gospel. In addition,
they heard many new truths which
were given directly to the disciples
by Christ.

The complete message of the New
Testament combines the words and
lessons of the Old Testament with
the revelation of Jesus Christ.
Therefore some things are new and
some are old. This is amply demon­
strated by the fact that the New Tes­
tament writers included some 850
references to the Old Testament in
their writings - 280 of which are
direct quotes!

This completes the first set of Ga­
lilean parables. "And it came to
pass, that when Jesus had finished
these parables, he departed thence"
(Matt. 13:53).

What will it "fee l lik e" to be
eternal? What does inherent
life (John 4 : 14; 5:26) really
mean? This is the most awe­
some quality any human
being could possibly hope to
attain. And God the Father
and JASUS Christ want to
share it with us.
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I SAIAH 57:15 contains one of the
most incredible phrases that a
human mind can try to under­

stand. These few words describe
God as "One that inhabiteth eter­
nity. "

And we, as heirs of God now and
literal sons of God in the near fu­
ture, will eventually do the same
thing. We will inhabit eternity!

Considering the overwhelming
personal significance of these words,
let's investigate what "inhabit" and
"eternity" mean.

The Hebrew word translated
"eternity" is ad. Ad can be trans ­
lated "eternity, forever , everlasting,
always."

The English word " inhabit" in
Isaiah 57:15 comes from the He­
brew verb shakhan - which can
mean "to rest, live in, continue,
dwell, settle, inhabit." The word
shakhan gives the impression of
comfort and confidence. In various
contexts the meaning includes the
complete possession, occupation
and fulfillment of the object in­
habited.

And so, much like the human
family abides in, dwells in, contin­
ues in and inhabits the earth, the

ence : Just as physical beings employ
the vectors of space, spirit beings
employ the vectors of time. (This is
why God equally speaks of 1000
years as one day and one day as
1000 years - II Peter 3:8.)

Jesus Christ is called the Father of
Eternity - which is a way the phrase
"the everlasting Father" in Isaiah
9:6 can be translated. And we will
be like Christ (John 17:22). Like
God! "Beloved. now are we the sons
of God, and it doth not yet appear
what we shall be: but we know that,
when he shall appear, we shall be
like him ; for we shall see him as he
is" (I John 3:2).

As a son in God's family, you will
possess, envelop, encompass, occupy
and fulfill eternity in the same man­
ner as you, as a physical human
being today, can possess, envelop,
encompass, occupy and fulfill a
comfortable home or a soft easy
chair.

Picture yourself relaxing in your
favorite fluffy, pillowy armchair.
You are in charge of it. You use it.
You enjoy it. You possess it. You
envelop it. You encompass it. You
occupy it. You fulfill it. You abide
in it. You dwell in it. You inhabit it.

-amlY
God family rests in , abides in ,
dwells in, continues in and inhabits
eternity!

In the same manner that physical
beings can con trol and comp rehend
a specific plot of space, spirit beings
can control and comprehend an
eterni ty of time. Just as the earth is
the arena for all the activities of the
human family, eternity - eternity ­
is the arena for all the unimaginable
activities of the God family.

Grasp the funda mental differ-

Get the picture? Get the feel of it?
Now transfer that picture and

that feel. As a son in God's family,
you will likewise "inhabit eternity."

Th ink abo ut it. Think about all
the things tha t you would like to do
tha t you "don't have time for."

Think about eternity. Think about
inhabiting it.

What Will We Do?

Etern ity is a long time. Could it
get boring?



If it could, it would!
There's plenty of time available!

If boredom would develop - even a
little bit - we'd be in deep trouble.
Eternity would become a literal
hell! As a matter of fact, that is
precisely the fate reserved for Satan
and his demons - hell - an eternity
of boredom : "Raging waves of the
sea, foaming out the ir own shame;
wandering stars, to whom is re­
served the blackness of darkness for
ever" (Jude 13).

If eternity is to be spent gazing
blissfully up into God's face, or hav­
ing our every wish immediately ful­
filled - as many religions teach ­
after a few months (or after a few
octillion years, it doesn't really mat­
ter), life would get boring.

And once life got boring, it wou ld
be sickeningly and fiendishly ter­
rifying . Because there would remain
nothing but an unending eternity of
boredom to come - with death a
wonderful but impossible way of
escape (see Luke 20:35-38). This
would indeed be the ultimate tor­
ture.

But our Eternal Father has a bet ­
ter idea . He has designed a plan in
which eternity will not grow pro-
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righ t hand there are pleasures for
evermore."

The words "pleasures" and "for
evermore" in Psalm 16: II are some­
what unusual. Note the numerous
meanings of each:

" Pleasures" is translated from the
Hebrew word naeem meaning:
"pleasant, delights , agreeable,
lovely, beauty, glory , pleasures."
"Forevermore" is translated from
natzach, a Hebrew root which can
mean: "forever, perpetuity, per­
manency, truth, faithful, overseer,
entire, perfect, complete, sur pass,
excellency, glory ."

Now combine them together in
your mind's eye in order to begin to
barely approach the reall y great
time that God has in store for us for
eternity.

The Ultimate in Fine
Living

For eternity to be truly pleasur­
ab le, delig htful and existing forever
and ever, it must be finely balanced.

Balance is the key - for God's
life, just as for human life. Proper
goals and hard work must be com­
bined with artistic appreciation, rec­
rea tion and fellowship.
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"For thus saith the high and
lofty One that inhabiteth
eternity, whose name is Holy;
I dwell in the high and holy
place, with him also that is
of a contrite and humble
spirit, to revive the spirit of
the humble, and to revive the
heart of the contrite ones. "

Isaiah 57: 15

to inhabit eternity
gressively more boring. But, as un­
believable as it seems, etern ity will
grow progressively more exciting,
more scintillating, and more enjoy­
able as eac h eon follows eon.

In Ephesians 2:7 Go d reveals
"that in the ages to come he [God]
might shew the exceeding riches of
his grace in his kindness toward us
throu gh Christ Jesus."

Psalm 16: II multiplies this simple
but profound concept: ". .. In thy
presence is fuln ess of joy; a t [in] thy

It, of course, becom es ext remely
difficult to atte mpt to describe the
life of Go d - and our futu re life in
God's famil y. But Romans 1:20
gives us a key: we can learn about
the spiritual things of God by study­
ing the physical th ings which God
created. We can learn about God's
life by examining the perfect human
life as exemplified in God's Word.

Life in God's famil y will include
all the qualities of life which make
human life enjo yabl e.

As we look to the time of God's
Kingdom, nothing inspires us more
than the ultimate in family life. We
will all be part of God's family. We
will also be part of specific sub­
groupings based on the personal
families , friendships and associa­
tions developed and acquired in our
physical lives. Close friends today
could well continue a similar friend­
ship forever .

We will surely not all be "carbon
or xeroxed copies" of one another ­
all similar droplets of water vapor in
a great, amorphous, heavenly cloud ,
as some religions might suggest.

and organizational structure. The
Bible certainly indicates that these
national groupings will reflect the
national - or, more precisely, the
racial, tribal and family - associa­
tions of the physical life. The contin­
uance of the twelve tribes of Israel
(Revelation 7 and 12) is further
proof of this.

Next, it seems wholly logical for
physical families of this life, once
born into God's family, to live and
work together.

Is it unreasonable to ask if con­
verted husbands and wives, having
formed a successful and established
team, will continue to be toge ther
for all eternity? What could be more



inspiring? Would a loving God have
it otherwise?

Then add the children and grand­
children, and their children and
grandchildren - all living and
working together - and we just
barely begin to appreciate the full
range of contentedness and deep
happiness that has been prepared
for us in God's family.

How often in this life have old
age and death disrupted and seem­
ingly obliterated forever the
supreme joys of deep family satis­
faction and quiet family happiness?

One hundred percent of the time!
Every family that has ever existed

has eventually been destroyed by
death. The death of husband, wife,
parents, children, brothers, sisters ­
whether at premature or elderly
ages - is always the most piercing
and the most permanent of human
tragedies.

Well, the time is coming - soon ­
when such misery will never again
darken the door of any home. And
even more fantastically stirring,
most members of almost every fam­
ily in all human history, having
been ripped apart by death, will be­
come reunited! And this time they
will be forever inseparable.

God's Word has the answer to
death: "... Then shall be brought to
pass the saying that is written,
Death is swallowed up in victory. 0
death, where is thy sting? 0 grave ,
where is thy victory?" (I Cor. 15:54,
55.)

Never again will the corruption of
disintegrating change alter the sere­
nity of family life. Never again will
separation, disease, old age and
death bring that grinding despair
known to every human being . This
is why verse four of the twenty-first
chapter of the book of Revelation is
so emotionally stunning: "And God
shall wipe away all tears from their
eyes; and there shall be no more
death, neither sorrow, nor crying,
neither shall there be any more
pain: for · the former things are
passed away."
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All the epochs of human obituary
- in childhood, in youth, in the
prime of life, in middle age ; all the
ways of human death by war, by
accident, by disease - will all be
eradicated. Full families - your
family - will for the first time be
really together - grandparents, par­
ents, brothers and sisters, children
and grandchildren. All will be in the
prime of their spiritual lives, work­
ing, living and enjoying life as a
close-knit family, as part of the
overall family of God. Forever. And
ever .

But this is just the beginning. Life
in God's family will be "the ulti­
mate" in every respect.

The ultimate environment (Rev.
21-22). Splendor and glamour.

The ultimate in food . (God eats
for pleasure, not nourishment - see
Genesis 18:8; Luke 24:36-43.) The
finest delicacies , the most luscious
fruit (Rev. 22:2).

The most efficient means of trans­
portation - self-transport. (Other
means are also available. See Eze­
kiel I and 10.) Effortless (nonpollut­
ing) speeds up to and includ ing
instantaneous transference between
any two points in the universe.

The ultimate in music (Rev. 4;
14:3, etc.). Enormous choruses and
orchestras. Creativity unlimi ted.
Virtuosity supreme.

The ultimate in art. The ultimate
in education. The ultimate in learn­
ing. The ultimate in inventiveness.
The ultimate in creativity. The ulti­
mate in personal friendships. The
ultimate in conversation.

The ultimate in recreational
"games." (Are there "spiritual
games" which would be analogous
to chess, bridge , billiards, table ten­
nis, etc.?)

The ultimate in friendly "athlet­
ics." (Whatever form it may take ,
we can only imagine. But for bal­
ance some form of "a thletics" seems
to be needed in God's Kingdom.
Remember the physical was pat­
terned after the spiritual.)

The ultimate in vacations. The
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whole universe will be at our ser­
vice.

The ultimate in personal pleasure
(Psalm 16:II).

The ultimate in enthusiasm for
life. The ultimate in drive and ac­
complishment. The ultimate in pur­
pose.

Eternity will be fantastic. And
ever more so - forever and ever.

Putting It All
Together

You have been created to become
God. You have been destined to
rule the universe.

This is not just some ethereal
speculation. Hebrews 2:8 states that
God has put all things - and, as we
have said, "all things" really means
all things - under man's feet. "He
put all in subjection under him, he
left nothing that is not put under
him. But now we see not yet all
things put under him."

When will we see all things put in
subjection under us? When each of
us is changed into a literal member
of God's family ourselves (Rev. 20­
22). Then we will "inherit all things"
(Rev. 21:7).

Then every member of God's
family will inherently generate the
same family characteristics: intrinsic
life , inhabiting eternity; perfect
character, free moral agency (not an
automaton), individually distinct
personality (not an assembly-line
robot) ; ability to design, capacity to
create; knowledge and understand­
ing, purpose and drive ; appreciation
of the arts and sciences; friendship
and family life; continuous growth,
excitement and stimulation, oppor­
tunity and responsibility, accom­
plishment and fulfillment, and on
and on.

The family of God will be forever
expanding - throughout the uni­
verse , and beyond ; throughout time,
and beyond; not limited by space or
time; independent of the physical;
in all ages to come - epoch after
epoch , eon after con , forever and
ever; worlds without end! 0
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THE surprising truth is that the
people of Ol d Testament
times had scant knowledge of

God the Fa ther. But He is alluded
to and actually mentioned - several
times.

One of the purposes of Christ's
coming to earth as a hum an was to
reveal the Fa ther (see John I :18;
5:37 ; 8: 19; 14:7; Luke 10:22). He
would not have had to reveal Him if
the God of the Old Testament,
whom the Israelites had known, had
been the Father.

Yet a first hint of the existence of
the Person who became the Father
is found in the very first chapter of
the Bible. "And God said , Let us
[not me] make man in our image ,
after our likeness .. ." (Gen. 1:26).
(This does not indicate the "plural
of majesty" as some scholars have
suggested.)

Th en in chapter 2 we are in­
troduced to the term "the Lord
[YH VH] God" as the designation of
the acting and speaking member of
that "us." This Being - the Eternal
(which is the meaning of YHVH) ­
is every time the one who deals with
mankind as the biblical message
progresses. In Genesis 14:18, we
meet this Person as the "king of
righteousness' (M elchizedek, in He­
brew), the "king of Salem" (peace).
Proof? Suffice it to say here that of
this Melchizedek "it is witnessed
that he liveth" - that he is the Eter­
nal (Heb. 7:8). For further proof of
the identity of Melch izedek, the
reader is invited to request our free
repr int article "The Mystery of Mel­
chizedek Solved."

The point to notice, however, is
that th is Melchizedek , the YH VH,
the one who later became Jesus
Christ, becoming God the Son, was
at that time the priest (compare He­
brews 7: I and verses following with
Hebrews 8: 1) of "the MOST HI GH

God" (Gen. 14:18-22). Now who
was Go d MOST High, the one to
who m the Ete rna l Himself was
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WHERE
IS GOD THE

FATHER
IN THE OLD

TESTAMENT? .
priest? Let Jesus Him self answer :
". . . My Father IS G REATE R than I"
(Joh n 14:28).

Of course .
But let's be sure. Who was Jesus

Christ the son of? "The power of the
Highest shall overshadow thee," the
angel told Mary before Jesus was
begotten, "therefore also that holy
thing which shall be born of thee
shall be called the Son of God. . . .
He shall be great, and shall be
called the Son of the Highest . . ."
(Luke 1:35, 32).

Luke 8:28 and Mark 5:7 verify
that Jesu s is the "Son of God most
high" and "Son of the most high
God." The Father is mentioned
twice more by this term in the New
Test ament - Acts 7:48 and 16:17.

To whom did Jesus tell us to
pray? The Father (Matt. 6:9) . And
who did David pray to? " I will cry
unto God most high . . . " (Ps. 57:2).
Ag ain , " I will prai s e the
Lord . . . and . . . the name of the
Lord most high " (Ps. 7:17).

Yes, David may indeed ha ve
known of the One who was to be­
come the Father. (Remember, he
could not have been called the
Father yet, because He had not yet
begotten the Son . Melchi zedek,
YH VH, was not yet the Son .) "The
Lord [YHVH] sa id unt o my Lord,
Sit thou at my right hand, until I
make thine enemies thy footstool"
(Ps. 110: I; Heb . I: 13).

Sang Da vid, "The Lord thun-

dered from hea ven, and the most
High uttered his voice" (II Sam .
22:14).

Did Moses also know? "When the
Mo st High divided to the nations
their inheritance . . ." (Deut. 32:8).

The pagan Nebuchadnezzar
would of course have had no diffi­
culty in believing in two separate
members of the God family . The
Babylonians worshipped multiple
false gods. After Nebuchadnezzar
caused three men to be bound and
thrown in the fiery furnace, he
looked in and saw ''fo ur men loose,
walking in the midst of the fire,
an d . .. the form of the fourth is like
the Son [more correctly, a son] of
God. Then Nebucha dnezzar .. .
sa id, Shadrach, Meshach , and
Abednego, ye servants of the most
high God, come forth . . ." (Dan.
3:25-26).

The Prophet Daniel foresaw the
return of the resurrected and as­
cended Christ to the Father in
hea ven to receive the Kingdom (see
also Luke 19:11, 12, 15): " I saw in
the night visions, and , behold, one
like the Son of man came with the
cloud s of heaven, and came to the
Ancient of days, and they brought
him near before him. And there was
given him dominion, and glory, and
a kingdom ..." (Dan. 7: 13-14 ).
Here the "Ancient of days" mu st
refer to the Fa ther, although in
verse 9, the Son is perh aps a lso
called "Ancient of days," just as ei­
ther ma y be ca lled the Eterna l
( YHVH).

Perh aps even Proverbs may con­
tain a small hint that God was
known as a family: "Who hath as­
cende d up into heaven , or de­
scended? who hath gathered the
wind in his fists? who hath bound
the waters in a garment? who hath
establ ished all the ends of the ea rth?
what is his name, and what is his
son's nam e, if thou canst tell?"
(Prov. 30:4.)
