How did you come to
be here on earth?

Or were you put here and
given life by an all-knowing,
a ll- intelligent , purposeful , liv­
ing, supreme God, who de­
signed and created the human
mind and body?

Let me tell you - and I can
prove it , and so can you if you are
willing - th at the great Creator
brought YOU into existence on
thi s earth FOR A GREAT AND
MI GHTY PURPOSE!

You were born into a world
that has developed a cer tain type
civilization. The instant you were
born you knew - NOTHI NG! But
your eyes opened, you looked
about and knowledge of what you
saw began registering in your
memory - began putting knowl­
edge into your mind . Your ears
heard sounds, and thus additional
knowledge entered through the
sense of hearing. Very elementary
at first , but gradually, each bit of
new knowledge, entering your
mind through your senses of
taste, smell , feel, sight and hear­
ing, was added to what had pre­
viously been stored there.

Gradually you came to know,
and take up with, the customs,
ways, generally accepted ideas
and bel iefs of this world. You
accepted them, took them for
granted without question.

Some of them were good ­
many of them were BAD. But you
took them for granted without
realizing they were bad .

Human nature, you see, wants
to BE good - that is, to believe it
is good - to be con sidered good. It
just doesn't want to DO good.
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Because GOOD is the WAY of
God's invisible, inexorable, spiri­
tual LAW. That LAW is, simply,
LOVE.

It is love toward God in the
form of trusting and willing OB E­
DIENCE to God's every command
and direction , knowing it is for our
highest good . It is love toward
God in the form of being GOD­
centered - having the mind con­
tinually (consciously or subcon­
sciously) in contact with God,
relying on God, seeking guidance
from God, worshipful in the sense
of gratitude, obedience, faith and
complete trust. It is love tow ard
fellowMAN - in the sense of out­
going concern, equal to love and
concern for self.

Now NO MAN exercises that
kind of love naturally. You sim­
ply were not born with that kind
of love. You DON'T HAV E IT!

That is, not unless you have
received it from God through His
GIFT of His Holy Spirit.

THAT love - God's love ­
that of His Holy Spirit - travels
a certain road . It is the road that
leads to peace, to happiness, to
confident assurance, security ,
well-being, ENJOYMENT without
kickbacks, prosperity - every
good thing the heart de sires.

Everyone wants that result .
That is to say, everyone wants to

have the RESULT of doing good.
But no one, it seems, naturally

wants to GO that way - to DO
good.

That WAY - doing good - is
the WAY of God's law.

This world is not FULL of hap­
piness, peace, joy and universal
prosperity. It is pretty well filled
with strife - in the home, in
business , in politics, in war
between nations . It is pretty well
filled with unhappiness , frustra­
tions, insecurity. It is pretty well
filled with crime and violence,

with broken homes and unhappy, '
quarreling homes, with sickness
and disease, with frustrations,
failures, tragedies.

Now God is not the author of
all these troubles in the world.

God has, FOR A GREAT PUR­
POSE, made humans free moral
agents, and allotted 6,000 years
for mankind to make a choice ­
whether to accept God's govern­
ment over him, to be ruled by
God's law of LOV E, or whether to
set up his own ideas of man-made
government, following what
comes naturally - HUMAN
NATURE. That 6,000 years is
about up. When it is - a very
few more years, perhaps less than
10 - God Almighty is going to
step in, intervene supernaturally
and in divine POWER abolish gov­
ernments and ways of society ­
rule all nations with GOD'S laws
- and BRI NG PEACE AND HAPPI­
NESS TO HUMANITY!

HOW can that be done?
It 's simple!
There is A WAY of personal,

group and organized living that
will automatically produce that
utopia. And there is A WAY that
has, for 6,000 years, produced
curses, war, strife and violence,
frustration, failure - everything
this world has . God is simply going
to enforce, with divine power, HIS
WAY. He is going to take over all
governments, in a super WORLD
GOVERNMENT ruled by the very
CREATOR. It will rule by GOD'S
LA WS - the WAY of love!

Why do some people - even
college professors and some who
are intellectually inclined ­
become Communists? Because
they see many things WRONG in
this world - they want to BE right

hat Does
PENTECOST
MeantoYou?

Do YOU KNOW what
is the most univer­
sally believed false

doctrine in the Christian
world? God's annual Sab­
baths were given to keep the
true Church in the true
knowledge of our Maker's
master plan.

The one original, yet perse­
cuted Church of God, stands
alone in keeping these annual
festivals. And it alone has that
basic UNDERSTANDING .

That universally believed false
doctrine is that all humanity is
LOST - consigned to an eternally
burning hell - unless they "get
saved" by accepting Jesus Christ
as personal Savior NOW! They
say that we, NOW, are in the
ONLY day of salvation - that
when Christ returns to earth the
door to salvation will be CLOSED!
Unless you are "saved" NOW, you
are LOST!

I once heard the world's most
famous evangelist tell a massive
audience (on television) that we,
now, are in the ONLY day of salva­
tion - that tomorrow may be too
late. Many are frightened into
"making their decision for
Christ. "

That false belief implies that
when Jesus Christ returns in
supreme POWER and GLORY, He
will be helpless to save you! On
the contrary God's Word says
Jesus is coming 1) to restore the
government of God, setting up
the KINGDOM OF GOD, and 2) to
call ALL people still living to sal­
vation and eternal life.

What is th e TRUTH?

What, then, is the TRUTH that
the Feast of Firstfruits is given to
teach us?

It teaches us the very opposite
of what this world's "Christian­
ity" believes.

It teaches us that we of the
TRUE Church are the "FIRST­
FRUITS" ONLY - the FIRST to
receive salvation through Christ.
It teaches us that all others are
NOT YET CALLED. It teaches us
that as Jesus said, "NO MAN CAN
come to me, except the Father
which hath sent me draw him"
(John 6:44) .

But isn't God the Father des­
perately trying to draw all
humans NOW? Emphatically no!
- not yet! Was God unjust? No!
Never!

Notice what God did, right

after our first parents rejected
God as their R UL ER, their
Revealer of knowledge and as
their Savior with the gift of ever­
lasting life.

"And the Lord God said,
Behold, the man is become as one
of us , to know good and evil: and
now, lest he put forth his hand.
and take also of the tree of life,
and eat, and live for ever: There­
fore the Lord God sent him forth
from the garden of Eden, to till
the ground from whence he was
taken. So he drove out the man;
and he placed at the east of the
garden of Eden Cherubims, and a
flaming sword which turned
every way, to keep the way of the
tree of life" (Gen. 3:22-24).

Thus, ALL MANKIND was
BARRED from access to God or
receiving eternal life - all but
the comparative FEW God would
specially call for some perfor­
mance leading to the Kingdom of
God.

In effect, God said to MAN­
KIND through Adam and Eve:
"You have made your own deci­
sion. You have rejected me as
your God and your Ruler ,
Revealer of knowledge and Sav­
ior. Therefore I have cut you and
the whole world that will spring
from you off from all contact
with me. Go and form your own
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governments, your own religions,
your own production and dissem­
ination of knowledge. However, I
shall reserve the prerogative to
specially call into my service
such as I shall choose, for a part
in preparing for the Kingdom of
God. Otherwise, the world that
will develop from you is CUT OFF
from all contact with me for
6,000 years, when the Kingdom
of God shall be established, rul­
ing ALL NATIONS!"

Far from trying to get every
human saved spiritually during
the 6,000 years, God CUT OFF all
humanity - save the compara­
tive FEW He would specially
call.

THAT IS WHY Jesus said "No
man can come to me" during this
6,000-year period except God the
Father specially calls them ­
and He has called this few not
just for salvation, but for a special
service preparing for the King­
dom of God, as well.

After that 6,000 years expires,
Christ will come again to earth,
this time in SUPREME POWER AND
GLORY, to set up GOD'S GOVERN­
MENT. Satan shall be banished.
Then, during the seventh thou­
sand years, God will call EVERY­
BODY then living.

And after the seventh millen­
nium, God will resurrect to mor­
tal life all the billions of people
who had not been called for spiri­
tual salvation.

Is God discriminating?

Those who have been called
have had to overcome Satan.
Those called later shall not.

WHY this difference? We
might reason: Is God discriminat­
ing against us, who have to resist
and overcome Satan, when all
converted during the Millennium
will not? But there is no injustice
with God. Yet there is a DIFFER­
ENCE!

THINK ON THIS! God is calling
ONLY a comparative FEW now. Is
that an evil or a blessing? It is a
tremendous blessing, for, refer­
ring to God's Church for this
Church dispensation ONLY, Jesus
says: "And he that overcometh
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[overcomes Satan and self and
the world], and keepeth my
works unto the end, to him will I
give power over the nations : And
he shall rule them with a rod of
iron .. .' (Rev. 2:26-27) , and,
"To him that overcometh [Satan,
the world and self] will I grant to
sit with me in my throne" (Rev.
3:21).

Those promises pertain only to
those called before Christ's
return . So some wanting to
accuse God might ask : "Isn't this
UNFAIR to those not called NOW?
They have no chance to know,
now, the joys of God's Holy Spir­
it. And they have no promise of
exalted position or power when
they are 'saved' later!"

Absolutely NO! There is no
injustice with God. I'm sure those
NOT now called do not feel they
are discriminated against. They
don't want to be called. And as
for high and glorified position,
that is a responsibility, and I do
not know of anyone uncalled who
has any sense whatever of dissat­
isfaction because he may not have
such exalted position in the world
TOMORROW, ruled by the King­
dom of God.

But nevertheless, this IS an
interesting point. Those called
now do have Satan, Satan's world
and their own human nature to
overcorrie - and that requires
effort, self-denial and willpower,
which most humans would not
want to pay.

Highest positions
already allotted

But what about those who
shall be called for the first time,
and converted, after Christ
returns? Shall they not have any
opportunity to inherit a high and
lofty position?

Probably the highest and most
lofty positions in both Church
and State in the world to come
already have been allotted.

We know that each of the orig­
inal 12 apostles will be ruler over
one of the 12 nations springing
from the 12 tribes of Israel. We
know that David will be king over
them and those under them. We

may well assume that Abraham
will have even a higher position.
Those are not only the highest
honors - they are likewise the
highest and most demanding
responsibilities.

Probably the chief seats of
authority in the world tomorrow
ruled by the KINGDOM OF GOD
will be already filled at Christ's
coming. But, during the thousand
years, population (human) will
increase and new positions in gov­
ernment and in spiritual adminis­
tration will increase. Also, in the
Great White Throne Judgment
later.

Called to more than salvation
I

But for us now, it is imperative
that we understand that those
CALLED and inducted by God into
His Church NOW, have been
called for MORE THAN JUST SPIRI­
TUAL SALVATION AND THE GIFT
OF ETERNAL LIFE. We are called,
everyone of us, for a PART in
preparing for the Kingdom of
God!

For our part now, in this pres­
ent "Philadelphia era," each of
you is called for the mission of
loyally backing up the GREAT
COMMISSION of proclaiming the
true Gospel to the whole world ­
and one important thing more:
When Jesus comes to RULE, His
Wife THE CHURCH will have
made herself ready - to be holy
and without blemish, not having
spot or wrinkle or any such thing.
And we in the Church as a whole
HAVE NOT ATTAINED FULLY TO
THAT HOLY STATURE AS YET.

And our work is not finished
until we do allow God to bring us
unitedly to that state - ready to
leave this world of flesh and blood
and to enter an entirely NEW
WORLD - the Church made
immortal, composed of SPIRIT!
Our job to which God has called
us is far from finished!

In this connection, I have
thought and come to understand
better WHY God brought me back
to life, after both heart and
breathing had totally ceased. If
mouth-to-mouth resuscitation

Our greatest tests as Christians are just ahead

now! Here's how to protect and promote
the love we should have for one another.

II I
addy," asked my
daughter, "what
do you do when

two of your best friends don't
like each other? "

My daughter was faced with
a dilemma. Here were two
people, both of whom she
liked . If she was with
one or the other,
everything
was fine. But
whenever the
three of them
were a ll to­
gether, ten­
sion and hostil ­
ity filled the air. It
really put my daughter
in a difficult position.

If you think about it, isn 't that
just how Jesus Christ must feel
somet imes?

Christ loves His people - true
Christians - His Church ­
every last one of us. He cal1s us
His friends (John 15:14) . He ea­
gerly looks forward to having us
spend eternity together with
Him. He commands us to learn to
get along now - He wants the
people in His Church to grow in
an atmosphere of harmony and
peace. Christ wants His friends to
be friendly with each other.

Most of the time we are this
way, as we should be.

As Pastor General Herbert W .
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Armstrong has explained, human
beings cannot solve difficulties
and have proper
relationships
between
them-

selves
without

the power
of God's Holy

Spirit. But we, if
we are converted Christians, have
the Holy Spirit. We are without
excuse . The fights, quarrels,
resentments and hatreds typical
of human nature belong in our
past - they should not be part of
our lives now .

"For we ourselves also were
sometimes foolish , disobedient ,
deceived, serving divers lusts and
pleasures, living in malice and
envy, hateful , and hating one
another" (Tit. 3:3) .

A Saturday-night visit to the
emergency ward of a big-city hos-

pital brought the truth of this
scripture home to me forcibly .

Saturday
night, a doctor

explained, was a
bad time in the emer­

gency room . Several
wounded people were

in the waiting
room, and most
of them had
been stabbed,
punched, bat­
tered or shot.

Al1 needed patch­
ing up or stitching to-

gether and, in some cases,
even major surgery was re -

quired. It was a sad situation!
Such are the fruits of people who
are "living in malice and envy,
hateful, and hating one another."

Offenses among Christians

God's people general1y aren't
this wa y . We don't ph ysical1y
assault each other, intentional1y
wounding other parts of Christ's
Body.

But offenses do come, as Christ
warned they would (Matt. 18:7).
We aren't perfect yet. Even if we
don't cause major physical
wounds, we stil1 do thoughtless,
carnal things that cause emotional
cuts and bruises on the Body of §

Ch . ~r1st. _
But even small cuts and ~

sc ratches can become infected S
and cause serious problems. Any- ~

body who has traveled in some of a:
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the world 's poorer countries
where standards of cleanliness
aren't high knows how important
it is to carry a first- aid kit.

You don't need much - some
antiseptic , a bottle of lotion, some
bandages - just enough to pro­
tect yourself from sunburn and to
quickly clean and cover small
scratches or cuts before infection
can get in and spread throughout
the body.

Each little wound left exposed
t o a hostile environment can
cause serious poisoning - and
even kill.

It 's the same way with Chris­
ti an love. A small offense, a
minor quarrel between br ethren,
can fester and spread, until even­
tu ally eternal live s are endan­
gered . But some simple spiritual
"first aid" will prevent problems
from becoming too serious .

In Hi s Word, God has given us
several tried and tested remedies
th at will quickly heal the problems
th at somet imes flare up among us .
Some, like suntan lotion, can help
prevent injury. Others, like anti­
sept ic solut ion and bandages, will
cleanse and cover a wound before
infection can spread .

Let's open up the spir itual
first- aid box - the Bible - and
see what is there.

Apply first aid promptly

The first th ing to remember
abou t first aid is th at it should be
a p p l ied promptl y. A wound
sho uld not be left untreated any
longer than nece ssary.

Christ made this clear in the
Sermon on the Mount: " T here­
fore if thou bring thy gift to the
altar, and th ere rememberest th at
th y brother hath ought against
th ee; Leave th ere th y gift before
the altar, and go thy way; first be
reconciled to thy brother, and
then come and offer thy gift"
(M att. 5:23- 24).

Today we don 't bring gifts to
altars. But it is eas y to see the
principle. Let 's not fool ourselves
- we can' t carryon a relation­
ship with God and ignore the fact
that we have caused offense and
hu rt to someone else.

W e should by all means pray
about the problem to get in the
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right attitude. We need the help
of God's Spirit to be able to say:
" I am sorry . I was wrong." But
having don e that , we must get up
and solve th e problem.

Chr ist 's ins t ruc t io n implies
that we should do something
about the problem right away ­
make a phone call , write a note,
pay a visit - get it straightened
out. If we tell the one we have
offended that we are sorry and try
to relieve the tension between two
friends , then God will be eager to
accept us both.

We shouldn't talk ourselves out
of trying to be reconciled. Nor
should we delay. Paul warned,
" Let not th e sun go down upon
your wr ath" (Eph. 4:26) . The
Phillips translation puts it , " N ev­
er go to bed angry."

Go to your brother

But what if our brother won 't
be reconciled? Christ gave us a
first-aid remedy for this, too .

"Moreover if thy brother shall
trespass against thee, go and tell
him his fault between thee and
him alone: if he shall hear thee,
thou hast gained th y brother"
(Matt. 18:15) .

If we would just do this, proba­
bly 90 percent of all our quarrels
and hard feelings would be
cle ared up at the outset. Yet we
all seem to want to avoid using
this simple remedy.

Sure, it's hard, and it's hum­
bling . There is even a risk that we
won 't be received and th at mat­
ters will get worse . But that sel­
dom happens.

What usually happens is that
the offended and offending par­
ties will quickly make up , feeling
rather ashamed of themselves.
They will end up with a much
better understanding of each
other, and their friendship will be
deepened and strengthened.

And if our brother will not
hear us?

" But if he will not hear thee,
th en take with thee one or two
more, that in the mouth of two or
three witnesses every word may
be established" (verse 16) .

In the unlikely event that the
other person won't accept us , we
should take with us one or , at

most, two other members, and try
again. This will probably work.
The other person will see that we
are serious. Al so, there will then
be one or two witnesses to attest
to the fact that we have tried to
make up . It will no longer be just
our word against his.

Note that the quarrel still need
not be public knowledge. The
instruction does not say to "spread
the problem all around and get a
whole group of people on your side,
then pick your two most ardent
supporters and once again besiege
the offender." Doing so would be
tantamount to sta rting a civil war
in God's Church.

But what if the offended or
offending person still won't be
reconciled? "And if he shall
neglect to hear them [us and our
witnesses], tell it unto the
church" (verse 17) . Obviously, a
serious problem is brewing - one
that may go deeper than the
superficial wound we are trying
to treat with first aid. Better get
help from the experts - go and
tell the ministry.

From then on, the problem is
out of our hands, except that we
should continue to pray about it.
The minister may have to take
serious disciplinary act ion, even
going to the extreme of putting
the unforgiving member out of
th e Church (verse 17) .

But most quarrels among
brethren never get this far. Most
of the time, going to our brother
is enough. Christ's Church is a
healthy body - easily able to
fight off infection, if the infection
is treated promptly.

Personality conflicts

A physical first-aid kit usually
contains som eth ing to prevent
chafing and blisters, such
as from a shoe that's too
tight.

Personality conflicts
in God's Church are
like blisters. Some
people just seem to
rub each other the
wrong way .

Our spiritual
first-aid kit con­
tains two items to
help in case of



these spiritual blisters. These
items are labeled "Forbear" and
"Don't judge."

Forbear means "to tolerate,"
"put up with" and "be patient
with." "Forbearing one another,
and forgiving one another, if any
man have a quarrel against any:
even as Christ forgave you, so
also do ye" (Col. 3:13) .

Rather than reacting, we
should overlook the things others
do that annoy us.

If anyone is entitled to bear a
few grudges, Jesus Christ is. Our
sins put Him to death - our
sickness and carelessness with our
health caused Him to have to
undergo a terrible beating. But
Christ has totally forgiven us and
bears no grudges.

How is it that God can over­
look great offenses without bear­
ing grudges or seeking revenge,
and yet we cannot?

Just as we are not anxious to
hurt our children or see them
injured, even when they seem to be
"looking for trouble," so God as a
loving Father pities His children
(Ps . 103:13) . Although He will not
put up with rebellion and lack of
effort forever (verse 9), He is not
anxious to punish (verse 10). If a
person's overall motivation is right,
God will be patient, longsuffering
and forbearing. The way we act
must often irritate Him, but He
looks on the intent of the heart.

Human beings find it hard to
do this . Without God's Spirit
leading us in our personal rela­
tionships, we judge by what we
see - or what we think we see.
But our vision is often obscured.

Seeing the problem clearly

" W hy beholdest thou the mote
that is in thy brother's eye, but
corisiderest not the beam that is in
thine own eye?" asked Christ
(Matt. 7:3). "Or how
wilt thou say to thy
brother, Let me pull
out the mote out
of thine eye;
and, behold, a
beam is in thine
own eye? "
(verse 4).

Christ, of
course, was us-

6

ing an analogy. But if we did real­
ly have a piece of timber sticking
out of our eye, would we trust our
vision driving or even crossing the
road? No - we couldn't see
straight.

The beam typifies a self-righ­
teous, super-critical but grossly
distorted point of view. We are all
subject to it. We evaluate others
too harshly, and tend to see not a
person with a problem, but a per­
son as a problem. We say: "He's
so stubborn." "She's too fearful."
"They're so selfish."

Stubborn, fearful, selfish.
These are serious problems that
need drastic remedies, for they
could keep a person out of God's
Kingdom. But are we sure we
have seen the problem clearly?

"Thou hypocrite," said Christ,
"first cast out the beam out of
thine own eye; and then shalt
thou see clearly to cast out the
mote out of thy brother's eye"
(verse 5). The Bible teaches us
that when we judge a person, it is
possible that we are doing the
same thing ourselves (Rom. 2:1) .
In other words, we see our own
sins more clearly in other people.
(Our spiritual first-aid kit had
better have a mirror.)

Maybe, when we have gotten
the beam out of our eye, we will see
more clearly the other person's
problem. And perhaps, after glanc­
ing in the mirror and seeing ourself
with the same problem, we will be
more anxious to give the other per­
son the benefit of the doubt.
Instead of viewing others with a
spirit of judging and criticism, we
will see them with empathy and
compassion.

Maybe we will see the man we at
one time thought was stubborn as

actually being persis­
tent. We will realize
that the lady we saw

as fearful is just
cautious. That

couple we
thought were
selfish will ap­
pear as good
examples of
frugality.

But maybe
there is a bit of
a mote in our

brother's eye. Then we will be
able to see it clearly. The Bible
says to restore such a one in
meekness, aware that we can, and
probably do, make the same mis­
takes (Gal. 6:1) .

We should always be careful
about criticizing others. Some­
times, it problem is just none of
our business. We shouldn 't
appoint ourself to go around "re­
storing" people.

"Who' art thou that judgest
another man's servant? to his own
master he standeth or falleth.
Yea, he shall be holden up : for
God is able to make him stand"
(Rom. 14:4).

The lesson is that we shouldn't
go around meddling in every
problem we see. A first-aid kit, in
the hands of a hypochondriac,
does more harm than good.

First aid saves lives

But, properly used, our spiri­
tual first-aid kit can save much
suffering and hurt for the Body of
Christ.

Today, Christ's Body - the
Church - must live in the very
hostile and unclean environment
of this world. The world is getting
worse all the time.

Satan, knowing his time is
short, is stepping up his efforts to
poison the atmosphere, spiritually
and physically. Paul prophesied
that the last days of this age
would be "perilous times" when
men and women would exist
"without natural affection"
(II Tim. 3:1, 3).

In a time like this, the little
cuts and bruises we occasionally
inflict on one another can become
inflamed and infected. Little
grievances become major of­
fenses, and smoldering dislike can
be easily whipped into the flames
of hatred.

"And then shall many be
offended, and shall betray one
another, and shall hate one anoth­
er" (Matt. 24:10).

The greatest tests of our Chris­
tian love are just ahead. We must
learn now to keep that love sound
and healthy, free of infection and
threat of disease.

DoYou
'EsteemOthers
Better ThanYourself'?
God commands us as Christians to do so! What does it mean?
And how can we fulfill this instruction? By Richard Rice

C
an you imagine the
president of a large
corporation esteeming

a lowly, production-line
laborer better than him­
self?

Or a professional baseball
player considering an insignifi­
cant batboy of greater impor­
tance?

How about a top-ranking gov­
ernment official being more con ­
cerned with the comfort and hap­
piness of his constituents than his
own?

In this age of vanity, competi­
tion and greed, it's hard to imag­
ine any of these situations taking
place. Satan has so bombarded
this society with a spirit of hard­
ness, indifference and self-impor­
tance that we automatically think
of our own interests first and
others' second. We want the chief
seat, the top honors and the best
advantages, without concern for
anyone else .

Yet God requires all true
Christians to esteem others above
themselves.

Esteeming others bette r

Notice Paul's inspired com­
mand to the Philippians: "Let
nothing be done through strife or
vainglory; but in lowliness of
mind let each esteem other better
than themselves" (Phil. 2:3).

Did Paul mean that he as an
apostle should look on the mem­
bers of the Church as being above
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his office, or that a pastor should
consider his position less impor­
tant than that of an usher?

Did he mean that a husband
should think of his responsibility
as being less than that of his wife
and children ?

Are we required to have feel­
ings of inferiority about our­
selves? Should we feign humility
over our abilities when we are
better skilled or more qualified
than others to do a task or hold an
office?

Of course not!
To understand, let's first notice

several other translations of this
verse. The Williams translation
says, "Practice treating one
another as your superiors." The
20th century New Testament
states it, "Each of you
should ... regard others of more
account than himself." The New
American Standard Bible has it,
"Let each of you regard one
another as more important than
himself."

This verse, then, has to do with
being lowly in mind - abasing
and humbling oneself in prefer­
ence to others. It means putting
the interests, cares and comforts
of our fellowman above our own
- forgetting ourselves in sacri­
fice and service.

Paul further admonished: "Be
kindly affectioned one to another
with brotherl y love; in honour
preferring one another . . . Be of
the same mind one toward anoth­
er. Mind not high things, but
condescend to men of low estate.
Be not wise in your own conceits"
(Rom. 12: 10, 16).

Moreover, we as Christians
should extend this attitude of
honor to the unconverted of the
world . God doesn't want His
people to totally isolate them­
selves from non-Christians, but
rather to be an example of His
love, kindness and good works.

Christ said, "I pray not that
thou shouldest take them out of
the world , but that thou shouldest
keep them from the evil " (John
17: 15). And again, "Let your
light so shine before men, that
they may see your good works,
and glorify your Father which is
in heaven" (Matt. 5:16) .
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Esteeming others above our­
selves, then, describes the atti­
tude God wants Christians to
develop as a basic approach to life
- whether toward each other or
toward the world. It can only
come through dying to one's se lf,
taking on God's nature and being
filled with His mighty love.

Christ set the example

Jesus Christ set a perfect
example, throughout His life, of
obeying thi s principle. Notice
that just after commanding
Christians to esteem others better
than themselves, Paul said, "Let
this mind be in you, which was
also in Christ Jesus" (Phil. 2:5).

This verse shows that Jesus
Christ practiced the very admoni­
tion that Paul enjoined . Christ
did not strive to please Himself,
but to put the needs and feelings
of others above His own.

"Let everyone of us please his
neighbour for his good to edifica­
tion. For even Christ pleased not
himself" (Rom. 15:2-3). Paul
wrote, "Christ being in the
form of God took upon him
the form of a servant ... humbled
himself, and became obedient
unto death, even the death of the
cross" (Phil. 2:5-8) .

Time and again Christ exem­
plified an attitude of service
toward all within His reach.

He expressed a special love and
compassion for the poor and un ­
educated - the down-and-outers,
He was a friend of publicans and
sinners. He took a personal inter­
est in little children, thus showing
that His concern reached out to
all classes and age groups .

Jesus stooped to heal and con­
sole the sick and afflicted. He
called and dealt with the weak of
the world, including His own dis­
ciples - He considered them
friends , prayed for them and
expressed a keen desire for their
success.

Our Savior even had concern
for the thief on the cross while
He Himself was dying. He hum­
bled Himself at every turn and
became a lowly servant.

And He did so not onl y because
He loved people, but also to set an
example for us to follow!

In order to develop this atti­
tude we must first realize that
God has called us out of the world
not only to repent of our sins, but
also to repent of what we are ­
greedy, grasping, selfish people.
He wants us to turn to Him with
all our hearts so that He can
infuse in us the very mind and
nature of His Son Jesus Christ.

The new disposition that God
wants us to acquire is a complete
reversal of our former motivation.
God wants us to empty ourselves
of vanity and self-centeredness so
that the happiness and well-being
of others becomes uppermost in
our minds.

God 's desire is for us to lose
our sense of self-consciousness
and replace it with an attitude of
outgoing concern for all - an
attitude of wanting to see them
grow, advance and prosper.

As we yield to God and His
Holy Spirit, a miraculous change
will occur in our lives. We will
take on a new heart, nature and
outlook. We will become kinder,
more thoughtful and compassion­
ate. We'll find that serving others
will become a sheer joy and
delight.

Moreover, this new disposition
will become a daily habit - a
spontaneous way of life (Gal.
5:22-23).

What we can do

Here are some practical ways
for each of us to fulfill God's
command to esteem others better
than ourselves.

• Care for the fatherless and
the widows. James wrote, "Pure
religion and undefiled before God
and the Father is this, To visit the
fatherless and widows in their
affliction, and to keep himself
un spotted from the world" (las.
1:27).

A major test of how converted
we are is how we respond to the
needs of people less fortunate
than ourselves .

• Invite into your home for
dinner and fellowship fellow
Christians who can't repay you .
Notice Christ's instructions about
how we are to share the resources
with which God blesses us : "Then

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What Is Salvation?
Why do we need salvation? How do we get it - and

when? What do we receive when we do obtain it?

W H Y DO we find
many religions in
th e world ?

Some people tod ay say th at
religion is mere ly a su pe rst i­
tion. And ot he rs tod ay spread
propaganda that rel igion is the
opiate of the peo ple! But MOST

of the people in the wo rld
em brace some ONE of t he
world's many religions!

How many of them ever stop to
ask, sanely an d candi d ly, why?
Why do they need religion - and
what does it offer t hem?

Of all the world's great re li­
gions, the only one tha t offers for­
giveness of sin an d sa lva tio n is th e
Christian relig ion. The sin qu es­
tion and the receiving of SALV A­
T[ON is the very heart and ce nte r
of the Ch ris tian rel igion.

But j us t wha t is this thin g th at
is called salvation? It is some­
thing everybody (w ho kn ows any­
thing a bo ut Christianity) has
heard about - and ye t, do yo u
realize that almost nobod y ­
even of those who profess th e
Christian religio n - r eal ly
KNOWS what salvat ion is!

Why world is in ignorance

A man 82 years of age, who
had been for many years an elder
in one of the major C hristian
denominations, came to me once
and said: "I have heard many
hundreds of sermo ns a bo ut
Christ, and about sa lvation - but
in all my 82 years of life I have
never heard one ex planatio n of
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th e plain WHYS and WHER EFORES
of SALVAT[ON. What [S thi s thing
we call sa lvat ion, any way? WH Y
do we need it ? How do we get it ,
and when ? And wh at do we ge t,
whe n we get it , any way?"

Those things he as ked me . In
his 82 years this man had never
heard a plain and si m ple ex plana­
tion th at mad e it clear.

Many of you have heard se r­
mons abo u t sa lva t ion, but not
many OF YOU have eve r heard a
plain, clear explanation of j us t
what it is, why yo u need it - and
most of you have been deceived
and un con sciou sly misled abo ut
how to obta in it!

The HOLY B[BLE is th e only
textbook of th e TRUE re ligion of
t he Creator G OD, as brou ght and
revealed by Jesu s C hris t. You can
pr ove that! And you ca n prove
th at the H oly Bible is the
inspired revelati on of th e Creator
who crea ted this ea rt h and put
life up on this earth - wh o is th e
very sour ce of life, th e Supreme
Ruler of the ent ire uni verse.

Now the prophecies of the
Bibl e say very plainl y t ha t all
nat ion s - with th eir man y reli­
gio ns - are tod ay deceived , and
th at e ven a mo ng p r o fessin g
C hristians, it is the m any who
have been deceived - who have
turned away fro m th e truth and
accepte d fables.

It 's time that we wa ke up and
realiz e th e s ta te of re ligio us
affairs in th is world today !

It 's t im e to wa ke up to the fact
th at pagan doctrines and practices
began , even 1,900 years ago,

creeping into Christianity - and
that tod ay mo st of us have been
reared from childhood in th e
assumpti on th at these pagan
te achings and pr act ice s are true
a nd that they came fr om the
Bibl e . M ost of yo u have never
kn own any better.

Wh y s ho u l d yo u? - yo u
haven 't tak en th e trouble to look
into th e Bibl e for yourselves to
see j us t wh at it does say!

Only ONE authority

Now let 's see if we can under­
stand pl a inl y a nd cl earl y just
what are the whys and wh erefor es
of th is thing called sa lva t ion .

The sole authority on this sub­
ject is th e Bibl e. If th e pr ofessing
C hrist ian world has turned from
the truth (a nd remember th at th e
Bibl e is TRUTH), and if it has
turned to beli efs of MEN, then you
must expect th at what you are
goin g to find , in the Bible, will be
DIFFER ENT from wh at you have
been led to beli eve the Bible says !

Yes, it 's go ing to be very sur­
pri sin g, so prep ar e yourself for
some surprises - and expect to
find so met hing different fr om
wha t you have beli eved!

The apos t le Paul , who was th e
apos t le to the gent ile nation s,
und er ins pi ratio n of GOD , in­
s t r uc te d th e yo u ng evan geli st
T im othy how to fi nd the true way
of salva t ion. You will read of t ha t
in II T im othy 3: 15-1 6:

"From a child th ou hast kn own
th e holy sc r iptures." The only
S criptures th at Timoth y h ad
kn own from a c hi ld were those
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that we call the Old Testament
Scriptures. None of the New Tes­
tament had been written when
Timothy was a child.

"From a child thou hast known
the holy scriptures, which are
able to make thee wise unto salva­
tion through faith which is in
Christ Jesus." Then he contin­
ued, "All scripture is given by
inspiration of God, and is profit­
able for doctrine, for reproof, for
correction, for instruction in righ­
teousness. "

Before all of the NEW Testa­
ment had been written, God
inspired Jude to write about SAL­
VATION in Jude 3 and 4:

"Beloved, when I gave all dili­
gence to write unto you of the com­
mon salvation [he was writing
about salvation], it was needful for
me to write unto you, and exhort
you that ye should earnestly con­
tend for" - what? - "for the
faith which was once delivered
unto the saints. For there are cer­
tain men crept in unawares." This
was before A.D. 90, before all of
the Bible was even written .

Even then there were "certain
men crept in unawares, who were
before of old ordained to this con­
demnation, ungodly men, turning
the grace of our God into lasciv­
iousness [license to do what you
please], and denying the only
Lord God, and our Lord Jesus
Christ," turning men away from
THE WAY of GOD into the ways
that might seem right to men .

Let us go back to the faith
once delivered unto the saints.
for it is only the Holy Scriptures
that are able to make us "wise
unto salvation." In them, in the
Scriptures, we are to find the
faith that was once delivered!

All Scripture is INSPIRED of
GOD - and is profitable to COR­
RECT us where we have been in
error! So you can expect some
correction in what you have
believed!

What is salvation?

First, what does this word sal­
vation mean?

The expression to be saved
means TWO different things:
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I) Deliverance from trouble or
danger - deliverance from sin
and its consequences, from
DEATH. We often hear of the
expression "to save someone from
a house that is on fire ." You
would want to be saved, to be
rescued from the penalty of sin .

2) Salvation means to preserve
- to keep. i.e ., to keep us alive
eternally by the GIFT of eternal
LIFE.

The Holy Scriptures do NOT
say that the penalty of sin is to
live forever in the torment of a
hell fire. No, they say precisely
the opposite!

Many of you have
heard sermons about

salvation, but not
many OF YOU have
ever heard a plain,

clear explanation of
just what it is, why
you need it - and
most of you have
been deceived and

unconsciously misled
about how to obtain it!

You've been taught that the
Bible says that the wages of sin is
eternal life in hell fire . Romans
6 :23 says just the opposite!
Notice - this is in your Bible:
"The wages of sin is death ."

That is the wages you're going
to collect for sinning. Death is the
thing that stares you in the face,
that stares every man in the
face.

"But the gift of God is eternal
life." You do not now have eter­
nal life abiding within you! It is a
free gift of God, and you don't
have it unless you obtain it. "The
gift of God is eternal life through
Jesus Christ our Lord."

You need deliverance from the
eternal DEATH penalty that you
already have incurred - from
that everlasting punishment,

which is death, that you have
brought on yourself as the penal­
ty of violating God's law . Every­
one has sinned and brought that
penalty upon himself.

In order to be delivered from
total and eternal death, in order
to save your life - that is, to
KEEP or to PRESERVE you ALIVE
forevermore, and throughout all
eternity - you need to receive
the gift of eternal life, because
you do not possess it from natu­
ral , human, fleshly birth . It is not
inherent in you - and it can
COME to you ONLY as a divine
GIFT from GOD!

What do you need to be saved
FROM? From the penalty of sin.
To be saved FROM the penalty of
sin, y ou must stop sinning.

What is SIN?

But how can anyone stop sin­
ning. unless he knows what sin is?
Most people SUPPOSE that sin is
doing something that you think is
wrong - that hurts your con­
science. Many seem to think that
sin is the BEST way to live, but
that a harsh and stern God denies
us - the forbidden fruit that is
really sweeter. They think God
isn 't quite fair.

All right , now answer this:
How many sermons have you ever
heard in all of your life, explain­
ing FROM THE BIBLE what sin IS?
How many sermons have you ever
heard giving you the Bible defini­
tion, reading right from the Bible
"SIN is . . . " and then giving you
the definition of what it is? How
many have you ever heard to
read, right out of the BIBLE, the
BIBLE definition of sin?

Not very many, I'm sure! No,
it usually is just taken for granted
that everyone automatically
KNOWS what sin is - it is almost
universally assumed that sin is
doing what YOU THINK is wrong
- or what society or each church
denomination says is wrong - or
that which troubles your CON­
SCIENCE!

But the Bible says, "There is a
WAY which seemeth right unto a
man, but the end thereof are the
ways of death" (Prov . 14:12,
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16:25). Your Bible says that what
seems right to a man is the way
that will end in DEATH; there­
fore, it is the way of sin . What
one man THINKS is wrong, anoth­
er thinks is RIGHT. And what
hurts one man's conscience will
not disturb another man's con­
science at all!

Millions of people today
believe that sin is the more DESIR­
ABLE and ENJOYABLE way - the
way that is BEST for us - and so
they put off turning from sin just
as long as possible. They want to
ENJOY sin right up to the last
minute, and then get in on a
deathbed repentance just before
they die!

Exactly what is sin? Here is
the plain Bible answer: "SIN is
THE TRANSGRESSION OF THE
LAW" (I John 3:4).

Sin is what God, in His law,
says is wrong! Repentance means
we quit breaking God's law!

Let's come to
UNDERSTANDING!

To understand the plain whys
and wherefores of salvation, we
need to be corrected, first of all,
on two points : I) that God
created man MORTAL, not IMMOR­
TAL, and 2) that God's inexorable
spiritual law is GOOD, and that sin
is the transgression of that spiri­
tual law that God set in
motion.

So let's begin now at the very
beginning. Let's turn, now, to the
Scriptures that are able to make us
wise unto salvation - and are
profitable to correct us! The only
Scriptures that Timothy had
known from his youth were the
Old Testament. So let 's turn back
to the very first chapter in the
Bible, in Genesis, the first chap­
ter.

Beginning with the 24th verse:
"And God said, Let the earth
bring forth the living creature
after his kind, cattle, and creep­
ing thing, and beast of the earth
after his kind" - that is, they
would reproduce in the same
form and shape. the SAME IMAGE,
the same likeness, so that each
calf looks just like its mother
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before it. They reproduce after
their kind, the same form, the
same image. exactly.

"And God said, Let us make
man in OUR IMAGE" (verse 26).
Here, the word for God is Elo­
him, and it's a uniplural word.

.This was written, originally by
Moses, in the Hebrew tongue
thousands of years ago. The word
translated into the English word
God is, in the Hebrew language,
Elohim. Elohim is uniplural. It
means more than one person. In
other words; one family, a king­
dom of persons - one kingdom,
but more than one person. Only

one God, because Elohim is not a
person. GOD IS A KINGDOM! God
is a Family!

We have the mineral kingdom
and we have the plant kingdom
and the animal kingdom. There is
an angel kingdom that God
created, and then high above all is
the creating kingdom, the GOD
KINGDOM.

In the God Family there is the
Father. Jesus Christ is called the
Son of God, and we can become
sons of God. There is a Father
and a Son - a family relation­
ship. And so, God is more than
one person.

What is man?

"And God said, Let us make
man in OUR image, after our
likeness" (the same form and

shape), after OUR kind. GOD IS
REPRODUCING HIMSELF!

That is the very purpose of
God, to reproduce Himself. But
what is man? And what is man
made out of? Let's read a little
further, now, in chapter 2, verse
7, of Genesis:

"And the Lord God formed
man of the dust of the ground,"
not out of spirit. He formed man
of the dust of the ground. Man is
dust. ("Unto dust shalt thou
return," said God to the first man
- Genesis 3:19.) "And [He]
breathed into his nostrils the
breath of life," just as He had
done into the nostrils of animals.

Man, too, became a living soul
- not that man has an immortal
soul, but he became a living
soul.

The Hebrew word for "soul" is
nephesh. It means "the life of
animals, animal life, mortal life
that is certain to die." That is the
meaning as Moses wrote that
word.

So man has NO IMMORTALITY.
Man was made flesh and blood ­
the same as ANIMALS, and he is
considered to be as the animal
kingdom, mortal, subject to
death.

BUT since God is reproducing
Himself, man can be born of God
- born of the SPIRIT of God .

Now Adam could have' been
begotten of God so that he could
have been born of God. You will
read in Genesis 2:8-9: "And the
Lord God planted a garden east­
ward in Eden; and there he put
the man whom he had formed .
And out of the ground made the
Lord God to grow every tree that
is pleasant to the sight, and good
for food; the tree of life also in
the midst of the garden."

There was the tree that would
have given man immortality. He
didn't have immortality, but it
was made available in this garden
through the tree of life. There
was also another tree, the tree of
the knowledge of good and evil.

The Spirit of God was Av AIL­
ABLE through that tree of life . It
was offered to Adam. God freely

Spiritually speaking , Chris- ~

ways, even th ough, ph ysicall y,
th ey continue to live in th e world
(John 17:14-16) .

Ability to freely confide

Isn 't it true th at your closest
fri ends are th ose individuals in
whom you ca n best con fide? You
ca n communicate your deep feel­
ings and co nv ic t ions to them,
knowin g you have a support ive
list ener. You can discuss what is
on your mind, shar ing your jo ys,
your observations, your plan s and,
yes, your regrets and sor rows . In
the m ost intense fri endships,
nothing need s be held back .

J esus sa id to Hi s di sciples, "I
have call ed you fr iends; for all
things th at I have heard of my
Father I have made kn own unto
you" (John 15:15 ).

Best fr iends are not only per­
sons in whom you ca n confide,
th ey in turn conf ide in yo u .
T rustful confidence is a tw o-way
st reet.

W e oug ht to have th at kind of
relationship with our G od . G od
co nfides in us through H is W ord
and Hi s Spir it. W e must confide
in Him. W e mu st spe nd time
talking to Him, pou ring out our
hearts to Him, telling Hi m "every
detail of your needs in earnest
and thankful prayer" ( Phil. 4:6,
Phillips translati on).

A braha m was open with God
and talked freely to H im , as the
biblical accounts of various eve nts
in his life show. Of him G od
co uld t ru ly say, " I know him"
(Gen. 18:19). A bra ham was not
lik e those Jesu s talked abo ut, who
have a form of religion , who even
do wonde r ful works, but who nev­
er become reall y acquainted with
G od . "I never knew you" is what
J esus will have to say to them one
day ( Mat t. 7:23).

Loyalty

W e've all heard of fair-weather
fr iends. When eve ry thing is go ing
smoot hly th ey are ple ased to be
on fr iend ly terms. But as soo n as
pr oblems develop or th ey have to
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give mo re th an they could possi­
bly gain from a relati onsh ip, th ey
suddenly becom e distant.

Eve n ph ysical brother s and sis­
ters may bick er and squa bble.
When a genuine outs ide threat
presen ts it sel f, however, they
often close ranks and support
each other. Then , whe n th e
advers ity has passed, th ey may go
back to squa bbling agai n.

That 's why Solomon decl ared
th at real fri endsh ip is a stronger
bond than flesh and blood ti es
alone . He wro te th at " a brother is
born for adve rs ity ," in co ntras t to
" a friend [who] loveth at all
times" (Prov . 17:17). Further, he
state d that " the re is a friend th at
st icke th closer th an a br other"
(Prov . 18:24 ).

This world is filled with lonely
people - peopl e who have few or
no real fri ends. Perhaps at some
time or an other th ey were di sap­
pointed or betrayed by ot he r
human beings, had hopes sha t­
ter ed , were di sillusioned.

Real friends are loyal to each
other when the going is easy and
whe n it is rough. They suppor t
each other. And sacrifice for each
ot he r. The ultimate d egree of
fr iendsh ip was described by J esu s
when He stated, " G reater love
hath no man tha n this, th at a man
lay down his life for his friends"
(John 15: 13) .

Jesu s went all the way for us. If
we want to be Hi s fri ends, we
mu st be willing to go all th e way
in pr ovin g our loyalty to Him.

" Ye are m y fri ends ," said
J esu s, " if ye do wh at soever I
co m mand you" (ve rse 14). Such a
statement, mad e by any mere
human being, co uld be consider ed
th e height of arrogance. N ot so in
J esu s' case , however. Being God ,
eve ry thing He co mmands us to
do is right and good - good for
us and good for everybody else.

Ce r t a in ly, th ere a r e times
wh en doing wh at G od commands
us to do may not seem, judgin g
by human reason alone (see Prov­
erbs 14:12), to be best. This is
whe re loyalty is put to th e test.

G od commanded A bra ha m to
slay , as a sacrifice, his only son

Is aac . A brah am c ould h a ve
th ou ght of ma ny reasons why he
should not slay Isaac. A fte r all, if
Isaac were to be kill ed , how could
G od bl ess A b ra ham 's descen­
d ant s ? And be side s , kill ing
ano the r human is a sin , isn't it ?
And also.. . And on and on.

But no, Abraham did as God
commanded. He was loyal to his
Creat or. H e pr oved his faith by
his works. "And the sc ript ure was
fu lfille d whi ch sa it h, A bra ha m
beli eved G od , and it was imputed
unto him for righteou sness: and
[as a result] he was ca lled the
Friend of G od " (Jas. 2:23).

Dependability

A fri end is dep endabl e.
God says to us, " I will never

leave thee, nor forsake thee"
( Heb. 13:5) . W e can dep end on
Him. Do we give H im reason to
believe the sa me of us, th at we
will never leave or forsake Him,
th at He can depend on us?

H ow we as C hr ist ians cope
with the tri al s, obs tacl es and
temptations of thi s life reveals to
G od to wh at ex te n t He can
depend on us to do Hi s will in th e
future. H e needs to know H e can
depend on us to do wha t is r ight
before He can gra nt us immortal­
ity and the awesome power s of
th e God Family.

Probabl y A bra ha m's willingness
to slay his son, more th an an y other
single act ion, mad e him G od's
fri end - proved to God th at he
could be depended on. " For now I
know th at th ou fear est God , seeing
th ou hast not withheld th y son,
th ine only son from me ," God pro­
cla ime d (Gen. 22 :12) .

Not ice the words of N ehe m iah
9:7-8 : "Thou art the Lord th e
G od , wh o d id st ch o o s e
Abram ... And found est hi s
heart faithful before thee." What
a commendation!

If we walk with G od , if we con­
fide in Him and let Him confide
in us, if we are loyal to Him, and
if He sees He can depend on us,
th en G od will find our hearts
faithfu l to Him also, just as He
did th e heart of A bra ham, Hi s
fri end . 0
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Is God
Your ONLYGod

S ure, all of us
.as co-workers
and members

know about the Ten
Commandments! We have
read The Ten Command­
ments booklet and we've
probably heard a lot about
them.

We know that breaking
them constitutes sin, and we
know what basic points to
avoid so we won't transgress
them, especially in the letter.

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Could you be
worshiping a false

god? Here is practical
instruction to help

First Commandment.

"The law of the
Lord is perfect, con ­
verting the soul" (Ps.
19:7) . And, "Where-

fore the law is holy,
and the commandment

holy, and just, and
good" (Rom. 7:12) .

Many people wish God
woul d modify His law to make it
"better" or "easier" for us . Much
of Christianity, in fact, has
thrown away God's law altogether
- they believe it is no longer in
force . But we who understand
God 's truth must profoundly
grasp that changing, watering
down or doing away with God's
law would only harm us individu­
ally and add to the collective woes
of the entire human race!

The infinite wisdom of the
great God who designed all of the
vast, fantastically intricate uni ­
verse is the same wisdom behind
the "perfect law of liberty" (las.

Remember God 's purpose

builder described above . But
Satan has many devices - many
means of getting every single one
of us dist racted from the great
goal of the Kingdom of God.

Some are virtually obsessed
with money or making money . Or
their jobs. Or their desire to be
important. Some idolize sports.
Some are so totally involved with
their re latives and friends that
God and the Work of God come
in second best. And some concen­
trate on simply seeking pleasure
or fun .

But remember: God is not the
God of your life if He has to step
down occasionally to allow anoth-

er god to reig n .
There is no place in
God's plan for a sec­
ond god in your
life .

"Seek ye first the
kingdom of God,
an d his righteous­
ness" (Matt. 6:33).

"For they that are
after the flesh do

mind the things of the flesh; but
they that are after the Spirit the
things of the Spirit. For to be
carnally minded is death" (Rom.
8:5-6) .

How do you spend your time?

We might think of the little old
lady who tends her garden all day
long, spending most of her free
time that way. O r the teenage boy
who, hour after hour, works on
his car, fixing it , po lishing it,
looking at it and showing it off to
his friends .

Your life is composed of so
much time. How you spend your
time determines how you spend
your life. A converted Christian
has given his life to God.

Have you?
Do you really seek God first in

the use of your time and energy?
Do you discipline yourself to get
to bed on time so you can rise in
time to pray and commune with
God first thing in the morning,
before anything else interferes?

Have you organized your
life so you may regularly study
and drink in the words and
thoughts of the Bible? Have you
developed the ha bit of me ditating
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constantly. Some drink too much
alcohol, think and talk about car­
nal interests all the time and
devote too little thought to God's
Kingdom and His Work of pre­
paring for it.

"Thou shalt have no other gods
before me," says God . Whatever
captures your highest interest is
your god.

What is your god?

Think about it: If money,
material possessions, sex, self­
importance, sports, music, family,
fun or any combination of these
things captures your interest,
time, talents and energies more

than anything else, it becomes the
god you serve and worship.

Take, for example, the case of
John Doe. John is really "into"
his body - he is constantly exer­
cising, looking at his muscles in
the mirror, taking massive doses
of vitamins and other supple­
ments, attending health lectures,
weighing himself and worrying
about how many grams of this or
that are in his daily diet.

Now, what is John Doe 's chief
interest in life ? God ? Christ?
God 's Work? The millions of
spiritually blind and often physi­
cally suffering humans around
the world who need our help?

No.
His chief interest - his god ­

is, literally, his own human flesh,
which he serves and worships
more than anything else.

Each of us must make certain
that our time, talents, interests
and enthusiasm are wrapped up
in God, in our personal Savior
Jesus Christ, in the great purpose
of God and in the Work of God
more than anything else.

Our personal weaknesses may
not be as obvious - to us, at least
- as the self-worship of the body ·

"Thou shalt have no
other gods before me"

lEx. 20:31.

have to share eternity together.
Our Creator wants to be sure

we have deeply inculcated into
ourselves the way to humility,
love and service before He gives
us eternal life in a situation that
could be an eternal "hell" if we
do not know how to enjoy that
unending togetherness.

These are real needs we must
consider as we think on the pur­
poses of God's law an d the lessons
we must learn. For eternity is a
long, long time.

The First Commandment

Notice the first of God's Ten
Commandments: " I am the Lord
thy God, which have
brought thee out of
the land of Egypt,
out of the house of
bondage. Thou shal t
have no other gods
b e f o r e me" (Ex .
20:2-3).

We need to be
sure that the true
God - the Creator
and Ru ler of all - is the God
whom we worship and obey and
by whom we have been con­
quered!

Many professing "members"
of God's Church talk against the
Church, the Work and to some
extent even the very way of God,
and yet think of themselves as
converted Christians.

In fact, though, such people
have never been converted ­
never have been truly conquered
by God.

After conversion, nothing
shou ld remain, in your sight, that
is equal or anywhere near equal to
God . God and His will are to be
the very center of your being.
God and God alone is to be wor­
shiped and adored.

God says He brought us "out
of the land of Egypt." If we are
converted, then God indeed has
called us out of sin, out of this
Satan-influenced society.

So ask yourse lf if you have
rea lly come o ut of spiritual
Egypt.

There are professing Christians
who saturate their minds with
entirely too much television, even
letting their chi ldren watch it
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on the Bible and on God's law ?
Do you regularly seek God

with all your heart through fast­
ing (and this does not mean just
on the Day of Atonement) ?

Using these spiritual tools to
draw closer to God will enrich
your life and make God much
more real to you . Mentally and
emotionally, you can then walk
with Him through each day.

You will come to s incerely
want wh at He wants, think as He
thinks and have Jesu s Christ lit­
erally living within you through
the Holy Spirit (Gal. 2:20) .

Worship and adore God

Jesus said: "Thou shalt love the
Lord thy God with all thy heart,
and with all th y soul , and with all
th y mind. This is the first and
great commandment" (M att.
22:37-38 ) .

As you learn to fer vently pray,
to commune with God each day,
to always be in a spir it of prayer
- as you seek to be lik e God and
desire to be with Him forever ­
you will learn what it means to
love God "with all thy heart. "
God will become the greatest
reality in your life.

You will do the same necessary
things you always did , but with a
new emphasis.

You will eat , but you will eat
good, wholesome food s, and in
moderation , to better serve God
and honor Him.

You will exercise , but only in
right balance, so you may "glorify
God in your body" (I Cor. 6:20)
and have th e st rength and grace
to serve Him better.

Your ent ire life will tak e on
new me ani ng . In your who le out­
look and motivation , you will
become a " ne w creature" in
Christ (I I Cor. 5: I 7) .

You will love your husband or
wife more than ever, and with a
deeper love - a love filled with
the recognition that your mate is
a potential God, a precious thing
in the sight of the Creator. Your
mate will become more precious
to you, too . A nd you will do all
you can to encourage and enrich
your mate's life - serving, help­
ing, gladly sacrificing for his or
her ultimate good.
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Why? Because these things all
tie in with G od 's great purpose
for you, which you will fervently
de sire to fulfill.

If your con version is to be deep
and genuine, you must make G od
the very center of yo u r exis­
tence.

Learn to tak e delight in see ing
G od in everything. Appreciate
beautiful sunrises and think of
God . Li sten to beautiful music
and think of the C rea to r of every
good and eve ry perfect gift (Jas.
I :17) .

Walk out under th e sta rs at
night and think of God and H is
awesome majesty and pow er, and
of His love for us weak human
beings on this earth, a little ball in
the darkness of space.

Think const antly of G od as
your Father, your Prot ector , your
Deliverer, you r Sustainer, the
One who blesses you .

As Jesus said, begin you r
prayers in th is manner: " O u r
Father which art in heaven , Hal­
lowed be thy name" (Matt. 6:9).
Learn to spend the first part of
your prayers in thanking, praising
and hallowing God.

Go into detail. Thank Him fer­
vently for your very life, for pro­
tecting you, feed ing you, clothing
you, housing you, perhap s giving
you a mate and children and a
home. Thank Him for the good
things that happen each day.

And thank and prai se Him
most of all for calling you to
understand the purpose of human
existence, to have a part in His
Church and in His Work. Thank
Him that yo ur life can reall y
count for something in this age
whe n so man y peopl e lack mean­
ing in th eir lives.

Learn to exult in God

Some of us have tended to
crush and repress our emot ions,
many of which are right emotions
th at should be expressed . M any
times we don 't show the affect ion
we should to our parents, our
mat es, our children and eve n to
God.

But David, our future king,
was not like th at , and he was a
man after God's own heart (Acts
13:22) . As a yo ung man deeply in

love thinks on his bel oved , so
David thought of G od. H e con­
stant ly pictured G od 's st re ng th
and greatness, Hi s massive intel­
lect a nd c reat ive powers , Hi s
steady help, d eliverance, lov e ,
mercy and forgiven ess to man ­
all this and much more.

"I will praise thee, 0 Lord,
with m y wh ole heart ; I will shew
forth all th y marvellou s wo rks. I
will be gl ad and rejoice in th ee: I
will sing praise to thy name, 0
th ou most Hi gh " (Ps . 9: 1-2).

David surely did pour out his
" whole heart" in worshiping and
pr aising God. A nd let us remem­
ber th at " wo rs hip" invol ves sing ­
ing hymns and psalms to G od,
coming into Hi s presence with
th anksgiving in public as well as
privat e (Ps. 95: 1-2) .

Thi s a tt i t u de o f worship
involves the tot al su rrende r of th e
human spir it to th e Creator. It
in vol ve s th e a ll -e ncom passing
realizat ion that yo u have no life
apa rt from God, th at your wh ole
being belongs to Him to use as
H e sees fit (I Cor. 6:19-20).

Then you may say with Kin g
David: "As a hart longs for flow­
ing streams, so longs m y soul for
thee , 0 God . M y sou l thirsts for
G od , for the living G od " (Ps .
42: 1-2, R evised Standard Ver­
sion) .

You will then desire th at to ta l
one nes s with G od that J esus
prayed we would all attain (Jo hn
17:11,21-23).

A s we attain this oneness with
God, we will yearn to fulfill God 's
purpose for creating us - desir­
ing to obey Him, to walk and talk
with Him, to be like Him and
with Him forever.

W e will g lad ly give ours elves in
unconditional sur re nder to our
M ak er - having no reservat ion s,
having no hidden corners of our
lives - knowing deeply within
ourselves that as an acorn is de s­
tined to become an oak, as a child
is de stined to become an adult,
our de st iny is to become part of
G od 's Family, to become G od as
God is God!

Only in this way can all of us
who are truly ca lled of G od keep
the full intent and spir it of th e
First Commandment. 0
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Is There a
Place of Safety?

Is the Church going to flee to a place of safety from
th e coming Great Tribulation? Or will God just

protect us wherever we are? What does the Bible say?

T his world is about
to be plunged into
a holocaust more

terrible than the eyes of
man have ever seen!

This horrible period , the
tim e wh en S at an ' s w ra t h
reaches its peak just before the
end of this ag e, was described
by Jesus Christ in M atthew
24:21-22:

"For then shall be great tribu­
lation , such as was not since th e
beginning of th e world to thi s
time, no, nor ever sha ll be. And
except those d ays s ho u ld be
shortened, th er e should no flesh
be saved: but for the elect's sa ke
those days sha ll be shor te ned ."

G od will be forced to supernat­
urall y intervene on this ea rth to
prevent man 's total annihilatio n.
This intervention will be brought
about by Jesu s Christ , who will
return in glory and power to re­
establish God's government on
earth and set up the Kingdom of
G od .

But what will happen to G od 's
Church during the Great Tribu­
lation ? Not ice Christ's promise to
the Philadelphia church in Reve­
lation 3: I0 :

" Beca use th ou hast kept th e
word of my pati ence, I also will
keep th ee from the hou r of temp­
tation, whi ch sha ll come up on all
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th e world, to tr y th em th at dwell
upon the ea r th."

The Ph iladelphia church is to
be protected from th e Great T rib­
ulati on. But how ?

A re we go ing to go to some
wilde rness area where there is no
foo d or s he lte r? W ill we be
whisked away on a fleet of sur­
plu s W orld W ar II planes? A re
secret plan s for th is escape bein g
made even now ?

Or will G od Himself protect us
in our homes or wh er ever we are
whe n th e G re a t T ribul ati on
begin s?

There are secret plans

The Church does not hav e any
secret plans about a "place of
safet y." But G od does!

G od has revealed enoug h in th e
Bibl e to mak e it clear that He will
pr ovide for Hi s Church to go to a
place of pr ot ecti on at the right
time, to th e right place and in th e
right way .

Will G od pr ot ect Hi s people
wh erever th ey a re durin g the
Gr e at Tribul ati on , as so me
claim ? O f co urse God ca n, bu t
will He?

God could have miraculou sly
protected N oah and his famil y for
th e more th an one .year they were
in th e ark, but He didn 't choose to.
Noah and his fam ily had to go int o
th e ark, th eir " place of safety."

G od could have supe rnatura lly

pr otected Lot and his fam ily in
Sod orn , bu t in st ead G od se nt
angels to lead him out of th at
wicked city, so Lot and his fam­
ily could go to their "place of
safety."

It is not wha t God could do,
but wh at He wi ll d o , t ha t
counts!

S ome C hu rc h members se t
dates about when th ey think the
C h u rch will flee . They co u nt
back three and a hal f yea rs from
th e d at e they t h ink C hr ist is
go ing to return. But since no one
kn ows wh en C hrist is going to
r eturn ( Ma t t. 2 5: 13), s uc h
gu esses are useless.

A few have gotten "prepared"
by collecting passports, s ilve r
coi ns and special food - th ey
want to be sure t hey are ready
whe n th e t im e com es. One family
appa re ntly even moved to th e
nation of Jordan , th inking th at
the Church was go ing th ere in
1972. They wanted to be there to
greet th e C hurch on arriva l!

Some peopl e get reall y exci ted
about th is subject of t he Great
Tr ibulat ion and the " place of
sa fety ."

No " plac e of safet y "

Just wh at does the Bibl e say
about all thi s? Does the Bibl e say,
"The Church is go ing to flee to a
place of sa fety"?

No, it ce rta inly does not! The
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The Philadelphia church is to be protected from
the Great Tribulation. But how? Are we going
to go to some wilderness area . . . Or will God
Himself protect us ... wherever we are ... ?

statement is scripturally inaccu­
rate on two counts: I) The Bible
nowhere says that the Church
will " flee" in the end time and 2)
the Bible nowhere uses the phrase
"place of safety." Try to find it in
a concordance if you think other­
wise.

Such faulty beliefs are com­
monly held by some in the
Church because they misunder­
stand what the Scriptures really
do say.

In order to better understand
this subject, we need to review
four different but related events .

Early Church migrated

The first event occurred as a
result of Christ's warning in Luke
21 :20 - 2 1 (compare Matthew
24:15-22) :

"And when ye shall see Jerusa­
lem compassed with armies, then
know that the desolation thereof
is nigh . Then let them which are
in .. . the midst of it depart out;
and let not them that are in the
countries enter thereinto."

This prophecy was fulfilled
after events in Judea in the fall of
A .D. 66. Jerusalem was sur­
rounded and besieged by the
Roman army under Cestius Gal­
lus. After a few days, for no
apparent reason, the siege was
lifted and the Romans departed
from the area.

Sometime after this (the exact
time is not known), before Gen.
Vespasian and the Roman forces
returned and besieged Jerusalem
starting at the Passover in A.D.
69, the true Church did leave
Jerusalem and Judea for protec­
tion .

They did not "flee" in the liter­
al sense. The Greek word in Luke
21:2 1 means "to escape or run
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away, to take flight" (not flying
in the air) .

The onl y ancient reference to
this "escape" is found in the writ­
ings of Eusebius, who lived from
A.D. 260(?) to 340(?). Eusebius
said the Church went to Pella
sometime between A.D. 66 and
70. Pella is northeast of Jerusa­
lem beyond the Jordan River,
south of the Sea of Galilee.

"But the members of the
church in Jerusalem were in-

structed by a prophecy, revealed
to the leaders, to abandon the city
before the war and to take up
residence in one of the cities of
Perea which was named Pella.
From Jerusalem the followers of
Christ migrated to Pella" (Euse­
bius, E cclesiastical History, III,
5) .

When did the Church move or
"migrate" to Pella? It had to be
late in the period A.D. 66 to 70 .
Had the Church moved early in
the period they would have been
killed or captured by Vespasian's
army, which was active in north­
ern Palestine. They would not
have been harmed later, however,
before the final siege of Jerusa­
lem.

Some believe the Church left
after the "sound" was heard, in
the Temple, of a great multitude
saying, "Let us remove hence."
This incident was reported by the
Jewish historian Josephus, who
said it occurred on a Pentecost
(see Josephus, Wars, book VI,
chapter 5, section 3 for the report
on this and other unusual events
surrounding the fall of Jerusa­
lem) .

This move or migration of the
Church was no emergency
"flight" as described by Luke and
Matthew, but it made protection

possible for the Church during
and after the fall of Jerusalem.

Those in Judea flee

The second event we need to
understand involves this same
prophecy. There will be an end­
time fulfillment of this text, but it
is an urgent, emergency escape.

"Then let them which be in
Judaea flee into the mountains:
Let him which is on the housetop
not come down to take any thing
out of his house: Neither let him
which is in the field return back
to take his clothes. And woe unto
them that are with child, and to
them that give suck in those days!
But pray ye that your flight be
not in the winter, neither on the
sabbath day: . For then shall be
great tribulation, such as was not
since the beginning of the world
to this time, no, nor ever shall be"
(Matt. 24 :16-21).

There are several points we
should notice here. This refers to
people of God in Judea. Those
people of God's Church who hap­
pen to be in this geographical
area when the abomination of
desolation or surrounding of
Jerusalem comes to pass must lit­
erally flee for their lives! They
will not even be able to go back
into their homes to retrieve cloth­
ing , food, Bibles or family . Those
left inside the homes will have to
flee in the same manner as soon
as they become aware of these
events.

People in this circumstance
will be in such danger that they
must not call attention to the fact
that they are fleeing, or they will
be captured and unable to escape.
They must flee, run away, escape
(not fly in the sky by plane) to
the mountains. Jerusalem is sur­
rounded by hills or mountains;
these mountains may not be the
ultimate destination, but would
have to be passed through to ulti­
mate protection.

Church fled to the wilderness

The third prophecy we must
understand concerns God's
Church from about A.D. 325 to
about 1585. Notice Revelation
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The place ... will apparently be safe from
Satan. But it will not yet be God's Kingdom.
Those who go will not yet have "endured to the
end." They will not yet have it made.

12:6: "And the woman fled into
the wilderness, where she hath a
place prepared of God, that they
should feed her there a thousand
two hundred and threescore
days. "

This scripture describes the
Church after Christ's ascension
to God's throne (verse 5) and
before the end-time "war in heav­
en" (verse 7) .

In this case the woman also
" fled" ("fled" here comes from a
word related to the word trans­
lated " flight" in Matthew 24:20).
The period mentioned is 1,260
days, which in this place prophet­
ically refers to 1,260 years
according to the "day for a year"
principle found in Numbers
14:34 and Ezekiel 4:5.

The Church in thi s text flees
into the "wilderness," a solitary,
lonely, desert place.

Here is what happened histori­
cally:

The Church was severely per­
secuted during the reigns of both
Emperor Diocletian and Emperor
Galerius from A.D. 303 to 313,
especially in the eastern provinces
(see Revelation 2: 10).

In A.D. 325 Constantine con­
vened the Council of Nicaea.
Catholicism became the state
religion. In order for God's
Church to fully obey God and put
into practice their beliefs, they
had to "flee" from the centers of
influence and into the less-popu­
lated areas.

In the early period of this "ex­
ile" the true Christians were most
numerous in what today is eastern
Turkey. In later centuries they
were found in scattered areas of
Europe, especially in the moun­
tains and small valleys, still away
from major population centers.

Around 1585, 1,260 years lat­
er, Catholic domination of the
throne in England ended. This
brought to a close the period
when the Church had to carryon
in the wilderness, or less popu­
lated, lonely areas of Europe and
Asia Minor, instead of the greater
population centers where Catho­
lic and later even Protestant
churches flourished.
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The fourth related event we
need to understand concerns the
very end time, just three and a
half years before Christ's return.

The Church that
flies to her place

After the war in heaven pitting
Michael and his angels against
the devil and his angels (Rev.
12:7), Satan is cast to the earth
and starts a new, vigorous perse­
cution against the Church (verse
13).

After this we read: "And to the
woman were given two wings of a
great eagle, that she might fly
into the wilderness, into her
place. where she is nourished for
a time, and times, and half a time,
from the face of the serpent"
(verse 14).

Note that the woman (the
Church) is given two wings of a
great eagle, that she might "fly."
Here the Greek word literally
means "fly" (as a bird or plane
does) , not flee or escape by other
means. She flies to "her place,"

which could imply ownership.
Here she is nourished (fed physi­
cally and spiritually) for three
and a half years ("time, and
times, and half a time").

Verse 17 shows that there are
certain others in the Church who
do not make this flight. They face
not just persecution from Satan
but war with him, and there is no
indication of divine protection for
them.

Are there many places?

Some people claim that there
will be many "places of safety."
They say God will simply protect
us wherever we happen to be dur­
ing the Great Tribulation. But
the scripture says the Church will

go to "her place" (verse 14). The
word place is singular, not plural,
so it must be just one place.

Where is that one place? It is
said to be in "the wilderness."
That indicates a solitary, sparsely
populated area.

This place of God's protection
may quite possibly be in the area
anciently occupied by Edom,
Moab and Ammon, since that
area will escape the final invasion
of the king of the north (Dan .
11:41). Other prophecies show
that this same area will later be
taken over by people from the
east (Ezek. 25) .

Several texts, including Isaiah
16:1-4, 33:13-17 and 42 :11-12,
indicate that Petra, located in this
wilderness area, might be the
place.

The word Petra, which comes
from a Greek word meaning
"rock," is called Sela in Hebrew.
The area is very rocky and is gen­
erally entered through a narrow
pathway with precipitous rock
walls on each side.

The area has been inhabited at
various times over past millennia
and is noted for the many man­
made caves cut out of its reddish
rock.

If this is the place where God
takes His people in the end time,
it will be found to be very inhos­
pitable. There is no water, food,
facilities or conveniences here for
soft people used to 20th-century
conveniences and stores. The
temperatures in this desert area
are extreme in both summer and
winter, and even from night to
day.

If Petra is the place, it would
certainly not be the Kingdom of
God on earth (the Kingdom of
God will come three and a half
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years later). Petra would not be
par adi se . It would pr ob abl y be
the greatest trial ever for man y of
God's people.

Truly a " p lac e of safety"?

Wherever the place, will it be a
place of safe ty? It will appa re nt ly
be sa fe from Satan. But it will not

yet be G od's Kingdom. Those
wh o go will not ye t have " en­
dured to th e end ." They will not
yet have it mad e. They will sti ll
be able to sin an d fall away. T o
some the " place of safety" could
prove to be a place of danger and
the place where th ey fina lly lose
out on sa lvat ion.

In thi s place it will be neces­
sa ry to live together in peace and
harmon y 24 hours a day for 1,260
days. Some in G od 's Church can' t
ge t along in peac e with ot her
member s of th e Church for any
len gth of t ime now. Some hu s­
bands and wives can 't get along in
pea c e with t he i r co nve r te d

Will You Be Protected?
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When this world is plunged into
the greatest time of trouble in history
- into what M atthew 24 :21 calls
" grea t tribulation" - will there be
any way of escape?

Probabl y ever yon e in G od 's
C hurc h ha s he ard some t hing abo ut a
"place of safety." Many have formed
conv ictions abo ut wha t this " place of
sa fety" will be lik e and how th ey will
get th ere.

Is there really a place of safety? If
so, how does one pr ep ar e for it ?
Should we be doin g any thing now ?

God pictures, in Revel ati on 12: 14,
a wom an living in perilou s times, per­
sec uted by the de vil. This wo ma n is
"given two wings of a great eagle,
th at she might fly into th e wildern ess,
into her place, where she is nourish ed
for a time, and times, and half a time,
from the face of the se rpe nt."

This woman symbolizes th e C hurc h
of God, that group of peopl e who are
individually begotten and led by th e
Holy Spirit - who are living in obe­
dience to God (Rom. 8:9, Acts 5:3 2).
God says of His Church , "Becau se
thou hast kept the word of m y
patience, I also will keep thee from th e
hour of temptation, which sha ll come
upon all the world , to tr y th em th at
dwell upon the earth" ( Rev . 3: 10) .

In Luke 21 :36, Christ sai d to Hi s
di sc iples, " W atch ye th erefor e, and
pra y a lways, th at ye m a y b e
accounted worthy to esca pe all th ese
things that sha ll com e to pass, and to
sta nd be fore th e Son of man ."

G od 's Word clearl y shows that
the re is a place pr ep ar ed for God's
C hurc h - a place wh er e th e Church
will be nourished and pr ot ect ed fro m
th e face of the se rpe nt during th e
ca taclys mic events pr eced ing C hrist's
S econd Coming.

But just bec au se the C hurc h as a
who le will be pr ot ect ed does not nec­
essarily mean th at we as ind ividuals
will be . Each of us is responsible for
ourself, to mak e su re th at we are
keeping th e " wo r d o f God' s
patience. "

N ow wh at is th e wom an pr otected
from ? Revelati on 12:13 sho ws th at
the woman - God 's C hurc h - will
be prot ected fr om S at an 's wrath ,
after S at an is cas t down to the earth
(verse 9) . S at an 's per secution of th e
Church is in th e time of "grea t trib­
ulation ," whi ch will be, accord ing to
M atthew 24:2 1, "such as was not
sinc e th e beginning of the wo rl d
to thi s t im e, no, nor eve r shall
b "e.

For th e C hurch to escap e, it will be
given th e two win gs to fly " into th e
wild erness." A wild erness, in Bibl e
terms, is wh at we would call a deso­
late place, ofte n mountain ous . God
has chose n not to reve al , directl y in
Scripture, th e place.

If we don't kn ow wh ere we ar e
going, we certainl y do not know when
to go th er e. But we will kn ow when
the time comes. Christ showed th at ,
just as we kn ow by th e leafing of th e
trees th at summe r is nigh , we will
kn ow th at th e end is near when we
see occ urri ng th e eve nts He listed in
Matthew 24 ( Matt. 24: 32-33).

When God br ou gh t anc ient Israel
out of Egypt, He led th em out (Ex.
13: 18, 2 1), goi ng before them in a
pill ar of fire . God described thi s to
Isr ael as "how I bar e you on eagles'
wings, and br ou gh t you unto myself'
(Ex. 19:4) .

The promised end-t ime flight to a
place of pr ot ect ion is also to be on
eagle's wings - th e C hurc h is to be
" giv en tw o wings of a great eagle,

th at she might fly into th e wild er­
ness" (Rev. 12:14) . This phrase is
sim ilar, but not identical , to th at in
th e verse abov e . It does not , for
example, say that G od will go before
th e C hurc h in a lit er al pillar of fire
thi s ti me, but it does say th at th e
C hurc h will go in co nnec t ion wit h
some kind of d ivin e inter vention to
" the wilde rness, into her place, whe re
she is nourish ed ."

Can our flig ht fro m Satan be co m­
pared to Israel's fligh t from Egypt?

Sata n rul es th is world (II Cor. 4:4)
as he d id anc ient Egypt. W e, as
C hrist ians, mu st co me out of thi s ev il
world so we ca n wo rs h ip God in
tr uth . When wo rld crises wo rsen and
S atan is stirred up agai ns t us, he will
use th ose who are co mmi tti ng t he
very sins we avo id and preach agains t
to t ry to destroy us.

Let's compare th e att itude God
required of Isr ael in th eir flight with
what He req uires of us tod ay.

A fter God had ad m iniste re d all bu t
th e last of th e plagues on Egypt He
told the Israelites, th rou gh Moses,
th at th eir firstborn would be spa red
only if th ey prepared and kept th e
Passover in a ce rtain way. How was
th eir at ti tude?

Excellent!
They obeyed God, "and di d as t he

Lord had com mande d Moses an d
Aaron, so did th ey" (Ex. 12:28) .

That is th e kind of attitude we
sho uld have today. Do we? A re we
keep ing all of G od's laws and follow­
ing th e lead ership of God 's mod ern­
day apos t le?

U nlike th e Egyptians, th e Isr ael­
ites d id not lose any of th eir first born
sons, and found th at it was easy to
"spoi l" t he Egyptians of t heir jew­
el ry. The Egyptians u rged th e Isr ael-
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spouses for one day, let alone
1,260 da ys! Obviously some are
going to have to ch ange and over­
come a lot to su rvive such a
" t rial."

How will th e Church go to
" her plac e" ? Even though the
sc ripture seems to indicate air
transportation , that is not the

only possible explanation . A simi­
lar st atement is found in Exodus
19:4: "Ye have seen what I did
unto the Egyptians, and how I
bare y ou on eagles ' wings, and
brought you unto myself." The
ancient Israelites never heard of
modern air transportation . They
walked out of Egypt!

Just who will go to this place,
away " from the face of the ser­
pent [Satan] " ?

Wh o will be taken?

" Because thou hast kept the
word of my patience, I also will
keep thee from the hour of temp­
tation, which shall come upon all

ites to pack and get out qui ckly. The
Isr aelites' att itude?

Still excellent. Again , th ey did just
as Go d told th em to do (ve rse 35 ) .

Nothing in th e Scriptures tells us
th at when we depart for the place of
protection we can take all our bel ong­
ings; in fac t, Jesu s tells those who are
speci fica lly in Judea to flee into th e
mountain s wh en they see the abomi­
nat ion of desolation stand in the holy
place, and not to come down from the
houset ops or return fro m th e field s to
tak e any thing ( M att. 24:15-1 8).

What would our att it ude be if we
were told to leave behind our homes,
famil ies, fri ends - ev erything ?
Would we go quickly and enthus iasti­
ca lly, or would we have unfin ish ed
bu siness or obligatio ns th at we would
just have to "sacrifice" ourse lves for,
and stay behind?

Suppose we heard that Mr. A rm­
st ro ng and other Church lead ers,
together with a multitude of Church
members who were stand ing up for
th e truth , were being deported ­
thrust out of the land.

What wo u ld ou r a ttit ude be ?
W ould we sta nd up , too? Would we
pack our bags and jo in them ? Or
would we hold back , preferring not to
get involved ? When Israel fina lly left
Egypt they wer e thrust out.

Being read y in vol ves not only
wat ching and pr ayin g, but also being
fully com mitt ed to right action when
th e word comes. As C hrist sa id in
Luke 2 1:36 , we mu st not only pray
tha t we wi ll be taken to a place of
refuge , we mu st watch, pray, keep
close to God and truly be worthy of
escape.

A re we, th en , read y for the place
whe re God 's C hurc h will be pro ­
tected ? If not , we will not be going
th er e - unless we realize the grav ity
of th e times and are willing to make
some major cha nges in our lives.

When God led th e child re n of
Isr ael out of Eg ypt, He led them into
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a place wh ere Ph araoh th ought th ey
were trapped . Ph ar aoh ch anged his
mind about letting Isr ael go and pur­
sued after them .

When Ph ar aoh and his army ca me
into sight behind th em , did the Isra­
elites remember all God's miracles
and trust G od to protect them? What
was their at t itude at thi s j uncture ?

They lost co nfide nce and we re
"sore afrai d" (Ex. 14:10)! They cried
out to God and turned on Moses, say ­
ing , " Beca use there were no graves in
Egypt, hast th ou tak en us away to die
in th e wilderness?" (ve rse I I).

How will we feel if that wonderfu l
place of protection we have imagined
- comforta bly pr epared especially
for us - turns out to be a de solate
wild erness?

Will we know , in faith, th at God is
with us even th ough we don 't see a
pill ar of cloud or fire ? Or will we say:
"Why did you bring us out here?
This is an un watered place with no
green th ing growing! It is dry and hot
in the summer and cold in the winter,
with rocks th e size of baseb alls to
walk on. Shall we live in holes in the
rocks with no furnitur e or running
wat er, and with noth ing to eat?"

Doesn't that sound just like the
ancient Isr aelites? H ardly any of the
anc ient Israelites mad e it into th e
promised land because of th eir att i­
tude. All through th eir travels th ey
murmured and rebelled .

Are we goi ng to let th at happen to
us, or will we get our att itudes right
befor e Go d? It takes mor e than just
getting th em right at th e last moment
- we need to live in a right att itude
ove r a peri od of time to form a right
habi t. It is wh at we habitually do th at
cha racte rizes us and allows us to be
acc ounted worthy.

Wherever and wh atever that place
will be , we can be sure th at it will be
a place of testing - a fina l exam, so
to speak - where th e begotten chil­
dren of G od will be poli shed and

sha ped into th e kind of peopl e God
will account worthy to be born into
His Family.

Those who get there won't be mur­
murers or com plai ners. They will be
th ankful to dw ell even in holes of
rocks if th at is what God prepares.
They will sing the praises of the most
high God, who led th em th ere and
prot ec ted them from th e horr or s th at
J acob 's natural descendants will have
to endure.

When S atan casts "out of his
mouth wat er as a flood after th e
woman, th at he might ca use her to be
carried away of the flood " ( Rev.
12:15), will we despair or trust God?
Will we get tog ether with our close
frie nds, ponder the sit uat ion and
decide wh at to do next ?

Then , afte r destroying one anoth­
er 's faith with doubtful words, will
we give up , say ing: "I knew thi s was
all for nothing - coming out in to
this forsaken wilde rn ess . Why have
you brought us out here to die?"

Do we think we are ready ? Will we
trust God to save us? If not , we mu st
start right now - drawin g close to
God , watch ing , praying , study ing and
learning to say " Yes, Lord" rather
than murmuring about Church deci­
sions and policies.

" He who walks righteou sly and
spea ks uprightly, who despi ses the
gain of oppressio ns, who sha kes his
hands, lest they hold a bribe, who
sto ps his ea rs from hearing of blood­
shed and shuts his eyes fro m looking
up on evil , he will dwell on the
heights; his place of defense will be
the fortresses of rocks; his bread will
be given him , his wa ter will be sure .
Yo ur eyes will see the kin g in his
beauty" (l sa. 33 :15-17 , Revi sed
Standard Version).

It is to be hoped that all of us will
be wherever th e place is that God has
prepared for H is C hurch. By the
grace of God we can mak e it! - By
Jack R. Elliott 0
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People "accounted worthy" to escape will be
giving of themselves, not trying to get .
Those ... trying . .. to save their own lives
may find that such safety will not be provided.

th e world, to try t hem tha t dwell
upon th e earth" (Rev . 3:10 ).

The Phil ad elphi a ch urc h is
kept from this sore tri al th at is
going to co me on all th e world .
This verse does not re fer to an y
period of temptation th e whole
world went through during th e
time th e origi na l, small church at
Philadelphia ex isted. It ca n only
refer to the Great Tribul at ion,
bu t differ ent words are used.

This tri al ta kes place for an

" hour." Is th is an ind efinite time,
or does it refer to t he same
" ho ur" t he 10 k in gs re ceive
power w it h the be ast ( R ev.
17: 12) ? (C om pare Revelation
13:5 .) Such a time of trouble can
only re fer to th e Great Tribula­
tion .

Luke 's gos pe l gives fur t he r
in form a t ion a bo u t w ho w il l
escape "all th ese th ing s":

" Watc h ye th erefor e, and pr ay
always, th at ye maybe accounted
worthy to escape all these th ings
th at sha ll come to pass, and to
stand before the Son of man"
(Luke 21:36).

Who are these people "ac­
counted worthy" to esca pe?

Those worthy will be watching.
In plain langu age, th ey will be
observ ing wo rl d, nat ion al and
local eve nts, especially as they
relat e to pr ophec y, so th at th ey
will not be ca ught un awar es by
the sna re th at will trap th e rest of
the world.

Those worthy will be pr ayin g
a lways - eac h d a y - not
negl ect ing this essen tial part of
C hris tian life. Their prayers of
intercession, prayers for help,
pr ayers for forg iven ess a n d
pr ayers for G od 's Ki ngdo m to
come will be cont inua lly goi ng up
to God.
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These peopl e will become wor­
thy throu gh C hrist's sac rifice an d
forgiveness of sin, an d not as a
result of th eir ow n "worthiness ."

Matthew adds othe r point s th at
we sho uld noti ce (Matt. 24:42­
51) . Those who are read y will be
doin g God 's Work, giving " meat
in du e season." They wi ll, in
other words, be doin g th eir par t
in pr each ing the Gospel to th e
world as a wit ness.

They will be giv ing of th em-

se lves, not trying to ge t fro m
ot he rs. S uc h people who are giv­
ing their lives in God 's se rvice
will save th eir lives:

"For whosoever will save his
life shall lose it : but whosoever
will lose his life for my sake , the
same sha ll save it" (Luke 9:24).

Those who are tryin g desper­
ate ly to save their own lives by
goi ng to a " place of safety" may
find th at suc h safety will not be
provided for them.

Many C hurc h member s have
express ed concern abo u t their
ch ildren and unconverted rela­
tives. Will th ey be protected dur­
ing this time? Other scriptures
and bibl ical prin ciples sho u ld
make th e answer cle ar.

Those obedien t m inor childre n
(not ice th e exa mple of th e chil­
dren under 20 years of age ­
N um be rs 14:29) would undoubt­
ed ly be prot ected with th eir con­
verted , worthy par ents.

Unconve rted spouses who are
support ive of God's C hurc h may
become conve rte d at a lat e dat e
(see I Corinthians 7: 16) . Un con­
verted and antagonis t ic spouse s
would obvio us ly not receive pr o­
tection and me rcy fro m God at
suc h a tim e.

W he n God shows th e C hurc h's
lead ershi p what to do, so me

member s undoubtedl y will decid e
that it is too early, too late, th e
wro ng place or th e wro ng way to
go, and so will not go .

Other s wi ll prob abl y find th at
le avin g famil y , homes , j obs ,
fri ends and per son al possession s
and comforts is more th an th ey
can be ar, and th ey , too, wi ll
re mai n behind.

Certai nly the re will be mu ch
personal sadness and sorrow ove r
those loved ones left behi nd . They
wi ll have to go through t he
greatest t ime of t rouble in all his­
tor y, th e G reat Tribulat ion and
th e Day of th e Lord. G oing
th rough this time will not be the
picnic or holid ay some see m to
think it will be!

Concentrate on giving

W he rever it is, whe never it is,
th e place of God 's pr ot ect ion is
one where th e Church will be
nourish ed ph ysicall y and spi r i­
tua lly for three and a hal f years .
It has been apt ly ca lled th e " plac e
of fina l training ." That term
implies a lot of previous t ra ining .
W e need to be acqu iring th at
training now.

Why are so man y peopl e so
exc ite d about this so-called place
of safety?

In too many cases, peopl e are
look ing onl y for an escap e fro m
the comi ng holocau st. They are
looking for a way to save their
own skins! They are trying to save
their lives , but in the process they
may lose them, just as C hrist
sa id.

We are suppose d to give our
lives, not try to save th em. It is
thro ug h th e process of giv ing our
li ves that o u r li ves m a y be
save d .

The main lesson we all need to
learn is to do the job G od has
given us - pr eaching th e Gospel
to th e world as a witness, and get­
ti ng close to God spiritua lly and
staying there.

Fo rget abo u t tryin g to save
yourse lf and concent ra te on help­
ing others. Do your par t and God
will protect and prov ide for you
dur ing the soo n-com ing Great
Tribulati on . 0
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throne, either transporting it about or carry­
ing out directives from that throne , such as
guarding the tree of life after Adam and Eve
sinned (Gen. 3 :24). Lucifer, an anointed
cherub (Ezek. 28: 14), was given, before
Adam was created, authority to administer
God's government over the earth and mil­
lions of angels.

The best description of cherubim is found
in the book of Ezekiel. In chapters 1, 9 and
10 , we read of cherubim transporting God 's
throne. They are large, powerful , apparently
four-faced creatures with four wings .

The seraphim seem to bear a general
resemblance to the human figure and have
six wings, whereas the four "beasts " or,
better translated , "living creatures" appear
to have the combined features of cherubim
and seraphim. No description of the 24
elders is given in the Bible except that they
are dressed in white clothing, each having a
golden crown on his head.

4. Does God also have angels who contin­
ually walk through the earth to observe and
report to Him overall conditions? Rev. 5:6,
Zech. 4: 10, II Chron . 16 :9. Do other untold
millions of angels serve God at the throne, in
heaven, from which God rules the universe?
Dan. 7:9-10.

5. In Hebrews 1 and 2 the apostle Paul
speaks about the difference between man
and angeis. Are we told that "the world to
come" will not be ruled by angels? Heb. 2:5.
But if we become the Spirit-born sons of
God, are we promised rulership over
angels? Heb. 2:6-8, I Cor. 6 :2-3.

Although man has been made a little low­
er than the angels for now, in the future he
will be placed over all of God's creation,
including angels.

6. In what other way, besides composi­
tion, do angels and man differ? Heb. 1:5 ,
13.

Man, now lower than angels, has a desti­
ny far higher! Man was created to be literally

The Role of
Righteous Angels 'Ioday

In Genesis 1: 1 we are told that "God
created the heaven and the earth." But
physical matter - this earth, the stars, the
galaxies - was not the first thing God
created.

1. What did God create before bringing
the material universe into existence? Job
38:4-7. What are these "stars"? Rev.
1:20.

In Job 38:7 "morning stars" and "sons of
God" refer to angels. Notice that Revelation
12:4-9 also speaks of the angels who fol­
lowed Satan's rebellion as the "stars of
heaven." And in Isaiah 14: 12 we learn that
Lucifer, before he sinned , was called "son
of the morning" or "day star," as some
Bible margins render it.

Angels are individually created beings.
They cannot marry and reproduce (Matt.
22:30), but are called " s o ns of God"
because God created each angel as a sep­
arate, immortal spirit being, and in that
sense is the angels ' Father (Heb. 12 :9).

And so we find the angels shouting for joy
at the creation of the earth, long before the
creation of man. They were joyful because
the earth was to be their home or abode.

2. But does the Bible plainly speak of
angels who sinned? II Pet. 2:4, Jude 6. How
many angels remained obedient to God 's
government? Rev. 12 :4.

The Bible indicates that two thirds of the
angels rema ined loyal to God. They did not
follow Lucifer (now Satan) in his rebell ion
against the government of God (Isa. 14: 12­
14, Ezek. 28:13-15). These countless mil­
lions of angels are God's servants, helping
to carry out His plan for mankind .

3. The Bible describes various types of
angels whose appearance and function dif­
fer. Are there cherubim at God's throne? Ps.
99: 1. And seraphim? lsa . 6: 1-7. Are there
also " be a sts" and " e ld e rs " surround ing
God's throne? Rev. 4:2-11.

Cherubim are associated with God 's•
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begotten by God 's sp iritual reproductive
process and then actually be born into the
divine God Family. Angels are not begotten
and born of God. Angels are not destined to
become part of God 's Family.

7. What is God 's purpose for His created
angels? Heb. 1:7 , 14. Are Spirit-begotten
Christians the "heirs " Paul is talking about?
Rom . 8:16-17, Gal. 3:26-29,4:6-7 .

Angels , higher than man is now, were
created to be God's servants , messengers
and representatives in God 's universe-ruling
government. Angels are commissioned to
minister to the Spirit-begotten children of
God , who are His sp iritual heirs.

To illustrate the primary activity of God's
angels today , we might consider the status
of the young son of a wealthy man. Wh ile
still a child, the son is under the care of an
adult servant or guardian chosen by the
boy's father. The servant is older, farther
advanced in knowledge , much more devel­
oped physically and mentally - but has
much less potential. For when the son is
mature, he will inhe rit his father 's wealth and
power. Therefore the servant , older and
more mature, is only a servant ministering to
the young heir. Likewise, angels are minis­
tering to Spirit -begotten humans today.

8 . Do God's children have assigned to
them angels who are in close contact with
the Father in heaven? Matt . 18: 10.

9 . Are angels powerful? II Pet. 2 : 11. Do
the angels of God keep close to God 's obe­
dient children to protect them from acci­
dents, calamities , plagues and other evils?
Ps. 34:7 , 91:1 -12. Will God 's angels also
fight our enemies? Ps. 35: 1, 5 -6 .

God 's angels are assigned to help God 's
heirs along the road to eternal life - to
save them from premature death and acci­
dents, to fight their battles and t o protect
them from th e devil and his demons.

10. Do God's holy angels have the power
to sometimes man ifest themselves in the
physical likeness of men in order to carry
out their duties? Dan . 9:21, Heb. 13:2. Also
read Genesis 18 and 19: 1-22.

Angels are also messengers. They
appeared to Abraham, Lot , Hagar, Moses,
Gideon , El ijah and many of the prophets and
apostles . When God 's angels manifest
themselves to human beings, they do so in
the form of ordinary men. Paul points out in
Hebrews 13:2 that they sometimes travel

incognito on God's business, not revealing
that they are angels . But righteous angels
never capriciously appear and disappear
merely to amuse themselves or men .

11. Why did the prophet Elisha ask God
to open the eyes of h is servant? II K ings
6: 15-17. No wonder Elisha d id not fear his
enemies. He saw one of God 's sp irit arm ies
upon the mountain!

12. Did God commission a special angel
to watch over the children of Israel and bring
them int o the promised land? Ex . 23:20-23 .

13. Is Michael the chief guardian of the
descendants of ancient Israel? Dan. 12: 1.
(The Revised Standard Version renders this
verse : " A t that [end] time shall arise
Michael , the great prince who has charge of
your peop le ." )

The Bible mentions by name three angels
of h igh rank: Lucifer (Isa . 14: 12) , now Satan
the devil; Gabriel, who appeared to Dan ie l
on two occasions (Dan. 8 : 16, 9:21), to
Zacharias , the father of John the Baptist
(Luke 1: 19), and later to Mary, the mother of
Jesus (Luke 1:26 -2 7); and Michael, called
one of the chief princes (Dan. 10: 13) and
whom Jude identifies as an archangel (Jude
9) . Michael is spec ifically assigned to minis­
ter to the 12 tribes of Israel.

14. Was Gabrie l (apparent ly o f archangel
rank) sent to give Dan iel understanding of
visions , and even t o fight sp ir it ual batt les
with fallen angels ("princes" ) of t he devil in
order that God's w ill be carried out among
the governments of men? Dan. 8 : 15- 16,
9 :21-22, 10:10-14,20-21.

We can see that the spirit world is teem ­
ing with activity . God works (John 5 : 17) and
His angel ic servants are busy help ing to car­
ry out His w ill. Satan and his demons are just
as busy try ing to thwart and destroy the p la n
of God.

15. What d id an angel of God do when the
civil rulers put some of the apostles in pris­
on? Acts 5 : 17-20. Did this enable the apos­
tles to continue preaching the truth of God?
Verse 21 .

We have covered only a few of the ma ny
verses showing how God 's angels serve
God and God 's sa ints today. Let 's be grate­
ful to God for sending His angels to assist in
and watch over His Work and over those
who are His Spirit-begotten ch ildren - His
heirs soon to be born into the universe-rul ing
Family of God! 0

said he also to him that bade him,
When thou makest a dinner or a
supper, call not thy friends, nor
thy brethren, neither thy kins­
men, nor thy rich neighbours; lest
they also bid thee again, and a
recompence be made thee. But
when thou makest a feast , call the
poor, the maimed, the lame, the
blind: And thou shalt be blessed;
for they cannot recompense thee:
for thou shalt be recompensed at
the resurrection of the just"
(Luke 14:12-14).

• Donate food and clothing to
the poor and destitute. God has
blessed many of us with tremen­
dous material abundance, and He
wants to see how we use it :

"But whoso hath this world 's
good, and seeth his brother have
need, and shutteth up his bowels
of compassion from him, how
dwelleth the love of God in him?
My little children, let us not love
in word, neither in tongue; but in
deed and in truth" (I John 3:17­
18) .

• Pitch in to help friends and
neighbors caught in desperate
straits. Do we refuse to or , by
neglect, fail to respond when we
are aware of others in need?

Pitching in might involve help­
ing a farmer gather his crops
before they are damaged by incle­
ment weather, assisting a family
with household chores when
either father or mother is sick or
cutting firewood for a widow
before winter sets in.

• Encourage those who are
downcast or heavily burdened.
As Solomon wrote, " H eaviness in
the heart of man maketh it stoop:
but a good word maketh it glad"
(Prov. 12:25).

Radiate enthusiasm - it's con­
tagious . Be sincerely cheerful.
Try to pick up the spirits of those
around you .

"Be kindly affectioned one to
another with brotherly love; in
honour preferring one another"
(Rom. 12:10).

• Befriend children and teen­
agers. Today's society is, literally,
an obstacle course for young
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people. Problems, temptations
and wrong influences can over­
whelm youths. Whether by exam­
ple or by direct involvement,
where possible and where wise,
help steer young people in the
right direction (Prov. 22:6).

• Don 't be ashamed or embar­
rassed to do the most menial
tasks in serving your brethren in
God's Church . Christ, the su­
preme servant, set the example
for us to follow (John 13:2-5). Is
it too much to ask for us to clean
the home of someone who is sick,
bathe or provide transportation
for an invalid or clean up after a
church social?

• Be grateful. Say "Thank
you" for even the smallest things
that others do for you. A note of
appreciation or a phone call to
someone who renders you a ser­
vice shows that you recognize and
esteem his generosity. Paul wrote
that we should give thanks for
everything (I Thess . 5: 18).

• Help a fellow employee suc­
ceed. Has a fellow worker fallen
ill? Perhaps you could offer to
handle some of his responsibili­
ties. It may prevent him from los­
ing his job.

• If you're a boss, treat your
employees with fairness , honesty
and concern for their welfare.
Notice Paul's admonition: "Mas­
ters, give unto your servants that
which is just and equal; knowing
that ye also have a Master in
heaven" (Col. 4:1).

A "now" command

Esteeming others better than
ourselves is simply a matter of
expressing love and humility and
thinking of them first. It is put­
ting their lives, comforts and
interests above our own. It is the
essence of true Christianity and
sums up the meaning of genuine
godly love.

Every command of God is a
"now" command - not a sugges­
tion to be put off until tomorrow
or next week. Now is the time to
humble ourselves and get down to
business. Let's strive to become
holy vessels in which God can live
and manifest His way of life to all
mankind.

had not been successfully em­
ployed, I would have remained
totally unconscious until the res­
urrection. Incidentally, regardless
of number of days or years till the
resurrection, it would have
seemed the next second to me.

God's Church made ready

And in this train of thinking,
I have had to ask myself, "What
has Christ been doing with my
life since I was brought back, in
August , 1977?" I know God
called me to reestablish on earth
His GOVERNMENT and the pro­
claiming worldwide of the
GREAT COMMISSION - the now
imminent KINGDOM OF GOD.
All that has been my job since
conversion in 1927 - and that
job is not yet finished . (Al­
though we have no way of know­
ing HOW FAR we must reach
people in all parts of the world,
God does not expect us to reach
every human on earth with His
message, and we may be closer
to what He expects than we
think.)

But my efforts as Christ's
apostle, since the heart failure ,
have been almost wholly devoted
to preparing God's Church - the
spiritual temple to which Christ
will come.

Repeatedly the Good News
headlines have blared forth, "And
NOW, CHRIST SETS (this, that and
other thing) BACK ON THE
TRACK."

The living Christ as HEAD of
this Church has been using His
chosen apostle to TURN HIS
CHURCH AROUND - set it back
on GOD'S track!

I could write much more along
this line, but I want to leave that
thought with you now.

As we come to God's Feast of
Firstfruits (Pentecost), let us
bear forcibly in mind we in God's
Church must be MADE READY ­
for Christ is coming SOON - and
we are NOT YET FULLY READY to
be instantly changed and caught
up to meet our Lord as He comes
in clouds!

PART iN MAKING THIS A BETTER
WORLD! They want to BE right ­
but they don 't want to DO right. So
they grasp the straw that makes
the lying and false PROMISES of
producing the solution. But com­
munism is only another IDEA OF
MAN BASED ON HUMAN NATURE. It
is a theoretical WAY that would
destroy what little good there
might be in this world 's society. It
is the most false of false hopes.

But YOU can have a part in
actually bringing PEACE, happi­
ness, joy and abundance to
humanity. God Almighty is going
to do it - whether or not you
have a part in it! But He is not
going to do it alone. He is going
to take certain human beings,
born in the very LIKENESS of God,
who REPENT of their carnal
human nature - who cry out to
God to CHANGE that nature ­
and give them the matchless
supreme GIFT of His divine LOVE
that will travel THE WAY toward
peace, happiness and joy.

These are they who, through
real repentance of what they are as
well as what they have done,
through faith in the sacrifice of
Jesus Christ as well as in His res­
urrected LIFE and POWER, are for­
given their guilty past, given con­
tact with God, changed. converted.
receiving HIS HOLY SPIRIT, being
begotten as HIS CHILDREN, receiv­
ing the DIVINE nature.

I n other words, they REPENT of
human nature - they REPENT of
hostility to authority - of resent­
ment against God 's law. They
SURRENDER unconditionally to
GOD, and wholeheartedly WANT
Him to rule in their lives.

They CHANGE (through God's
power given by His grace) from
rebellion to submission - from
SELF-centeredness to Gon-cen­
teredness. They let Jesus Christ
(in Spirit) come into their lives
and actually live their lives for
them (Gal. 2:20).

They change from THE WAY
that has brought all the curses
upon this unhappy world to THE
WAY that will bring a brilliant,
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joyous UTOPIA to earth in a very
few years when God sends the
living Jesus Christ in all power
and glory to RULE ALL NATIONS
and bring the happy, peaceful
WORLD TOMORROW!

This CHANG E is conversion.
This is what it means to become a
Christian .

A Christian is NOT merely one
who PROFESSES Christ. God's own
instruction to us - the Bible ­
says that if one has not received
God's Holy Spirit, he is NONE of
His - he is NOT a Christian
(Rom. 8:9). God gives His Holy
Spirit ONLY to them who OBEY
Him (Acts 5:32) . This implants
within the mind the divine nature
- it means a CHANGED MIND!

But it does not remove the
HUMANn~ure.Them~dg~erns

whether the converted Christian
now follows the pulls, the
impulses, the desires of human
nature, or whether he resists
them and is LED BY the newly
received divine nature. "As many
as are LED BY the Spirit of God,
they are the sons of God" (Rom.
8: 14). But one's human nature
cries out to be satisfied - does
not like to be repressed.

Just receiving God's Spirit is
not enough . One must be LED by
God's Spirit.

His Spirit opens the mind to
UNDERSTANDING of spiritual
truth, and the KNOWLEDGE of
God's law . It opens the mind to
THE WAY one should follow.
God's Spirit also is the love of
God - God's own divine love ­
flooding into the human heart,
and flowing on out in love to God
and love to neighbor.

One must therefore GROW in
spiritual knowledge and in God's
grace (II Pet. 3: 18). He must
become a DOER of God's law ­
actually LIVING in THE WAY of
peace and happiness and joy.

This means he must OVERCOME
his own carnal nature, his old hab­
its, the temptations of the world ­
HE MUST BE CHANGED! He must
develop toward perfect spiritual
and righteous CHARACTER. The
real Christian is undergoing a life
of TRAINING to become a RULER in
God's Kingdom - in the happy
and peaceful WORLD TOMORROW.

One cannot learn everything in a
minute, a day or a year. One does
not become perfect at orie jump. It
is a continuous PROCESS. No Chris­
tian becomes perfect at the very
beginning. He does not overcome
or root out all the sins, the wrong
habits, all at once. He must do it
little by little.

But, "he that overcorneth, and
keepeth MY WORKS unto the end,"
says Jesus Christ, "to him will I
give power over THE NATIONS:
AND HE SHALL RULE THEM"
(Rev. 2:26-27).

WHY do THE NAnONS of this
earth need ruling by Christ and
those trained under a Christian
life?

Because all the unhappiness ­
everything WRONGwith this world
- has come from living THE WAY
of hostility to God's law and GOD'S
government. Because the only way
this world can have PEACE, PROS­
PERITY, HAPPINESS is to be forced
to build a society based on THE
WAY that produces these desired
blessings.

If you have started on THAT
RI GHT WAY, don't get discouraged
because you have slipped and fall­
en down along the road a few
times. Get up and KEEP GOING.
Even if you have sinned and are
truly sorry, you can repent and
Christ is your High Priest to for­
give . Read and study I John 1:7-10
and 2:1-2. This is written to con­
verted CHRISTIANS.

At the time of Christ's corning,
the dead in Christ will be resur­
rected and rise to meet the
descending Christ in the air. At
that instant those living who have
been thus changed. begotten by
God's Spirit, will be changed in
composition, from mortal to
immortal - from matter to spirit
- from human to divine.

THEY are then to RULE with
and under the all-powerful, living
Christ, until ALL NATIONS beat
their swords into plowshares and
PEACE shines forth on this war­
weary earth!

Jesus Christ taught His follow­
ers to PRAY: "THY KINGDOM
COME. THY WILL BE DONE IN
EARTH" (Mati. 6: 1O)! How about
it? Shall we pray that prayer?

out the man; and he placed at the
east of the garden of Eden Cher­
ubims, and a flaming sword
which turned every way ."

The man did not have immor­
tality. He did not have eternal
life . He was born su bj ect to
death . God said that when he
took of that wrong tree, he would
die, and m en have been dying
ever since.

World is cut off from God

From that very minute mortal
man was cut off from contact
with God! He was cut off from
access to the Spirit of God and
the gift of eternal life!

God imparted precious and
sacred knowledge to the first
man, knowledge of what man is,
knowledge of GOD and contact
with the Creator. But observe:
Man rejected God's knowledge
- and God allowed man to go
his own way. He has been allow­
ing it ever since.

God set apart 6,000 years for
man to go his own way . That
6,000 years is just about up! But
we're still rebelling against God,
and the way of God, and the way
that would bring us peace, happi­
ness , joy and everything that the
human heart really wants and
desires .

Later, humans multiplied and
they spread out into different
nations - cut off from God and
from knowledge about the possi­
bility of eternal life. Man then
began to evolve HIS own religions,
his own ideas. Man evolved and
set in motion his own pattern of
society - and his own kinds of
governments - all cut off from
God!

Man set up ways on this earth
and a civilization diametrically
contrary to the ways of God ­
ways that would have brought
peace to the world and happiness
and prosperity to all of the indi­
viduals in the world.

You people in the many differ­
ent nations reading The Good
News of the World Tomorrow -

That law was given in LOVE, and
that law is LOV E. It's the very
essence of love. It is the very prin­
ciple of God's nature. It is love
toward God, so th at we can have
the blessings of God, and the
things that we need to receive from
God. It is love toward our neighbor
so we'll be kept in a right relation­
ship with our neighbors, and have
peace and be happy.

That's the law that God com­
manded man to obey. And when
man breaks that law, man brings
heartaches and headaches, and he
brings every kind of wretchedness
and unhappiness that this world

gave it to him so that he would be
begotten as a child of God, but
now notice verses I 5 through 17:

"And the Lord God took the
man , and put him into the garden
of Eden to dress it and to keep it.
And the Lord God commanded
the man , saying, Of every tree of
the garden thou mayest freel y
eat." That included this tree of
life and immortality. "But of the
tree of the knowledge of good and
evil, thou shalt not eat of it : for in
the day that thou eatest thereof
th ou shalt sure ly die."

Man must CHOOSE

Man possessed FREE MORAL
AGENCY. God made man a FREE
MORAL AGENT. Man h ad to
CHOOSE. The very fact that God
said, "in the day that thou eatest
thereof' - the ver y thing God
condemned and forbade him to
partake of - means that God
all owed him to do it.

God said later to His people, "I
have set before you life a nd
death," the right wa y of living,
and the wrong way, " bless ings
and curses." He said to man,
" CHOOSE!" He commanded the
man to choose the right way, but
He allows man to choose disobe­
dience and the wrong way. That's
what God allows, and that is pre­
cisely what man has chosen.

God is the Supreme Ruler! God
has decreed , as the Supreme
Ruler, that man must CHOOSE.
Man mu st make his own choice
whether to obey God - whether
to OB EY the laws that God set in
motion - or whether to DIsobey.

God is the Creator, not onl y of
the LIFE of man and animals, but
God is the Creator of force, and
of energy and of every LAW that
exists.

God's spiritual law

God also set sp iritual laws in
motion that regulate man's happi­
ness , that regulate man's relation­
ship with his Maker, with his
Creator and with his neighbors.



you, too, are the children of this
first man and this first woman , no
matter what your nationality or
your race. You, too, are mortal
humans who were put here on
this earth by the one Creator
God . You, too, were born cut off
from God and from the truth
about life , cut offfrom the way of
peace, the way to happiness and
the gift of eternal life.

About 4,000 years after Adam,
God sent His own begotten Son,
begotten by God as a human son,
born of the virgin M ar y. This Son
of God was also a son of man,
because He was born of a human
woman. Jesu s Christ was human .
But Jesus had within Him that
which Adam had REJECTED, and
had been separated from - the
H OLY SPIRIT OF G OD!

What is the Holy Spirit?

WHAT is this Holy Spirit that
comes from God?

It is the very SPIRIT - the
ver y LIFE - the very essence of
G OD the CR EATOR! God, accord­
ing to John 4:24, is a SPIRIT, but
man is mortal. M an is flesh. God
is composed of spirit.

Spirit is not like matter . M an is
composed of m atter. Matter
occupies a definite amount of
ph ysical sp ace, and has weight.
But God's Spirit em anates fro m
Him like the air - like space . It
is force, it is power, it is life, it is
character!

When God's Spirit, emanating
from the very PERSON of God,
enters into a man , it IMPREG­
NATES that man with the very
LIFE of GOD - it plants within
th at man or woman the divine

I
nature of God, to develop the
very character of God, until we,
through Hi s Spirit, become LIKE
God - until we think as God
thinks - until we see things with
the same attitude as God sees
them , and we act as G od acts.

Christ died in your stead

Jesus Christ HAD the Spirit of
the living GOD! And J esus Christ
was wholly OBEDI ENT to the inex ­
orable SPIRITUAL LAWS that God
had set in motion. These laws are
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spir itual PRINCIPLES that regulate
man 's rel ati onships and his happi­
ness! Never once did Jesus Christ
disobey, though He was tempted
in every way as you and I. Never
once did He sin - that is, never
onc e did He tran sgress G od ' s
spir itual law . Never did He bring
the penalty - etern al death ­
upon Himself.

Therefore, He was able to take
on Himself your penalty and to
pay it in your ste ad!

Jesu s Christ had received the
gi ft of ete rn al life from G od the
FATH ER! He did not have to die
because of an y penalty th at He

personal Savior ...

and by your faith in
His blood and His
resurrection , your

guilty past is forgiven.

had incurred or brought on Him­
self.

But because He loved all man­
kind - because of Hi s great love
for YOU, even before you were
born - He GAVE Hi s life for
YOU . He permitted mi sguided
men to nail Him to a cross - to
pierce Hi s side. H e bled to death
- dying IN YO UR STEAD, that by
HIS SHED BLOOD ON THE CROSS,
your tran sgressions of the LAws
OF GOD might be FOR GIVEN!
J esu s Christ had to die because
you have transgressed th e laws of
God.

How to be saved

Consequently, if and wh en you
come to realize that sin is WRONG
- and th at God's laws are RI GHT
and for your GOOD - and to

REPENT of yo ur di sob edi ence of
the Supreme C REATOR G OD ­
to full y SURR END ER to Him, and
henceforth to be OB EDI ENT to
Him and to Hi s laws, th en yo u
may in living FAITH accept Jesu s
Christ as your person al S avior
from yo ur own folly - and by
your faith in Hi s blood and Hi s
resurrection, your guilty past is
forgiven . The penalty that you
have incurred is paid in full by
yo ur S avior, Jesu s Christ.

You are th en justified of yo ur
guilty past , and since th er e is no
longer any di sobedience to cut
you oft' from God, you are recon­
ciled to God th e Creator. Contact
with Him is establi shed a nd
thereupon God has PROMISED
you th e gif t of His H oly Spirit .
He has promised that H e will
implant within YOUR MI ND H is
Spirit - Hi s LI FE- HIS NATURE
- HIS ATTITUDE - Hi s very
CHARACTER!

By the very essence of the Holy
Spirit of God , you then become a
BEGOTTEN CHILD of the livin g
Creator GOD!

Even then, yo u are st ill human .
You st ill have your old human
nature, also, and it will st r ive
against this new nature of GOD
that H e has now implanted within
you . You 're not yet perfect as
God is perfect.

Y ou are now only pr ep ared to
star t to live a NEW life of GROW­
ING spir itually - of DEVELOPI NG
the very character of G od - of
resisting all the desires and
impulses of th e flesh , which your
newly SPIRIT-led mind will reveal
to you are wr ong and in di sobedi­
ence of the laws of G OD.

You now sta rt a life of growing
daily into closer contact with G od
through daily PRAYER to Him ­
and through dail y BIBLE STUDY of
His inspired re velation of kn owl ­
edge and of truth, the Holy Bibl e.
You w ill encounter troubles ,
problems, tri als and te st s to try
you , to develop CHARACTER with­
in you .

But now you will be close to
GOD - and you can take all of
these troubles to Him in prayer
- and H e will give yo u wisdom
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to know what to do - He will
even change circumstances to
bring you out of them. He will
give you strength and power for
deliverance and for mastery.

Mortal man, cut off from God
and the KNOWLEDGE that only
God can reveal, has created his
own religions , in which he has
tried to assure himself that he
already has immortality. Men,
separated from the real truth that
only GOD can reveal , originated
the false idea of the immortality
of the soul. There is no such idea
to be found anywhere in the one
Book through which God Al­
mighty reveals the truth to man­
kind!

Man is MORTAL, and the most
certain thing in mortal life is that
we shall DIE, unless we turn to
GOD, repent of transgressing HIS
wa ys of life, surrender uncondi­
tionally to Him, accept Jesus
Christ as personal Savior and gain
contact with God the Father
through Him!

Now, how are we to be
saved ?

KEEP the commandments!

A young man came to Jesus
and said , " W hat good thing shall
I do , that I may have eternal
life?" And Jesus said, "If thou
wilt enter into life" - if you
want to inherit eternal life ­
"keep the co m m a n d m e n t s "
(Matt. 19: 16-17).

Peter said that the way is first
to REPENT, AND THEN BE BAP­
TIZED, signifying faith in Christ.
Baptism is the outward expres­
sion of that inner faith in Jesus
Christ for the remission of sins .
After baptism you are promised
that you shall receive the gift of
the Holy Spirit (Acts 2:38) .

Romans 8:11 promises that if
the Holy Spirit dwells in you,
God the Father, who raised up
Christ from the dead, will also
immortalize, or make immortal,
your mortal bodies by His Spirit
that dwells in you.

Turn now to I John 3: 1, 2:
"Behold, what manner of love the
Father hath bestowed upon us,
that we should be called th e sons

of God: therefore the world
knoweth us not, because it knew
him not." This is speaking of real
Christians. "Beloved, now are we
the sons of God" - yes, already
begotten as sons of God when we
receive His Spirit - "and it doth
not y et appear what we shall be:
but we know that, when he shall
appear, we shall be like him; for
we shall see him as he is."

Do you know that Jesus Christ
is now glorified in heaven as very
God? His face shines like the sun
in full strength. His eyes like
flames of fire. We are to be like
Him. "Our vile body [is to be]

fashioned like unto his glorious
body" - to be glorified fully
with Him, to enter into the God
Family, the very Family of God,
the Kingdom of God, and be born
by a resurrection into that King­
dom (Phil. 3:21) . That is what
salvation means. That is how you
get it.

These are the plain WHYS and
WHEREFORES of SALVATION.
