T \X'O INCIDENTS-an article I read
in a magazine. and a news item
seen on the TV news, provoked

this little personal calk with our readers.
First, was the story of Charles Van

Doren and the television scandal abour
the rigging of the qu iz show "Twe nty­
One ." Although Charles Van Doren's
mind was well filled with factual knowl­
edge about this world-its history,
geography, literature, an, governments,
and events-he was, to a considera ble
extent, fed the answers in advance co
the questions he was going to be asked.

Everything was rehearsed. He was
thoroug hly d rilled, before appear ing on
the program, in how co hesita te, close
his eyes as if in tense mental concen­
tratio n, bite his lip, mop his brow, then
snap a finger as if the answer had sud­
denly come to him. He was inst ructed
to come up with a wrong answer once
in a while, on an easy question the
answer to which most of the listening
audience would know- just for the
effect of flatteri ng the unsuspecti ng
viewers.

\X' hen the truth became public, and
the scandal broke in the newspapers,
young Mr. Van Doren was quire broken
up-whether from real repentance, or
from the personal tragedy to him and
his family of being found Out, [ do ncr
know.

But the point that triggered this in­
formal talk with you was the attitude
of the producer of the show-the man
who coached Van Doren in all his deceit
and pretense.

He was not sorry at all-except that
the show was pur off the air, and he had,
at least temporarily, found it advisable
to go into a sun of exile in Mexico.
where he was reportedly writing a book.

This man, true to human nature,
jllJlifietl the whole deception. It didn't
hun anybody, he contended, Rather, he
reasoned , everybody concerned ought co
be happy about it. The show had built

up the sponsor's business, so he and his
adver tising agency ough t not complain.
Since the network had a top-rated show
while it lasted, tbey ought to be happy.
The contestants who made the big
money should be happy. And surely the
tele-viewers of the publ ic must have
been happy-the)' had enjoyed many
half-hou rs viewing an exciring show.

Then, he argued, isn't everybody
doing it? Was ir any worse than Pres i­
de nts, most of whom have "ghost wri t­
ers" turn Out their speeches for them?
Doesn't the public suppose they arc
speaking their own words?

Is it so shocking to learn rhar even
many of the books supposedly auth ored
by noted men were written by others,
for them? What if the movie stars do
not , themselves, do the acting in the
most dangerous sequences, but have
stu nt men double for them in these
shots?

Sure, there's deceptio n, pretense,
hypocrisy, in almost everyth ing these
days! Doesn't everyone kn ow that the
magician doesn't really saw the woman
in reo-s-doesni the public like to be
[ooled? Suppose moviegoers do nor
know that scenes supposedly in Spain, or
Africa, are actually shot in Hollywood
--or that cowboy westerns are nor
filmed in "Dodge," or on Kansas or
Texas plains, bur in a special "wild
west" lot adjacent to Hollywood on the
north.

Recently the statement was widely
publicized that no man can succeed in
business, today, honestly!

Then, in the news telecast, came an
item furthe r illusrraring the trend of
morals in this generat ion. T he name of
the famous artist, Picasso, came up in
the news. Appa rently he lives in the
Los Angeles area, and this fact was
given as one of the evidences that this
city is one of America's tWO foremost
cities in progress ive and uplifting

Now it so happens rhnr an artist
fr iend of mine, one of Engl and 's out­

stand ing portrait painters today, rc­
cently handed me a copy of " PiCdSSO'J

Confession." He had checked on it, and
assured me it is genui ne.

It has, the statement explains, ap'
pea red in The Daily Telegraph, and
other papers, and is taken from the
journa l Libro Hero, edition Vallecch i,
Florence, dated November 1951, pages
265·268. Here it is:

"From the moment that an ceases ro
be the food rhnr feeds the best minds,
the artist can usc his ta lents co perform
all the tri cks of the in tellect ual char­
latan . Most people can today no longer
expect to receive consolation and exul­
tat ion from art .

"The 'refined; the rich, the profes­

sional do-not hings , the disti llers of
q uintessence. desire only the pecu liar,
the sensational , the eccen tric, the scan­
dalous, in roday's art. And I myself ,
since th e advent of cubism, have fed
these fellows what they wanted and
satisfied these critics wit h all the ridicu­
lous ideas tha t have passed throu gh my
head. The less they unde rstand them
the mo re they ad mire me. Through
amusing mysel f with all these absurd
fancies I became celebra ted very rapid ly.
For a pai nter, celebri ty means sales and
consequent affluence. Today, as yot!
know , I am celebrated; I am rich.

"Bur when I am alone I do not have
the effrontery to call myself an art ist
at all, not in the grand old meaning of
the word. G iotto, Titian, Rembrandt,
Goya, were grea t paint ers. I am onl y a
clown, a mounte bank.

"I have unde rstood my time and have
exp loited the imbecility, the vanity, the
greed of my contemporaries. It is a
bitter confession, this confessio n of
mine, more pa inful than it may seem.
But at least it does have the mer it of
being honest."

The reasoning of the producer of the
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defu nct television show, "Twemy-One.'
and the Picasso confess ion , illustra te
the prevailing and accepted attitude of
roday's world.

It seems people call see only one goal
or purpose in Iift.'-to get money. It
seem s co be assumed that thi s can be
done on ly by deception, appea ling to

the lusts, vanity, and lowest in human
nature, and by dishonest methods.

I have encount ered many men of
the world vvho fi nd it q uire: imp ossible:
[() bel ieve anyone could have any motive
except mon etary gain , or thi nk of any
method of achievi ng it except by some
dishonest means calculated to deceive
the unsuspecting. Such men find it qui te
impossible to believe any one could be
devoted to a life of serving and helping
and doing good to others, unmindful
of personal gain.

The eth ics of this wor ld seems to be
that th e end of selfish gain justifies the
means-any deceptive and dish onest
mea ns. But of cour se one is expected to

be careful to pretend he is ho nest, and
to avoid being found our .

No wonder this world is UNHAPPY,
People nor on ly pra ct ice this way of
deceit- they expec t others to do like­
wise. And so, it seems everyon e is con­
stantly on his gua rd, suspic ious of every­
body, because he assumes that all others
are as calculating , mercenary, tricky,
decep tive and hypocri tical as himself,

Every now and the n some religious
leader of some sma ll group, often writ­
ing in some local denominati onal church
paper , will "expose" me as a "false
prophet," usually "provi ng" ro his read­
ers tha t wha t I preach from the Bible
is false, by show ing that it is qui te
different than the erro r his particular
denomination embraces. Bur always, it
seems, such me n supp ose that I must be
as conniving and dishonest and greedy
as themselves, for always, it seems, they
impute dis honest, deceptive, and ulte ­
r ior moti ves, Always they ACCUSE, fol­
low ing the sway of their father the
devi l, who is the accuser of the brethren ,
Yet he, like they are, is guilt y of the
very thing of wh ich he falsely accuses
the servants of God.

This is simp ly a pr etty rotten world .
J esus Christ told us we shall know them
by their fru its. It seems the world as a
whole has accepted the false eth ics of
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delusion, deception , and dishonesty III

hypocr isy and pretense, as a means of
gr atifying vanity and greed,

Look at the fruit s! T his wor ld is
reapi ng [he harvest of fears and wor­
ries, insecur ity, frust rat ions, heart-a ches,
unh appiness and discon ten t. It is fi lled
with crime, gr aft , di vorce, unh appy
homes, juveni le delinquency. insani ty,
sickness, disease, premature deat hs. It is
riddled by war, wirh strife everywhere.
It has brought only CURSES on itself!

T his world thinks it needs more
money, gotte n by pretending and de­
cciving and trick ing others. 13m what
it really needs, so pi tifully, is GOD,
and [he SPIRIT OF GOD! If only it could
learn tha t Jesus knew what H e was
talking about , and meant what He said,
when He sta red that if we would only
seck first, GOD, and the KINGDOM OF
GOD, and God 's WAY-His RIGHTEOUS­
NESS-that then all the material needs
- and more-would be added.

Thirty-five years ago I surrendered
the SELF, with its vanity and greed for
material gain , gave my life ove r to the
lir'illg Christ , and, with my wife, having
giren up the world , set our to seek first
the Kingdom of God , and HI S RIGHT·
EOUSNESS, which He g ives us as His
Gift-if we are willing to yield to it.

In financia l pov erty we found HAp·
PINESS. \Y./e found that it truly is more
blessed to giv e than to receive . \'V/e re­
ceived thr ill after th ri ll in discovering
NEW TRUTHS in God 's \Xford. Of course
many of these truths, new co us, cor ­
recred us. \XTe learn ed that we had to

really live b)' them- and they changed
01/1' /I'a)' 0/ Ii/e. We had to give up
being concerned cbour what former
friends and people would say. Of course
it brought persecution and opposition
from people.

But it brough t blessings from GOD.
W e fou nd utter SECURITY in economic
poverty. We found the TRUE VALUES­
and the TRUE RICHES! We were happy.
We enjoyed the fellowship of com mon,
plain, and god ly people who, with us,
were seek ing GOD'S WAY first, and will­
ing to follow it.

God used us in preaching and pub­
lishin g H IS MESSAGE to millions, now
expa nded into every inhabited continent
on earth.

I Saw Adenauer and
De Gaulle

Here is a firsthand repo rt on the Adenauer-De Gaulle
conference-the most momentous meeting held in Europe
since World War II.

SEVENTEEN years ago, w hen I left
France, it was a time of national
bank rup tcy, gloom and misery.

V.£. Day was JUSt beh ind. Th e western
allies, with the help of the United States,
had won the bloody war against the
Nazis. But none of the victors-e-espe­
dally France-had much cause to re­
joice over the long -awaited victory .
\"'HAT was the re indeed for her to

rejoice over? The ruins of Normandy?
Th e death of mi llions of Frenchmen?
The tragic division of the country into
t WO politica l factions? The deralnation
of the French franc whi ch, at that tim e.
had virtually no gold backing?

What the Germans To ld Me

I still remember very vividly the
short conversation I had with a grou p of
German prisoners who were working
on the docks at Le Havre. They were
repairing some of the damage that had
been done during the war, so that the
big ships could again enre r the port ,
These Germans moved about at a slow
pace, obv iously careless about their
work.

"\'<'hy don' t you exert you rselves a
Iitrle more and do a better job?" I asked,
amazed at their ind ifference. "The way
you arc th rowing those stones toge ther,
the buildings can' t lasr roo long! "

One of the German soldiers glanced
at me ironically. "Qu ite right," he re­
plied. stopping his work to light a
cigarette, "but why should we try to do
a good job? In a few years, tre will be
back again /0 des/roy what we have put
together."

I laughed at his arrogant remark.
How could torn and bleedi ng Germany
ever rise again to DESTROY? At tha t
time I was rorally ignorant of Bible
prophecy.

Today, though not built to last "roo

long," Le H avre welcomes 37% of the
long-distance vessels arriving in France.

Adenauer's Official Visit

A few weeks ago I was in Paris when

the German flag proudly waved nex t to

the French "tr icolor ." W hat a sight that
was! I couldn' t help bur think how
things had changed since W orld W ar
II. Seventee n years ago, the German
flag would have been torn down and
spit upo n. Today, it flew ma jestically
on all the import ant buildings of the
capital, even overshadowi ng the French

flag.
As Adenauer and De Gaulle rode

down the stree ts of Paris, sitting side
by side in the ir open car , the sidewa lks
were lined with cheer ing people. Th e
French were loudly cheerin g the head
of their once deadl)' enemy ! Does this
make sense?

Yes, it does!
Peop le always cheer whoever is stro ng

and in pow er.
In 1939, when M ussolin i was at the

height of his political career, hundreds
of thousands of Italians would gather
all night before his palace to shout
fra ntica lly, "Vh'a il Duce! Vh'a il Duce.'''
Hardly six years later , this same crowd
was spitti ng on his corpse as it hung
head dow n in a market place in Milan.

Crowds arc like sheep. They blindly
follow wh oever leads them.

The Mass in Reims

On Sunday, J uly the eighth, Presi­
dent de Gaulle and Dr. Adenauer went
to Reims to rev iew a joint parade of
French and German troops, and to par­
t icipate toge ther in a Cat holic mass
held in that city's old Cathedra l. My
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wi fe and I went to Reims, and through
unusual circumstances, we were able to
enter the Cathedra l to be pr esent at
this bistory -meking even t.

For hours, the crowd had bee n wait­
ing outs ide of the church to cheer their
President and der Alte. As the two
statesmen, escorted by an army of French
and Germ an soldie rs, enrered the jam­
packed building, the officiating pri ests,
headed by Francois Marty, archbishop
of Reims, went to meet the m at the
gate.

My wife and I stood on our toes and
stre tched to see what was happening .
W e were able to get a very good look
at the two leaders as they walked by
only a few feet away from us. Del' A lte,
as his people call him, indeed looks old
and worn- our. H e seems obsessed by
the fear that he may nor live long
enough to see the realization of hi s
cher ished dream of uniting Europe.
President de Gau lle, as usual, was
haugh ty and self-confident, as if he were
the master of the world . "That man is
more stubborn than a mu le," a taxi
driver told me later, "whether right or
wron g, he will never change his mind."

The very form of
his punishment would disprove those
claims in [etoisb eyer" (The [etoisb
Encyclopedia, article "jesus"} .

"Seventy weeks are determined upon
ehy peo ple and upo n thy holy city, to
finish the transgression, and to make
an end of sins, and [Q make reconcilia­
tion for iniqui ty, and to br ing in ever ­
last ing righteousness, and to seal up the
vision and prophecy, and to anoint the
most H oly·' ( Dan. 9:24 ). T he ent ire
seventy weeks of prophetic days-490
years-was to include "reconc iliation for
iniquity" and also "co bring in ever­
lasting righteousness." T he immedi ate
m isunderstand ing that the Jews had
about this prophecy, was that both of
the se events would take place at one and

the same ti me.
"Know therefore and understand, that

[r om the going for th of the command­

ment co resrore and to build J erusalem
un to t he Messiah the Prince shall be
seven weeks , and threescore and tWO
weeks : the street shall be built again,
and the wall, even in troublous times"
( Dan. 9: 25). Here, very p lain ly, is
listed the exact time at which the
prophesied Messiah wou ld appear to be­
gin to do the work mentioned in verse
24. The command to resto re and rebuild
Jerusalem was given by Annxerxcs in
45 7 n.c. Much of the book of Ezra and
the ent ire book of Nehemi ah cover this
particular event. Seven weeks, and
threescore and rwo weeks equa l sixty­
nine weeks. So the prophecies show that
from the go ing forth of the command
to rebuild Jerusalem in 457 B, C. it
would be 483 years unt il the appearance

chat was!

T he Fateful Year

To say nothing of what developed in
the very W ork of GOD that year, look
at these pivotal world events of 1945:

Pebrnary 3-11-The YA LTA Summit
Conference betwee n President Franklin
D. Roosevelt, Prime Minister Winston
Church ill, and Dicruror Joseph Stalin
-at wh ich the western powers were
outmaneuvered into giving all, and get­
ting nothing.

April 12- Preside nr Roosevelt died
at Warm Springs, Georgia, and Vice
President Harry S. Truman was sworn
in as President of the Uni ted Scares.

Nerice, now, how in quick succession,
in th is one fatal month, three of the
world's top figures were erased from
world power. Th e year 1945 was a
pivoral turnin g-point of world hisrory­
these men wem- the war wem-a N EW

AGE, the nuclear age was born .
A pril 28-<lnly 16 days after Mr.

Roosevelt passed from the world scene,
BEN ITO M USSOLI NI was executed, after
having been captured by partisans at
Dongo, Italy, as he was trying to flee
across the border into Switzerland . H is
body was strung up, upside down, in
extreme d isgrace.

A pril 29-30-AooLPH HITLER was
blotted out of this world's history, pre­
sumedly a suicide in his bunke r under­
ground beside the Chancellory in Berlin.
I have always seriously doubted the sui­
cide story. I believe it possible that
H itler still lives, somewhere in Argen­
tina, South America, and that he es­
caped by plane and subma rine.

So not ice- these three of the five
world leaders, were all removed from
world leadership dur ing the same month
- the fateful monrh of APRI L, 1945.

Man's LAST HOPE of saving this
world also began-doomed to failurc.""­
duri ng that crucial month of April,
1945, at San Francisco. I was there .

But before we pass on to a more
specific description of these treme ndous
events, let me impress upon the reader a
truism we too often overlook. In Febru­
ary that year three of the world 's top

leaders met at Yalta. T wo months later,
one of them, plus the other rwo world
leaders, were to be removed-their
voices silenced, their activities ceased.

July 17- Attgm t 2-Poctsdam Confer­
ence in Germany, a summit Conference
with President Truman, Prime Minister
Churchill, and Joseph Stalin-at which,
once again, the wester n powers gave all
and Stalin took all.

August 6-First ATOM IC BOMB

dropped on Hi roshima, Japan, destroy­
ing the city, and terr ifying the world
with sudden knowledge of the NUCLEAR

AGE.

At/gmt 9-Sccond atomic bomb ex­
ploded on Nagasak i, Japan, destroying
that city.

A ugust 14- Japan surrendered­
Final EN D of W orld W ar II-with the
world now looking fearfully toward a
NUCLEAR World War III.

September 2-Formal ceremony of
surrender by Japan to General Mac-

Arthur on board the U.S.S. MiHol/ri.

one single year!

Civilization' s LAST HOPE

It was less than tWO weeks after the
sudden death of President Roosevelt.
The war was not yet over in Europe,
but German resistance was crum bling
fast. Th e nations outside the Ger man­
Italian-Japanese axis were plann ing a
UN ITE D N ATIONS ORGAN IZATION ,

which was expected to end all wars­
make future wars impossible.

A great Conference was set to convene
at San Francisco on Apri l 25th. Th is
conference of nations was to draw up
and adopt a Charter for this world-or­
ganization of nations.

I decided it was advisable rhar I
attend. Practically every hotel room in
San Francisco was booked in advance
before the world even heard the news
of the Conference. Bur I had a few
useful connections, and was able to

arrange a reservation for Mrs. Arm ­
strong and myself for the dura tion of
the Confere nce.

As Edito r and Publisher of T he Plain
Trutb I was able to obtain full Press
credentials from the State Department ,
as a fully accredited Press representa tive,
and also associate Press credent ials for
Mrs. Armstrong.

At the opening Plenary Session, on
April 25th, we were sin ing in the fore­
front of the Press gallery of the grand
and famous San Francisco Civic Opera
House. Th e seat next to us was occupied
by one of the best know n Network
newscasters.

W e sat through a round of formal
speeches. Secretary of State Srettinius
for the United States, Foreign Secretary
Ant hony Eden for Great Britain, and
one or two others delivered very serious
speeches.

Th ey said that we were gathered there,
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One-t ime Secretary of State Stettinius greets Jan Smuts of South Africa at e nd of
speech during Sa n Fra ncisco Conference . Notice the delegation from Saud i
Arabia in the colorful robes seated in the fourth row .
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charged with the grave responsibil ity of
prod ucing a worl d Organiz ation that was
civilization's "LAST HOPEI T hey as­
sured the delegates assembled that the
surv ival of mankind depended on what

they should do there.
I wondered whether [hey realized

how [rue their words really were- so
far as man's efforts to surv ive arc con­
cerned. Or was it merely window -dr ess­

ing, to be pr imed in the newspaper s to
impre ss the publi c?

On ly STR IFE-Not Peace

Here were the workl leaders, except
for the Axi s powers. Th ey freely con­
fessed-they pUt oratorical emphasis on
the [a cr-e-that this world is DOOM ED,

smless the nations of the world can find
a common g rou nd for PEAC E. Th e world
had tr ied Th e Hague Confere nce, the
Pact of Paris, the League of N ations.
N ow it was go ing [0 try an organizat ion
of UN ITED N ATIONS.

Th e League of N ations failed, be­
cause it had N O T EETH in it Only a
world organizatio n, or world govern­
ment, wielding milita ry power stronger
than any nati on bent on distu rbin g
world peace, could PR EVENT ANO TH ER

WOR LD W A R!

SO here, on the floor below us, under
the same roo f with us, were the leaders
of the world 's nati ons, trying once aga in
to bring abo ut world peace by human
effort and orga nization! Truly, it was a
spectacle!

The speeches certa inly pain ted the
grim pic tu re. Th ese men knew this
was the world's last bope!

But what happened? At every turn,
Mr. Molotov and the Russians balked,

opposed, blocked, fought .
A few days after the Conference

opened, a Press Conference had been
schedu led for Secretary of Stare Stet­
tinius. It was held in 3 specia l confer­
ence room in anot her building. Mr.

Srerrinius was some 30 or 45 m inutes
late in arr iving. \'<'hen he came in, his
face was white wit h fury. H e literally
blazed wi th indignation . H e had been
delayed by the R ussian Molotov, in a
meeting of leaders of the few major
powers, whi ch shou ld have ended some
time before this news conference was
schedu led to begin. He expla ined to the
newsmen how Molotov had blocked
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every move, fought and opposed every
plan or suggestion, del iberately anta go­
nized the other leaders, and starred an
intenti onal war of nerves.

I think that up unti l that moment the
leaders of [he United Sta tes gove rnment
had naively believed that the Soviet
Union was really ou r ally, Pr esident
Roosevelt had felt that he cou ld "con­
vert" Stali n, by kindness-by giving
him everything he wamed-by appeas­
ing him. During the war I was not
allowed to tell [he public, ove r the air,
the tru th about the Reds, or to say any­
thing that was not complime nta ry about
them . I was given to understand thi s
was "pol icy" wh ich had go ne Out from
the \X'hite House.

More than once I witnessed to my
shame, in newsreel theaters, a m ild and
restrain ed clapping wh en President
Roosevelt' s pictures were flashed on [he
screen-and then, when Stali n's picture
was shown, wild app lause, shout ing ,
font-stomping shook the theatre!

And even now, as I wri te, in th is
ycar of 1962, after 17 years of cold
war, the report comes in, as reponed
in the August Plain Trm b, that some of
the psycholog ists and sociologists are
suggesring to the President that rhe way
to world peace is as follows: Let the
Uni ted States g ive over to Ru ssia all of
its nuclear weapons-missiles, war­
heads, and bombs, also to give them all
the gold stored at Fort Kn ox; also to
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agree to teach Com muni sm in all United
Stares schools. Th is, say these theo retical
do-gooders, would really convince Mr.
Kh rushchev that the United Stares is
sincere! Some times I wonder how naive
and stupid some classroom professors
can get.

Even before Pottsdam-when Gen ­
eral Patton's forces were starri ng their
dr ive after the channel crossing, toward
Berlin , academic psychologisrs coo­
vinced the Adm in istration at W ashing­
ron that the allies owed i r to Russia
to remo ve R ussian fears of future Ger­
man agg ression by giv ing the Com­
muni sts most of Easte rn Europe. T hat
is why General Parton's forces were
halte d on the drive reward Berl in, and
forced to draw back from rcrrirory al­
ready conque red!

T he Dispatch That Never Came

It was about this time, possib ly
March, 1945, tha t I was waiti ng to go
on the air one Sund ay morning in the
KXL stud ios in Portland . Broadcast time
was 8:30 A.M. General Parton 's forces
were mak ing good progress toward Ger­
ma ny on the west. Russian forces on
the east had, the day before , come
within a calculated half day of cross ing
the border into Germany. The first in­
vasion into Germa ny itse lf would be
big news. Custom arily I covered the
war news, wi th an ana lysis accordi ng to

prophecy, on each program dur ing those
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On June 26 , 1945 Edward R. Stetfinius tseotedl, then U.S.
Secretory of State, put his signature on the do cument
which joined the U.S. with 49 other nation s in the creation

war years. It was already between 5 and
5:30 P.M.-<>r even an hour later- at
the easte rn from.

Arr iving at the radio stud ios, I anxi­
ously scanned the news tele type for a
dispatch searing that Germa n soil had
been occupied by the Russian forces.
N o such dispatch had come in. I ar­
ranged with the station announcer to

check every few minutes, and if the
news came in on the tape , before my
program ended. to shea r it off and bring
it in to me so I could pur it on the air.

Bur no such news carne. Nor rhar
half hour. N or that day. Nor for many
weeks!

W HY? T he Soviet ru lers did no t want
[0 plow immediately through for a
quic k knock-out of Germany. Instead,
they left adequate forces JUSt ou tside
the German border, and sent their in­
vadin g divisio ns on sout h to conque r
and occupy such eastern Europe coun­
tr ies as Czechoslovak ia, Romania, H un-

gary, Yugoslavia and Alban ia, setti ng
the Russian boot on those lands, as
conquered satellite coun tries, before
bringing the war co an end.

At the same rime, th e Kre mlin, wir h
the help of the theoretical psychologists,
prevailed on W ash ing ton to send orders

rhroug h co Gen eral Eisenhow er co pu ll
General Parton back-co prevent ending
the war unt il the Reds had occup ied all
the east European satellite count ries!

Sometimes, I wonder how stup id
Statesme n and heads of gove rn ment can
get!!! I cominually pray : 'Tby King­
dom come-THY will be done on earth,
as ir is in heaven!" \X'c1I, we are 17
years closer to that happy WOR l.D TO­

M ORROW than we were then!

T he St ru tting Mo lo tov

Bur if the American Secreta ry of
State had been altruistic about the Com ­
muni sts being converted-c-or being
then, or ever becomi ng, our fr iends, Me.

Sterrinius certai nly was disillusioned
now! He literally blazed with anger,
after that closed -doo r conference wit h
Molotov! This I saw, and heard, in
tha t press conference.

One morn ing-whet her the firsr
morning of the first Plenary Session or
larer, I do not now remember- .Mrs.
Arms trong and I arrived early at the
Opera House to get a close-up view of
the celebrity statesmen arriv ing.

On e of [he first was Mr. Antho ny

Eden of G reat Britain . Quite a crowd
was gat hered in front of the Opera
House. Police guards kept a passage ·
way up the middle of the crowd cleared,
from the curb where the delegates
stepped our of the ir cars on arr ival. Mrs.
Armstrong and I were standi ng very
near the cur b, JUSt one or two steps up,
off the sidewalk, and dir ectly in franc.
Mr. Eden stepped our of his car, smiled,
wo k off his hat and waved warml y and

in a most fr iendly manner ro the crowd.
N ews cameramen rushed to him.
"W ill you pose for us, Mr. Eden?"

they asked. Smilingl y he nodded. T he
cameramen decided they woul d like him
on the very Spot where Mrs. Arm strong
and I were standing. \X'ould we kindly
move to the other side, just long enough
for the "shot"? Sir Anthony smilingly
thanked us, and stood while flashbulbs
flashed, then bri skly walked on up the
steps and into the Opera H ouse.

A little later, three big, shiny black
Cad illacs whipped up ro the curb. Our
of the first and th ird of these cars spra ng
a dozen or more Russian bodyguards.
They promp tly and rather rudely push ed
all of us back farther, to widen the path
through the crowd up the steps to the
Ope ra House entrance. Then, qui ckly
behind them, OU t leaped about six more
bodyguards from the middle car.

Last of all, Out stru tted Foreign Mini­
srer Molotov of Ru ssia. Six or eigh t of
the bodyguards completely surrounded
him , and as he walked stiffly and haughti­
ly up the steps. no smile or nod to
anybody, more and more of his body­
gua rds closed in around him, marching
up the steps with him .

WHAT A CONTRAST, between the
Briti sh and the Ru ssian Fore ign M inis­
ters! Me. Molotov's haughty behaviour
made Mr. Anthony Eden all the more
well-liked by all of us there .

Mrs. Ar mstro ng whi spered to me,
"Isn't Mr. Anrh ony Eden a hand some
man?" I assented-and added that so
was Mr. Stettinius.

During the Conference, I atte nded a
few other Press Conferences held by
oursrandiog delegates. Mr. Molotov gave
one Press Conference, and I attended.
It was stiff and formal. H e spoke
throug h an inte rprete r. He made him­
self thorough ly d isliked and detested
by all. \'V/e saw quite a littl e of him
during that month-long conference­
more than we enjoyed.

Meeting th e Sheik

Vcry much in the news at the Con­
ference were the Arab deleg ates, always
not iceable by their flowing robes. They
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were headed by Sheik Hafiz W abba of
Saudi Arab ia. I arranged for a private
conference with him. \X!e spent an hour
together in his suite in the Fairmont
Hotel, and became good frien ds.

Th e Sheik was in charge of all Arab
negotiations on rhe Jewish-Arab con­
troversy over Palestine. He explained
to me, thorou ghly, the Arab view, and
why they felt the Jews had no righ ts
what ever in Palestin e. Of course, I also
inte rviewed Jewish deleg ates, who gave
me their side of the story, Each side
had a most logical and convincing story.

I wonde red if the Arab people them­
selves knew and believed they are the
descendants of Ishmael, son of Abraham
th rough Sarah's handmaid Hagar, I
asked him . He d id nor menti on Ish­
mad 's name, but he said,

"Ob yes, Abram ( he pronounced it
A -BRA HM, with accent on last syl­
lable ) is our ancestor. We are children
of Abram."

The Sheik speaks very good English.
Mrs. Arm strong and I met him again ,
in 1947, in London, when he invited
us to a Royal Recepti on to be p resent ed
to the pr esent King of Arabia , then the
Crown Prince. And aga in, in 1956, in
Cairo, he and his wife came to our hotel
and spent an aftern oon with us. Th ese
contacts wil l be describ ed when we
come to those years in the Auto­
biography.

I had another inte resting full hour' s
private conference with Me. Ccn stanin
Forich, former Foreign Secretary of
Yug oslavia, who gave me a first-hand
descript ion of what happened in the
Communist invasion of that counrry­
and how farm owners had their farms
taken from them,

One Press Con ference atten ded was
held by the form er head of Latvia, or
Esrhoni a, or Lithuania-I forget which,
but believe it was the latter of these thr ee
countries the Soviet had gobbled up. He
gave us a lurid description of the Com­
mun ist take-over.

On one occasion I chanced to meet
the Admiral of the Chinese Navy. He
repre sented Chiang Kai-Sbck's Nation­
alist China. This was before the Com­
mun ist rake-over. Th e Admiral was a
gentlemanly SOrt. I mer him in the
elevato r of the Mark Hopkins Hotel. He
was in a glamor uniform-nor even the
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Arabs in the ir flowing robes were more
glamorous. On the uniform about every
color of the rainbow was somewhere
rep resente d. Th ere was only one unusual
th ing about the presence of the Adm iral
of the Chinese Navy-China had no
N avy! N ot a single warship ! Th at may
be one reason all the glamor was con­
centrared on the Adm iral's uniform.

A High Pontifical Mass

Also, dur ing our stay in San Francisco
I myself spoke a coup le of times-not
before Conference delegates, but in halls
before local rad io listeners.

\Y/e arrend ed a Roman Cathol ic H igh
Pontifi cal Mass held in the gene ral civic
area of rhe Conference, and attended by
many hundreds of delegates. It was pre·
sided over by the San Francisco Arch­
bishop, and the address was delivered
by Bishop H um , of Salt Lake City, one
of the two oursrand ing Catholic radio
ministers at the time. Me. Hu nt was a
powerful speaker, and his speech to

those delcgares-c-imp orraut offic ials and
heads of state of Illany nations-actually
carried proph etic significance.

H e buil t his address around Psalm
127 : I : "Except the LORD build the
house, they labor in vain tha t bui ld it."
He stressed the seriousness of the world
cond ition-how this effort to uni te na­
tions for peace was man's LASTCHANCE.
These delegates were trying to build a
"house't-,-a un ion of nations. Unle ss the
Roman Catholic Church was put at the
head of it-for of course he assumed
that Church was the LORD'S sole in­
stru ment on earth-it was doomed to

failure. Since they claim the Pope is
IN PLACE OF Chri st-that is, has re­
placed Christ-taken over Christ's place
as Vicegeranr or Vicar of Christ- (N OT
the servant or rep resent ative oO - what
he really meant was that no move to
associate or combine nations toget her
can succeed unless headed and ruled by
rhe Pope . Ir was prophetic, because this
is precisely what PROPHECY says will
happen in the new United States of
Europe, now emerging am of the Com­
mon Marke t, to resurrect the Roman
Empire!

Jesus Christ is the FOUNDER of the
true Church of God. The Bible says He
is today rhe Living HEAD of the
Church. He is the living W ord of God.
The Bible is the written W oed of God.
ALL SCRIPTURE is inspired of G OD,

thru Je sus Christ as the WORD!

Therefore the BIB LE is our sole au­

thority.
Jesu s Christ had considerable to say

and to teach about the Sabba th, and its
observance.

Also the synagogue at Naza ret h, men­
rioned in Luke 4:16, and which Jesus
undoubt edly had at tended every Sab ­
bath as He grew up from babyhood , re­
mai ns today inta ct- some 12 or 15 feet
below the presen t ground level. It has
been excavated, with a sta irway lead ing
down in to it. I have visited th is syna­
gogue. Ir brought vividly to m ind the
close resemblance, in size, co some of
the lit tle churches in wh ich I preached
in the early years of my ministry. It was
very small- probably seating not more
than 50 people. It was built enti rely of
scone. I rhoughr, as I stood and walked
around in tha t littl e room , of how even
Jesu s, by whom God created the earth,
starred out His earth ly ministry in a
vt'cy small, hum ble place. I can't descr ibe
my feel ings at that moment - bur I
assur e you it was a tremendous experi­
ence !

J esus preached in the synagogues in
[Owns through ou t Ga lilee ( Mark 1:38 ·
39). A little later Jesus and Hi s disc iples
went through rhe cornfields on the Sab­
bath day. ( Verse 23, Chapter 2.) Th e
Phari sees accused Jesus' disciples of
breaking rhe Sabbath by plucking ears
of corn to cat.

Jesus, reaching as pan of HI S GOSPEL
how co observe the Sabbath said : "The
Sabba th was made for man , and not man
for the Sabbath: therefore the Son of
man is Lord also of the Sabbat h" (Mark

Not ice further : "For by H im (Christ )
were all tbmgs created , that are in
heaven, and th at are in earth, visible
and inv isible . .. and He is THE HEAD
Of THE BODY, THE CHURC H" (Col.

1:16, 18 ) .

Very few realize it today- bur the .
Sabbath was MADE BY J ES US CHRIST!
No wonder, then. H e said pla inly that
He is LORD also of the Sabbath ! ( Mark
2: 28. )

When, and for Whom?

Notice Mark 2: 27 again! It was not
only one of those things that was made
-ir nor only had a Maker-bur it was
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made for someone. Now today the prcv­
alent idea seems to be that it was made
"for rhe Jew." Bur what did Christ H im­
self say? He said it was made "for 11Uln! "

If it was made fo r manki nd, we shou ld
suppose it was mad e when ma n was
made . But we mus t not "suppose." \VIe
must have BIBLE AVTHORITY!

Let's turn back to the descript ion of
the tim e when MAN was made.

"And God said, Let us ( more than
one-the Father and Chr ist ) make man
in our image , after our likeness: ... so
God created man in Hi s own image, in
the image of Ged created He him; male
and female created H e them" ( Gen.
1:26-27 ) .

Now when ·was th is? Verse 31 says
it was the sixth day of creation week.
Furth er, man was the very last thing or
being created on that day. Man came
into bei ng, then, probably in the late
afternoon of the sixth day.

Now cont inue: "And 0 11 the seventh
d~J God end ed H is work which He had
made; and He rested on the sevent h day
from all H is work which He had made.
And God blessed the sevent h day, and
sanct ified it : because that in it H e had
rested from all Hi s work whi ch God
created and made" (Gen. 2 :2 -3 ) .

NOTICE NOW! When "God said, Let
111 make man," who did th e l peaking?

The original Hebrew word here trans­
lared "God" is Elohim . This H ebrew
word for God is a uni-plural-c-mea ning
more th an one Person, yet one Goo.
God is a Kin gdom- a FAMILY. There
is the Father. Jesus is the SON. Christ
is also the WORD--that is, the spolees­
man , He speaks only as the Fath er
directs. God created all rhings by Jesus
Christ ! Therefore, it 'I,"..;..lS Jesus who
SPOKE! It was Jesus who said: "Let us
make man." It was Jesus who did th e
WORK of creation, as directed by the
Father!

NOTICE AGAI N ! Did Jesus complete
H is CREATING on the sixth day? Does
it say that on the seventh day he ceased
to CREATE? Nor at all! Nor ice more
carefully. "On the sevent h day God
ended"-wHAT! Nor creat ing ! He
ended "H is WORK whi ch H e had made ."

Th ere were a full SEVEN DAYS of crea­
tion! N ot siX- SEVEN! On the seventh
day He MADE TH E SA BBAT H! But
the Sabb ath was made, not by WORK,
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but by REST. Whar He ended on the
seventh day was the WORK of creation
- that which was created by work.' On
the sevent h day He rested' He created
the Sabbarh by ewing.

Was God Tired ?

N ow why did Jesus Christ, who had
don e the WORK of creation, rest? W as
He "all tired Out?" Was He so fat igued
He was forced to stop and rest? Posi­
rively not, for "God fainrcrh not, neither
is weary!" (Isa.40 :28 .)

Yet, this was a real rest , because in
Exodus 31: 17 it is written : "... in six
days the LORD ( Christ ) made heaven
and eart h, and on the sevent h day He
rested, and was reiresbed" Since He was
"refreshed" by th is rest, it was a teal
rest. Yet He was not tired or weary!

WHY did He rest? To put HIS DIVI NE
PRESENCE IN THAT DA Y! He MADE the
Sabbath on tha t day by resting, whereas
He had made all oth er th ings by work­
ing.'

NOTICE FURTHER! Also He "blessed

the seventh day, and sanctified itt" What
does "sanct ified" mean? Look in your
dictionary. It means "Jet apart, for
HOLY use or purpose:' He set apart this
day from other days-set it apart for
HOLY use-for a day of ph ysical rest,
in wh ich His people may assemble and
worship God!

Also He "HALLOWED" the seventh
day of every week ( Ex. 20 : 11 ) . He
made it HOLY. It is, as we shall see in
the Scriptures later, HOLY to GOD. Now
the Sabbath is a day. It is the part icular
seventh day of the week ( Mar. 28 : 1 ).
Th erefore what God did- and God did
it by CHRIST-t.val 10 tlh,ke [uture
TIME boly!

Now ask yourself, and answer : Does
any mall have authority to make future
li m e HOLY? N o man is holy. N o man
has power to make anything holy. GOD
ALONE IS HOL¥--{) r whateve r God has
made holy' No group or organization
of men has author ity to make future
time HOLY~

T he Sabbath is a space of TIME. God
set it as that space of time from Friday
sunset to Saturday sunset. Whenever
that tim e comes to us, WE ARE IN HOLY
TIME! It is Goo's time, nor ours! God
MADE it HOLY-and in the Ten Com­
mandmcnrs, as we shall see in detail a
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littl e later , He commanded us to keep il

hoi)'.' Many do not realize today that it
is a SIN to profane that which is HOLY
to God !

"Take Your Foor Off"

But does it make all)' difference
whe ther we keep this very day God
blessed and made holy? Must the Chris­
tian respec t what God makes HOLY ?

God give s us a very plain explana­
tion in an expe rience of Moses.

Moses, raised from a baby as a pr ince
by Pharaoh 's daughter, had killed an
Egyptian guard, and fled to the land of
Midian, near Mr. Sinai. There he had
marr ied a daughter of Jethro the priest.
Moses, leading a flock of sheep came to

Me. Horeb (Sinai ) . There he saw a
large bush burning. But Moses noticed
that the bush was not consumed . It kept
on burn ing , yet the bush itself was not
burnr.

Th e Eternal ( Christ) called to Moses
our of the mid st of the burning bush .

"Moses! Moses!" called God, ". . .
put off thy shoes from off thy feet, for
the place whereon thou seandesr is
HOL Y GROUN D" ( Ex. 3:2 -5) .

Now suppose Moses had been like
most people today. He probably would
have argued:

"Well, Lord, I don't see where it
makes any dilJerellce WHERE I take off
my shoes. 1 don't want to take them off
here, on this ground. I'll wait and take
my shoes off a mi le down the way."

Had Moses rebelled and said that, he
would never have been used to lead
God's peopl e uur of Egyptian slavery.

The ground a mile away was not
HOLY. W by did it make any difference
whether Moses took off his shoes-c-or
where? Here is why! THE GROUND
WHERE HE THEN STOOD WAS HOLY.
He was required, by God, to treat HOLY
ground wi th a respect he did not trea t
other ground.

And why? W eI! what made that
particular bit of ground holy? Go o's
VERY PRESENCE WAS IN THAT GROUND!
God is H OLY! God 's presence in tha t
bush made the ground arou nd it HOLY!

In the very same manner, Go o's
PRESENCE is in H is Sabbath . He rested
on that first Sabba th to pu r His pres­
ence in that day! This made it HOLY
TIME! Four thou sand years later, when
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this same "Logos" or "WORD" was made
flesh-when He came as Jesus Christ in
the human flesh-HE WAS STILL PUT­
TING H IS PRESENCE IN THAT SAME
WEEKLY-RECURRING SABBATH - H E
WENT INTO THE: SYNAGOGUES AS H IS
CUSTOM WAS!

Jesus Ch rist is still the SAME, today ,
as He was yesterd ay, and shall be for­
ecer ( Heb. 13:8 ) _Do yOIl believe that?
Is your Bible an AUTHORI1Y? Do you
accept ir as AUTHORITY? Unless
Jesus Christ, in Spirit. is today living in
)'our flesh---acrually living your life for
you-you are none of H is-you are not
a Christian ( Rom, 8:9 ) _ And if He is,
HE HAS NOT CHANGED-He is still
purring His Presence in H IS SABBATH!

Moses was commanded , by the Eter­
nal, to take his shoes off that HOLY
GROUND. D isobed ience would have been
SIN, with the penalty eternal DEATH .

Mankind is commanded, by the same
Eternal, to take his foor off from tram­
pl ing over and pro faning God's HOLY
DAY! God requ ires H is children to treat
that HOl.Y rime wit h a respec t nor re­
quired in ot her time.

N oti ce a PROPHECy-for our tim e

now:
"If thou turn away thy foot from the

Sabbath, from doing thy pleasu re on
My HOLY DAY; and call the Sabbath
a delighr ( not a yoke of bondage ) , the
H OLY OF THE ETERNAL, hono rable;
and shalt honor HIM , nor doi ng thine
own ways, nor finding thine own pleas­
ure, nor speaki ng thine own words : then
shalt th ou delight thYIel! in the LORD;
and I will cause thee to ride upon the
high places of rhe earth , and feed thee
with the heritage of Jacob thy father :
for the mouth of the Eternal hath spoken
it!" ( Isa. 58 : 13-14 _)

There is a plain "THUS SAITH THE
LORD! "

We honor God by keepillg holy those
thi ngs that He has made holy! W e dis­
honor Him when we speak our own
words, saying "W ell, I thi nk the ideas
and ways of MEN-{)f all of thi s world 's
CHURCHES-must be right. I'd rather
do as they do, and honor them , and be
well rhought of by them,"

God commands : 'Take your foot off
My HOLY TIM E! Quit trampling all over
that which is HOLY and SACRED TO ME!
Quir profaning My HOLY THINGS-
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whe ther it be My 'lame, My tithe of
your income, or My holy day,"

The SIN is in profaning that wh ich
God made HOLY!

God has never made any other weekly
day HOLY! Man has no authority to

make a day HOLY. You cannot KEEP a
day HOLY, un less God has first made
it holy. any more than you can keep
cold wate r hot-unless it has first been
made hot/ God made thi s space of time
HOl.Y-He comm and s )'011 to keep it
that Wd )'/

Ahrah am Kep t It

This world, and all its civi lization­
including its religions-c-consisrs of a
system of beliefs and customs that have
been deri ved from "t he way rhat seems
righ t to man: ' God says that way incurs
the penalty of eternal DEATH. That way
- the way that seems RIGHT-is the
way of SIN.

If the world's religions really accept ed
th e BIBLE as their authority, they would
all believe exactly the same thing-all
would follow Goo's WAYS, and the
customs H E has ordained. Many who
profess Christianity also proiess to fol­
low the Bible- and the Bible Dilly,
Yet they believ e the very opposite of
the plain teachings of Scrip ture arid of
Ch rist . T hey follow customs of pagan
origi n condemned by Goo in the Bible!
Truly this world is deceived/

Men evolve many arguments to evade
the commandments of Goo-because
the carnal mind is hostile to God, and
is not subject to Hi s LAW! ( Rom . 8:7.)
When men reject the commandments of
God, that the y may hold to their rradi­
rions (see Mark 7 :6·9) they must devise
argum ents to justify their rebellion . One
of the arguments is that God 's command­
ments did not exist until the children of
Israel reached Mr. Sinai .

But Abraham kept God 's command­
ments 430 years befo re his descendants
reached Sina i.
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READ IT IN YOUR OWN BIBLE! "Abra­
ham obeyed my voice, and kept my
charge, MY COMMA N DMEN T S, MY
ITATUTES, AND MY LA II'lS" (Gen.
26 :5), GOD is speaking. He is explain­
ing tl'hy He made the great pro mises to
Abraham,

So ABRAHAM KEPT Go o's SABBATH!
We read in the New Testament that
to break any one of the Com mandments
is SIN (James 2 : 10-11) _

Some try to argue that "perhaps time
became lost. Perh aps the y lost count of
wh ich day was the same seventh day
of every week that Goo resred on:'

Was TIME Lost !

Adam was created and living when
sunset came that sixth day of creation
week-when God rested from Hi s work.
Adam knew which was the seventh day.
Jesus called Ahe l "righteous" ( Mat­
23:35), so Abel kep t the Sabbath.
Enoch "walked wit h God," so Enoch
kept the Sabbat h-and he was "rrans­
Iared" less than a hundred years before
Noah. T hey knew which day was the
same seventh day all thru this time.
Adam lived 243 years wit h Methuselah,
and until Lamech was S6 years of age.
Th ese men knew which day was the
sevent h. Methuselah lived 600 years
with Noah, and I.amech lived with
N oah 595 years,

N oah certainl y learn ed from them,
and others, wh ich was [he same seventh
day, And N oah kep t it, because Noah
was a preacher of RIGHTEOUSNESS (II
Per. 2:5)-and "all thy commandments
are righteousness" ( Psalm 119 : 172 ) .

Shem was also righteous, and he lived
unti l Abraham was 150 years old. Noah
died only abour 2 years before Abraham
was born.

No, time was nor lost down to the
time of Abraham . For seven complete
and irrefutable proofs th at it has nat
been lost down to our day, now, write
for ou r book let, "Has TIME Been Lost?"

But, afte r the death of Jacob, and of
Joseph , the childrc " Israel (Jacob )
became slaves in Egypt. . Therefore ," it
is writt en, "they did ser ov.v them
taskmast ers to afflict them .r' the ir
burdens, , , . And the EgY!-, d J.1 .ade
the childre n of Israel to serve with
rigor : and they made their lives bitter
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.'
In these barren wa stes of the Sinai Pen insula , God in ages past led the children
of Isra e l. Here He tested them, weeks befo re reaching Mt. Sinai , on the Fou rth
Comma ndment. Here He revealed to them the weekly cycle , a nd the weekly
Sa bbath. Below, Sinai today . ©The Matsan Phata Service

God is going to prove tbem, whether
they will obey one of its points.

"And," conti nued the Eternal, "it
shall come to pass, rhar on the sixth day
they shall prepttre that which they bring
in; and it shall be twice as mncb as they
gather da ily" ( Ex. 16 :4·5 ) .

I will show you that God was speak­
ing to them on a Sabba th. It is evident
that the Etern al (who, in hum an flesh
later became CHRIST) first prea ched to

man on the first Sabbat h. Adam was
created on the sixth day of creati on
week. Evidently he was created in the
late afternoo n, since the creation of man
was the last act of creation on that day.
\'Vhen the sun had set, immediately after
Adam's creation, God preacbed to bini,
offering him the GIFT of eternal life
( rhru rhe tr ee of life), and warning
that the wages of sin is DEATH ( Gen.
2: 15· 17) .

And here God is again preachin g
ro Israel, thru Moses, 0 11 the Sabbath.

Read the next verses in Exodus 16.
Verse 9, Moses and Aaron gat hered the
people. Verse IO, they all saw the glory
of the Eternal. Verses 11·13 , between the
rwo evenings-at dusk-s- immediately
after sunser on that Sabbath, God sent

the quails for food, and next morning

the mann a was on the ground.

N ow not ice the next miracle. Verse

20 : some tri ed to save a supply of

manna over until next morning, con-

'l-.~ .:.
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rrary to God's command. "Lt bred worms
aud stank ."

Now verse 22: On tbe sixtb day they
gathered a double-portion of manna.
Verse 23 : Moses explained tha t
"To mo rrow is the rest of the HOLY

Sabbath unto the Eternal." And on this
sixth day, they were commanded to

lay op the Sabba th supply of food ,
which they did . And , verse 24, it did
not breed worms nor decay. as on the
precedin g five days! Here was another
MIRACI.E from God, showing them u.bicb
was the righ t seventh day!

\X1hcn the next morning came- the
Sabbath , Moses said (verses 25·26)
"Today is a Sabbath unto the Eternal
( 110t unto the Jew! ) : today ye shall
not find it in th e field. Six days shall
ye gat her it; bur on tb e seventh day,
u.bicb is the Sabbath, in it there shall
be none."

But , DID IT MAKE ANY DIFFERENCE?
W as it nor alrig ht to go ahead and

work on the seventh day, and then rest
on the lsr day of the week? Just like
most all pro fessing Christians today,
some of these Israeli tes though t that
would be better.

NOTICE WHAT HAPPENEDI The
next verse-verse 27: ". .. there went
our some of the people on the seventh
day for to garber, and tbey [ound none!"
Th ese people thought it made no differ­
ence which day, or whether they kept it.
BUT IT MADE A DIFFERENCE TO GOD!

Miraculously Revealed

And here God revealed ro them, by
MIRAC LES, which da)' was the Sabbath,
and whether it makes an)' difference
whet her it is kept.

"Then the Eternal said unto Moses,
Behold, I will rain bread from heaven
for you; and the people shall go our
and gat her a cert ain rate every day,"
- WHy?-"that I ma)' prove them ,
WHETl-IER TH EY WILL WALK IN MY

LAW, OR NO."
Read that again! T his was more

than tWO weeks before they received
the Ten Commandments- before the
Old Covenant had so much as been
proposed -before the Law of Moses.
But GOD'S LAW was in force and effect.

with hard bondage" (Ex. 1:11, 13· 14 ) .
The Egyptians observed no Sabbath.

They lashed the Israeli tes in their slave­
labor, on the Sabbaths the same as other
days. So these Israelites, for some 150 to

175 years-several ge nerar ions-c-wcre
not permi tted to keep the Sabbath.
They had no priest hood. T here were
no Sabbat h or religious services. Prob ­
ably there was no religious teaching­
cer tain ly none was allowed on an or­
ganized scale.

And there ll 'aJ 11 0 BIBLE- no written
record of GOD'S INSTRUCTION, or of
Goo'S LAW! Th e Bible says "The Wotd
of the Eternal enduretb forever." IF
any inspi red W otd of God had been
wri tten prior to Moses, it would be in
evidence today: T he first Scrip tures were
written by .MOSES, after the Israelites
were delivered Out of Egyptian slavery.

The generat ion of Israeli tes which
Moses led out of Egyp t had had 0 0

relig ious instruction or training. Prob­
ably they knew little about the Sabbath.
T ime could bave been lOSt-to them .
But, if SO, GOD REVEALED IT BY AMAZ­
ING MiRACLES!

NOW NOTICEI T hese Israelites,
some three or four mill ion in total
num ber ( 600,000 men above age 20) ,
came to the wildernes s of Sin two
months after leaving Egypr, and some
two weeks BEFORE arriv ing at Mr. Sinai .
Remember this is weeks before God
gave them the Ten Com mandme nts.
These people were gr iping and grum­
bling because of scarcity of food in
the desert.
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At an oasis in the Sinai Pen ins ula , with Mt . Sinai rising in the di stance . Weeks
before the Law wa s give n a t Sina i God reve aled which d a y of the week is His
Holy Day-th e Sabbath. To His pe ople who ha d bee n in slavery fo r genera tions
in Egypt , a nd who hod lost knowledge of the week ly cycle, God rai ned d own
manna o n the first six days a nd commanded them to re st the seve nth doy.
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On the six weekdays GOD had H imself
gone to the WORK of raini ng down
manna. Bur GOD HIMSELF OlD NONE

OF THIS WORK ON H IS $ABBATH­
HOLY TO HI M! On th is seventh day
Goo H IMSELF rested from sending
them manna!

D oes It Make Any Di fference?

Notice ver se 28: "And the Eternal
said unto Moses, 'HOW LONG RE­
FUSE YE TO KEEP MY COMMAND­
MEN TS AND All' LAWS? See, for
that the Eternal hat h gi ven )'0 11 the
Sabbath, therefore He giveth you on the
sixt h day the bread of tWO days; abide
ye every man in his place, let no man
go out of his place ( ro gather-to work)
on the seventh day! '"

And afte r that blazing rebuke from
God, the people rested on the seventh
day! It certainly does make a difference
with GOD! And God is the SAME roday
as He was yesterday and will be forever "
( Heb. 13:8 ) ,

Notice, now again, these miracles by
wh ich God revealed to them u/hicb day
is HIS day-His Sabbath, Manna fell for
six days-but none on the seventh day.
God Himself worked by sending it the
six weekdays, bur He reseed on the sev­
enrh day. On the first five days of the
week , the manna would decay and breed
worms if any was saved over, bur on

the eve of the Sabb ath , the nighc afte r
the sixth day, it did not decay but re­
mained fresh in perfect state of preser­
vacion-and they had no refrigerators!

On the sixth day God gave them twice
as much. On the seventh day He gave
them NONE.

After all those generat ions of slavery
in Egypt. without a pri esthood, withou t
any written record s or Scriptu res, with­
Out any relig ious or worship services, or

any prea chin g, forced into slave-labor
seven days a week, some migh t argue
that the Israelites lost track of T1J\[E.

Bur God revealed by the se man y
miracles WHICH day was H is Sabbath.
God gave them blazing rebuke for not
keepin g HIS SABBATH. He revealed
that the keeping holy of the Sabbath
was HIS LAW, man y days prior to the
proposing of the Ol d Covenant. or
the givi ng of the Ten Commandment s
in the form God spoke them ar Sinai.

Millions of people have been taught
that MOSES gave rhe ch ildren of Israel
rhe Ten Com mandm ents.

How I Became Interes ted in "The
World Tomorrow" Broadcast

A lit tle over thirteen years ago, I was
in the same pos ition as many of you arc
regarding chis work. I was highly im­
pr essed by Mr. Armstrong's understand­
ing of the Bible and of prophecy in
parti cular, but I wasn't by any mean s
sure that this was the t,-'cry work of God,
But I despe rately wanted to know and to

check ri p.
I first became interested in the work

and broadcast through the encourage ­
ment of my uncle . Dr. C. Paul Mer edith
- now Di recto r of the Ambassador Col­
lege Bible Correspondence Course,

He had already been listening to the
broadcast for many years-since abour
1943. He has always been a student, and

he rook careful notes on Me. Armstrong's
prophet ic sermons. As time went on , he
compared these note s with the eoents
that wer e taking place-and with what
ocher pr eachers had said- and soon
came to realize that Mr . Armstrong was
the only one who actually knew what
was going to happen BEFORE it hn p ­

pen ed!
\'V'hen I was a juni or in high school,

my uncl e and I began listening to the
program rog echer somewhat regularly .
I could see that it made sense, and that
I actual ly learned more abour the Bible
thr ough each broadcast than I wou ld
have in six months in the large Prores­
ranr churc h our family at tend ed.

But at the same rime. I was leading
an active, busy life as a high school Stu ­

dent and athl ete. I was on the football
and track teams, and boxed in the Geld­
en Gloves tournament s. Since running
the mile was my specialty, I hop ed to

win a track scholarship to the state un i­

versity by that means.

Delayed Coming to Ambassador
Co llege

My interest in social life and ath leti cs
naturally conflicted wit h my desire to

find the rea l PURPOSE of human exist­
ence and to "check up " more on the
fascinatin g '' If/ arid T amorrou/ broad­
cast. When high school graduat ion fi­
nally came, I was torn between tWO de­
sires. I wanted to attend Ambassador
College and find Out the answers to the
basi- questions of life- and get to really
kno w Mr. Arm strong person ally. But I
also intensely desired to be a part of the
social life and athletic activit ies at the
state university. U!' hat wonld I do?

As it turned ou t, I spcnr a summer
"stewing" over what to do. Then I
stud ied thi s world's "philosophy" at a

college in Missouri for a year-be­
coming more thoroughl y convin ced than
ever th at I needed to understand the
PURPOSE of life .

So I dec ided that I would go to Pasa­
de na and meet thi s man Armstrong face
to face. I would ge t to really know h im ,

if possibl e. And I would "check up" on
him!

H e uias not going to pull tbe woo!
orer MY eyes.'

I came to Pasadena, and enrolled in
Amba ssador College in September 1949 .

" Checking Up" O n Mr. A rms trong

For the first several mom hs after I
came to college, I was engaged not only
in pursuing my regul ar college courses­
but in pro/.Jing to myself whether or ncr

this was the /.Jer)' work of God. Also, I set
QUt first of nll to invest iga te Mr . Arm­
strong-his sincer ity, his motives in con­
du cting this work, and the consistency
of his personal life with what he taug ht.

I got acquainted wirh some of the
people who had been around the college
for a long time. 1 asked que stions. I
kept my eyes ope n. And I studied the
Bible a grea t deal to try to prove or

disprooe the many magazine articles
and booklets [0 which I now had easy

access.
It was not long before I was forced

to rea lize that Mr. Arms trong was defi­
nilelj' sincere. He wor ked long, hard
hours every day. H is conversat ion, his
interest, his wh ole li fe was wrapp ed up
in the work he was doing. He and Mr s.
Armstrong both made many sacrifices for
the wor k- mi ssed sleep, meals, and had
even put up their home for sale during
the early years of the college when the
go ing was hard .

An d I soon learn ed chat he received
no income whatsoever from the broad-
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cast, but on ly a por tion of the tithes and
offerings of those to whom he ministered
personaU,r-those who attended the
weekly chapel services of the college­
the very peo ple who knew him best and
were constantly there to "check up" if he
were running a racket!

Personal Im pressions of Mr. and Mrs .
Armstr on g

Before long, since Ambassador Col­
lege was quite small in those years, I gOt
to know both Mr. and Mrs. Armstrong
vcry well.

Mr. Armstr ong does nor give the sane­
eimcnious or "rel igious" impression so

ofte n noted among most ministers. Nor
is he the beam ing, suave individual so
prominent among the more modernistic
type of religious leaders.

Rather, he stri kes one as a dynamic,
hard-thinking business man-but one
woo is there to serve, and nat to get or
acquire. He does not "kid" himself about
anyth ing-including God or God's will.
He constantly putS any new idea to the
test to prove it.

W hiie he is a man of much prayer and
Bible study, he is also extremely practical

in the carrying our of God's work.
Mrs. Armstrong is like h im in many

of these respects . Bur she has a fem ini ne
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compassion and tenderness which makes
her want to help anyone in need.

Of course, I found char both of them
had some personal faults and idiosyn ­
crasies-as we all do. Bur they were NOT

direct or willful violations of God's laws
in any way. It was JUSt that they had
human nature like the rest of US!

However, I could see that borh of
them were fighting to overcome the
self-will. and I soon found that many
others were raking pan in this same bat­
tle.

The Attitude in the College and
Church

When 1 first attended the church or
college chapel services, I was amazed to

find (hat nearly everyone there had
either a Bible or notebook in his hand,
and many had both.

In (he sermons, Mr. Armstrong would
read through and expound entire chap­
ters and books in the Bible, making rhe
meaning clear and prot/;tlg any doubtful
point as we came to it. For the first rime
in my life-in spite of hal'ing attended
a large Protestant cbnrcb and Sunday

school regularly all my life-l now be­
gan to really understand the Bible.

After the services, the students and
other members of the congrega tion
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would ask questions about the sermon
and would be helped in proving it rig ht
Out of the Bible. And everyone would
ask Mr. Armstrong personal quesrions
about how to apply (he principles of the
Bible to their daily tires. In every way,
they were rrying to imitate [estes Christ.'

In the student dormitory, I found that
[he older students would spend much
time in personal, pr ivate pra)'er to God .
It rook me some rime ro realize it, bu t
they would use var ious out-of-the-way
closets and storerooms as places for pr i­
vate praye r. In the "bull sessions" amo ng
the men students, the purpoJe of our
lives, the relation of current events to
prophecy, the understanding of some
scripture text or principle-these were
almost invariably the topics of conversa­
rion.

I had mingled intimately with other
fellows all my life in my large boyhood
"gang," on athletic trips, at "Y" camp,
at rhe various places I had worked dur­
ing summer vacations. But I had NEVER

met fellows like this before!
Yet they were no t emo tio nal or sent i­

menta lly religio us in the usua l sense at
all. They didn't have the kind of "re­
ligious talk" that seems to characterize
so many Bible college students.

They were sotmd-mindod-s-balenced
-thol/ghtftll. They KNEW what life was
all about and the meaning of world con­
ditions. And I became increasingly aware
that they KNEW God in a way I had
never known of or experienced before.

In every activity of the church and
college, God's revealed trill di rected the
approach, the planning, and the presen­
ration. The Bible was consu lted to de­
termine what type of student activ ities
were most profitable and how they
should be conducted.

Continuous Spiritual Growth

In esery phase of life the example
of Jesus Christ and His servants was
used as a guide and yardstick. Even in
the matter of eating, for instance. the
revealed principles of food and diet
served as the final authority, in addi­
tion-of course-to the correct tech­
nical information based on those prin ­
ciples.

Looking back over the pasr thirteen
years, I am struck by the fact [hat Me.

they mi ssed more than one meal they
would at least be in serious danger.

Some people believe in fast ing from

the \'cry momen t they feel the first
warning sig ns and pains of a cold or an

approaching fever. Many people say:
"You should always feed tl cold, bur
starve a [ever." But is this true?

Is fasting dangerous? Is it beneficial?
Is it nature's way of bedling?

Ti me to Know TRUTH

You th ink you already know the
answer? D 011 " be / 0 0 sure/

I know o f hundreds, if not thousands

of our readers who think the)' know

th e truth about fasting-bur who do
'lot-and EVERYBODY needs, seriously,

to read th is article!
On the one hand sensible fasting is

11 01 a "sta rva tion diet," and those who

have the "starvation fear" are at on e

erroneous extreme-whe ther ig norant

layman or p ro fessional p hys ician. Most

doctors, incidentally, hav e studied medi­
cine, not fasti ng as an aid toward el im ­
inat ion o f d isease . One doctor said to

me : "\'{' e doctors have bee n kept so

busy treating sick patient s with drugs
and medicin es, we have had little t ime

to stud y the causes of sickness and

di sease, or mu ch about dier and nutri ­

tion ."
In th e "heali ng ans"-(an unfortu­

nate and inco rrect term ) - pro fession al
men have tend ed to specialize each in

h is one field 0 111)' . The med ica l physicia n

seeks the cure almost exclus ively by

drugs, or surgery. The Chirop racto r

seeks co cure eve ryth ing by manipular-

ing the sp ine- perhaps wi th the aid

of prescr ibed diet . The N atu ropath
by "natural" mean s, Medical doctor s

ge nerally rid icule fasti ng in the case

o f sickness or disease, JUSt as they

would avoid recommend ing chirop rac­

tic treatment s, or any ot her method Out ­
side their one field of medicine. Fasting

is sim ply ours ide their field . A few medi­

cal doctors have advocated fasting , bur
certainly they are in the minority.

But to look on sensible fasting as
"sta rva tion" is an untrue extreme, based

on p lain ignorance.
On the other ha nd, some go to the

op pos ite extreme of regardi ng fasting

as a CU RE-ALL.

On the Other ha nd, JUSt as I say, truth­

fully , " there is not a cure in a carload

of medicine," so I say fASTING N EVER

heard a physic ian ma ke such a claim ,
Many doc tors have ad m itted cand idly

that medicines DO N OT CU RE, "\'('e

onl y usc medicines," these doctors have

said, " /0 aid nature."
But , the few who do believe in

[asting when ill will surely be shocked
to see the sta tement under my by-lin e

tha t FASTING NEVE R H EALS! Yet that

statement is absolut ely true-and it 's
about time we come to U N DERSTAND

what fasting is-and wh at it is NOT!

\'''':/ hat is sickness-c-disease-c-debiliry
- pain and suffering? It is the pOldl/)'
be ing paid for the violat ion of the

pbysicallaws of the human body.
It is not natural to be sick. ir is

u tvnatural! God so design ed the mechan­

ism of th e human bod y that. g iven

proper food ( and few indeed know
what th at isl ) : d rinki ng [he righ t

amo unt of pure water ; breathin g

properly of pm e air ; gett ing suflicient

exercise-and thnr is not necessarily
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a great amount; obta in ing sufficient rest,
recreat ion and sleep; maintai ning nor mal
regulari ty of el im ination, which incl udes
more frequent bath ing and rub-downs
than many rea lize; and keep ing the
mind in a positive, cheerful, act ive and
peaceful state, tbe bodJ u-onld nere r
be sick.'

Very few understand this. I have
JUSt named the seven 1~IU's of health,
which God has given each of us, as
a human individual , the RESPO~St­

BIUIT of regulating,
Of course, it is true that even many

if ncr most doctors know so little about
proper fooJ and diet that they are un­
ab le themselves to obse rve the dietary
law of health. T hat law is the onc most
frequently broken. Violati ng that law,
say some of Ame rica's and England 's
most famous doctors, is the cause of
90% to 92% of all sickness and disease!

Most people thi nk they can put any­
thi ng that pleases the palate into the
mouth and call it "food." T hat is nor
true. Potassium cyanide m igh t taste
good-I rea lly don 't know, for I never
experimented, and never int end to!

-but cl'er)' doctor will agree that it is
not FOO D! I , will k ill YOll-QUI CKLY!
The only diffe rence is th at excess of
starchy "foods," suga rs, and greases,
kills YOll-SLOWLY, GRA DUALLY, OVER
A DU RATION OF PERHAPS TEN, PER­
HAPS SIXTY YEARS-and sets up colds,
fever s, rheumatisms, tuberculosis, heart
diseases, diabetes, kidney diso rders, and
dozens of other ailments along [he
way in the meantime!

Very few know that they ought to

breathe more deeply, and be sure to
obrain fresh air during sleep-s-even by
leaving a window partly open. And
so millions upon millions of people
violate this simple health rule. And all
ciga rette smokers!

Almost 110 one knows the value, TO

health and long life, of regular dail)
RUn-OO\,\'Ns-good, brisk, vigorous ( not
necessarily ove r-vigorous or violent )
ru b-downs, with a bath towel, brush, or
ocher means. A di/il)' shower or bath,
ended by such a bat h-rowel rub -down.
is my personal met hod.

Some people st ill have the "every
Sat urday night" ba th tub idea! Your
body eliminates poisons through the
skin. It needs bathing to cleanse it of
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these \V;:\StCS eli/il)'. or almost daily­
and, in some kind s of work or SpOTtS,
possib ly more tben once daily. Ye t
most people on earth are SO IGNORANT
of GOD'S LA W S respecti ng ph ysical
health that they take a bath once a
week-or, like the comic-strip cha racter,
"Li 'I Ab ner," they ma y "take a bath
every six months, whether they need
it or not." In fact, I have wondered

whether some of the nomad Bedouins
of the middle-east deserts erer take
bat hs!

T he food we cat passes through the
alimenta ry canal, with needed elements
being absorbed into the blood Stream
on the way, and the waste then expelled.
God has g iven every normal human
a very plai n signal [0 enoro when el im­
inati on tim e arrives-and this can be
regulated int o an established HABIT at
reg ular convenient t imes of day. Yet
probably most wo men , and a large
porti on if not half of men , are suffer­
ing from consti pation-due to pitre
neglect, and , probably, faulty diet and
in some cases lack of exercise!

YOUR Re sponsibil ity

The point is this : Ob eying THESE
seven laws is the respon sibil ity of each
indiv idual. Th is knowl edg e is AVAiL­
ABLE! Th ere is no excuse for human
ignorance. Such knowledge always has
been access ible. T hese laws we, our­
selves, either obse rve and obey-c-or else
we violate them and bri ng on lowered
vitality, depleted energy, befogged and
dulled minds, a feel ing of "doper "
laziness, and almost cou ntless d iseases.

Now Jesus Ch rist serer broke (1 single
oue of these lawsl And Jesus Christ
\'<'AS NEVER SICK-not for a minntel

Yet Hi s body was JUSt like our bod ies:
H e set us the example. He demonstrated
[hat, if WE obey [he laws God has given
as, our respon sib ili ty [0 obey, the BODY
ITSELF will funerion regularly. in per ­
feer healt h , strong vigor, vita lity, energy
and strength-and l':EVER get sick!

It is a far more pr ecision -designed­
and-made mechanism than a Ro lls Royce
au tom obil e. It jllSt won't break down or
get sick-oF ITSELF! It funct ions auto­
mati cally. But, like your au tomobil e, ic
needs "be ing taken care of ," as one
cons cientious chauffeur pUt it . Your
automobile needs the right kind of
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fuel , oils and greases. It needs watching
CO see that there is proper amount of

water in the rad iator . Yes, it needs
attent ion.

The trou ble is, most of you gioe
care ful attention to you r automobiles,
but give almost XO AITENTION to the
care of ) Ollr own bodies!

Now what is the BIBLE defin ition of
SIN? Sin is the TRANSGRESSION OF LA\':'

(I John 3:4 ), Of course it means law
of GOD-but it includes these physical
laws, These physical laws, tOO, were set
in inexorable living motion by GOD.

Sin, spiritual/y, is the transgression of
THE spi,.itlla/law of t.o vr-i-d ivided int o
the 1\'\'0 great commandments, Love to­
ward God and Love coward neighbor­
enlarged imo the TEN COMMAND­
ME NTS, and magnified by Jesus, and all
th rough the Bible-especially the New
Testam ent. T his law is a SPIR ITUAL
LAW! It can on ly be fulfilled-or kepr
- by spiritual love, which is the LOVE
OF GOD, wh ich one can have only by
God's GRACE, through Hi s Holy Spiri t
- which IS that spiritual LOVE! The
penalty for viola tion of that law is
THE SECOND, and ETERNAL, DEATH!

\"'\'hen you are sick, the pbysifal fall 'S

that regulate [he hu man mechanism
have been violated! O f course, the re can
be injury from accide nt or violence .
You, yourself, may or may not be
responsible for that. Acciden ts nearly
always result from carelessness- bm of
course it COIt/d be the ot her fellow's
carelessness! Perhaps you drank a ge rm
in drinki ng water-supposing it was
pu re water. Yes it is possible-and some­
times happens-that the sick or injured
one did not, himself, violate the phys ical
law. But , regard less, NATURE'S LAWS
\\ 'ERE VIOLATED, in every case.

So, sickness, disease, injuries, are the
PE"'Al.lY of physical SIN! Jesus Ch rist
H imself said so! H eal ing is forg iveness
of the sin, and miraculous removal of
the PENALrv.

Healing Is Forgiving SIN

On ce ] esus Chr ist was in a house
in Caper naum. Crowds flocked in . The
house became jam-packed, ma ny unable
to en ter . Then came four men carry ing
on a pallet a man sick with pal sy. Un­
able ro get through the crowd, they
climbed on the house-top, rorc ofT sev-
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eral tiles, and Jet the man on the pallet
down through the roof in from of Jesus.

"\'\'heo Jesus saw the ir faith , he said
unro the sick of the pals}', Son, thy
sins be forg iven thee."

Immediately the Pharisees and doc­
tors of the law among the crowd began
to accuse Jesus of blasphemy--claiming
to FORGIVE SIN! He said to them:

"W hether is it easier to say to the
sick of the palsy, Thy sins be forgiven
thee : or to say, Ari se, take up thy bed,
and walk ? But tha t ye may know tha t
the Son of man hath power on eart h
to forgive sin s ( he sairh to the sick of
the palsy) , 1 say unto thee, Ar ise, and
take up thy bed, and go thy way into
thin e house" ( Mark 2: 1·1 1 ).

Jesus Christ performed thi s HEAL­
ING in order to show chat healing is
THE FORG IVENESS OF PHYSICA L SiN­
and, by di vine MiRACLE, the REMOVA L
nf the pena lty being suffered.

How is thi s penalty removed? By
the POWER of the Holy Spirit, because
Jesus Chris t was flogged-beaten with
su ipes-scourged- he was beaten so
that he was disfigur ed, or marred, more
than any man ( lsa. 52: 14 ) . He, who
never broke nature's ph ysical health
laws-who never was sick or diseased,
PAID THE PENALTY of our ph ysical
transgressions IN OUR STEAD. Th us, if
we accept HIS sacrifice ( of being so
scourged before being nailed to the
cross ) God, by divine miracle, has
promi sed to remove from us the
PENAL1Y we are paying in the form of
sickness or disease.

All hum ans have SINNED--spirirually.
Sin is the tran sgression of God's LAW.
All have broken the spiritua l LAW.
Th e PENALTY is the second DEATH-and
it is ETER NAL pu nishme nt. But we can
have this penalty removed. How? By
the fact that Christ paid the DEATH
penalty for us-He bled t o de<ltb-H is
blood was His physical human LIFE.
Th e LAW took Hi! life instead of ours.
IF WE REPENT, and BELIEVE, then by
divi ne miracle God' s Holy Spirit RE·
MOVES the death penalt y from us. Our
sins are forgiven by the BLOOD of Chris t,
and we are SAVED from the second death !

God HEALS by precisely tbe same
principle.' N or by Chris t's BLOOD--b ut
by H is STRIPES we are healed ( I Peter
2 :24 ) . H e paid the PENALTY in our
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stead. He did the suffering for ItS, so
God can rem ove it from us!

God revealed th is dual truth about
sp iritua l forg iveness and physical for­
giveness through David : "... Who for ­
g iveth ALL thin e iniqu ities; who healeth
all thy diseases" ( Psalm 103 :3 ) . It is
as much GOD'S WILL to heal as it is
to SAVE!

\X' HAT , Then, Is Use of Fast ing ?

N ow it ought to become crystal clear
tha t FASTING is not healing. Fasting
does 110t [orgive sin. Fasting is 1W t (I

miracle.
Yet, I myself have put many people

on fasts of from three days to tWOweeks,
who were affl icted with rheumatism,
ulcers of [he stomach, constipa tion, high
blood pressure, fevers- and after the
fast they were rid of the sickness or
disease.

W ell then, di dn't the fasting HEAL
them? NO -emp hatically N O!

Let me explain what happened. Fast­
ing is good, for certai n th ings-indeed
many thin gs-when intelligently and
properly used, But what happened is
thi s: the sickness in these instances was
broughr on by faulty diet. It was tbe
pel1alt), of putting improper things
(us ually excess starch, sugar and grease )
int o the stomach. N ow the first thi ng
that happened was, that on beginning
the fast these people stopped sinning.
They stopped, by fasting, putting more
of these toxin-producing elements
(really poisons, nor foods ) into their
stomachs.

Second ly, fasting tends to speed liP
the elimination of toxins and poisons.
Fasting is not pleasant . The Bible refers
[0 it as "afflicting the soul"- that is,
rhe bod)'. So, tb ey JII/fered tbe PENALTY
of having eate n that POISON, sup posing
it to be FOOD. In fact, the fasting
intensified the penalty by speeding up
the eliminat ion.

In a word, what happened in fasting
was this: 1) they stopped the sinning
that caused the penalty rhey were suffer­
ing; 2 ) they PAID THE PENALTY IN
FULL tbemselres, in a speeded-up in­
rcnsified form. And 3 ) when it was
paid, they simply didn't have the sick­
ness or disease any longer .

BtH THAT IS NOT HEALI NG!
Now we come to the question : If
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fasti ng is 110t healing, and we do be­
lieve, and int end to RELY ON JESUS
CHRIST as our Heale r, should we ever
fast, when ill?

SHOULD We Fast, T hen ?

Th e answer is, YES, always- PRO­
VIDED you understand it is not a means
of healing-it is 110t a substitu te for
healing- it actuall y has nothing to do
with he(tling! Bur ir does have a lot
[Q do with STOPPING THE SIN of earing
wrong things!

When Jesus healed, He said, "Go,
and sin no more!" (Mar. 5 : 14.) One of
[he CONDITIONS [0 being healed is tha t
we STOP SINNING-Stop breakin g
nature's laws. \X'e need to learn what
we can about God's dietary laws, and
about proper nutri tion and diet .

In fasring, we do StOp the physical
sinning of eating wrong things. W e let
our stomachs rest from the effects of irn­
proper food. And, in the case of a cold
or fever, (/11)' kind of food is merely
po uring more kerosene on the fire!

You should emp hatically N OT "feed
a cold ," That old saying, "feed a cold,
and starve a fever" is a maxim of
Benjamin Franklin. What Franklin
meant was: "iF you feed a cold, you
will soon bare to starve a fever."

To prevent sinning, always STOP EAT·
ING the very moment you feel the firsr
warni ng signs of a cold or fever-those
little pains around the back of the neck,
or down the spine. In fasting, you will
start paying the penal ty you have in­
curred in int ensified and speeded-up
mann er. Bur, to have the .penal ty RE·
MOVED, obey God 's command of James
5 : 14 .1 5, and rely 0 11 CH RIST, nor on
the fasting!

Nearly everyone, today, is eat ing an
excess of starches, sugars and fats. Th e
Bible FORBIDS the eating of animal far.
Starch is a mode rn invent ion-millers
take wheat, corn, and rice apart, take
our the 12 alkaline mineral elements,
leave the 4 acid-reacting elements. The
sugar refiners do the same to natural
sugar.

START DRI NKING lEMON J UI CE!

Take no sugar wi th it. Starr with a half­
lemon every morni ng- with or wi thout
water. As you become used to it, in­
crease to one whole lemon, and , finally
1Y2 or 2 lemons, depending on how
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large the lemons are. This has an
alkaline-reaction. In a month or two
you will notice qu ite a d ifference. Your

How Long to Fast

But finally, back to fasting. Jesus

never put sick people on fasts for hea l­
ing . In every case He healed them by

divine miracle-and in most cases the

healing was immediate. The Apostles
healed through the m iraculous POWER

of God's Sp irit in the name of Jesus

Christ-but they did not lISC fasti ng

as a mean s of heal ing . H eali ng is a

MIRACLE.
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Then WHY do I recommend fasting
from the ver), moment of the first signs

of sickness, di sease, or eve n a cold or
fever? N OT FOR HEALI NG, but m erel y

to immed iately stop sinning. Then DIS­

CONTINUE FASTING as soon as you feel
dud see that you are healed. RELY ON

GOD for the healing .

But let us ge t thi s stra ight. Seei ng
and feel ing is nor FAITH- and God
heals accordi ng to your f AITH. Faith

must precede the healing-and remain
firm 1II1tii you are healed. FAITH is

your evide nce th at God is healing you.
But (lfte-!' the hea ling has taken place,

the n you will see and /or FEEL that you

are healed , and then stop fasting . I

simp ly know that so many, today , do not
have the fai th for immedi ate healing .

You SbOltid have-and th is FAITH is
actually CHRIST'S faith, imparted to you

-ghel1 to you through God's Spi rit
as His GIFT-but if you are so far from

contac t wit h God, and so close to the

material int erests of th is worl d, that
you do not have this fai th , then I know

that it is better that you continue the

accelerated PAYING of the penalty, and

mo rning af ter the feast king Balak of Moab sent his entertainers

back to their homes. Bur he continued onward to the west with Bala am, Balaarn's

two servants and the Moabite officers and servants. The caravan journeyed on to a

mount ain overloo king the site where the hosts of Israel were camped. (Numbers

22:39-4 1.)

Ba lak Is Jealous

"T here you see all rhose powerful people who have swept up from the sout h to

swallow up our nations," Balak said to Balaam. "Camped there as they are, they appear

peaceful. \"'hen rhey move, however, they seem to sweep up and devour everything

in rhe ir path like locusts. T hey must be stopped. Otherwise every nat ion, including mine,

could fa ll befo re them ."

Balak knew th at what he said was nor true. God had forbade Israel to attack

Moab. ( De uteronomy 2:5, 9, 19.) Balak was jealous of Israel.

Balaarn knew of this strange nation th at had come our of Egypr, and he knew

that the God of the Israelites was the only true God-the On e he had alw ays feared.

He realized th at he had run into a very serious situa tion. If he were to ask God to curse

Israel, he would be asking God to crush the nat ion th e Creator had chosen for a very

definite reason . Balaam didn't completely understa nd why God was with Israel, but

before he went any further for Balak, he decided to try to get in touch wit h God.

"Have your men build seven altars on this mountain," Balsam told Balak, "Have

them br ing seven oxen and seven rams to sacrifice as burnt offer ings." (Numbers

23: 1.)
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K ing Balak was willing to do whatever Balaam asked. The altars were quickly

set up and the sacrifices were made . While ceremonies were in progress, Balaam

slipped away to a higher part of the mou ntain, hoping that he could get in touch with

God.

Because God was using Balaarn for a purpose-and not because of the sacrifices

Balaam had asked Balak ro make-God spoke to Balaarn from the rocks of the

highesr part of the mountain, instructing him just what to say to Balak when he

retu rned. When Balaam finally arrived back at the site of rhe seven altars, Balak

and the high ollicers of Moab stood by the sacrifices and anxio usly awai ted what he

would have to say. They hoped that he would at last utter a curse on Israel.

Balaarn hesitated a little before saying anything, because he realized that wha t

he was abour to speak would be rather startl ing to the Moabites. (Verses 2-6.)

Bala am Prophesies

"As all of you before me are aware," Balaarn began, " I was summoned all the

way from my home in Aram in the mountains of the East by king Balak. The king' s

wish has been that I call down the wrat h of my God on Israel, the nation that has

recently come up out of Egypt to destroy the Amori tes. If my God's wrath would

suddenly come on Israel for sin, then how much more wou ld it fall on the nation of

Moab! My God is the God of Israel. It would be impossib le for me to bring a curse

by my God on a nation tha t He has already blessed. It would be most foolish, in fact,

for anyone or any nation to try to go aga inst any nation that my God is nor against

and is protecting .

"Even now we are able ro look out and see these people God has chosen for

some great purpose. Israel sha ll always stand our above other nations, and it shall

be one whose numbers can be compared to the numbers of specks of dust in the

gro und. [ trust that when I die, my death shall be as honorab le as that of those people

we sec below who have been chosen for some high purpose !" (Verses 7-10 .)

Balak was surprised and irritared by the unexpected speech from Balaam. He had

hoped for a curse, bur Balaarn 's words, inspired by God, amounted ro a magnificent

blessing rather than a curse.

Balak strode up to Balaam, planted his fists on his hips, and frown ingly regarded

the prophet.

"W hy have you spoken these good things abour Israel instead of whar [ ex­

pected?" the king angril y asked. "I didn't bring you here for th is SOrt of th ing. How

could you do the opposite of what I have counted on your doing-especia lly when

you consider the rich rewards that could be yours?" (Verse 11. )

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"I brought you here to curse Israel," Bala k angrily reminded Balaam .
" You sounded as thoug h you we re doing just the opposite ."

Balaam Speaks Dishonestly

"Don't I have to say what my God told me to say?" Balaam asked, "\'{fhat else

could I do?" ( Verse 12. ) Balaam intended these words to soften the blow of God's

prophecy and encourage Balak to keep trying to bribe Balaam with bigger sums of

money.

Balak was discouraged by this answer, bur, as Balaam hoped, he didn 't intend to

give up, He reasoned that Balaam had been so awed by the vast spread of Israelites

tha t he feared to utter a curse on them,

The Moabite king quickly decided to take Balaam to another mountain from

where only a parr of Israel could be viewed, Balak was well awa re of how the

camping Israel ites appeared from all di rections, what with his spies having care­

fu lly watched them ever since they had come Out of the south.

Regardless of God's instructions that Balaam should speak only good things con­

cern ing Israel , the prophet went with Balak to a flat section of a high ridge know n as

Mr. Pisgah , (Verses 13-14 ,)

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"There you again see rhose intruders," Balak said to Balaam. "Why nor implore

your powerful God to punish them?"

"I srill musr obey what my God tells me to do," Balaam answered. "To approach

Him again, we must once more build seven altars and offer a ram and a bullock on

each altar. Then I'll seek another meeting with my God to inquire if He intends to

punish Israel."

At a command from Balak, seven altars were set up on Mt . Pisgah, and a bullock

and a ram were sacrificed on each of the altars . Meanwhile, Balaam again went into a

remote section of the mountain to try to contact God. Once more he was successful,

but only because God purposed to contact him. Even though Balaam was still greedy

for Balak's reward, God was very patiently waiting to see if Balaam would finally

choose the eternal riches that are given for serving God, instead of the gold he was

offered for serving Balak.

"Tell Balak what I am about to tell you," God said to Balaam, and Balaam care­

fully memorized what God had to say.

For the second time Balaam returned from a mountain visit with God to report

to king Balak.

"I have been in touch with my God," Balaam called to Balak, "and He has told

me more things to tell you."

"What has your God spoken?" Balak calmly asked, though anxiously hoping that

eirher Balaarn 's God or Balaam had undergone a change of mind. (Verses 15-17. )

More Inspired Prophecy

"He has said rhat you, Balak, should listen to Him," Balaam replied . "He has

said that you should learn that He does not lie, as does a mortal man, and that He will

surely carry out any purpose or promise He has made. My God has blessed Israel, and

I have been instructed to carry on according to that blessing. It would be impossible

for me to change God's blessing into a curse.

"You should know that God has not regarded the shortcomings of Jacob, the

forefather of Israel, as something so evil that all of Jacob's descendants should be

cursed into oblivion. God brought Israel Outof Egypt, and gave that nation the strength

of the giant wild bull. No prayer, no art, no craft nor enchantment from outsiders

can affect Israel. In time to come people will marvel at how this nation was kept alive

under God's protection. In fact, Israel shall become known as a strong young lion that

doesn't rest until he has eaten well of his prey, and that prey will be nations that

can be compared to gazelles, deer and other animals much weaker than the lion."

(Verses 18-24 .)
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Balak , King of M oab, hoped to convince
Balaam that Israel was a dangerous nati on
that should be destroyed .

Later, when the Moabite caravan and

those with it viewed the Israelites from Mr.

Pear, Balak was dismayed to hear Balaam

ask for the third time that seven altars

should be built for sacrificing animals.

Balaam was fearfully aware that invisible

angels were listening to all his words and watching everything he did, and he wanted

to continue giving the impression that he was trying to please God. Balak gave orders

to carry out Balaarn's wish, The Moabite king didn't want to seem to offend the God

of Israel , though he was actually more interested in getting Balaam to curse Israel

than he was in pleasing a God he didn 't know. (Verses 25-30,)

In spite of his hopes to earn favor and fortune from the Moabite king, Balaam

realized it would be useless ro continue hoping God might curse Israel for Balak. H is

town .

Balak stared in shock at the prophet. Balaam was wearing the king 's patience

to an end. If he hadn't been so desperate for help against Israel, he would have ordered

the prophet out of his presence.

"If you won 't curse the Israelites now," Balak muttered wearily, "then at least

you can refrain from pron ouncing a blessing on them!"

"Didn' t I tell you," Balaam replied, "that I would have to speak whatever my God

would tell me to say?" Balaam should have flatly refused to help Balak, but he didn't.

He still hoped he could please two masters, God and Balak.

If Balaam hadn' t feared God' s great power, he never would have spoken or acted

in such a manner. But he still had a desire for the reward that Balak was willing to

give him merely for the ceremony of

mumbling a few words against Israel.

Balak refused to give up what he

had set out to do through the prophet.

Immediately he suggested that they go to

Mt. Peor, which was a high point of the

Abarim range, From there all of the camp

of Israel could be seen. Balak hoped that

there was a chance that Balaam might

break down and pronounce a curse on

Israel if he could be convinced that such a

large and powerful nation might well

move eastward and destroy Balaarn's home
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recent contacts with God made it quite clear that it was wrong to have anything to do

with curses, enchantments and rrying to foresee the future un less God inspired such

things . For this reason, Balaam did not even go to seek a vision as he had previously

done.

As the prop het looked down from Mr. Pear on the Israelites camped in

thei r orderly manner on the plains of 110ab, he was suddenly inspired by God to speak

another clear and vivid prophecy to Balak and those about him.

Moabites, Midianires and even Balaarn's two servants gathered around in curiosity

as the prophets voice rang Our from the mou ntain top to tell them marvellous things

they hadn't expected to hear.

"I, Balaam, the son of Bear , have been given understanding by God in matt ers

I am abou t to relate," Balaam decla red.

He then went on, to the growi ng discomfort of most of his audience, to speak of

Israel and what would happen to that nation .

Israel's Future Unfolded

"How fine is the array of colorful tents and tabernacles of Israel on the plain be­

low!" Balaam exclaimed. "They are spread out as watercourses from the mountains,

as ga rdens by a river, as sandal trees and cedars of Lebanon growin g naturally in rows

beside the streams.

"Israel shall have plenty of prosperity. His descendants shall be uncountable . H is

king shall have more power than any other king, and the kingdom of Israel sha ll be­

come the strongest one in the world. God brough t this na tion our of Egypt and gave

it the strength of the giant wild bull. This people will swallow up its enemies afte r

break ing their bones and piercing them with deadly weapons'

"Israel is like a great lion that people fear to bother. Those who bless Israel

shall be blessed. Those who curse Israel shall be cursed!" (Numbe rs 24: 1-9.)

This was exactly the opposite of what the king of Moab hoped to hear. He felt that

Balaam had betrayed him, and he violently struck his hands toget her, an action in

those times tha t indicated great ange r.

..I offered you handsome rewa rds to come here to curse my enemies!" Balak

shouted as he strode up to Balaam. "Instead, you blessed them! Now take your ser­

vants and get our of here without the reward your God has prevented you from re­

ceiving!" (Ve rses 10-1I.)

"Perhaps you have forgo tten," Balaarn calmly reminded the king, "that when your

messengers first came to me I told them that a whole house full of gold from you

would not cause me to do anything in this matter but what my God told me to do.

There was an uneasy silence from the Moabites
and M idia nites as Balaom and his two servants
rod e dow n M t. Pear.
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Didn't I say then tha t I would say cxacrly what I was told by God to say!" ( Verses

12-13.)

Then God inspired Balaam to utter another astonishing prophecy: "Now, be­

fore I leave, I should tell you wha t my God says Israel will do to your people in the

future. An Israeli te king will come into power who will strike your nation with such

force that it will be smashed at once. Th ose Moabites who remain alive will be taken

as servants of Israel!"

The king of Moab sensed that Balaam spoke the truth, and his haugh ty expression

qu ickly turned to one of uneasiness.

"W hen-when is this supposed to happe n!" Balak asked, forcing a tone of com­

mand into his voice,

"You will not live to see that day," Balaam answered. "Bur it will happen as

surely as the sun is in the sky. As for Edam and Scir, those count ries shall also fall to

Israel. Even the powerful Amalekites shall go down before Israel, and shall disappear

forever as a nation. The Kenires in the rock-city of Kadesh shall a lso be taken captive,

though they live in the rocky strongho lds of the mountains.

"The climax will bring frigh rening changes in many parts of the world . Nations

from across the seas will attack and be attacked. There will be great trouble in time to

come. Israel , the narion God has chosen for carrying on His purpose in the world , will

end the most glor ious nation !"

There were on ly low murmurs from the Moabircs and Midianires as Balaam

and his two servants mounted their animals

and rode away on the trail that led down

Mr. Pear. (Verses 14-25. )

Balak was sobered by what Balaam

had said, but, lest those about him should

notice his fear, he shrugged his shoulders

and managed a smirk of deris ion thar

would have faded quickly if he could have

foreseen his nation being overcome by a

future Israeli te king by the name of David.

(II Samuel 8: 1-2.)

Most of the prophecies made by

Balaam were for Old Testament times.

Some are yet to come true in these latter

days because God always docs what He

promises to do!

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Balak returned to rhe ciry from

which he ruled Moab, but Balaam

never gor back to his home town. He

again began to lust after the reward

he had missed. He began to devise a

plan he thought might get him a part

of it. So he stopped in the land of

Midian.

As Balaarn's love for gold gtew,

so did his determination to help the

Midian itcs against God's people

Israel, He worked Out a scheme de­

signed to cause the young men of

Israel to turn away from God and

bring a curse on themselves. Here is

what happened.

The Israelites contin ued to stay on

the verdant plain that was partly

shaded by many acacia trees. It was a

pleasant, fru itful area in which to

camp and the Israelites were in the

midst of plenty. But an exceeding ly

unpleasant matter soon began to

develop.

Some of the men of Israel were

attracted to some of the Moabire,

Ammonite, and Midianite women.
This situatio n swiftly grew into a

mounta inous prob lem. More and

more Israelite men married these

pagan women , something forbidden
by God. Israel was nor to intermarry

with outsiders-e-especially those who
were heath en. Besides, due to Ba­

l aams tea ching many Moabite

women and Israelite men were rak­
ing the physical privileges of married

persons, although unm arried. This

Many of the Israelite men we nt with Moabite
wom en to take part in shameful rites by
which certain pagan gads were worshipped .
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meant they were breaking the seventh and tenth commandments. ( Rev. 2: 14. )

What was more, the Moabire women were leading their Israelite husbands and

lovers into Sabbath breaking and worshipping pagan gods. ( Numbers 25 : 1-6.) These

gods included Asta rte or Ishrar, a deity giving her name to "Easter" eggs. This idolatry

was larer broughr into so-called Christian churches to be known as Easter. One sin

led to another.

God's fierce anger was aroused when He noticed these thin gs continuing and

grow mg.

"Seek out and punish by death the individuals who have committed these sins

before it spreads further," God told Moses. "If you don't, I will curse the whole nation

of Israel !" (Numbers 25:3-4.)

Balaarn's plan was working well up to this point.

Alth ough a portion of the jews have

gone back to Palestine since 1948, and
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have set up the nation called " Israel,"

they have nor gone back loathing rhem­
selves, with weep ing. seeking God and
H IS WAYS.

of lsrsel , but a porri on , only. of the
H ouse of j "'/(I!J!

One more prop hecy- mosr assuredly
NOT fulfilled in the j ewish nation called
"Israel" today:

"And I will bring Israel again to his
hab itati on. and he shall feed upo n Car­
mel and Bashan . and his sou l shall be
satisfied upon Mount Ephraim and Gil­
ead, III tbose days, (J1ld at that time, saith
the Eternal. the iniq uity of Israel shall
be sought for, and there shall be none;
for the sins of Judah, and they shall
not be found : for J will pardon them
whom I reserve" (Jeremiah 50: 19-20 ) .

I
have been on the hill of Carmel , over­
looking Haifa. The land is nor sinless.
today! No, these prophecies arc YET to

be fulfilled!

Ch ain of Au thori ty

Now how about the Gent ile nations
around the world ?

Th ey are not going to accept the
new supernatural \'\fOR lD GOVERNl\fENT
until fo rced! Ch rist will be ruling from
Jeru salem . As alread y explained. David.
resurrected and imm ort al, will be Kin g
over the world's top nation of morral
humans-Israel and Jud ah UNITED. But
there will be the 12 rribes--or sub­
nations--or stares.

WHO will rule over the various tr ibes,
und er Kin g Dav id? From Chr ist. the
Kin g of Kings. [here will be a definite
chain of authority, under H im.

Jes us Christ appointed Hi s 12 Apos­
tles to rule on those 12 divi sional
thrones. To them Jesus said : "Veri ly
I say unto you, that ye which have
followed me, in the regenerat ion when
the Son of man shall sit upon the throne
of H is g lory, ye also shall sit upon
twelve thrones, judging the twelve tribes
of Israel ·· ( Mat. 19 :28 ) .

God has nor given us any specific
statement in the Bible as to what posi­
tion Abraham and the Apostle Paul
shall occupy in God 's Kingdom. But,
since Abra ham is called the father of
the faiehful- since even the prom ises
of salvation through Christ were made
to him and his childre n-since even a
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Gentile. by conversio n in Christ, be­
comes a child of Abraham and his hei r
( Gal. 3:29), it is clear that Abraham
ran ks firsl, next und er Christ, of all
mankind- and greater even tha n David .
It is probable, then. that in [he Kingdo m
the resu rrected Abraham will be next
unde r Chr isr, as a Vice-King over all
nations-Israel and Gent iles.

And. since Paul was made chid
apostle for carryi ng God 's work to [he
Gent iles d uring [he first century, it
would seem logical that Paul. resurrected
immortal, will be made King ove r all
Ge nt ile nations. with a Kin g over each
nat ion under him,

On e other pos ition in the Kin gdom
is. however. revealed. Th ose in God's
true Church of this fer)' p resent, who
arc faithfu l in keeping and obeying
Goo's WORD, who have parr in and are
loyal to Goo's WOH K of the present,
carrying Christ's very GOSPEL of the
Kingdom of God to the world -s-these
will be "pi llars," or occup ying resp on­
sible office, in God's Headquarters
Church at J erusalem, in the new Temple
which shall then be built-described by
Ezekiel, beginning chapte r 40. JUSt
as the Churc h at j erusalem was the
Headquarters Church, ro wh ich others
went co sett le matt ers of doc trine or
proced ure ( see Acts 15 ), so there will
be the Headq uarters Church fulfilling
the same function FOU A LL NATIONS
O F THE WORLD when Goo does, dur ing
the comi ng millennium, set His ha nd
to SAVE THE \VORlO. T his will the n be
a vast wo rk, with man)' filling offices.

Russia Attacks

But , JUSt as the re-uni ted nation
ISRAEL becomes settled, and at peace,
in Palcsrine-e-rap idly increas ing in ma­
terial wealth. and wi th a prosperity far
beyond anyth ing exist ing today- the
Communist hordes will swee p toward
Palesrin e in the sky-with planes so
num erou s they will appear like cloud s
to cover the land. Communism will make
its one last su preme att empt to over­
throw the Kingdom of God-and ro
rule the world with Communism.

Suffering Christ N ot
Jewish Co ncept

The Jews did not accept Jesus Chr ist
of Nazareth as the Messiah, as the One
\X!ho fulfilled the ago nizing pro phecies
of Isaiah 53-they rejected, and must
still rejec t, that entire chapter as bei ng
the W ord of God, because : ". . . There

appea rs to be no evidence of any Jewish
concept ion of a Messiah suffering
through and for Hi s penpIe ..."

N o, the idea was not a Ieioisb concep ­
tion-it was conceived ill tbe MI N D OF

All through the Holy Scr ipt ures from
G enesis 3:15 on , the the me of a Savior-
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Sacr ifice was carr ied our ! The powerful
story of Ab raham's sacri ficing his son
should have illustrated to all those who
claimed to be Abraham's descendants
the facr that there must be a sacrifice
for the sins of 1nallkind/ Very thorough
and complete laws of sacri fice - the
burnt offer ing, the peace offer ing, the
sin and the trespass offering---cerrai nly
demonst rated beyond any shadow of a
doubt that there cou ld be no rem ission
of sin except by blood! And pla inly
man's sin cou ld nor be forgive n with the
blood of a sheep or a gO(lt.' The very
Passover sacr ifice that redeemed Israel
from Egypt poi nted to the sacrifice of
a Savior to redeem all ma nkind from
sin! Psalm 22 shows explicitly the ag0 4

niz ing suffering [hat this Savior would
go thro ugh! " 1imlt e derails were cov­
ered by ma ny prophecies-too numer­
ous to mention, ove r three hundred
throughout the Old Testament! By their
own Scriptures the Jews shou ld have
known that the ir Savior, their Messiah
wou ld be betrayed by a friend ( Ps.
41:9 ) . They should have know n that
He would be offered gall ami vinegar
at the height of H is feroc ious thirst

as He hung on the stake pay ing for the
sins of ma nki nd! ( Ps. 69 :2 1.) They
should have known that the Holy One
of Israel, though He were CUT OFF,
KIL LED, AN D DEAD, would not be left
;11 the greoe but would be RESUR RECTED!

(Ps. 16: 10· 11.) T hey shou ld have
known that the same prophecies in
Da niel which speak of Messiah the
Prince as bringing in righteousness and
holiness [oreuer, also spoke of Him as
being KILLED!

Because they could nor unde rstand
the true mea ning of the Passover sacri ­
fice they dared not th ink of tbeir Mes­
siah as being CUT OFF! T hey cou ld nor
bel ieve the prophet Zec har iah when he
said, "... lowly, and ridi ng upon an ass,
and upon a colt the foal of an ass"

IZech. 9 :9 ) . T hey could not bea r to

think of their Ki ng as lo-wly.

Scripture Key

A key to the fact tha t these scrip tures
show both a first and a second coming
of Jesus Christ is found in Matthew 's
accou nt of the f"lfi ll",e,, ' of thi s pr oph ­
ecy in Zechariah. "All this was done,
that it might be fllifilled wh ich was
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spoken by the prophet, sayi ng , T ell ye

the daughter of Sia n, Behold , thy K ing

cometh unto thee, meek, and sitt ing

upon an ass, and a colt the foal of an
ass" ( Matt . 2 1:4-5 ) . T his prophecy was

fllifilled by [estes of Nazareth at Ibat
part iclIlar tim-e!

Yet it was only fu lfilled co a certa in

point! "A nd I w ill cut off the chariot

from Ephra im, and the horse from

Jerusalem, and the battle bow shall

be cut off: and he shall spea k peace
unto the beatben: and his n OM INION

SHALL be from sea e ven to sea, and
from the ri ver even to the ends of the
earth" (Zech. 9: 10 ). T his scrip tu re was

not quoted in Matthew 21 as being ful­

filled, became tbe time of its fllifillme nt
uras yet futtlre.' Jesus was at that t ime
f ulfilling the FIRST PART of thi s prophe­

cy. bur stopped quot ing that p rop hecy

at exactly the place where He stopped
ftllfilling that prophecy at that tim e.

Jesus Christ ma de thi s principl e very
clear in Nazareth where H e stood up to

read one Sabba th day, and turning ro (he
book of Isaiah read , "The Spir it of [he

Lord is upon me, because he hath

ano inted me to preach the gospel to th e
poor ; he hat h sent me to heal the bro­

ken heart ed , to preach deliverance to the

captives. an d recovering of sight [Q the
blind, to set at liberty them that arc

bruised, to preach th e accep table year

of the Lord. And he closed tbe book,
and he ga ve it aga in (Q the minister, and

sat down. And th e eyes of all them

that were in the synagogue were

fastened on him. And he began to say

unto them, T his day is this scripture
fulfilled in YOHr ears!" ( Luke 4: 18-2 1.)

Now turnin g to Isaiah 61, whi ch was

the scripture Jesus was reading, notice

the very tmmual fact chat H e STOPPED
reading ill the MIDDLE of a sentence.'

"T o proclaim the acceptable year of the
Lord, AND THE DAY OF VENGEANCE OF

OUR GOD; to comfort all that mourn "

(Isa. 61:2 ) . If you cont inue readi ng the

ver ses just aft er this in Isaiah 61 you

will see the prophecies men tioned here
conti nue through a description of what

Jesus Christ will do wh en H e returns to

this earth at His SECOND coming as

The Work Expand s

Going back a little in rime, I would
like to ment io n rhat for the first few
years I was associated wi th the wor k
and college, Mr. Armsr rong was the on ly
fully ordained min ister conducting this
g reat work. H e did all tile speak ing,
wr iting, ed iting and many other jobs as
well.

Bur followi ng the example of the
apostle Paul-and of Jesus Ch rist him­
self-he dec ided that he would begin to

trai n.you nger men, who had nor yet been
roo inocu lated wi th the religious de­
ceptions of this world , to help him carry
our this tremendous m ission. T herefore,
Ambassador College was founded with
rhe rhought that at least a few of the
men students mig ht rurn Out to be truly
called by God to the minist ry.

In due rime, God did show by the
"fruits" that such men as Raymond C.
Cole, H erman L. Hoeh, Raymond F.
McN air and others were being called for
use in this g reat work. My uncle, Dr.
C. Paul Meredi th, eve n sold his bus iness
and moved to Pasadena- taking some
courses wi th the young freshmen Stu­

dents in order [0 fit himself for a part

in this work.
Later , God struck down Mr . Arm­

strong's two sons, Richard Da vid and
Garner Ted, and brought them to rc­
penta nce and conversion. Th is is more
sign ificanr than ir may seem, becaus e
for many years it looked as if rhcy
might neuet be converted-a-bur only
continue to regard rhis as "Dad's reo

lig ion ."
All of this has certainly been provi­

dential too. For as the years have passed
and this work has grown , Mr. Armstrong
needed belp. And now he has it!

Garner Ted Armstrong surrendered
to God and was cbanged by H im so
completely tha t it amazed those of us
here who had know n him. Now you
often hear him speaking for his [athe r
on the " \F"orld Tom orrow" broadcast .
D ick Armsrrong was in charge of the
fore ign branch of this work unt il his
death in God's serv ice.
