O ur FRAGI LE SOCIETY 2authorities have been harassing and

pressuring the Amish people to send
their children to the public schools, Re­
cently school authorities, accompanied
by a sheriff, took a 54-passenger school
bus to an Amish school near Hazleton,
Iowa, and attempted to take the Amish
children by force, They failed, The
children and the women sang "Jesus
Loves Me," and the bewhiskered
fathers quoted Scriptu re. The "world­
ly" authorities became confused and
gave up.

Iowa's Governor Harold Hughes re­
quested the local school author ities to
desist unt il studies could be made of
similar situations in other states.

W ho is right-the old-fashioned ­
Amish people, or the up-to-date
"world ly" public school officials? The
answer is, NEITHER!

I do not have all the facts concerning
these primit ive Amish schools. What
is gleaned from the public press ind i­
cates their schools are, indeed, of low
standa rds---even in such simple stud ies
as the three "R 's"- "Readin', Ritin' ,
'Rithrnetic." And it does seem that re­
ligious liberty is supposed to be guaran­
teed by the U, S. Constitu tion.

I say, " SUPPOS ED" to be these things.

The school authorities
of Buchanan County, Iowa, claim these
Amish schools - and their Amish
teachers - fa il to meet the state stand­
ards .

I laid special emp hasis on how much
so many of us lake for gramed the
many services in our modern electron ic
world-how utte rly dependent we are
upon the modern invent ions of man,
and how little prepared we are for a
sudden interruption in those services.

Almost on the heels of some of those
messages came the big blackout!

As if to underline our utter depen­
dence upon machines- those machines
sudden I}' stopped. Subway trains stop­
ped, elevators went dead In their
shafts, their ligh ts turning yellow, and
slowly winking out. Dentists' drills
stopped in the middle of molars, iron
lungs ceased to force ai r into pat ients,
wh ile street ligh ts, office ligh ts, mix­
masters, toasters, radios, electric clocks,
television sets, electric typewrite rs,
stoves, refrigerators, deep freele rs, and
traffic control lights stopped function­
ing.

An excited reporter rushed th rough
the milling crowds to his darkened of ­
fice to knock out his story-only to
suddenly recall that h is typewriter was
electric. Had he been using a manual
typewriter, his story could not have
been published that day, anyhow, since
the mammo th presses of the big news­
papers had ceased to run .

Everywhere from Secretary Genera l of
the United N at ions, U Thant, marooned
in his darkened office high in the U.N.
bui ldin g, to a housewife in the most

meager surroundings in the Bronx ,
people found themselves suddenly ISO­

lated .

And what a shock it was.

From the usual din of a busy week­
day rush hour in the noisiest and per ·
haps most confusing of our modern
cities came sudde n death -like silence
and blackness-as the unthinkable hap .
pened.

Just W hat D ID H appen ?

Everyone knew what was happening
- and yet, they didn't know. In our
complex world of instant communica­
tions, we run to ou r rad ios, or warm up
our TV sets, or read our newspapers to
f ind out what is happenillg. But TV
stations were blacked out. Radio stations
quit broadcasting momentarily, only to
begin functioning again as emergency
power generators supplied them with
the power they needed. T rouble was,
on ly those with transistor sets would
be able to hear .

Newspapers were helpless. In the
candle-lit newsroom of the New Y ork
Times someone thoug ht, "This story is
osrs if we can just get it out on the
streets; nobody knows it yet, they are in
it but they don't know it:'

Some thought it meant immin ent
Russian attack. Some thought the at­
tack had already begun. Top priority
calls richocheted back and forth from
governors, mayors l senato rs, military
personn el; and even the President called
the Mayor of New York .

The Pentagon went instant ly on the
alert ; the defense warning systems were

ON November t u», whiles in
Rhodesia seized independence.'
This is the first time any of

Britain' s subjects have revolted since
1776. In that year, the 13 British
colonies in America rebelled against the
Crown and declared indepe ndence.

Britain Acts

The eyes of the world are focused
on Rhod esia. Most nations are joining
Britain in imposing diplomatic and

economic sanctions against Rhodesia.
They hope to bring the " illega l" gov­
ernment to its knees. Rebel Rhodesia is
to be trea ted as an intern ational " leper."
Whether this inte rnational ostracism
will work remains yet to be seen.

Black Afri cans in and out of Rho­
desia have been watching nervously­
th reatenin g retaliat ion should Britain
fail to bring rebel whit e Rhodesians to
heel. They demand immediate military
intervent ion !

Britain, in her role of master ­
medi ator. has had the impossible task
of trying to satisfy everybody. The
world has been sitting by, eagerly
watching to see how Britain will handle
th is explosive situation. Some have
advocated military intervention by
either Britain or the Uni ted N ations.

Why th is crisis? Why d id whites
seize independence? What is Britain's
position? Does she favo r the whites
or the blacks in this racial struggle?
And what are the black Rhodesians
demanding?

What is the U. s. stand on the
Rhodesian problem? Who have the
Communists backed in this black vs.
white Rhodesian crisis?

What will be the final outcome of
this present impasse ? Will the govern­
ment of Rhodesia and its 217,000
white Rhodesians be able to dominate
4,000,000 blacks? (There are 18 blacks
to every white in Rhodesia.) And more
impor tant, will they be able to survive
worldwide diplomatic and economi c
sanctions?

White Rhodesian Claims

The whit e Rhodesians have governed
themselves since 19 23- for 42 long
years. Du ring that time many other

African countries have been granted in­
dependence by the Brit ish Government.
Many Rhodesians felt the time for
independence was overdue; even if it
meant illegal seizure. .

What do the white Europea ns, who
now contro l the government of Rho-
desia, claim? .:

Recent ly, a number of ads have been
run ning in British newspapers and
magazines giving whi te Rhodesia's side
of the story- her claim for indepen­
dence. Claims one ad :

"Rhodesia has had !elf-government
since 1923 .. . Rhodesia sacrif iced inde­
pendence to federation ... Rhodesia has
a universally-accepted constitution ...
Rhodesia has a f ranchise qualified by
merit , not colour . . . Rhodesia leads the
continent in Afr ican education . ..
Rhodesia leads the continent in African
wage! . . . Rhodesia has negotiated to
the limit over independence . . . Rhode­
sia will concede no further. We will not
destroy the standards we have esteb­
lished. Nor will we surrender stable,
viable government to irresponsible
bands,

" In the inte rests of justice, responsi­
ble governme nt and the best possible
future fo r all its inhabitants ... Rho­
desia must have its independence now"
-so said the white Rhodesians just
before they seized independence on
November 11th.

The att itude of Rhodesia's whites is
that a sudden switch to majority rule,
where the majo rity is primarily primi­
tive and backward , would mean an end
of the "white, Christian civilization"
which has been built up in Rhodesia.

In short, the white Rhodesians say:

"We have established a stable govern-
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White Rhodesians look upon Britain
with suspicion- think she is willing to
sacrifice her one-quarter million white
subjects to the cause of African na­
tionalism. The white Rhodesians feel
cheated, bitter and disillusioned toward
Britain-hence her Unilateral Declara­
tion of Independence.

" We Want Our Country!"

But how do the four million black
Rhodesians feel? What are they
demanding?

The black Africans look upon Rho­
desia as their country . They lived there
before the time of Cecil Rhodes, when
he and a few hundred whites began
settling the country and wresting con­
trol of Rhodesia from the Africans.
Examples are cited of whites mowin g
down blacks with machine guns in the
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ment, have built highways, railroads,
thriving cities and have built a pros~

pecous. Christian civilization here. We
have ruled ourselves well for forty-two
years, and we're not about to turn over
the government of our country to those
who are not yet qualified to rule."

I was in Rhodesia in December, 1960.
I found it was a prosperous nation.
Salisbury, its capital city, is a modern
metropolis. It is reported to have 4,000
private swimming pools---one fo r every
5 white families-more than any city in

the world, except Beverly Hills, Calif.,
U. S. A. The whites don't want to give
th is up.

The Prime Min ister of Rhodesia re­

cently said, " If we have to get out of
our country. then we would rather go

out fighting than crawling on our
hands and knees."

TANZANIA
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days of Cecil Rhodes! ( Time, Nov. 5,
1965.) Since Africans outnumber whites
18-1, they feel they ought to be
the masters of their country-not its
servants. They look upon their white
overlords as "white supremists.,.

Mr. Harold Wilson, Prime Minister
of Great Britain, learned fi rsthand what
the Africans wanted, when he arrived
at Salisbury for talks with the Rho­
desian Government. He was greeted at
the airport by more than 6,000 black
Africans.

Wh en Britain's stocky Prime Min is­
ter appeared at the cabin door of
his plane in Salisbury, these black
Africans chanted, "Mamhokadzi tlnoda
nyika yehtl!" ("Your Majesty the
Queen, we want our country!")

Black Africans want complete control
of thei r country and they want it
now! Under the 1961 Constitution, to
which both the white and black Rho­
desians once agreed, it might take 50
years before the reins of gove rnment
would be switched from white to Afri­
can hands. This is too long, say the
Africans. They are restive, impatient !
They want "majority rule" 1I0W! They
want "one man, one vote" imme­

diately!
As Mr. W ilso n led his entourage

from his plane to the airport building
at Salisbury, the "one man, one vote"
chanting of ove r 6,000 Africans rose
to a frightening crescendo.

"Ready to Murder Whites!"

The black Rhodesians have had their
nationalistic aspirations stirred by Afri­
can nationalist leaders. Joshua Nkomo
is one such leader. Afr icans refer to
him as "a lion in our midst." Mr.
N komo's political party, the Zimbabwe
African People's Union (ZAPU) had
been campaigning for Afriran su­

premary in Rhodesia. But his party has
been banned.

George Nyandora, Secretary-General
of Mr. Joshua Nkomo's banned Zim­
babwe African People's Union, has
said in Lusaka: "My PEOPLE ARE

READY TO MU RDER W HITES if they get
instructions to do so--and the fault will

be the British Government's ."

A jricans, he said, are waiting for

interested parties. The white Rhode­
sians accuse Britain of reneging, of
double talk, of deceit and outright dis­
honesty. The blacks in Rhodesia, and
the black-dominated Commonwealth
countries of Africa, accuse Britain of
conniving, letting Rhodesia seize her
independence under "white sup remist"
rule. They feel Britain was willing to
sell out the four million blacks to the
one-quarter million whites of Rhodesia.

Mr. W ilson, Britain's Prime Minis­
ter, has been caught up in the racial
crossfire of this unfortunate struggle.
He would like to please the whites of
Rhodesia. But many believe he is more
willing to please the black majority i ll
Rhodesia- as well as the black Com­
monwealth leaders outside that coun­
try .

Here are only a few of the diff icul­
ties which the British Prime Minister
faced when he recently arrived in Rho­
desia to talk with Mr. Ian Smith :

J. Mr. W ilson feared that he and his
very slim Labour Party majority (now
only 2) might be toppled from offi ce
should he bungle the Rhodesian prob­
lem.

2. The Prime Minister wanted to
prevent a walk-out of African nations
that could wreck the Commonwealth.
Thi s could only be accomplished if he
let it be known that he favoured inde­
pendence for Rhodesia on a majority­
rule basis.

3. He undoubtedly was under a cer­
tain "moral pressure" to give "one
man, one vote" majority rule to the
black Africans. After all, isn't this the
way a true democracy is supposed to
be run, anyway?

4. Mr. Wil son was also concerned
about "world opinion." Obviously, the
fact that the Uni ted Nations over­
whelmingly voted on a resolution ask­
ing Britain to "take all steps necessary
to put an end to the (Rhodesian}
rebellion"-was proof to Mr. Wilson
that world opinion was against the
Government of Rhodesia making a
Unilateral Declaration of Independence.
The Prime Minister did not wish to
see African members of the Common­
wealth put a motion through the United
N ations to send UN. troops to Rho­
desia to ensure a black majority rule.

jority rule would result in immediate
Rhodesian independence under African
control.

The white Rhodesians, however, do
not see it this way. The horrors of the
COl/go, the dictatorships of Ghana and
other newly-independent African na­
tions, the Communist injiltration of the
East African countries have caused white
Rhodesians to have "second thoughts."

Now, it seems, the white Rhodesians
are determined that the blacks will
never rule. Many are willing to fight
and, if necessary, to die for their con­
victions. Mr. Smith himself said, "He
which hath no stomach to this fight,
let him depart !"-<Juoted from Shake­
speare's Henry V at Agincourt.

How does Britain figu re in the Rho­
desian tangle ? What course of action
is Great Britain determined to take in
what is, basically, a racial struggle be­
tween the four million blacks and the
one-quarter million whites of Rhodesia?

Britain's Delicate Dilemma

Britain finds herself in a dilemma.
Either way she goes- she can't win !
It's impossible for her to please all

tbe signal to start an uprising against
Mr. Ian Smith's government. '' IF/e bare
arms and ammunition hidden through.
out Rhodesia and we are ready / 0 m e
them."

Even the former Rhodesian Prime
Mini ster, R.S. Garfield Todd , has been
restricted to his farm for a year by Rho­
desians because he favors too quick
progress toward African political
equality.

Another agitator for African control
of the Government of Rhodesia is a
U. S.-trained Congregationalist minis­
ter, M. N dabaningi Sithole. He is the
leader of the Z.A.N .U. party. Recently,
he made it very clear what the Africans
really want : (f IFe Africans want IM­

MEDIA TE MAJORITY RULE,"

Or iginally, the white Rhodesians
were willing to go along with the idea
of a slow transfer of the government
from Rhodesia's whites to the blacks.
But many whites now feel they will
never surrender "their country" to
black control.

The tide of African nationalism has
swept over much of the continent of
Africa since World War II. African
demands of "one man, one vote" ma-
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Brita in does not want Russia to get a
foot hold in Africa through the U.N.!

Archbishop Advocates " Force"

Many here in Britain favored Brit­
ain's using force to bring the white
Rhodesians into line if they mad e a
Unilateral Declaration of Independence.

Even the Archbi shop of Canterbury,
Dr. Ramsey, declar ed : "But if the
British Gove rnment though t it practica­
ble to lise force for the protection of
the righ ts of the majority of the Rho ­
desian people, then I th ink that as
C HRISTIANS we hat tl? 10 sa)' that if will

be "ight / 0 me FO RCE /0 tbat end."
This statement by the Archbishop of

Canterbury occasioned a flood of indig­
nant criticism from many Britons .

One person asked : " Is this man
[ D r. Ramsey] to become celebrated as
the [irst Arcbdernon of Canterbury?"

Another Briton asked :
"Sir: W hit her is our Church of

England headin g ?
ItHomosexuals, we are told, must

be allowed to do what they like, but
loyal Rhodesians must be coerced into
racial suicide, if necessary by arme d
force, and Christians must actively sup ­
port this outrage."

And one irate Briton wrote :
"Sir : W hat a shocking ult imatum

from Dr . Ramsey as he counsels the use
of armed force against our own country­
men in Rhodesia if they don 't come to
heel at Mr . Wilson 's bidding to place
some black demagogue in power.

"If thi s is the result of a Prime
Min ister's choice fo r Pri mate, (an it be
wondered that the worldly ttoentietb­
century Cburcb has been engll/j ed in a
Babvlonisb Apostasy?

"I suggest we find the answer to the
ridd le in Jude 4 : whe re we read, 'That
certain men have crept in nnatoares;'

"How stra11ge and grievo/{J that this
shepherd of the Anglican f lock can
condone SODOMITES, and spare foul
murderers from the death penalty, de ­
spise God's ru ling in Scripture, 'That
the murderer sha ll be put to death: yet
this same Primate can deliberately
sanction the shooting down of our own
kith and kin in Rhodesia."

Rh odesian M.P, Speaks O ut

Mr . John N ewingt on, Member of
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Parl iament fo r Hillcrest, Bulawayo,

Rhodesi a, sneeringly asks if M r. \V ilson
is not pulling the Rhodesian leg when
he sugges ted that a selection of "wise
and reasonable Commonwealth Prime
Ministers" should visit Rhodesia. Mr .
N ewington referred to D r, Maka rios as
"t he good Archbishop from Cyprus"
who had connived in the murder of
many British servicemen whi le they
were keeping law and order in
Cyprus. He spoke of India's "non­
violent j} fr . Shastri" who had "non­
violent ly" killed off Pakistanis and
Kashmiris.

He further alluded to " the good
democrats from Nigeria" who had
kill ed off each other during elections .

Then this Rhodesian M.P. referred
to " the beloved and reverend Common­
wealth leader, Nk1'llmah," who ruled
throu gh a one-party democracy the na­
tion of Ghana, "whose loyalties lie first
with Peking, then Moscow, then Cairo,
and finally in London where he is
paid fo r h is loyalty."

He also mentioned Af". [omo Kenvat­
ta and h is Mau Mau who had " bumpe d
off a thousand members of the Lumpa
Chu rch."

Mr. N ewington then says: "W e have
applied tho se same qual ities to ensur e
that injustice shall not replace justice
here, that the corm ption which hal
followed the departlire of British ad­
ministration elsewhe re in the newly­
independ ent Commonwealth nations
sha ll not ensnare us.

"We are for ced into taking action
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to pro tect ourselves from the murder,
"ape and miser)' which have befallen
so much of the African continent . . .
Destroy us, and you will destroy your
last real fr iends in Africa."

He then said that the time would
corne when Britain wou ld need the
[ white] Rhodesians. He concluded :
"For assnredlv y OIl will 110t gel support
from this present motley crowd of re­
miitance men [meaning black natives ]
tcbo presenlly make the Commonwealth
a [inan cial burden for wh ich you will
always be paying the pip er, but never
calling the tunc " (T ime & Tide, 4-11
Nov.. 1965) .

Bonn has also launched a con­
certed drive to quietly bring back to
Germany the top German professors and
scientists now living abroad. Already

Russians desire to see 110 German hav­
ing anything whatsoever to do with nu­
clear weapons-under any circumstan­
ces! Many Europeans share the same
fearfulness.

But West Germany does not intend
to be denied!

As Herr Strauss put it---either Ger­
many has access to nuclear weapons--or
a NEW H ITLER is likely to arise!

FRANZ JOSEF STRAUSS, the biggest
winne r in recent German elections ,
has shocked the West. A "new

Fuhrer-type," he declared, might
emerge in Germany if she is subjected
to "military discrimination" - denied
nuclear weapons.

His warning is clear. Unless the Wes­
tern powers permit Germany to share in
the contro l of nuclear weapons , a new
HITLER is likely to arise!

West German Foreign Minister Ger­
hard Schroder also announced that West
Germany is not ready to forgo the right
to acquire nuclear weapons. The Foreign
Minister has summarily rejected perma­
nent exclusion fo r his country from the
world's nuclear dub.

is it merely a fantastic dream? Will
Germany soon head up a United Eu­
rope armed with unclear weapons? If
so, what will it mean to world PEACE?

Few foreigners really grasp what is
presently happening in Germany.

In the book of Leviticus, God shows
what wou ld befall His peopl e if they
disobeyed His laws and fe ll into sin.
In chapter 26, God gives the different
CURSES which would fa ll, un less the
people REPENTED and turned to H im.

Notice, now, verses 31-32. "And I
wi ll make your CITIES W ASTE, and

ISHED at it" ( Ley. 26 :31 -32) .

"Eioi" and thought He said " Elias."

The APOSTLE PAUL-
Commandment Breaker,

or Commandment Keeper?
Some claim Paul taught Christians to disobey the Ten Co m­

mandments. What did the Apostle really teach?

MILLIO NS of professing Christians
assume Paul taught Christians
to disobey the Ten Command­

ments. If you keep the law of God,
it is claimed, you are under a curse!
Chances a re, you, too, have heard this
teach ing f rom chi ldhood and have as­
sumed it to be true.

To be sure, man y have sincerely
thought and assnnred that thi s is N ew
Testament teaching. But God commands
us to (filiI t1SWmhlg-to "Prove all
things" (I Th ess. 5:21) .

Does it make any difference to God
whether you obey Him ?

How many have stopped to person­

a/J)' examine the writings of Paul- to
really PROVE what Paul taugh t con­
cerning the Ten Commandments? Have
you?

How to Begin

Some of what Paul wrote is admit­
tedly diff icult to understand. Peter was
inspired to say that Paul wrote "some
thin gs hard 10 be understood, which
they that are unl earn ed and unstable
WREST, as they do also the other
scriptu res. unto their own destruction"
( II Pet. 3:16),

But on the other hand, Paul also
wrote much which is clear, plain and
EASY to unde rstand. In those passages
it would be impossible to xusunde r­
stand what he is saying.

Th e logical way to understa nd Paul' s
teachings about the Ten Command­
ments is to go first to his plain, clear,
straightforward statements on this sub­
ject. Only when we first understand
these, are we ready to intelligent ly

study Paul's more difficult passages.
However, because the natural mind

of man has a built -in hostility toward
God and His Ten Commandment law
(Rom. 8:7), men don't follow this
logical approach.

Instead of understanding Paul's dif­
ficult statements in the light of his
P LAIN , CLEAR, easy - to - nnderstand
words, many do just the opposite, Th ey
totally discard, reject and IGN ORE Paul's
direct, straightfo rward, UN MISTAKABLE

statements about the Ten Command­
ments. They then twist and distort h is
more diff icult-to-be-understood state­
ments to their own fancy-and their
own DESTRUCTION.

Let' s not be gui lty of such a mistake!
Let's examine Paul' s di rect, straight­
from - the - shoulde r POS ITIVE teach­
ing about the Ten Commandments first.
Onl y then can we hope to understand
those passages which are more d ifficul t.

What Paul Clear ly Taught

Now what are some of Paul's clear
statements about the Ten Command­
ments ? One such statement is found in
I Corinthians 6:9-10. Here Paul warns:
"Be not deceived, neither fornicators,
nor idolaters, nor adulterers, ... nor
thieves, nor covetous, nor drun kards,
nor revilers, nor extortione rs, shall in­
herit the Kingdom of God.

In this one short passage the apostle
Paul names the breaking of FOUR of
the Ten Commandments-idolatry, adul­
tery, stealing and coveting-and dog.
matically states that any found guilty
of breaking these commandments will
not inherit God's Kingdom ! And he

stern ly warns us not to deceive our­
selves by think ing otherwise!

Notice another unmistakab ly dear
and easy-to-understand passage: "Now
the works of the flesh are these;
adllltery, fornication, uncleanness, las­
civiousness, idolatry, . .. wrath, strife.
seditions, heresies, envyings, murders,
drunkenness, revellings, and such like:
of the which I tell you before, as I
have also told you in time past, that
they which do such things shall 1I0t

inberit the Kingdom of God" (Gal.
5:19·2 1).

This passage repeats two command­
ments-those pertaining to adultery
and idolatry-and adds one more-the
command against murder or killing .

This makes a tota l of FIVE corn­

mandments which Paul has specifically
and unequivoca lly stated Christians
must keep if they are to inherit or en­
ter God's Kingdom. And since idolatry,
which is mentioned in both of these
passages, automatically breaks the First
Commandment, which is "Thall shalt
have no other gods before me" (Ex,
20:3), Paul has actually commanded
obed ience to six of the Ten Command­
ments in just two sbort passages.'

Now turn to Colossians 3:5-9. This
passage reads: "Mortify therefore your
members which are upon the earth;
fornication, uncleanness, inordinate af­
fection, evil concupiscence, and caret­
omness, which is idolatry: For which
things' sake the wrath of God cometh
on the children of DISOBEDIENCE . .. But
now ye also P UT OFF ALL THESE:

anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy
communica tion alit of )'0 111' mouth,
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LIE NOT one to anoth er, seeing that ye
have put off th e old man with h is
deeds."

This scripture names and condemns
disobedience to two more of the Ten
Commandments-bearing [alse witness

or lying, and tt-tkillg G od' s name in oain

through blasphemy and filthy talk

(See also Eph . 4: 29).

Next open your Bible to Ephesians
6: 1-2. Here we read, "Ch ilden , obey
your parents in th e Lord : for this is
right. H onor thy father aile! mo th er

wh ich is the [irst commandment with
promise." This is a di rect quote from
the Comm andment in Exod us 20: 12.
Yet here Paul exp licitly COMMANDS

Christians to obey it!

Thi s makes a tota l of N IN E Com­
mandm ents which Paul has distinctly
and separately named as being bind ing
on Christians. Only the Sabbath Com ­
mand is lef t. Let' s see what Paul taught

about it.

Paul and the Fourth

Commandment

Every argument imaginable has been
advanced aga inst the Command to keep
holy the day Go d made holy
(Ex . 20:R) . Men want to use time as
they please. They don 't want God
telling them wh at to do ! Men hate this
Comm and mo re than any other , it
seems. It is the T est Commandmen t to
show who God's people really are.

Did Paul obey th is Commandment?
Did he personally keep the day God
made holy-s-and did he teach others to
obey it? Let' s not just guess or assume.
Let's examine the Scriptures and "prove
all things."

In Acts 13 we have the account of
Paul and Barn abas com ing to Antioch

in Pisidia. There they "went into th e

synagogue ON THE SAB BATH DAY, an d

sat down. And after the read ing of the

law and the prop hets the rulers of th e

synagogue sent un to them, saying, Ye

men and brethren, if yc have any word

of exhortat ion for the people, say on."

Then Paul stood up and spoke,

preaching Christ to them.

" And when the Jews were gon e out

of the synagogue, th e G ENTILES be­

sought that these words migh t be

The PLAIN TRUTH

preached to them THE NEXT SABBATH"
(Acts 13:14-15, 42) .

Now since Paul was preaching "the
grace of God" (v. 43) , here was his
opportuni ty to stra ighte n out these
Gentil es. Notice wha t Paul did .

" And the NEXT SABBATH DAY came

almost th e wh ole city together to hear
the W ord of God." Here Paul waited
a whole week in order to p reach to
the Gentiles upo n the day Go d made
holy !

But this is not the onl y passage
show ing that Paul obeyed this Com ­
mandment.

In Acts 18 : 1-11 the re is the account
of Paul living with Aq uila and Priscilla
for one and one-half years (vs. 11) .
D urin g this time we read that he
" reasoned in th e synagogue EVERY
SABBATH, and pers uaded th e Jews and
tbe Greeks ( verse 4).

N ot ice it ! This passage tells us in
plain language tha t Paul labo red the

six working days- not just five days­

and taught in th e synagogue erJery
Sabbat h for one and one-half years!

Likewise in Acts 17 :2, Paul om his
manner was, went in un to them, and

three SABBATH DAYS reasoned with

them out of the Scriptures."

It was Paul' s MANNER--his CUSTO M

-c-to keep God's day holy. Did he fol­

low Chri st in th is? Certainly ! Jesus,

"ns His custom was ." went into the

synagogue ON THE SABB ATH DAY"

( Luke 4:16)_

It was Christ's custom to keep the

Sabba th. Paul followed Ch rist and he

commands Christians : "Be ye fo llowers

of me, even as I also am of Christ"

( I COL 11: 1) . Paul kept the Fourth

Commandment and he commands

Christians to follow him in this regar d.

For a final clincher of th is fact, turn

to Hebrews 4 :9. H ere, according to the

orig inal inspired Greek, Paul makes the

dir ect statement , "There remaineth

therefore a Sabbath observance to the

peop le of God."

Th is passage is obscured in the King

James Versio n wh ich reads, "There re­

maineth therefore a rest to th e people
of God." But the word tra nslated " rest"

comes from the Greek word "sabbat is-
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mas " and , as the ma rgina l readin gs in
many Bib les show, means "keeping of
the Sabbath" or "Sabbath observance."

Because the King James translators
didn't believe this verse meant wh at it
said th ey translat ed "sabbatismos" by
the obscure word " rest. "

This verse, then , tells us point blank
that those who really are God 's people
will be keeping holy the day He made
holy . If you want to know which day
is the Chris tian Sabbath, write for the
bookl et ent itled W bich Day Is Th e

Cbristien Sabbath? It' s free.

Yes, Paul commanded obedience to

the Fourth Commandment just as surely

and firm ly as he did to each of th e

other nme.

W hat Will YOU Do?

The evidence is overwhelm ing! Paul

persona lly kept ALL T EN of God's

Commandments. In doing thi s he fol­

lowed in the steps of Jesus Chr ist. This

is why Paul could say, " Be ye fol ­

lowers [imitators] of me, even as I
also am of Chr ist."

The question for us today is, are WE

will ing to foll ow Christ, too? If we,

like Paul, are cl'licified with Chri st

(Ga l. 2:20 ) , and Christ lives HIS life

in us by Hi s Spirit, Chri st IN us will

st ill keep God' s Comm andments, fo r H e

is the SAME, yesterday, today and for ­

ever. This subject is made plain in the

booklet W hat Killd of faith is Re­

q/(ired fo r Salvation ?

There are hundreds of addi tiona l

New T estament passages cover ing obe­

dience to God and His Law , both from

the wri t ings of Paul and others. Space

does not permit it all to be included

here. We have, however, given suff i­

cient in formation to prove conclusively

and beyond a shadow of a doubt that

Paul DID teach obedience to the Ten

Commandments,

Don't be deceived by those who teach

disobedience ! Many who hate God's

law are very skillful at putt ing a clever

twist on certa in of Paul's more diffi­

cult passages to make it appear that the

Te n Comm andments are "done away."

Heed Peter 's warning! Don 't be de­

ceived !

And yet, they call themselves "Chris­
tian " !

Why the Modern Trend

Let the theologian s themselves tell
us their reasoning.

Bishop John A. T. Robinso n has
written a book entitled H onest to God.
In it he asserts we must take a new
view of the Bible. "And the first thing
we must be ready to let go," the
learned theologian insists, "i s our
image of God himself. " God, according
to this minister, did not necessarily
die-He simply never was.'

Another clergyman declares : "Tbe
God that toas was a cosmic person who
created the heavens and the earth and
blew into man the breath of life. This
concept can be too easily seen as a
stereotype of the bewhiskered old man
in the sky."

"W hat I am trying to say:' this

min ister adds, "is that the use of the
IDEA OF GOD is a kind of religious
poetry."

Astonnding ?
Modern trends in religious circles are

fast approaching a new kind of athe­
ism.' Long ago most ministers rejected
the Bible as God 's inspired Word for
manki nd. Now they are assaulting the
very idea of the existence of God Him­
self ! Not out-and-out Atheists, mind
you-but theologians and ministers who
claim to be "Christian" !

Chri stian ity, they declare, will have
to SURVIV E in this mode rn age without
God!

Altizer, the leading exponent of the
new theology, has written a book en­
titled The Gospel of Christian Atheism.
In it he discusses and analyzes the
death of God. He welcomes the ma­
terial istic tren ds of the modern world.
Alt izer, and his companions in the new
theology, claim it is no longer possible
to think of a God who is a Being who
acts in history.

Never before have theologians been
so brazen and fort hright in attempting
to do away with God. In the past they
at least gave H im lip service. Now they
proclaim H is DEAT H!

Strange ? Not at all, when you
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The DEATH o f God ?

REALLY und erstand what is behind the
new religious movement, and W HY

they want to deny God! Not when you
understand that it was al1 foretold long,
long ago!

Why do theologians declare God is
dead?

It is time we realized the GREAT
CO NS PIRACY afoot to blind the people
and HIDE their eyes from the TR UTH
of the Bible ! Today, as surely as in the
days of the apost le Paul, perverse doc­
trines and heresies are being taught in
the name of Jesus Christ-under the
gu ise of "Christianity" !

But notice fur ther. Paul cautioned the
Christ ians at Galatia, "I MARVEL"­
Paul was amazed- "t hat ye are so soon

The PERVERTED G ospel

to destroy it and to take the name of
"Christian" for themselves. The situa­
tion was becoming so serious, that
Paul had to rebuke the Church at
Cor inth for listening to such false
ministers. Paul admonished them, "But
I fea r, lest by any means, as the serpent
begu iled Eve through his subti lty, so
your min ds shou ld be CORRUPTED from
the simplicity that is in Christ" ( II
Cor. 11: 3) .

He added, " For if he that cometh
preacheth ANOTHER JESUS, whom we
have 110t preached, or if ye receive an­
other spi rit , which ye have not received ,
or ANOTHER GOSPEL, which ye have
not accepted , ye might well bear with
him" {v. 4). False gospe ls-new "gos­
pels"-heret ical beliefs-were coming
to the forefront even in the days of the
apostle Paul!

Speaking of those "Christian-profes­
sing" mini sters who brou gh t their own
ideas into the Chu rch, Paul warn ed
the peopl e, "For such arc false apost les,
deceitflll u-oreer, transforming them­
selves into the apost les of Ch rist."
God did not call them to the ministry !
They put themselves into the ministry
- they usurped authority not g iven
them by God!

"And no marvel," Paul continues,
" fo r Satan h imself is transfo rmed into
an angel of light. Therefore it is no
great thing if his mini sters also be
transformed as the min isters of right­
eousness; whose end sha ll be according
to their works" ( II Cor . 11 :13·15).

Did you notice?
Such ministers, promulgating their

own ideas and their own theologies,
and not teach ing the plain trut h of the
Bible, are - in reality - even though
they themselves may not realize it­
ministers of Satan the devil !

"Chr istian Atheism" headed ?
It is time you knew what is really

behi nd the movement to do away with
God! It is time you knew what is
really going to happen!

It was all foretold, long, long ago.

Jesus' Own Prophecy

Notice the very words of Jesus Christ
more than 1900 years ago. Christ told
His discip les, who asked Him what
signs in world affa irs would indicate
His imminent return to earth, " For
many sha ll come in my name"-that
is, professing to be Ch ristian-"saying
r am Christ"- that is, g iving lip ser­
vice to Jesus as the Christ- and sha ll
deceive many" (Mat. 24 :5).

N otice I Jesus Himself foretold that
many ministers would come along, who
would call themselves " Christian," and
yet they would deceive many.

It has happened, exactly as Jesus for e­
told ! Countless ministers have arisen
who apply the name of "Ch rist" to
thei r teachings, but who do not teach
the same thi ngs Jesus Him self taught!
Remarkable ! But it is true!

Imagine, if you can, the utte r ab­
surdity of ministers arising, today, who
preach a gospel of "Christian Athe­
ism"! If they preach Atheism, then it
cannot be Chris tian J If they are truly
"Christian," then they could never
preach a gospel of Atheism !

The very name is a flat contradiction
in terms!

But such ministers have arisen, none­
theIess!

T ruly, as Jesus fo retold, FALSE minis­
ters have ar isen. But false ministers are
noth ing NEW. N ot at all ! Even in his
day, the apost le Paul warned the
church, "Ta ke heed therefore unto
yourselves, and to all the flock, over
the which the Holy Spirit hath made
you overseers, to feed the Chu rch of
God, which he hath purchased with
his own blood . For I know this, that
after my departing shall griet lollS wolves
enter in among you, not sparing the
flock. Also of your own selves shall
men arise, speaking PERVERSE THINGS,
to draw away disciples aft er them"
(Acts 20 :28 -30).

Even in the days of Paul wild here­
sies were being promulgated. False
ministers were creeping into the Church

That Supreme God tells pla inly, in
the pag es of the Bible, what is goi ng
to happen to those theo logians who
defy H im, ignore H im, and preach His
death. That God they so smugly deny
will soon, very soon , bring them to
account!

W hat is going to happen ? Where is
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removed from him that called you into
the grace of Christ unto ANOTHER
GOSPEl. : Wh ich is not another; but
there be some that trouble you, mid
wOllld PERVERT the gospel of Christ"
(Gal. 1:6-7).

Paul told the Galatians, "But though
we, or an angel from heaven, preach
ANY OTHER GOS PEL unto you than that
which we have preached unto you,
let him be accursed, As we said, before,
so say I now again, If any man preach
any other gospel unto you than that ye
have received, LET HIM BE ACCURSED"
(Gal. 1:8-9) .

PLAI N words-those!
Paul meant what he said! Th ose

who, today, preach NEW gospels and
who attempt to DO AWAY with God are
under a divine CURSE ! God will hold
false ministers accountable for their
modern heresies and vainglorious ideas
- their intellectual concoctions and
erudite rubbish!

Ir Is Prophesied !

We need to realize that just because
certain ideas seem to be "new" or
"modern" is NO proof that they are
correct! We live in an AGE OF SKEPTI·
CISM-an age of doubt and disbelief.

Few, today, seem to put any credence
in the Bible or any faith in the Scrip­
tures. Th e vast, overwhelming majority
seem to swallow any new idea that
comes along! If an idea is new, or
"modern," people assume that there
must be something to it!

Th ese days of disbelief were foretold
in the pages of your Bible.

Th e apostle Paul wrote to Timothy ,
and warned , "This know also, that in
the last days perilous times shall come"
( II Tim . 3:1) . In our age, as in no
other since mankind was on the earth,
we live amidst gigantic perils on every
side, not the least of which is the peril
of World War III and the threat of
nuclear cosmocide !

Paul explained that in these "last
days" men would be ". . . lovers of
their own selves, covetous, boasters,
proud, blasphemers, disobedient to par­
ents, unthankful, unholy, without nat­
ur al affection ( homosexuals and
"queers"), trucebreakers, false accusers,
incontinent, fierce, despisers of those
that are good, traitors, heady, high-
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minded, lovers of pleasures more than
lovers of God" (vs. 2-4) .

Sounds like our day, doesn't it ? It
is! Paul was speaking about this genera­
tion !

Paul declared that in these tremulous
days mankind would be "having a
form of godliness"-that is, a form or
facade of religion-"bu t denying the
power thereof : from such turn away"
(verse 5).

Thi s prophecy has come to pass.
Ministers in countless denominations
scoff at the truth of the Bible. The
Bible is ignored in many a pulpit. And,
even in pulpits where the Bible is re­
ferred to, it is usually slighted, barely
mentioned, and often totally twisted,
perverted, maligned or ridiculed !

Paul foresaw these ,'ery days. He
declared that ministers of today's semi­
naries would be "Ever learning , and
never able to come to the knowledge
of the truth" (verse 7) . Instead, they
would be teaching their own pet ideas,
daydreams, and pipe dreams. Th ey
would be promulgating their "new"
theologies!

Speaking of such men, Paul asserted
they "r esist the truth : men of corrupt
minds, reprobate concerning the faith .
But they shall proceed no further : for
their folly shall be MANIFEST unto all
men, as theirs also was" (vs. 8·9) .

"But evil men and seducers shall
wax WO RSE AND WORSE, deceiving, and

being deceived," Paul concluded (verse
13) .

The Word of the Living GOD con­
demns the teachings of those who claim
God is a "myth" and Christ Jesus a
" fable." God's Word thund ers : "W OE
unto them that draw iniquity with cords
ofl1ani /y, and sin as it were with a
cart rope : That say, Let him make
speed, and hasten his work, that we
may see it: and let the counsel of the
Holy One of Israel draw nigh and
come, that we may know it! Woe unto
them that call evil good, and good evil;
that put darkness for light, and light
for darkness; that put bitter for sweet,
and sweet for bitter! Woe unto them
that are wise in their own eyes, and
prudent in their own sight!" ( Isa.
5:18-21.)

Skeptics. atheists, scoffers alike-
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they all stand under this severe indict­
ment of the Word of God!

God declares of our generation, " My
people are destroyed for lack of
knowledge: because thou hast rejected
knowledge, I will also reject thee, that
thou shalt be no priest to me: see­
ing thou hast forgotten the law of thy
God, I will also forget thy children."

Those who believe in a no-God
theology are "without excuse," God
says, " For the invisible things of him
from the creation of the world are
clearly seen, being understood by the
things that arc made, even his eternal
power and Godhead; 10 thai Ihe)' are
ioitbom eXCIIse" (Rom. 1:20). Speaking
of those theologians who reject the
knowledge of God, the Almighty thun ­
ders, "Professing themselves to be wise,
they became fools" (verse 22) .

God's indictment continues, " And
even as they did not like to retain
God in their knowledge, God gave them
over to a reprobate mind, to do those
things which are not convenient" (verse
28) . Notice how God looks upon such
men (verses 29-32) .

Modern FABLES

No t a pleasing picture, is it?

In our generation, as in no other,
the world is FIL LED with confl icting,
divergent teachings, religions, theologi­
cal concepts. Today various eastern con­
cepts are making inroads into Western
civilization. Such tenets are often em­
braced by Christian professing minis­
ters.

Seemingly, the trend today is toward
REl.1GIO US UNITy- not merely "Chris­
tian" unity, but a unification or amal­
gam of ALL religious ideas that have
ever been implanted in any culture.
Many westerners seek "new truth"
from ancient Buddhism, Hinduism, Tao­
ism. Even many professing "Christian"
ministers look to oriental religions for
a basis to bolster their new radical con­
cepts of God.

The Bible is relegated to limbo. Pagan
superstition is observed with new awe,
new interest, a new fascination .

Sound incredible ?

But why? It was prophesied!

The apostle Paul told Timothy to
stand fast by the Wo rd of God. He
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instructed the young evangelist. "Preach
the word" -not pagan superstition or
oriental mysticism. "Be instant in sea­
son, out of season; reprove, rebuke, ex­
hort with all longsuffer ing and doc­
trine" ( II T im. 4:2).

Paul then warned Timoth y, "For the
time will come when th ey will not en­
du re sound doctri ne ; but after their
own lusts sha ll they heap to them ­
selves teachers, having itching ears ; and
they shall turn away their ears from
the truth, and shall be turned unto
fables" ( II T im. 4 :3-4).

But, as the apostle Peter warns. " For
we have not fo llowed cunningly de­
vised fables, when we made kno wn un­
to you the power and coming of our
Lord Jesus Ch rist, but were eyewit­
nesses of his majesty" ( II Pet . 1 :16) .

Yet, the world is fu ll of fables, to­
day!

The true source of knowledge-the
BASIS of all rig ht knowledge-has been
ignored and thrown out the window.
Suppla nting the instruct ion Book of
God Himself is a growing, wei rd and
wild variety of modernly d ressed FA ­

BLES.

The biggest MYTH of our age, today ,
is the :\IYTH that there IS NO GOD !

The biggest FABLE of this genera­
tion is the fantastic claim that Jesus
Christ is not a historical character.

W hen will God-reject ing man ever
learn ?

Th e apostle Peter had grave words
to say about the mode rn CHR IST­
DENYING and God-rejecting theology,
and every kindred theology. Peter
warned long ago. " But there were
false prophets also among the people,
even as there SHALL be false teache rs
among you, who privily [secretly}
shall bring in DAMNABLE HERESIES,
even denying the L ord that bought
them, and bring upon themselves SWIFT
DESTRUCTION ·' ( Il Pet. 2 :1).

Pete r fo reto ld, "And MANY shall
follow their pernicious ways; by reason
of whom th e way of TRUTH shall be
evi l spoken of. And through covetous­
ness shall they with f eigned wo rds
make merchandise of you: whose judg­
ment now of a long time lingereth not,
and the ir damnation [ judgment} slum­
bereth not" (vs. 2-3).
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Modern Theologians
INDICTED

Even the apost le Jude was inspired
to write about the modern proponents
of counterfeit gospels, ranging f rom
Bible-thumping, Scripture-wresting so­
called "fundamentalists" who reject the
real fund amenta ls of Go d's Word, to the
Godless "Christ ian" atheists who reject
God H imsel f .

Jude wrote, " For there are certain
men crept in unawares, who were be­
fore of old ordained to this condemna­
tion, ungodly men, tu rning the grace of
our Go d into lasciviousness [ license to
do wron g'} , and DENYING THE
ONLY LORD GOD, and om' Lord [es»s
Christ" (Jude 4).

Speaking of such fa lse prophets and
counte rfe it ministers, Jude says, "These
are murmnrers. complainers, walking
after thei r own lusts ; and thei r mouth

spettketh great JU.'eIIing words , havi ng
men's persons in admi ration because of
advantage" (v. 16) .

Jude then encourages tru e Christians,
" But, beloved, remember ye the words
whi ch were spoken before of the apos­
tles of our Lord Jesus Christ ; How that
they told you there shou ld be MOCKERS
ill th e last time, who shou ld walk after

their own ungod ly lusts. .. . sensua l,
having no t the Spi rit" (Jude 17-19) .

God's W ord indicts those ministers
who profess to teach the truth of God,
and the trut h abou t God, but who pro­
ceed to teach their own vain specula­
tio ns, dr eams, and wild ideas. Those
who twist and pervert the Word of
God are under a severe sentence!

Notice!

"And the word of the LORD came

unto me, saying , Son of man, prophesy
AGAINST the prophets of Israel that
prophesy, and say th ou un to them that
proph esy out of their own hearts, Hear
ye the word of the LORD ; Thus saith
the Lord GOD; 1170 E unto tbe foolish

prophets, that follow th eir own spirit,
and have seen nothing !" (Eze k.
13:1-3.)

"Th ey have seen vanity and lying
divination, saying, The LORD saith :
and the L ORD batb 110t sent them:

and they have made others to hope
that they woul d confirm the wor d"
(ve rse 6). God declares , "T herefore
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th us saith the Lord GOD ; Because ye
have spoken VANITY, and seen LIES,
therefore, behold , I am aeains t )'0/1,

saith the Lord GOD" (verse 8) .
God will PUN ISH the false propbets

that seduce His people, divine lies and
see VANITY! (E zek. 13 :9-16.)

God says further through the prophet
Ezekiel, "Son of man , prophesy against
the SHEPHERDS of Israel, prophesy, and
say unto them, Thus saith th e Lord
GOD unto the shephe rds; W OE be to the
shep herds of Israel th at do feed them­
selves I shou ld not th e shephe rds feed
the flocks? Ye eat the fat, and ye
clothe you with th e wool , ye kill them
that are fed: but ye feed not th e flock.
The diseased have ye not strengthened,
neither have ye HEAL ED that wh ich was
sick, neither, have ye bou nd up that
which was broken, neith er have ye
brought again that which was dr iven
away, neither have ye sought th at
which was LOST ; but with force and
with CRUELTY have ye ruled th em"

(E'ek. 34: 2-4).
The Almighty GOD of heaven and

earth THUNDERS, "T herefore, 0 ye
shephe rds, hear the word of the LORD ;
Thus saith the Lor d GOD; Behold, I
am agai nst the shep herds; and I will
require my flock at thei r hand, and

cause them to CEASE from feeding the
flock; neither shall the shep herds feed
themselves any mo re; for I will DE­

LIVER my flock fro m their mouth , that
they may not be meat for them" (vs.

9-10) .
God will not trifl e. Th ese th ings are

SERIOUS to Him !
Those who profess to be ministers of

the living God ought to TREMBLE
before these stern indictments!

Jerem iah records more of God's
thu nde ring condemnation of false
proph ets and ministers. "WOE be unto
the pastors that destroy and scatte r the
sheep of my pasture! saith the LORD.
Therefor e thus saith the LORD God of
Israel against th e pastor s that feed ill)'

peop le; Ye have scattered my flock, and
driven them away. and have not vis­
ited them: behold, I will visit upon
you the EVIL OF YOUR DOINGS, saith
the LORD" (J er. 23 :1-2) .

Jeremiah cont inues, " Mine heart
within me is BROKEN because of the
prophets; all my bones shak e.. . . For

the land is fu ll of adu lterers .. ,. For
BOTH PROPHET AND PRIEST ARE PRO·
FANE; yea, in my house have I fou nd
their wickedness, saith the Lord " (vs.
9-(1 ) .

In this chapter, Jeremiah pro phesies
aga inst the fa lse prophets of OUR
DAY. He declares, " . .. in the lalla

days ye shall consider it perfectly"
(verse 20).

DOOM of False Prophets
Foretold!

"Therefo re thus saith the LORD of
hosts concern ing the prophets; Behold ,
I will feed them with wormwood , and
make them dri nk the water of gall: for
from the prophets of Jerusalem is
PROFANENESS go ne fort h into all the
land" (Jer. 23 : ( 5).

"I have NOT SENT these prop hets,
yet they ran," God declares; " I have
not spoken to them, yet they prophe­
sied" ( v. 21). "How long shall this be
in the heart of the prophets that
prophesy LIES? yea, they are prophets
of the DECEIT of their own heart ;
which think to canso my people to
FORGET ;\lY NAME by th eir dreams
which they te ll every man to his neigh­
bour, as their fa thers have for gotten
my name for Baal" (vs. 26-27) .

Those theologians who DENY God,
who do away with Hi s N ame- those
who preach their OWN brand of God­
less " Ch ristianity"-those who pro­
claim the DEATH or GOD will answer
to God Himsel f fo r their deceit and
their lies !

God , in turn, will soon proclaim
THEIR death-unless they bitte rly re­
pent !

God concludes, "Behold, I am
against them that prophesy false
dreams, saith the LORD, and do tell
them, and cause my people to err by
their lies, and by their lightness; yet
I sent them 110t, nor comm anded them:
therefore they shall NOT profil tbis
people at all, saith the LORD" (v. 32).

N o, not at all. Instead, th eir here­
sies will end in jud gment ! Instead,
their false teachin gs will end in DEATH !

What About YO U ?

Just as Jesus Christ foreto ld long
ago, MANY DECEJVERS have ar isen ,
teaching countless doctrines and gos -
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pels- including the "Gospel of Chris­
tian A theism ."

How do you know YO U have the
truth of God ? How can you be sure
YOU are not deceived ?

Remember , Jesus said that "MANY"
would be deceived-especialJy during
this end-t ime generat ion!

There is a \X' /n' you can KNOW the
trut h of God- and kn ow that JOI/

know.' The W:'ly is revealed in the
Bible itself.

" PROVE ALL THII"GS," the apostle
Paul taught; "hold fast that which is
good" ( I Thess. 5 :2 1). If YOU will
take th e time to check up on different
teachings you hear ; if you will NOT
carelessly take for granted the things
you hear preached or promulgated; if
you will seriously, with open mind,
C.HE CK INTO the teachings you hear­
)'0/1 can KNOW the tmth.'

But HOW do you "check up"?

Notice the EXAMPLE of the people
at Berea. The apostle Paul says of the
Bereans, "These were more noble than
those in Thessalonica , in that they re­
ceived the word with all readiness of
mind, and SEARCHED THE SCRIPTURES
DA ILY, whether those things were so.
Therefore many of them believed "
( Acts 17:11-12) .

Firs t, th e Berean s had an open mind.
Their minds were NOT shut tigh t to
refuse the truth of Go d, even though
they had never heard it before.

When the Bereans heard a particular
teach ing, they did not immediat ely em­
brace it-nor d id they, without any
evidence , immed iately REJE CT it.
Rather, they put it to the proof! They
CHECKED UP II" THE SCRIPTURES! They
"sea rch ed t he Sc rip tu res, whether"

something was TRUE or no t.

"Thy \X'ord is TRUTH," Jesus said
to the Father (John 17 :17 ) . "The
Scripture cannot be broken" (John
10:35) . Jesus said that we are to LIVE

"by every word of God" (Mat. 4:4 ;
Luke 4 :4) .

Therefore, if YO U want to know the
TRUTH of God- and kn ow tha t you
really DO KNOW-you need to look into
the Bible and search the Scriptures.
Check any teachin gs you hear with the
very WORD of the living God!

That way, you can be absolutely

certain, You can KNOW beyond a

doubt'
Remember, many min isters pound

Look in th e BIBLE!
The prophet Isaiah was inspired to

write, "To the LA\x; and to the TESTI­
MONY : if they speak NOT according to
this WORD [ God's Word, the Bible] ,
il is because there is N O LIGHT in
tbem"! ( Isa. 8:20.)

If you will do this, then you can
become one of God's own very elect­
His chose n---one of those who cannot
be deceived! (Mat. 24:24.) The days
are coming when all but the very elect
will be deceived by fa lse ministers and
evil men, waxing wor se and worse, de­
ceivi ng and being deceived!

God Almigh ty estab lished GOVER N­
:'-IENT in the home.

He made the man to be the HEAD

of the family-to RULE OVER the fami ­
ly. But H O\\ ' ? \X7hat KIND of "rule"?

In what specific 'X'A YS is the fat her to
gove rn his own fami ly ?

Let God answer.

" W ives, submi t yourselves unto your
own husbands, as unto the Lord . For
the husband is the bead of the wife,
eoen as Christ is the Head of the
Church: and He is th e saviour of the
body" ( Eph. 5 :22-23) .

For those who TREMBLE before the

sacred W or d of God, ( Isa. 66:2) this

important scrip ture gives us several

great principles!

First, it reveals the GREAT pr incip le
that SiN PLUS SIN DOES NOT EQUAL
NO SIN! Let me exp lain. Since God
says the wife is to submit un to the
husband AS UNTO · THE LORD} and
since He makes NO DISTINCTION con ­
cern ing poor husband s, weak husbands,
dirty husbands, lazy husband s, or fln)'

husband who is not really performing
his responsibilities correct ly-then your
Creato r makes it clear the wife's du ties
remain BOUKD--REGARDLESS as to the
perfo rmance of th e husband!

Let' s simplify it.

N o wife, according to the LA\'\'S OF
GOD, has any " right" to SIN AGAINST
THE HUSBAKD by refusing to OBEY
him- because he first sins against her.'
It is terrib ly important you nnderstend
this vital principle of scripture. God
says "Likewise ye wives, be in subjec­
tion to your own husbands; that, if
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any OBEY NOT THE WORD [are NOT
the righ t kind of providers, are NOT
treating thei r wives and ch ildren cor­
rectly, are NOT follow ing God's W ord]
they also may without the word be
won by the conve rsat ion [ CONDUCT]
of the wives; whil e they behold your
chaste conduct [ ma rgin] with fear"
( I Pet. 3:1 -2 ) .

Th at is the very BASiS of Christi ­
anity. If one sin is an "excuse" for
ANOTHER sin, JOII couldn't bate a
Sarior'

But what happens, in the average
home? The husband tries to point out
a fau lt of the wife. Th e wife immedi­
ately retaliates by pointi ng out WORSE
faults of the husband . Husband takes
the defensive. Th e wife's wounded

pr ide cont inues to probe and search
through (Ill his old Jim- in an attempt
at self-justification !

And it work s both ways. Th e wife
tries to point out an inadequacy, a
weakness, a sin of the husband. H is
masculine pride is hur t. So he retaliates
by completely ignoring the point she's
trying to make, and begins to heap
abuse upon her because of HER faults!

That' s hum an nature.

And it's \X'RONG! It's EVIL! It is

invalid , irreleva nt, dishonest, and does
NOT PROVE anything, and NEVER

solves the problem !

Do you get the point ? So long as
two marital partners live toge ther in
carna l animosity, in the belief that all
the faul t lies with the OTHER pc.'rson­
the re is no beginning BASIS for happi ­

ness in the home.

Th e instant either one of the marita l

partners begins to OBEY GOD in JUST

THIS ONE IMPORTANT POINT this MA­

JOR stigma to happiness will be re­

moved . The OBEDIENT partner will
simply REFUSE to reason "sin plus sin

equals no sin. " He or she will never

again try to J USTIFY THE SELF by
point ing out the SINS OF THE OTHER!

Once EITHER ONE of the partners does

this, the cause of dozens of arguments

will be removed . But it's not natural
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to listen pat iently to your faults, and
then sincerely ACKNOWLEDGE them,
and resolve, with God' s help, to DO
somet hing about th em.

It's not natural to FORGIVE the mate,
to OVER LOOK weaknesses, faults, sins­
knowing YOU are also weak-no, it's
not NATURAL. it' s SPIRITUAL. And
marriage is founded on SPIRITUAL
BONDS.

T hat's why marriages need SPIR·
ITUAL foundations to be tru ly happy !

The second great principle Go d re­
veals through the apostle Paul in

Ephesians 5 :22-23 is that the husband
is the literal HEAD of the family; and,
fu rth er, is HEAD of it in EXACTLY THE
SAME MANNER as Christ is H EAD of
th e Church!

Few profess ing Chri stians will really
und erstand this. \'{fhy? Simply because
precious few profess ing "Christians" of
today look upon Christ as their loving,
forgiving, understand ing, kind ly, yet
MASTERFUL, FIRM, STRONG} POWERFUL
RULER ! They don't acknowledge Hi m
as DOSS over their lives !

How does Christ RU LE in H is true
Church?

Remember, Christ is ruling over a
group He has mercifu lly FOR­
GIVEN ! IV ho composes the Church ?
Former crooks, criminals, perverts, sex
dev iates, liars, cheats, murde rers, adul­
terers, forn icators, hypocrites, slander­
ers. Does that sound too stro ng?

Let' s ask God about it. Paul was in­
spired to write, " Know ye not that the
unrighteous shall not inherit the king­
dom of God? Be not deceived ; nei ther

forni cator s, nor idolaters, nor adul ­

terers, nor effeminate, nor abuser of

themselves with mankind , nor th ieves,

nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor re­

vilers, nor extort ioners, sha ll inherit the

kingdom of God. And SUCH WERE

know wh o are just as PATIENT, as
UNDERSTANDING, as KIND to th eir
wives as is Ch rist to the Church ? How
many arc just as FIRM in thei r absolute
dedicati on to God's laws- yet just as
FORGlVlNG wh en a sin has been RE­

PENTED of ?
Wi\'es are commanded to "be d is­

creet, chast e, eeepers at home [ not in­
volved in a myriad of clubs , par ties,
civic groups; o r ho lding do wn a second
job} good, obedient to their own hus­
bands , that the word of God be not
blasphemed" (Titus 2:5) .

IJ7hy is family life deterio rat ing so
rapidI}' in our societi es?

Simply because the entire WAY OF
LIFE of our mod ern "cu ltures" has to­

tally cha nged.
Famili es simply don ' t live as FAMI­

LIES enough. Take the entertainment
picture. How many millions of Families
sit before the television set by the hours
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bed, and , REGARDLESS of how you feel,
FORCE yourself to say a cheerfu l and
happy "good morning!" to your wife
and children.

Supervise your children's dressing,
their hygienic measures-and do so with
l eal CHEER in your voi ce , TEACHING

them how to do it better, more effec­
tively.

Bounce into the kitchen with a
whistle, or a song-MAKE yourself en­
joy the morn ing. THINK about the
activities of the day-don't just bury
yourself in morning news, or papers,
or worrying about the p roblems you'll
face later. Think about the welfare of
YOUR OWN FAMILY first.

Think philosophically! Ask your
children WHY THEY GOT UP. It'll tax
your imagination-and surprise them !
All righ t, WHY DID you? So you can
prepare to WO RK, SO you can prepare
to COME HO ME ; SO you can be pre­
pared to WO RK AGAIN? Or is there a
PU RPOSE in your living ?

When you ask- you'll have to find
an answer. The results could be pretty
interesting.

Husbands, while you're on the job,
put your whole BEIN G into it-but in
an off moment, TAK E TIME TO THINK
ABOUT YOUR HOM E, YOUR FAMILY!

CalJ your wife once in a while; if
for no other reason than to tell her
you love her, and how sweet she is to
you. Think about doing something a
little DIFFERENT for her on your dif­
ferent day. Take home a dozen roses,
if you can afford it-or even a nice
card, if you can't. EXPRESS yourself.
You' ll be amazed how much your wife
will appreciate it.

Wives, THINK about what your hus­
band is doing FOR YOU during the
day-plan to make his evening as re­
laxing, as interesting, as comfortable
as possible,

Too many couples live life accident­
ally. They stumb le th rough one neces­
sary routine after the other- never
really looking ahead, never really accom­
'plishing anything DELIBERATELY, with
planned THOUGHT, in advance.

But your marriage is like a beautiful
garden. It needs lots of careful ATTEN­
TION-needs watering, mltivating,
pruning, weeding out of wrong prac­
tices and habits. It needs DILIGENT
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WORK-not just casual, accidental,
thoughtless happenstance.

Why not TURN OFF YO UR TELE­
VISION set just for once-and FORCE
yourself to find some constructive, use­
ful thing to discuss-c-or a game to
play, or something to read aloud. or
some music to play, or listen to? What
about an old-fashioned ice-cream
freezer? How about showing the chil­
dren how to make it? Even your boys
would like to learn a little about cook­
ing. too, Mom-and they SHOULD!

You 'll be surprised how QUIET it
gets around the home when your TV
is turned off for one whole evening.
And you' ll be surprised how much it
may tax the ingenuity of some of you
to simply FIND SOMETHING TO DO.

How about reading some of the
PROVERBS aloud to your chi ldren­
think of examples where you can
APPLY them, and put them in simple
terms so }'our children can really under­
stand ?

Can we get the point ? Happiness is
NOT THE RE SULT OF AN ACCIDENT. A
successful marriage is not a result of a
fortuitous match! Rather, it's the end
result of a lot of carefull y thought -out,
planned, dil igent EFFORT ! It takes
WORK! Marriage is a PRO FEssIoN- and
it takes a lot of SKILL to really succeed
at it.

Make GOD a Part of
Your Home

And above all, QUIT LEAVING GOD
out of your home!

Instead of perfunctori ly saying
grace" over your food in nearly unin­
telligibl e mumbles , BRING YOUR FAMI­
LY SITUATIONS INTO YOUR PRAYERS.
Ask God to BLESS your home, your
family, to FORGIVE your mistakes, and
to DRAW YOU MORE CLOSELY TO­
GETHER!

Have a morning BIBLE STUDY to­
gether ! You'll be amazed at the re­

suIts!
Were you arguing before breakfast?

How CAN you ask the Almi ghty Creator
GOD to BLESS YOUR FOOD, and your
HOM E, while anger and spite exists in
your hearts? Chances are, the only
REASON you have arguments is because
you AREN'T PRAYING enough, aren't
really CLOSE TO YOUR GOD!

Does it EMBARRASS you to pray?
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W hy? There's no "special" method,
God hears you when you want Him
to. Turn to some of the Psalms-see
how Da vid prayed , Read the fift h and
sixth chapters of Matthew- see what
Chri st taught you. Get away from the
formal ceremony of stereotyped prayers
you learned from your parents and
grandparents-TALK DIRECTLY TO GOD.
He's REALLY LISTENING!

You KNOW you'll find it pretty
diffic ult to continue in a bad mood
when you ask God to become a listen­
ing, active, LIVING member of your
household .

Do you KNOW God ? Do you know
His nature, His purpose, His promises
to YOU, PERSONALLY?

If so-get busy and USE that knowl ­
edge , If you DON'T know these things
-then get busy and PROVE them to
yourself. But realize one VITALLY irn­
portant fact. Any marriage based on
GOD'S LAWS, and any marital partners
SEEKING GOD'S HELP will NEVER
separate, will NEVER end in divorce,
will NEVER result in violence.

As we go along in the nineteenth
year of Ambassador Colleges, I reflect
there have been more than TWO HUN­
DRED TWENTY-FIVE MARRIAGES between
our students in that time. Many of
them have sizeable families now-and
some of their children are already }'oung
teen-agers.

And there has not been one single
separation; not one single divorce!
WHY'

Because they have been taught GOD'S
LAWS about marriage-the SAME laws
YOU 'LL read when you study the book­
lets and articles I've mentioned in this
article!

What is the FOUNDATION of your
home ? Is it your CREATOR? Or lust,
jealousy, vanity and greed ? Is it the
BIBLE, and the LAWS OF GOD, or the
"ideas" of your friends, neighbors, par·
ents, and business associates?

Your marriage can be as happy as
you want it to be. As successful as
you're willing to have it. And no other
human being on earth can change it­
it's all entirely up to you! W RITE for
the articles and booklets mentioned in
this article , STUDY them- and then get
busy and live that DIFFERENT DAY
tomorrow-s-and from now on!

C HAPTER EIGHTY-SIX

WITHOUT AN ARMY

"\'\l:ENJonathan overran a Philistine garrison, king Saul called for men to

come to Gilgal to get ready for war with the Philistines. Thousands of Israelites

obeyed the summons. (I Samuel 13:1-4.) But when they learned that a huge fighting

force of enemy foot soldiers, horsemen and charioteers was approaching from the

west, panic overcame them.

Saul Disobeys God

A great part of the would-be troops fled out of Gilgal to hide in groves,

bushes, pits, gullies, on hill tops and anywhere they thought they could conceal

themselves from the enemy. Some scattered across the Jordan river into the territory

of Gad.

A small part of the Israelite men mustered enough courage to stay with Saul

in Gilgal, but the king was discouraged at such a display of cowardice by so

many. ( I Samuel 13:5-7.) He had already sent a message to Samuel for help, and

again he was discouraged to receive word from Samuel that he would arrive from

Ramah a few days later. Saul was supposed to wait in Gilgal a week after sending

for Samuel during any time of trouble. ( I Samuel 10:8.)

W hat with the enemy approaching , a week was a long time to Saul. He had

almost decided that all was lost when he received a report that the Philistines

had stopped their advance to set up a camp at Michmash, a few miles north of

Gibeah . This was only about fifteen or twenty miles from Gilgal. (I Samuel 13:

5.) This meant that the Philistines were only a day or two away if they should
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move on. Lookouts and messengers were stationed to let Saul know immediately

what the enemy would do next.

Six days of painful suspense dragged by. The Philistines continued at Mich­

mash. Saul knew that they knew he was in Gilgal, and that they probably were

aware that he wasn't prepared to confront them. He spent most of his time wonder­

ing why they didn 't attack. When the seventh day dawned since Saul had sent

his request to Samuel, Saul was becoming more worried every hour. By late afternoon

he was so worried that he decided to wait no longer for the elderly prophet and

his advice in prayers and offerings. Saul decided that he would personally make

burnt offerings and peace offerings so that God might be moved to step in and

somehow save Israel. (I Samuel 13:8-9.) He should have been patient. The seventh

day was not yet over.

Just as he finished making a burnt offering, it was reported that Samuel was

riding into Gilgal. Saul stopped what he was doing and hurried to meet him.

"I have been told that you are making offerings to God," Samuel said to

Saul. "I hope that the report isn't true."

"Why-yes, it is," Saul replied hesitantly.

"But why?" inquired Samuel. "You know that it isn't for the king to

direct spiritual rnatters., That is a responsibility of God's ministers."

"You didn't show up in time," Saul told Samuel, in
trying to justify himself.
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"I did it because I hoped God would be pleased and not allow the Philistines

to come on us," Saul replied. "I did it against my better judgment, since you

didn't show up to advise me. My army is scattered and the Philistines are ready

to attack. I was fearful of waiting any longer:'

"You have been most unwise in your conduct!" Samuel bluntly told the king.

" I did show up in time. The seventh day is not yet over and the Philistines have

not yet attacked. If you had obeyed God, He would have established your family

as perpetual kings.

"But you have overstepped your authority, which does have definite limits. God

has made it known to me that your days are numbered as the king of Israel!"

A Bewildered King

Saul's self-willed expression faded. He knew that the elderly prophet

always spoke the truth , and he

was shaken by his words.

"Are you saying that Israel

will fall merely because of me?"

Saul asked anxiously.

"Israel will survive for a

time in spite of you!" Samuel

replied. "God will produce an­

other man to become king who

is more inclined to be obedient

to Him: ' (I Samuel 13:10-14.)

Leaving Saul in a thoughtful

state, Samuel left for Gibeah.

Saul was confused-bewildered.

Samuel hadn't told him when he

would lose his throne. Hoping to

gain God's favor by staying close

to Samuel, Saul summoned his

men and his son, and all of them

followed Samuel to Gibeah.

Only about six hundred soldiers

had remained with the king. Saul

moved with them to Gibeah by

35
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night, hoping that the Philistines wouldn't learn where the Israelites had gone.

The vast Philistine forces remained for a time at Michmash, obviously aware

that their presence was keeping the Israelites in a state of constant fear. (I Samuel

13:15-16.) Then one day they showed signs of moving. Excited Israelite lookouts

hoped they would be able to report that the enemy was on its way back to Philis­

tia. But instead of retreating, the Philistines moved a short distance to the southeast

to camp at a more advantageous spot near the edge of a deep valley. ( I Samuel

13:23 .) From there they sent out three companies-one to the northeast, one to the

east and one to the west. They moved slowly, pit ifully plundering and ravaging

the Israelite homes and farms and villages in their paths. For some reason they

chose not to move south toward Gibeah . Very likely they considered Saul's little

army not worth the bother. The Israelites were powerless, since the Philistines had

taken away their swords, spears and blacksmith 's tools. (I Samuel 13:17-22.)

Saul's son Jonathan had lost his little army when so many soldiers had fled

for their lives. His only remaining helper was a young and loyal armorbearer­

who carried Jonathan's shield and extra weapon until they were needed in battle.

But Jonathan and his courageous companion were about to accomplish more, with

God's help , than a thousand soldiers could accomplish under ordinary circumstan­

ces.

"Many of the Philistines are gone from their camp," Jonathan observed. "Let's

sneak over there and see what's going on! God can do anything. And if He

chooses to give us protection, perhaps we can do something worthwhile for Israel.

God can work through two men as easily as through a whole army."

" If that's what you want to do, then I'm for it," the other agreed.

"Good !" Jonathan exclaimed. "Now here's my plan. From where we are here

at Gibeah, it's over two miles across the valley and up to the camp of the enemy.

If we're careful, probably we won't be seen till we're very close to the base of the

cliff where one edge of the camp is. If the Philistines discover us and threaten

to come down against us if we come any closer, then we' ll give up and return

here. But if they ask us to come up to them, then we'll do so. We'll consider

it a sign from God that He will help us." (I Samuel 14:1, 4-10.)

A Daring Exploit Succeeds

Saul and his SIX hundred men, together with the high priest Ahiah, were at

that hour concealed in a high, rocky area, possibly the same place where the six

hundred escaped Benjamites had taken refuge when there was war between the Ben­

jamites and the othe r tribes of Israel. From there , without Saul's knowledge, the
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two young men quietly crept away and down into the valley, (I Samuel 14:2-3,)

As they neared the other side, they saw enemy sentries appearing at the edge

of the cliff. They heard them loudly and laughingly remark that at last Israelites

were beginning to come out of their hiding places to surrender.

"Come up here !" the sentries called down, " \'('e won't harm you! \'('e want

to show you how well we're stocked with arms to use against your people! \'(' e'11

even let you return to tell them how wise it would be for all of them to surrender

now instead of being killed later!"

"That's the sign I told you about," Jonathan said in a low voice to his armor­

bearer. "I really believe it means that God will help and protect us, Follow me up

the cliff !" (I Samuel 14:11-12,)

At that point there was a steep, rough rock jutting up from the sloping cliff,

Jonathan clambered up the rock on the side opposite the garrison, with his com­

panion close behind, After reaching the top, he suddenly leaped onto the edge

of the cliff to face the grinning men who thought they were about to take two

prisoners, Before they realized what was happen ing, jonathan's sword was slashing

into the nearest of them, killing or maiming all within reach , His armorbcarer,

with Jonathan's spear, followed behind , finishing off all who were not killed by

Jonathan ,

W ithin that vital minute about twenty of the enemy lost their lives at the hands

Jonathan and his armorbearer went boldly down into the valley,
hoping to cross to the opposite plateau without the Philistines seeing
them.

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Jonathan whipped out his sword and leaped down
on the unsuspecting Philistine sentries .

This was enough to trigger

the imaginations of the Philis­

tines, who fancied that Israelites

were about to swarm up over

the ledge in great numbers. They rushed back through the camp, shouting that they

were being attacked . Startled by the running and shouting, thousands of other troops

assumed that something terrible must be happening, and joined the mad retreat.

Some of the Philistine officers weren't so easily frightened. Realizing that the

sudden confusion had probably stemmed from some kind of misunderstanding, they

ordered men to leap in and halt the running troops. The result was dreadfu l. Some

soldiers were hired troops of different nationalities. In the confusion they couldn' t

tell friends from enemies. Soon all the soldiers were fighting among themselves

with such violence that the Philistine army was well on its way to self-destruction!

Frantic officers sent messengers out to the three companies of soldiers that

had spread out on plundering missions, ordering them to return as quickly as possible

to camp to help quell the disorder.

something that turned out to be

more than a great battle. ( I Sam­

uel 14:13-14.)

Having slain all the guards

who had come into sight, Jona­

than and his companion hid

themselves behind a rock to wait

for more men to appear. When

more rushed into sight and saw

the bodies sprawled near the

edge of the cliff, they stopped in

their tracks.

"The Israelites must be

gathered behind that rock and

down under the edge of the

cliff !" someone shouted. "Get

back before they attack again!"
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To add to the confusion, the ground suddenly began to shake--first, in the

area of Michmash and the new campsite--then throughout the land of the Philis­

tines. Men weren't the only beings to panic when the earthquake began. The

Philist ines' horses franti cally lunged free of their tethers and charged in all directions.

Some trampled the battling men to death as they bucked and ga lloped through

the throng.

W hen excited lookouts during the immense earthquake reported to Saul that

the Philistines were fighting among themselves, the king could scarcely believe it.

(I Samuel 14:15-16.)

"Probably they are staging a show to make us believe that they are destroying

each other," Saul observed. "Then if we should go over to investigate, they would

fall on us,"

"That can' t be," the lookouts expla ined. "Some of us were close enough to

see men and horses falling over the cliff! "

"Then some of our men must have gone over there and star ted some kind of

trouble," Saul surmised. "Count my soldiers to see if any are missing . If any are

not here, find out who they are."

A little later the news was brought to Saul that Jonathan and his armorbearer

were missing and hadn't been seen for several hours. Saul was fearful and puzzled.

He knew that his son was ambitious to troub le the Philistines. He could only guess

that Jonathan and his companion had gone across the valley and might have

started the furor e among the Philistines. Not knowing just what to do, he asked Ahiah

the high priest to ask God for wisdom and the meaning of the terrible earthquake.

Ahiah lifted his arms skyward and started praying. At the same time the noise

of battle--screams, shouts , groans, the clash of metal and the whinnying of horses

-wafted across the valley in increasing volume. These dread sounds of war were

accented by a rumble like that of thunder and a continual shaking of the ground.

A huge cloud of dust billowed up from the place of conflict. Perhaps Saul

wasn't wise in interrupting the priest's prayer, but he put a restraining hand on one

of Ahiah's arms.
Saul Takes Courage

"I think God has already shown us what to do," he said to the priest. "There

is indeed confusion among the Philistines, and now is the time to go against

them!" (I Samuel 14:17-19.)

Saul and his men set out at once across the valley. W ithin an hour they

crawled up the steep bank on the opposite side. They could scarcely believe their

eyes when they came up on the ledge. Dead and dying soldiers lay in heaps, but

39
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clusters of Philistines were still savagely fighting among themselves. Saul and his

soldiers downed the nearest group with arrows and slings, and began to arm them­

selves with Philistine swords and spears. Then they moved on to eliminate many

more of the enemy. The Philistines at first seemed too occupied in self-destruction

to pay much attent ion to the Israelites. The Israelites who had joined the Philistines

and those hiding in nearby mountains came out quickly to join Saul's little army.

By that time the three companies of Philistines who had been sent out to

pillage the land had received orders to return . They were in three widely separated

areas. So, as soon as they reversed their directions, the Israelites who saw them

decided they were retreating. Emboldened by this turn of events, and fighting angry

because of the manner in which the Philistines had ransacked their homes, fields,

vineyards, barns and corrals, the Israelites swiftly grouped together and set upon the

Philistines with their farm implements, axes, pitchforks , mattocks, hoes, ox goads

and anything else they could use as weapons.

The Philistines had been ordered to get back to camp on the double. Now

they had to choose between disobeying orders by stopping to fight on the one

hand, and fleeing shamefully on the other, while being attacked from both sides

of their columns and from the rear. In trying to take both courses, the Philistines

fell by the thousands and thousands at the hands of irate Israelites- who collected

a very great number of badly needed weapons in that battle . Those Philistine

troops who reached camp unharmed were set upon either by their own soldiers or

by Saul's men. Through God 's control of nature and circumstances, Israel had been

saved by the destruction of the Philistine army. (I Samuel 14:20-23.)

The battle finally was over, but not all the Philistines had been killed or

wounded . Many fled toward their homeland that day. Saul was certain that a great

number of enemy troops had escaped. But he finally stopped chasing them because

of an unexpected event that happened during the day.

Earlier in the day king Saul had bound the people with an oath not to eat

any food until evening. ( I Samuel 14: 24.) His little army was so outnumbered that

Saul felt they needed to spend every minute fighting so as to avenge themselves

for all the trouble the Philistines had brought upon them. As the Philistines fled

westward, Saul and his growing army battled them all the way to Aijalon. (I Sam­

uel 14:31.) Early in the battle Jonathan and his armorbearer had rejoined Saul's

little army-but too late to hear Saul's edict that the men shouldn 't eat till evening.

As Saul's army trudged through the forest , the men saw that during the battle

a honeycomb had been knocked from a tree to the ground. Sometimes bees build

their honeycombs out in the open on the underside of the limbs of trees, where
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it IS easily dislodged . Seeing honey on the ground was a great temptation to the

tired and hungry soldiers, but fearing that something terrible would happen to them

if they ate any, they marched staunchly by.

An Accidental Violation

All, that is, except Jonathan. He knew of no reason not to eat it, and so

stopped to scoop up some of the honey on a stick he was carrying and transfer

it to his mouth. Just then a soldier looked back and saw what Jonathan was doing.

He turned and hurried to Saul's son.

"You- you're Jonathan !" exclaimed the soldier, surprised at suddenly realizing

who he was. "Your father has been greatly upset because he didn't know where

you were. He would be even more upset if he knew you ate that honey!" (1 Samuel

14 :25-28.) "But why?" Jonathan asked. "What's wrong with honey?"

"Nothing," the soldier explained, "but your father pronounced a curse of death

on any of us who would eat anything before sundown !"

In the
end, if real repentance is STILL not
fo rthcoming-the foreign enemy wiII
invade and CONQUER our peop les, de·
straying 0111' cities (vs. 30-31 ) and tak­
ing the survivors away to the concen­
tration camps.' (Verse 33 .)

A Parallel Pro phecy

In Deuteronomy 28, we find a paral­
lel prophecy-where Moses was in­
spired to repeat and enlarge on these
same prophes ied events of Leviticus 26.

Here, it becomes even more obvious
that the pun ishments of God will in­
volve fevers and flu epidemics, which
wiII damage eyes, lungs and other or­
gans (v . 22) . Drongbt and famine will
spread across Ame rica, Australia, South
Africa and other parts of modern Is­
rael (v. 24) . Modern disease epidemics
will strike {v. 27) for which the re will
be no cnre l Because of the pressures,
anxieties and growing SINS of our
people, emotional instability, madness
- INSANITY-will increase at an as­
tonishing rate (vs. 28, 34) .

In the big cities of America, Britain
and many areas of Africa and Australia
where the Ang lo-Saxon Wh ites were
once in control, "the stranger that is
within thee shall get up above thee
very high ; and thou shalt come down
very low" (v . 43). The Hebrew word
here translated stranger is normally
translated "Gentile"- and would in-
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elude the more than twenty million
Negroes living within the United
States, the growing number of N egroes ,
Jamaicans, Indians and others f looding
into London, Birmingham and other
British cities and, of course, the over·
whelming majority of the inhabitants of
the former British colonies of South
Afr ica, Rhodesia, Zambia and other
areas.

Th e events leading up to th is proph­
ecy include prophesied RACE RIOTS!

Finally, God warns: "He shall put a
YOKE of iron upon thy neck until he
have destroyed thee. The Lord shall
bring a nation against thee from far,
from the end of the earth, as swift as
the eagle flieth ; a nation whose tongue
thou shalt not understand; a nation of
fierce countenance, which shall not te­
gard the person of the old, nor shew
favou r to the young" ( vs.48-50).

THE BURDEN OF DEBT
-HOW TO BE FREE OF IT!

Money problems trouble more people than any other single
problem, including health. Here's why-and how you can

solve your financial worries.

T o o many people today assume
there is a shor tcut to financial
security and prosperity. They

want to take the easy road to quick
gain, only to end up dee ply in deb t,
frustrated and-more often than sup­
posed- on the verge of suicide.

Wh y aren't more peop le living joyful,
prosperous lives ? Because so few under­
stand the set-en principles of fin ancial
success! And fewer still a re will ing to
app ly them-even if they learn them.

The BURDEN of Debt

Deficit spend ing is fashionable al­
most everywhe re today . In the U. S. it
began in 1933 when the people were
promised a NEW DEAL. They were told
that going into debt on a national scale
was a temporary measur e to prime the
financial pum p-to get prosperity roll­
ing again.

Instead , it took World W ar II to
bring an artificially stimulated prospe r­
ity. But those seven years were enough
to teach the people the habit of stayillg
ill debt , the habit of buying on t ime
what they could not afford, and paying
later-if still emp loyed. It has become
a nat ional fixation.

The habit has since spread . Credit is
extended to practically everyone on
practically everythi ng. Debt is consi­
dered normal by most people.

Some claim our public and pri vate
debt with mounting interest the cause
of our apparent prosperity . But is it ?

Why, if being in debt is norm al, are
so many suffering from the terri ble
mental strain of being in debt ? Why,
in such seeming f inancial prosperity,
are so many burdened about the ir jobs,
about secur ity, about paying off their
monthly installments, about losing

their homes, even about bankruptcy?
It is time we faced these questions !
It is not uncommon to hear the state­

ment : "We' re just poor folks and proud
of it."

Must the Poor Stay Poor ?

But why should anyone be proud of
poverty? To remain poverty str icken is
a shame. God speaks of poyerty as a
curse- a pena lty resulting from broken
laws.

Many elderly, of course, cannot help
being poor. It may be too late in life
fo r some to change circumstances. Or
one may have inher ited unus ual fin an­
cial burdens. But that does not mean
that peop le have to stay poor !

Look at the patr iarchs. God pros­
pered Abr aham . He pro spered Isaac and
Jacob. Few seem to realize filhy.

Materia l prosperity as a right of
birth-the Birthrigh t- became Joseph 's.
Our Eng lish -speaking world inherits
that Birthright today, as well as the
Blessing.

Cer tainly God wants peop le to pros­
per. John was inspired to write : "Be­
loved, I wish above all th ings that thou
mayest prosper and be in health , even
as thy soul pros pereth" ( III John 2) .

Notice that abot'e all things in thi s
mater ial world , God intends us to pros ­
per and be in health -s-even as we are
prospering spirit". II)'. Ph ysical prosper­
ity and health go hand in hand with
spiritual prosperit y-moral honesty.

The reason the U. S. popu lace-or
any nation, fo r tha t matter- is sufferi ng
f rom so much worry abou t debt and
health is tha t no nation on earth today
is spiritua lly prosper ing! Instead the
world is plunging toward moral bank­
ruptcy.

Th ough health is a MAJO R consid­
eration in our financial well-being , the re
is not space to exp lain God's health
laws. W e have an art icle on "Seven
Laws of Health ." Wri te for it .

Case H istories

Let' s exam ine the seven principles that
govern our financial prosperity.

Before we plunge into the laws of
fina ncial success, consider a typica l per­
sona l experience of a fami ly that made
tragic mistakes in the ir lives, that
plunged so deeply into debt that they
may remain in debt for life or be
forced into bankruptcy. Such cases are
not only f righten ing ly tragic, but frig ht ­
enly common.

Would you have made the same mis­
takes th is family did ?

Mr . B. has a very good job and earn s
above average salary. He accumulated
a thousand dolla rs for the pur pose of
purchasing a little house for h imself and
his family . But he made the mistake.
however, of purchas ing the house be­
fore he had sufficie nt funds to prope rly
furnish it.

Once he scraped toge ther all that he
possibly could to make the down
payment, he realized that he wou ld have
to overspend in order to fu rn ish the
place. He was of fered very good terms
and time payments that he thought he
could meet.

Not long aft er he moved into the
house he began to realize there were
various litt le needs for the house-gar­
den tools for the garden, and small
items that took a few dollars from his
wages every week. These few doIlars
here and there soon mounted up . At
the end of the month he found that he
did not have sufficient to make pay-



ments on the furn iture. The payments
began to get farther and farther behind.
He neglected to discuss his problem
with the furniture company. It was not
long before he had to lag behind also
in the house payments.

By the time he had been in the house
for one year, he was billed for taxes
and insurance far more than he expec­
ted ! He now was faced with the prob­
lem of losing everything he had.

Wh at should Mr. B. have done?
Mr. B. should have counted the cost

before he purchased his house. Had he
analyzed the situation, he would have
known before he went too far, just
what he was getting into. He could have
saved for one additional year before
purchasing the house, and he could
have made arrangements to purchase
the furniture a little at a time during
that period, preferably for cash. He
would not have had the interest on the
furniture, and many of the little items
for the house he could have picked up
in advance throughout that year and
then prepared to move into the house.

The Six Rules

Successful businessmen know six of
the seven principles regulating their
prosperity. That is why they are finan­
cial successes. But without that seventh
principle, many a businessman has com­
mitted suicide in the face of sudden,
unexpected adversity.

By contrast, not a few people may
know only one rule of financial suc­
cess and are consequently failures in
life. Their only hope of deliverance
lies beyond the grave!

Rule number one: BE DILIGENT, not
slothful in your work.

Two different places in Proverbs is
this rule repeated : " Be thou dil igent to
know the state of thy flocks, and look
well to thy herds [or whatever your oc­
cupation may be] : for riches are not
for ever" (Prov. 27:23-24) . And again:
"1 went by the field of the slothful,
and by the vineyard of the man void of
understanding : and, 10, it was all grown
over with thorns, and nettles had cov­
ered the face thereof, and the stone
wall thereof was broken down . . . so
shall poverty come .. . " (Prov. 24 :30­
34) .

You will never be a financial sue-
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cess unless you are diligent in your
work. I know of workers who receive
employment practically anywhere sim­
ply because they are diligent in their
work. Even if they were not trained for
a particular job, employers know they
would be worth training.

Unfortunately some ind ividuals use
lack of training as an excuse for lack of
effort, an excuse to cover slothfulness.

Here is another proverb on this same
subject: "Seeth thou a man diligent in
his business? he shall stand before
kings; he shall not stand before mean
men" (Prov. 22:29). Paul makes this
a New Testament command in Rom.
12 :11.

Rule number tu/ o : DO NO T BE A

QUITTER .

Many a failure occurs because an in­
dividual gives up when there is still
hope of success, Just a little more ef­
fort can of ten turn apparent defeat into
success. Solomon was inspired to write :
" If thou faint in the day of adver­
sity, thy strength is small" (Prov.
24:10) .

Does debt seem overwhelming ?
Don't quit. Keep working. Keep think­
ing. Keep planning. See your employee.
See your creditor. Talk YOllr problem
ouer with them , Don' t sit at home and
say, "It's no use!"

If you have lost your job, hit the
pavement. Find work. There is no ex­
cuse for unemployment. Buy a news­
paper. Look in the "Help W anted" sec­
tion, or in the "Employment Opportu­
nities" section. Go to an employment
agency as a last resort. Too many are
afraid to look for a job. They faint at
the thought of being turned down. Solo­
mon said : " If you faint"-give up, quit,
feel like a failure-you don 't have any
backbone, any fortitude , any strength.

I know a man who suddenly lost a
job through no fault of his own. H is
creditors immediately jumped on him.
He did not quit . He rustled up two
jobs in order to meet his payments. He
went to work at two jobs for many
months until he got out from under his
debt load.

Some of you may be in an unem­
ployment area. If so, the husband and
father ought to go elsewhere and find
work- taking his family with him after,
not before, he has located and obtained
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a suitable job. There is always work
somewhere. It is a matter of not quit­
ting until you find it !

Seek Advice

The next rule to remember is this :
SEE K ADVICE ; do not be self-wise.

Notice how this third rule follows
on the heels of the preceding one.
"Seest thou a man wise in his own con­
ceit? there is more hope of a fool than
of him . . . The sluggard is wiser in
his own conceit than seven men that
can render a reason" (Prcv. 26:12-16) .

And again these short proverbs:
.. . . . Cease from thine own wisdom
. . . Apply thine heart unto instruction,
and thine ears to the words of knowl­
edge" (Prov. 23:4-12) .

The wise person profit s by others,
rather than listening to himself all the
time. It is the know-it-all who really
knows nothing, You wi11 always meet
some individual in your life who
knows more than you do in some par­
ticular field . Listen to him. Weigh his
advice. Don' t act hastily on it. It could
be wrong. It might not apply to your
case. But above all do not take your own
judgment for granted or be conceited
in your past experience.

Know your limitations and your
strong points.

Another mistake often made is lis­
tening to the man who talks the loudest
or seems the most persuasive. Do not
judge advisors by their flowery phrases.
Find the man who has "common sense"
- a gift altogether too rare. Do not
seek advice of the man you know will
flatter you. Literally dozens of proverbs
in the Bible warn against those who
flatter their hearers.

Find the man who will tell you the
truth . If a man is willing to tell you
the truth about your financial position,
listen to him. He is probably right. If
he leads you to see what poor judg­
ment you have used, he is most cer­
tainly right! Without advisors and coun­
sellors, businesses, as well as nations,
collapse.

Rule number [onr: HAVE FOR ESIGHT

Everyone needs to develop thought
ful regard and make provision for the
future. Hind sight is not enough. N otice
the proverb: "A prudent man foreseeth
the evil, and hideth himself : but the
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simple pass on, and are punished"
(Prov. 22:3).

Is a lay-off in your factory around
he corner? Make provision in advance

to meet the emergency. See that another
job will be available. Have a little
handy cash on hand. Above all DO NOT

PLUNGE INTO DEBT WITHOUT MAKING
ABSOLUTELY SURE YOUR JOB IS SE­
CU RE. And do not tie up what you
already own as security unless you are
will ing and able to lose it if an unfore­
seen emergency arises.

Some have foolishly tied up their car
as security for furniture. They lost their
job, could not meet furniture payments,
lost possession of the car and No w
HAVE NO MEANS OF TRANSPORTATION
TO AND FROM WORK.

It is easy to put all your savings into
a nice home on the assumption that all
wi ll be fine, that no small amount of
savings will be needed. Remember this
proverb: "Prepare thy work without,
and make it fit for thyself in the field;
and ai terioards build thine house"
(Prov. 24 :27) .

Spend your money for education,
training, tools, job improvement. Then,
when you are qualified _to hold down
a good job, and have had the foresight
to save some money for emergencies,
is the time to enjoy the pleasure of
building a home for the family. D o

not put )'0"" pleasures first. Thi s does
not mean that a converted husband and
father should neglect the home where
his wife--especially if she is uncon­
verted-must spend much of her time.

Some unwise husbands have been so
ill prepared to make a living for their
family that they have allowed their
wives to hold down a job to help buy
furniture for their home. This should
never be.

Two More Rules

Although many of us would find the
next two rules of rarer use, a lack of
their knowledge could spell immediate
disaster if we become confronted with
the problem~ which they cover.

Here is rule nnmber [ioe: DO NOT
'RY A GET·RICH·QUlCK SCHEME. Solo­
mon warns us : "Labour not to be
rich" (Prov. 23:4 ).

God wants us to prosper, but to be
"rich" is another matter.
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All get-rich-quick schemes are basi­
cally selfish. Th e way to prosper is to
work diligently, plan ahead, invest
wisely-not fo llow some wild project
for which one has no training , no mat­

ter how easy it sounds. Money does
not come easily. It comes through
"wk. " He that tilleth his land shall
have plenty of bread: but he that fol­
loweth after vain persons shall have
poverty enough"-and quite often bank­
ruptcy ( Prov. 28: 19) . And notice the
next verses: " A faithful man shall
abound with blessings: but he that
maketh haste to be rich shall not be
innocent . . . He that hasteth to be rich
. . . considereth not that poverty shall
come upon him."

Lay aside your earnings littl e by little,
until you have enough to meet your
emergencies. Remember the ant !

And the sixth rille: DO NOT MAKE
YOURSELF LIABLE FOR ANOTHER'S
DEBTS. "Be not thou one of them . . .
that are sureties for debts. If thou hast
nothing to pay, why should he take
away thy bed from under thee?, (Prov.
22:26-27.)

To be surety for a debt means to
make yourself responsible for another's
debts. Some people are "easy marks"­
others always take advantage of them.
If you are not financially willing and
able to pay the full amount of another's
debt, do not sign a paper or promise to
cover defaults of obligations. Many
have not only lost their beds, but also
their shirts by this mistake ! Notice
Proverbs I l :15: "He that is surety for
a stranger shall smart for it; and he
that hateth suretyship is sure."

These are living f inancial laws.
These principles have been governing
your life whether or not you have
known of them. Some of you are need­
lessly in debt because you have been
heedless of these laws. You may now
be so deep in debt that you face a
lifelong uphill climb. But keep climbing.

The Sevenrh Principle of
Financial Success

Here is rule number seven: PUT
SPIRITUA L THINGS FIRST. Jesus explained
it : "Seek ye first the Kingdom of God ,
and His righ teousness; and all these
things shall be added unto you"
(Mat. 6:33).
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Th is is the one principle most pros­
perous people are unacquainted with. It
is often the only principle that the poor,
who seek a knowledge of God, have
ever understood.

This principle, if applied, is an ab­
solute guarantee against starvation and
grinding poverty. A knowledge of this
principle is of ten the only reason that
poor people are able to keep up their
heads in the face of adversity.

Ignorance of this one principle is the
very reason that many wealthy individ­
uals, in the unexpected moment of ad­
versity, commit suicide. Newspapers are
full of such cases- men and women
who know all the other rules of suc­
cess, but who have no mainstay in
times of adversity.

This financial principle includes f ol­
lowing God's law of tithing which
brings a promise from God to supply
your needs. IF YOU SEEK FIRST THE
KINGDOM OF Goo-H is laws and gov·
ernment, you will be obeying the law
of tithing . The laws of tithing are ex­
plained in our free booklet "Ending
Your Financial Worries."

BU T th e degree to wh ich God will

prosper YO I/ and supply YOl/r needs de­
pends on how thorollghly )'Otl seek and
f ollow th e other laws of His K ingdom
-the other six principles reg/dating
)'0111" financial life!

Some have assumed that if they paid
their tithes honestly after conversion
that would undo all their past mis­
takes. Thi s is untrue.

Obedience to the law does not pay
for your past mistakes. Christ's blood
pays for past mistakes. God forgives
you for breaking these laws in the past
-but the physical penalty of debt still
remains. Remember that God forgave
David for adultery, yet his child- the
result of that one act of adultery­
died. There is often a physical or finan­
cial penalty to be paid to men and
society even though God has forgiven
you of your transgression.

Tithing enables you to have God 's
help henceforth . And many of you
need that help dearly to square your
past debts with men. But tithing is not
the only principle regulating prosperity,
there are six other rules.

If you follow these seven laws and
remain faithfu l in your tithing, putting
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first the K ingdom of God, you will
prosper! God has promised it. He wi ll
be your partner! \V ill yOll take God at
H is word ?

without question whatever is popular
- whatever has general public ac­
ceptance .

It's time we open our eyes-and osr

minds!

It' s time we learn the PLAIN T RUTH

about the schoo l system. I repeat again:
Something is criminally WRONG with
this world's education . .Many prominent
educators realize th is. Yet few of them
grasp the real problem. Few compre·
hend what is basically wrong . But each
does recognize that he is utterly power­
less to change it.

Th e real tro uble lies much deeper
than even educators are aware. Th ey
themselves are the pro duct of this sys­
tem of educat ion. Th ey are steeped in
it. That which is basically wrong they
have absorbed, and to it they have g iven
acceptance.

What is WRONG affects not on ly
your child. It affects you ! It affects
your future. Th is whole society in
today's world is the development of the
leaders of today and of previous by­
gone years. And the leaders are and
have been the product of education.

Actually education is preparing this
world for COSMOcIDE- the blasting out
of existence all life on earth.

WHERE is it wrong ? Both in WHAT
is being taught, and in HOW.

Th e primary evil in the HOW is
simply this : from the first grade the
chi ld's educat ion is a system of brain­
washing. I have pictured it as a class­
room of little pupils, each having a
funnel stuck into the top of his head,
and the teacher pour ing out of a pitcher
a concoction of ready-made ideas, theo­
ries, errors, facts and supposed facts,
untruths and trut hs. It is a process of
memory-t raining. Th e child is induced
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to accept without question whatever
teacher or textbook says.

But that is not all. After the turn
of the century, educators followed John
Dewey in the new theory that educa­
tion should not be a preparation for
life, but rather a part of life. By the
1930s, the system called "Progressive
Education" was being adopted in ele­
mentary and secondary schools all
over America. Soon textbooks were de­
emphasized. The "m odern" idea of
experimentation and "self-discipline"
became the vogue. But th is quickly be­
came a system of permissiveness.
Teach er -d iscipl ine was aba ndone d.
Children, left to "Jelf- discipline," fol­
lowed impulse. Too often the savage
side of human nature asserted itself.
Even male teachers found it dangerous
to walk alone down high schoo l cor­
ridors.

Finally, this year, we have had riots
on college campuses. "Self-disciplined"
stude nts forced the resignation of the
chancellor of a great un iversity.

Th is very abando nment of discipline
has retarded educational progress. Per­
haps not many would realize the rea­
son. In the three Imperial schools
mainta ined by our organizatioo­
elementa ry and high schools exclusively
for the children of our college facul­
ties and our 0\....0 employees-fourt h
grade children are able to do the work
of sixth grade child ren in the pub lic
schools. Th e reason ? DISCIPLINE! Our
children are trained to pay close at­
tention. Th ey listen, when the teacher
is speaking. They are taught to concen­
trate on the lesson at hand , in study
periods as well as recitation periods.
W e guard against mind-wandering ,
listlessness, or developing lazy minds.

So much for the METHOD of instruc­
tion-the H OIV'" . Thi s is an editorial,
not a lengthy book on all the varied
points of educational techniques. But
I do want our readers to grasp the
basic truth that the educational method
instills the HABIT of assuming---o f
carelessly taking for g ranted- without
question-whatever is commonly ac­
cepted. Public or general acceptance
does not make a wrong th ing right.
And the prevailing educational system
h(J-S come to be taken for granted.

Now look at the IV H AT! I am not
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saying that everything taught in our
educational structure, from elementary
schools on through g raduate work in
the universities, is wrong. Far from it.
When a teacher tells little Johnn ie that
two plus two equals four, he is, of
course, right. But when the psychol­
ogy prof teaches that hum an nature
is basically good, he is wrong and is
teaching error- no matter how hot­
headed he may become if he reads thi s.

Th e most important BASIC knowledge
that ought to be disseminated is the
answer to the questions: ti.!hal is man?
- what is the purpose of life-what is
its true meaning ? W ere we deliberately
pilI here on earth by a Supreme living
Creator? Does such a Creator exist?
Is d irect persona l contact with God
possible, desirable, or necessary? What
has the reality of God, and the PUR­

POSE being worked out here below, got
to do with US-HOW does it concern
our day-to-day living, our weIl-being­
our success? What is THE WAY to
PEACB--between ind ividuals, in the
home, between gro ups, between na­
tions ? Are there def inite LAWS of suc­
cess-s-and what is success ? W hat are
the T RUE VALUES-and how may we
discern the false, and avoid them?
W hat are the right GOA LS in life?

Th e right answers ought to be the
goal of education. Yet modern educa­
tion docs not disseminate this knowl­
edge. Educators don't know the
answers.

And WHY? Because they igno red and
rejected the very FOUNDATION of all
knowledge. All th is most vital knowl­
edge is unacquirable by man alone. It
has been revealed. But revelation has
been rejected and laughed out of school.

When a manufacturer markets a
T.V. set, an electric washing machine,
or an automobile, he sends an INSTRUC­
TION BOOK along with his product. Th e
Great Manufacturer is God. He de­
signed, made, and set on earth the
human family. And He sent an
iNSTRUCTION BOOK along with H is
prod uct.

Few know what the Bible really is
It is God 's instruction book to humani
ty. It REV EALS basic knowledge not
otherwise acquirable by man.

Th e Bible is N OT a book of senti­
mental religion , as most peop le think
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of religion . It contains the FOUNDA­
TION of ALL KNOWLEDGE-whethe r of
science, of history , of psychology, of
genet ics. of sound bus iness principl es.
of health (to el iminate the need of
"medica l science" ), of international re­
lations, of govern ment, of family re ­
lations , of sex, of social science-the
BASIS and the FO UNDATION of ALL
branch es of KNOWLEDGE. Th e Bible
is the starting place. It provides the
true APPROACH to the acquis ition of
discoverable knowledge.

Yet today's education was spawned
in paga nism, has been perverted by th e
so-called "German rationalism" which
is athe istic and IRrational, and de­
generated in to materialism by th e de­
mands of business, science, industry,
and the professions. Today's education
has rejected th e very FOUNDATION of
knowledge. In the guise of "knowl­
edge" it gropes in ign orance. It dis­
seminates only mater ialistic "knowl­

edge" which is actually a mixture of
trut h and error, of fact and assumption.

The mome nt each of us was born,
he knew abso lutely noth ing. W hatever
knowle dge he h as entered h is mind ,
subsequently, through one of the f ive
senses. He was taught more or less
blindly, and withou t question, to ac­
cept what is commonly accepte d and
taught-a mixture of truth and error.
Thi s is a fatal mixture. He started at
zero. Th e farthe r he travels in th e di­
rection of fal se theory and error, the
more he has to UNlearn , before he
can get back to zero and sta rt all over
in the dir ection of TRUTH .

A RIG HT school education would
start, of course, with a thorough train ­
ing in the "Three R's," preceded by
a right beginn ing at home. He would
be taught the BASIC know ledge-the
true values-the meaning and PURPOSE
of life-the principles of righteous and
good cha racter.

'Ioday's educationa l system. whether
genera lly realized or not , is decadent.
It is soon goi ng to meet its doom , along
with the man -made , devil -inspired civi­
lization of which it is a pa rt. A NEW
system of educat ion will blossom forth
with the dawn of the World Tomor­
row! It will teach the WAY S of world
peace, or right living, of h appiness,
joy, and true success. It will produce
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ABUNDANT LlYING-exciting, interest­
ing, exh ilarating- full of zest, stimu ­
lating, constantly en joyable. There will
be PEACE, happiness, abundance, JOY!
And eterna l life in the end!

checked to see if they were st ilI func­
tion ing prope rly.

Some cried out in terror. thinking
the "world has come to an end. " W hile
others calmly surveyed th eir surround ­
ings, and then acted in thoughtful and
orde rly fashion .

What had actually cemed such a
mamm oth " fuse" to blow out ?

No one knew. Actually, it was days
and even weeks later before the trouble
was said to have been accurately traced .
Communist saboteurs were no doubt
pleased, whatever th eir part may have
been .

W hatever the cense, millions were
gripped by a deep and nameless fear.
A power failure on such a mammoth
scale had NEVER occurred befo re; not
in all history. Further it just COULDN'T
hap pen , in the min ds of most--even
includ ing the engineers who had de­
signed the modern new power grid
servi ng the sprawling area from N ew
York to Ottawa; from Detroit to Bos­

ton.
And a sudden breakdown in the

fabr ic of the comp lex, electro nically
oriented lives of so many millions was
SHOCK ING I Sudden ly, millions found
they were living in a society which
controlled them, more than one which
th ey controlled . They found that ma­
chines, so long taken for gra nted as
their servants, had sud denly betrayed
them.

Few citizens, scrambling f rom off ices
and into elevators, or into tax is, buses
and trains for the hom eward dash , gave
a moment' s thought to th e huge power
"grid" serving nine states and th ree
Can adian provinces.

Walkin g beneath the blazing lights
of Times Squa re, or down the bril­
liantly lit 5th avenue, no one thought
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for a mome nt about where all that
power was originating.

M iII ions were un aware there toas
any such thi ng as a power g rid, allow­
ing various utilities companies to bor­
row power from each other during
peak hours.

But that even ing, th e huge Consoli­
dat ed Edison , with a norma l generat ing
capacity of 7.6 million kilowatts , was
borrowing 350,000 kilowatts from up­
state, in addition to the 4.5 million it
was pro ducing. This was nor mal-the
same procedures that had been used
week afte r week , month after month .
Nothing had ever gone wrong before.

Other components of the massive
g rid were doing the same. Borrowed
electrici ty from hydr oelectr ic sources
upstate was che ape r th an the power
ge nerated by giant diesel and gasoline
engines- and so The Orange and Rock­
land Power Company and othe rs were
do ing the same thing-receiving
pow er from upst ate whi le their own
generating plants remained idle.

Built into the massive power grid
were elaborate safety devices. Shou ld
anyone component begin a sudden and
excessive drain of power, oth er com­
ponents wou ld be drained of power.
T hese would, in turn , call for mo re
power f rom the fir st component, begi n­
ning an eerie electr ical chai n reaction ,
or "cascade effect," whi ch would cause
auto matic shutdown of compo nents all
over the grid.

Each night , according to normal pro­
cedures, the big electrical companies
begin prepar ing for the massive step ­
up in electrical demand. All over the
sprawling area, millions of ligh ts would
glare; millions of TV tubes would be
turned on; millions of thermostats
would click millions of heating plants
into action . Mill ions of housewives
were warming up electrical stoves, turn­
ing on lights; and th e big transit com ­
panies bega n running their usual ext ra
number of trains dur ing the heigh t of
the rush hour .

But somehow, somewhere in th e

N iagara frontier of th e g rid. a large
chunk of th e power input system was
somehow cut off. The mechan ical
" brains" operating the complex system
rebelled instantly. Computers clicked
and whi rred-safety cut-off switches
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flopped obediently open- and In mil ­
lions of offices, in elevators, In sub­
ways, in homes , in hospitals and at
airports, what had moments befor e been
a jewelled, crystalline kaleidoscope of
blazing light became death- like in dark­
ness.

An airline's pilot with 80 passengers
aboard banked for his final approach
to N ew York's John F. Kennedy air­
port. He glanced momentari ly down at
his instrument panel, looked up agai n,
The airport had disappeared . So had
th e entire city of N ew York . Aghast,
he pull ed up, bega n a long climb-out.
Airlines officials were startled there
were no spectacular mid-air collisions,
or aircraft plungin g into tall bui ldings
during the fi rst moments of the black­
out. Later, some said the crystal-clear
weather prevented awesome disasters;
and that , had the weather been cloudy
or foggy, the outcome would have been
far d ifferent.

To write the stories of the millions
of people who lived and experienced
the Big Blackout wou ld be impossib le.
To tell about those sleeping in Mary's,
or in the waiting rooms of G rand Cen ­
tral, or about the fellows who had a
joke-te lling contest sitt ing on the floor
of an elevator. hangin g suspended more
than 30 stor ies up ; or about the actors,
businessmen or teen-agers who helped
unsnarl the hopeless traff ic jams­
would be impo ssible.

O r to tell about those who paid
S30 .00 for a ride from Manhatt an to
Brooklyn, or the monstrous pr ices paid
for flashl ights, lanterns , or cand les; or
about the myriad times a N ew Yo rker
turned, spoke to his neighbor, and
asked some simple help-this wou ld be
impossible too.

\Xfhcn New Yo rkers Became
Ju st People

But the Big Blackout had an un ­
usual eff ect.

Instead of the wholesale looting
(even though there were several rc­
ported cases) th e New York City Po­
lice Department reported less than 100
arrests-low for any normally brightly­
lit nigh t.

While the massive power fai lur e
lasted only a few hours at most in
nea rly all the huge Northeastern Power
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Grid, N ew York City was like a st ricken
monster .

Somehow , the g iant city remained
hopelessly devoid of power, like a
blackened , ghost -like hulk , for the en­
tire night.

And deep within the blackened can­
yons sta rt led thousand s looked up to
see star s shining-fo r many the first
time they had ever been seen from a
downtown New York City street.

And for th e f irst time, hund reds of
thousands joined hands to help, Or they
asked directions-or volun teered infer­
mation they had just heard over their
transistors.

Sudd enl y reduced to two feet and
their own person al ingenuity, many a
New Yorker became a human being
concerned for others again . Not all,
mind you. Cabbies foun d time to pack
th eir vehicl es and charge each passen ­
ger dou ble. Pickpockets must have had
a deli rious time among th e 800,000

peopl e stalled deep ins ide th e black­
ened tub es.

But out of it all came one poignant
fact.

Man lives in a society he does not
understand-and is helpl ess to control.

And out of the sudden blackness
came another simple fact. Take away
from man his machines-and he must
dep end on his fellow man. W hen mod­
ern man, with his neuroses, psychoses,
night -sweats and 'worr ies; his head­
aches, smoker' s throat, and martin i
eyes; with his caref ree depend ence on
the maze of complexity of the mod ern
city, is sudden ly unplugged-he dis­
covers that he is an individual human
being- not just anot her zombie -like
figure in the midst of a bizarre puppet
show on a stage of millions.

If th e Big Blackout had any good
effects, it was to make mill ions ponder
- to impress upon th em the utter fr a­
gility, the complete vulnerabi lity of our
mod ern society.

W hat is there about darkness that
frig ht ens us all?

Perhaps, deep down, we know .

Big Blackout o f the Future

In London, Engl and , dur ing the ter­
rib le " black smog" of some years ago ,
citizens dropped to their knees in pub­
lic streets, and prayed.
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In N ew York, during the Big Black­
out , some thought it was an attack from
outer space. Some thought Russia had
d ropped a hydrogen bomb somewhere.
Many became hysterical. Inmates of th e
maximum secur ity prison in W alpo le,
Massachusetts, began rioting insanely.
Many died of heart attacks. O thers
stumb led blindly about in th e dark,
fell from high places, and d ied.

W hat is it, this nameless fear of
sti llness, of dark ness ?

Is it only then that each pe rson will
tru ly face, for a mom ent , the things
hidden deep with in him ? Is it only
then th at many carefu lly subdued fears ,
and man y hidden fears come tumbling
to the sur face to ch ill, to frighten, to
shock and dismay ?

O ur society has become ou r god. W e
trust in it. It is our idol, our standard
of conduct, and our constant compan­
ion . It is our warml y-lit friend , our
br ightly blazing shield, and our dazz­
ling neon and fluorescent champion.

But kill it sudd en ly-take it away
from us instantly, and we feel bet rayed,
somehow. Nothing works.

Is the Big Blackout on ly a mild
WARNIN G about what th e great God in
Heaven will soon DO to our peoples be­
cause of our personal and nat iona l sins?

Accord ing to H is pro phecies, it is!
Go d says, " , .. we wait for light, but
behold obscurity; for brightness , but we
walk in darkne ss. We g rope fo r the
wall like the blind, and we grope as if
we had no eyes __ ." ( Isa. 59:9-10).

And He promises, " . . . let all the in­
habitants of the land tremble: for the
DAY OF THE L ORD comes, for it is nigh
at hand . A day of DARKNESS and of
GLOO MIN ESS, a day of clouds and of
THICK DARKNESS, as the morning spread
upon the mountains . .. the heavens
shall tremble : the sun and th e moon
shall be dark, and the stars shall with­
draw their shining ... for the Day of
the Lord is great and fiery terrible, and
W HO CAN STAND IT?" (Joel 2: 1-11.)

If millions felt helpless when mode rn
switches flipped off, how will the
popu latio ns of this earth feel when God
turns off the sun and the moon ?
