calls and uses,

So what , then , IS that Work, and
WH Y? What's its PUR POSE ? H ow did
it start , and H 01/7 does GOD carry it
on through human instruments today ?

Jesus came for the purpose of starting
God 's Work in the world .

To understand fully, we need to re­
view, in brief , the FACTS of prehistory
that ex plain the whole condition of the
world today - its civilization, its gOY­
ernments, its problems . Actually, there
is no such thing as "prehistory" so far

Where did the matter of the universe come
from? Did it appear in some mysterious way?
Has the universe always existed? Is the uni­
verse infinite? Do astronomers know the basic
answers of WHY this universe is - WHERE the

laws governing it came from?

W H EN you look up into the starry heavens on a dear
night you can see about 6,000 to 7,000 stars with
the naked eye.

IV here did those stars come from?

WH Y are they in existence ? W HO or WHAT regulates those
stars - and the entire universe ?

The universe is an AW ESO ME entity.

Most astronomers accept what is thought to be a proven
observation - that the universe is expand ing. W hen one
realizes the distances astronomers tell us of, it' s frankly
bewildering . Th e hwn an mind must struggle to grasp its size.

Spanning Cosmic Distances

Have you ever wondered just how large are even SHORT

distances in the universe ? Or how large the earth is in com­
parison to other astral bodies? How large, for example, is the
earth in comparison to the SUN - wh ich itself is just a
second- rate star? Let an astronomer explain :

"Suppose we make a scale mode l where the distance of the
earth to the sun, ninety-three million miles, is just under
one-quarter of an inch.

"Now take a DIM E [or a sixpence] out of your purse.

"On the scale of our model the orbits of the four inner
planets Mercury, Venus, Earth, and Mars fit comfortably on
this coin with the orbit of Mars represented by the circum­
ference.

"The orbit of Neptune, the outermost large planet, will be

fourt een inches across.
..And on the scale of our model where will the nearest

Jou rn ey to the Planets

When we travel to work or to shop,
we usually judge distance in terms of
HOW LON G it takes us to get to a cer­
tain place.

Let's plan out a few journeys. We'll
make a cosmic trip to the sun - and
beyolld!

We climb into a jet plane . Soon we' re
winging along at the speed of I01I11d ­
750 miles per hour. How long would
it take for us to reach the sun?

FOURTEE N YEARS !

We increase the speed to THREE

TIMES that of sound - or 22 50 miles
per hour. Our destination is Saturn or
Neptune But we'd better fo rget about
going. We' ll NEVER make it - because
it would take us over a H UNDR ED YEARS
to get there .

We try a new means of travel.
Accord ing to scientific experimenta ­

tion, light travels approximately 186,000
miles per second in our solar system.
To find out the distance ligh t travel s in
one year, we multiply :

186,000 x 60 seconds x 60 min utes x
24 hours x 365 days.

That means light - at least in our
solar system - travels 5,865, 696,000­
000 miles per year - approximately
SIX TRILLION!

Astronomers, of course, mus t assume
that the laws of physics, as observed in
our solar system, hold true for all parts
of the universe. They mu st assume that
the speed of light is constant across
space and time, and that no unobserved
physical phenomena ever ente r the pic­
ture .

But are astronomers measuring these
immense distances correctly ? Or are
factors involved which they don 't un ­
derstand ?

W ill astronomers once again need to
seriously revise cosmic distan ces as they
did in 195 2 - a revision which one
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author labeled about as serious to astron­
omy as the STOCK MARKET CRASH
was to the world economy in 1929 !

N ow, we' re ready fo r a new kind
of ride - a space ship that roars
th rough space at the Ipeed of light. (Of
course, it' s totally imaginary!)

" Instead of fourteen years, it would
take us only eight minutes to reach the
sun .

"I n a half hour we would arrive at
Jupiter, in one hou r at Saturn, and at
the end of five hours we would pass the
outermost planet, Pluto" (Design of
the Universe, Fritz Kahn, page 132).

Still a long time - at that speed!

O n to th e Stars

But the sun and the planets are our
virtual "neighbors: ' In cosmic terms,
the distance to the sun and planets are
merely INCHES and less.

Our solar system, for example, is
merel y one till)' part of the Milky Way
galaxy. The sun, astronomers claim, is
arou nd 30,000 light years from the
CENTER of the Milky Way - if your
"mind can conceive of such immense
dista nces.

Ou r sun is but a dwarf star among
a spi ral of 100,000,000,000 othe r stars
of varying size - all in our galaxy.
This Milky Way galaxy - 100,000
ligh t years in diameter and 20,000 light
years thick at the center - is only one
of BILLIONS in the universe.

But let' s continue our 186,000 miles­
per-second journey through space. We
want to tr avel far beyond the planets to
some of the "nearer" stars.

"We settle down, unpack our books,
open ou r typewriter and begin a report
on the solar system. W e have dinner,
we play cards, we grow tired at our
usual bedtime and go to sleep.

"The next morning we look out the
wind ow aga in. Alpha Centau ri is not a
bit brighter . . . we begin to worry.
'Ho w long will it take us to reach Alpha
Centauri P' 'Four and a half years' is the
reply.

" Four and a half years - travelling
at a speed of 186,000 miles per second
- will brin g us only to the NEAREST
star ! 'And when do we get to Sirius,
the bright est of our neighbors ?' 'Eight
and a half years f rom now : 'And AI­
derbaran? 'Fi fty-five years:
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"W e cannot believe our ears. Fifty­
five years!

" No hope of arriving there and com­
ing back to tell about it.

"But Rigel is much brighter and
seems to be closer. So we questi on him
about Rigel. The man with the time­
table in his hand answers us stern ly:
'Rigel ? You won't get there . W E will
get there in FIVE HUNDRED AND FORTY
THREE yEARS:' . .. and still we would
not have lef t the immediate neighbor.
hood of our own village" (Design of
the Uni verse, Fritz Kahn , page 132,
133).

There are, declare astronomers, mil­

lions of stars, sepa rated by many light
years, in OUR own galaxy alone. And
our galaxy is on ly one among an esti­
mated TEN BILLION! Each galaxy is
itself tho ught to be separated by a
million light years.

As one author stated, an ant deter­
mined to crawl across the United States
has m ore chance of accomplishing its
task than man has to even BEGIN to
cross the universe !

It' s no wond er Job cried out, speak­
ing of God, "Who alone spread eth out
the heavens . . . who makes Arcturus,
Orion and Pleiades" (Job 9 :4·9) .

At the O uter Lim its

Astronomers have been shocked to
realize that man is approaching the outer
limits of his ability to measure the uni ­
verse.

"Out there" is a vast region to wh ich
man cannot penetrate .

One author put it aptly, when he
admitted :

"Our knowledge is confined not only
in space but also in time. Techniques of
rad io astronomy are developing and they
will soon reach out to th is BOUNDARY
\\:'ALL, but tlJitholil hope of going
beyond it: ' (The Limits of Science,
Pierre Rousseau, page 176, 177. )

But what remains on the "othe r
side" ?

Astronomy remains silent.

"We have reached the unknown, our
terminus," he continues. "W e sought
the end of the universe and IT HAS
NONE. Our most powerfu l techniques
leave us face to face with the unex­
plored void .. . we do not kn ow what

many just concluded a twelv e-day VISi t

to the state of Israel. His visit caused
very little stir and few people realized
the prophetic meaning of his mission.

FLUSH ED with their overwhelming
victory in last summer's Six-Day
War, the Jews of the state of Israel

brim with confidence.

They have what th e Yiddish word
"chutzpah" describes - impudence,

audacity, elan.
But they are still surrounded by Ar ab

nations outnumbering th em many times
over. And the Soviets have replenished
the military hardware the Arabs lost
in the recent war.

What next?
What lies ahead for the tiny state

of Israel ? How is it absolutely certain
to affect YOllr life?

Ex-Chancellor Ludwig Erhard of Ger-
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form er persecutions and many have lost
their loved ones when Germa ny t ried
to exterminate them. This is almost a
normal way of life for some of these
Jews, but it has much to do with the
policies they pur sue.

Their historic Six-Day W ar was a
desperate fight fo r surv ival. The out­
come demonstrated master planning and
flawless execution of instructions to the
finest degree. Victory seemed not hing
short of a miracle.

For Israel it was a matter of victory
or death, and, somehow, they emerged
un believably victorious.

But now that the Soviets are rearmi ng
her enemies and world public opi nion
is try ing to force her to give up the
buffer terr itory she acqui red, Israel again
feels that her back is to the wall. She
needs help in many ways.

Th e present needs of Israel are best
shown by Prime Minister Levi Eshkol
as he expressed them in an address to
the Un ited Jewish Appeal at a dinner on
October 26, 1967. He listed three things
tha t were vitally important to Israel.

First: The security problem. Mr.
Eshkol stated that he was not sure tha t
the war was only beh ind Israel, and
not also ahead of it . Even if no major
war comes, there have been about one
hundred border incidents since June,
some causing loss of life. This places a
heavy defe nse burden upon Israel. She
needs both financial help and the ability
to buy military equipment to gu arantee
her surviva l.

Second: Mr. Eshkol spoke of Israel' s
economic fut ure. He stated that even
bef ore the war it was clear that in orde r
to cure Israel's economic ills and solve
the un employment problem it was neces­
sary to raise production, empl oyment and
investment in Israel's industry. He em­
phasized tha t Israel cannot carry the
load a/one. They need not onl y foreign
investment s and loans, but skilled spe ­
cialists who would hel p them solve the
problems of p rod uction and marketing
abro ad .

T hird: T he Israel i Prime M inister

spoke of the need for more imm igrants
from the Free W orld to help insure the

developm ent of the Jewish state. It

appea red that this is possibly the most
urgent need of the Israelis at this time.

The PLAI N TR UTH

For the Arab pop ulation even within
Israel is gro wing much faster than the
Jewish popu lation . If they gai n all their
objec tives but fall beh ind the Arabs
within their own borders in popu lation
growth, they will still have lost control
of their nation .'

Prime Minister Eshkol spoke of one
"key" which he felt would unlock for
the nat ion the things they need and must
have to survive. That key is education.

Israel - W orld Education
Center?

The fast-moving Israelis have bold
and imaginative plan s in the field of
education. Th eir educationa l system
must, hopefully, accomplish several im­
port ant th ings for the nation . It must
train technicians who will allow Israel' s
industry to compete successfully for the
W orld M arket . T heir educltional level
must be so high and outstanding that
it will att ract students from many parts
of the world to receive the ultimate in
the world's education.

Also, the Israelis hope, through edu­
cation, to blend the various cultural and
linguistic groups toget her in their nation
through higher educatioo.

German y Offers to Help

In view of these facts, it is clear that
noth ing can endear the German peop le
to the state of Israel more than the
benevolent gesture made by Ger many
through an organization called, "The
German Friends of the H ebrew Un iver­
sity." This orga nization recently donated
to the people of Israel the Martin Buber
Center to become a part of the Mount
Scopus camp us of the Hebrew Univer­
sity. This center will be a three-story
building wh ich will house the facilities
for the preparatory course for university
studies and the university's adu lt educa­
tion center.

This may seem like a minor contribu­
tion , but po litically it carr ies a powerful
impact. Mount Scopus holds a special
p lace in the hearts of many Jews.
Recovering th is campus after the June
W ar ranked second in importance only
to having the Western W all back in
Jewish hands . From Mount Scopus is,
perhaps, the most beautiful view around
Jerusalem - a cinematic perspective to
the East across the Judean Desert, to the
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D ead Sea and to the hills of Moab
beyond.

The recent dedication of the Martin
Buber Center was a special event at­
tended by a number of dignitaries
which included D r. Rolf Pauls, the
Germa n Ambassador to Israel ; Mr.
N athan Go ldman, the Di rector of the
World Z ionists Federation ; Mr. Teddy
Koll ek, the Mayor of Jerusalem ; Mr .
Eliahu Elath, the President of the
Hebrew Un iversity and Mr. Walter
Hesselbach who is the Chairman of
the Ger man Friend s of the Hebrew
Uni versity.

President Elath exp ressed the hope
that someday th is Mount Scopus will be
the center of the world 's education as
Athens was in times past ! He hopes it
will be to this place that the scholars
of the world will come to perfect their
education .

Dr. Er hard Times His Arrival

Although he arr ived just aft er the
ded ication ceremonies in ord er to avoid
any studen t reactions, it is significant
that Dr. Erhard- former Germa n Chan­
cellor - chose this time to begin his
high-level visit to Israel.

Dr. Erhard came to Israel as a wel­
comed guest. He is said to have told
Prime Minister Bshkol of Israel that
when he succeeded cutting throu gh the
red tape to full diplomatic recognition
of Israel by hi s government it was as
though "a stone had dropped from
his heart."

Pr ime M inister Eshkol emp hasized
that no one should underestima te the
effect on p ublic opi nion in Israel as the
result of the clear stands taken by Ger­
many rega rd ing Israel' s security needs
during the Six-Day War and since.
And on severa l occasions, Dr. Erha rd
told gro ups to whom he talked that
he wou ld do everything in h is power
to help Israel become affiliated with
the Comm on Market. H e stated his
suppor t of Israel 's bid for close ties
with the Common Market and said that
Europe was Israel's natura l area of
trade. He said it was inconceivable that
the Common Market should have close
connection s with former colonies In

Afr ica but not with Israe l.

This visit, then, is undoubted ly an
important stepping-s tone toward a close

relationship Germany will soon have
with Israel ! On ce Germany has invested
money in Israel, sent in technicians,
made public "penance" for past mis­
takes against the Jews - then it will
011/Y be a matter of course lintil the
Germans m ove fu ll f orce into the

lll iddle East as they have always wanted
to do!

Coming with him from Europe will
be a great religious leader, "W ho op­
poseth and exalteth himself above all
that is called God , or that is wor­
sh ipped ; so that he as God sittetb in
the TEMPLE of God, sbouing himself
tbat he is God" ( II Thessalonians 2:4).

He is convinced that nearly all Ameri­
cans arc " Biblical illiterates" !

But why?
One explanation for widespread

Bibl ical illiteracy is that a large segment
of people have turned away from the
Bible because they don 't understand it
- even when they do try to read it !

To the average reader in thi s mod­
ern, pu lsating 20th Century Space Age,
the Bible has a remote and "ant i­
quarian flavor. He is more than
likely left with the impression the Bible
is an ancient, musty book that has abso­
lutely no relevance to his life here and
now !

This is proved by a sun 'ey made
a few years ago by the Canad ian Coun­
cil of Churches. T he survey asked
6, 500 m inisters to nam e the chief rea­
son for failure to read the Bible.

Almost 30% though t non -readers con­
side r th e Bible irrelevan t ; 260/0 thou ght

that the people could not understand
it ; 24% fel t people find the Bible
uninteresting .

Paradoxically, this Biblical ignorance
is considered " respectab le" today. " It
is one of the curious phenomen a of
modern times," report s ] . B. Phi llip s in
The Y oung Cbnrcb in A ction, page ix,
" that it is considered perfectly rcspect­
able to be / l/lYSM ALLY I GN ORANT
of the Christian Faith . Men and women
who would be deeply ashamed of having
their ignorance exposed in matters of
poetry, music, or paint ing, for example,
are not in the least perturbed to be
found ignorant of the New T estament ."
[Emphasis ours. ]

Th e Bible has become little more
than an obsolete "sacred book" to

which most of its devotees pay lip­
service, but which they practically never
read, ST UDY, or UNDERSTAND!

H ow T heologia ns View the
Bibl e

The true reasons for such widesp read
Biblical ignorance and lack of und er­
standing ought to astound you !

You would expect atheists and agnos­
tics to deny the divine origin of the
Bible. But today leading ministers and
theologians are FOREM OST among the
CRITiCS of the Bible.

God deli berately put with in mortal
mater ial MAN the very spiritual charac­
ter of Satan, as man's NATURE ­
human nature, T hat nat ure is mere ly
an invisible PULL toward self-centered­
ness, van ity, lust, greed, jealously, envy,
hatred , rivalry - desire to GET rather
than GIVE. It is the nature of HOSTiLITY
aga inst AUTHORITY! God also put an­
ot her PULL in man's human nature­
inordin ate des ire of the FLESH- un­
righ teous desi res of the five senses .

Angels were created with MIND
po wer, with perfect KNOWLEDGE, and
wit h f ree moral agency - right of f ree
choice, But there was no PULL toward
evil , such as exists in human nature,
No evil natur e to resist and fight, such
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as man finds wit hin him self. Angels

are individually created beings of gr eat

knowl edge, created hol y and righteous,

and with no PULL to sway them in the

wrong direction , They KNOW the

CAUSES of desi red resu lts , and the causes

of evi l results. If they, like Satan and

th e demon s, CHOOSE the evil way, there

are NO extenu ating circumsta nces ­

th ere is NO justification - there is NO

rectification of the evil RESU LT they

del iberately and without excuse choose

to inflict on themselves,

W ith MAN it is different. Ma n was

created IN THE IMAGE OF G OD, with

the poten tial of being begotten and

BORN of God as God 's own CHILO,

then having God's own DIVINE NATU RE

( II Peter 1:4 ) , elevated to the GOD

plane high above angels,

But GO D is responsible (or the fact

ma n has to resist HUMAN NATURE, and,

being respon sible, G OD has provided

rectification for rebelliou s, sinni ng MAN.

By g iving Hi s own Son , Jesus Christ,

to pay the pena lty of man's tra ns­

gr essions of Goo's GOVERNMENT ­

( the penalty is DEATH ) - in man's

stead, Go d makes reconciliation avail­
able to all humans; and freely offers,
then, HIS GIFT of eterna l lif e.

Understand two things about human
nature. The psychologists are utterly
ign oran t and without understanding in
postulat ing that human natur e is essen­
tially GOOD! (1) H uman natur e DE­
SIRES to BE good - but (2) it de­
sires mo re to DO evil. H um an nature
resen ts being told it has done wro ng ­
denies it - justifies it. O r blames the
wrong on anot her !

It is in human nature fo r the human
MI Nn to have an att itude of hostility to
GOD'S GOVERNMENT, Even as Satan
deliberately and without excuse chose
rebelli on to the Government of God,
so man sta rts out with a natur al atti tude
of hostil ity to God's Laws and to God 's
AUTHORITY over his life.

Man des ires the GOOD RESULT of

obed ience to God' s Laws, But he nat­
urally tries to obtain that result while
breakiug God 's Laws in a natu ral sp irit
of rebell ion aga inst div ine rule - OR
ANY RULE - over his life.

It is NATURAL for man to SIN - and

sin is defined ( I John 3:4) as trans­
gression of God's Law. God GOVERN S

by His Law. Does that mean that man
HAS TO SIN? That no man could pre­
vent sinning? NOT AT ALL ! Jesus Christ
was born as a human, of a human
mother- tempted in all points as we
are, which means subjected to the pulls
of human nature - YET WITHOUT SIN !

Yet no other man ever did live without
sin . It is N ATURAL to sin - natural if
we follow the inclinations and impulses
and desires of human nature, to go
TH E W AY of Satan, 11 0 t THE WAY of
God . And ALL have sinned (Rom.
3:23) .

So back, now, to the creation of man.

Adam was created wi th human na­
ture . God created all things BY Jesus
Christ ( Eph. 3:9; John 1:1-3; Col.
1:16) . It was the 0 11e of the God
Family who later became Jesus of N az­
areth in human flesh, who was ADAM 'S

MAKER.

He completed the creation of the
man and woman just before sunset on
the sixth day of that week, for God
counts the ending of a day at sunset.

Here, then, were an adult man and
an adult woman, with the p/{ll of
human nature, and with human MINDS,
as yet unfilled with knowledge. But
their min ds were capable of receiving
knowledg e, reasoning , choosing. and
acting accord ing to will .

At sunset that 6th day of the week,
God ended HIS WO RK which He had
made (Gen. 2: I) but He did not end
creating. He now created His Sabbath
day BY REST.

Ad am was NOT deceived, yet he
allowed his wife to lead him, and he,
too, obeyed Satan, DISOB EYED God .

Theref ore Ad am DISQUALIFI ED HI M­
SELF to succeed Satan as Admini strator
o f GOD'S GOVERNM ENT over the earth.

Ever since, mankind has followed the
dece ptions of Satan and o f human na­
ture. Onl y two are mentioned as foll ow­
ing God' s ways before Noa h - Abel
and Enoch . Noah alone was obedient to
God after some 1,900 years.

N ext recorded as being righ teous was
Ahraham. God chose Abraham's de­
scendants, 4 30 years later, for GOD'S
service.

Little children begin
asking WHERE THEY CAME FROM, much
to the flustered embarrassment of many
youthful parents.

Perhaps answering these more simple
questions is not so difficult.

And yet - even that childish wonder­
ment - taken back to the earliest be-
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their min ds to wonder \'('HETHER it
could be so.

And the same holds true for the
ancient pagan philosophers who helped
perpetuale the lie of "no God ." T he
only difference is their motives were
clear to all!

All By Cha nce ?

Notice what Plato asserts :
"They [the philosopher-educators of

the ancient world] say that fire and
water, and earth and air, all exist by
natu re and CHANCE •.. and that as to
the bod ies which come next in order
- earth, the sun, and moon, and stars
- they have been created by means of
these absolutely INANIMATE existences
. . . after th is fashion and in this man ­
ner the u-bole beeren has been created
•.• 110/ by the action of mind, as

they say. or OF ANY GOD, or from
art, but as I was saying, by nature
A ND CHANCE ONLY" ( Plato, Dia­
logues! Laws X, section 889) .

Is thi s any different from the ideas
today? Absulutely not! - except for
modern , scientific ga rb.

Today, most scient ists REFUSE to ac­
cept the possibility that there is a Cre­
ator God - even though they admit they
cannot exp lain the origin of matter or
the existence of laws.

Notice what one scientist dogma­
tizes:

" It is the business of science to offer
rational explanations for all the events
in the real world, and any scientist who
calls on God to expla in something is
fallillg dou -n on his job.

"This is the ONE PIECE OF DOG­
MATISM that a scientist can allow
himself" (The Mystery of the Expend­
ing Universe, W illiam Bonnor, page
119),

Did you catch that?

Scient ists dogmatically assume that
the existence of the universe has a ra­
tional - and that means a PHYSIC.AL
- explanation.

But can the existence of the universe
be PHYS ICALLY explained? Is it possi­
ble to account for the universe's begin ­
ning on the basis of laws now in exis­
tence ?

Remember, most scientists ASSUME
that the universe has always been as it
now is - guided by the same laws
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(where did they come from ?) as it is
today.

Scientists Admit Ignorance

But do astronomers offer any real
answer for the ORIGIN of the universe?
After all, it DOES exist! And we want
to know why.

If it is superstitious to accept the
existence of a God for the creation of
the universe, then we need another rea­
sonable and thoroughly provab le ex­
planation of the ORIGIN of the universe.

But here science remains silent!
T rue, it vociferously rejects the idea

of a Creator God . But in the same
breath it admits, "We have no idea
of HOW the unive rse or iginated."

Let's examine a few ideas of the
scientists themselves, as they admit, en
masse, "We just don't know ."

ROBERT ]ASTROW, di rector, Goddard
Insti tute For Space Studies, admits:

"Science offers NO SATISFACTORY
ANSWER to one of the most profound
questions to occupy the mind of man
- the question of beginning and end "
(Red Giants and White D warfs, page
53).

GEORGE GAYLORD SIMPSON, eminent
paleontolog ist, states very frankly:

"The theory just out lined [evolution]
obviously does not yet answer all ques­
tions or plumb all mysteries .. . IT CASTS
NO LIGHT on the ultimate mystery­
the origin of the universe and the source
of the LAWS or physical properties of
mat ter, energy, space, and time.

"Nevertheless, once these properties
are given . . ." (This Vieu- of Life,
page 21).

"Properties?" IF hat properties? How
can serious-minded scientists casually
wave aside the WHOLE QUESTION of the
origin of the universe by calling the
VASTNESS of it all, the MYRIAD laws, the
INTRICATE design, the BREATHTAKING
powers and forces working within it
all, "properties"?

But they try.
r

Th en, having waved aside the WHOLE
QUESTION THEY'RE TRYING TO ANSWER,
they go on to explain , how "once these
properties arc given" they can use vari­
ous guesses as to the orig ins of the solar

system, the earth, and ultimate life upon
it.

But we have proved in past articles
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- and will in future - that even once
these properties ARE given, evolution
has as much, if not much more of a
problem, explaining the creation.

But, then, WHERE did matter, energy,
laws - the universe - come from ?
Science says it doesn' t know. But it
allows itself to dogmatize that it
couldn't be created.

More Admissions

But let's continue with some further
adm issions :

LINCOLN BARNETT, writer of science
books for the layman, tells us:

"Cosmologists [those who try to an­
swer why the universe is as it is and
where it came from] for the most part
MAINTAIN SILENCE on the question of
ult imate origins, leaving that issue to
the philosophers and theology" ( The
Universe and Dr. Einstein, page 108) .

But cosmologists and astronomers tell
us that it is snperstitious to accept a
Creator God. Yct, they maintain silence.

Why ?
Because they don't know. And what

they know points to the irrevocable
truth - as some pr ivately admit - that
there HAD to be a Creator God, having
supreme mind, that brought the uni­
verse into existence.

JAM ES A. COLEMAN, professor of
science and popular science writer
startles us with these words:

"Modern cosmology and cosmogony,
like other branches of science, are con­
cerned with investigating the laws of
the universe. They DO NOT A T ­
TEMPT TO ANSWER questions re­
lating to an O rigina l Cause - that is,
WHERE the laws of the universe came
from or how they came into being"
(,lfodem Theories of The Universe,
page 197) ,

As a teacher, Dr . Coleman must face
students, who ask, " \X'HERE did matter
come from?" After all, it's a logical
question.

D r. Coleman admits, "W hen giving
a lecture on the ORIGIN of the universe,
a scient ist usually finds it d ifficult to
handle quest ioners who persistently de­
mand to know IVHERE the material
originally came from which now makes
up the universe" ( Mode m T heories of
the Unive rse, page 198),

Yes, scientists probab ly find it difficult
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to "handle" questioners who would be
so persistent! But you can believe­
many of them are "handled." Many a
college student, asking embarrassing
and persistent questions of biologists.
paleontologists, astronomers, ecologists
and the like, are quite handily handled.

Subjected to ridicule, referred to the
"Scopes' trial," or simply told to shut
up about it, these eager questioners soon
learn how to avoid the had grades and
embarrassing classroom scenes. They're
"handled" all right - as shocking as it
may sound to the unin itiated.

By the thousands, young collegians
are told to forget all belief in God ; to
CAST ASIDE all traditional values and
"absolutes." They are subjected to a
great deal of intellectual pressure to
simply BE QUIE T about religion and God
in scientific classrooms.

Aski ng "W hy" is Meaningless?

FRED ~OYLE. famed astronomer, says
that even asking such questions as:
"Where did matter come from?" is
meaningless.

"There is an impulse to ask WHE RE

originated material comes from. But
such a question is entirely meaningless
within the terms of reference of science.

"Wh y is there gravitation ? Wh y do
electric fields exist? WHY IS T HE UNI·

VERSE?
"These queries are on a par with

asking where newly originated matter
comes from, and they are just as mean­

ingless and Iil1profitable/'
But, why? Is it really logical to

reject an answer when no other is forth­
coming?

SIR B ERN ARD L OVELL , famed as­
tronomer and Director of the Nuffield
Radio Astronomy Laboratories, Jodrell
Bank, reviews the problem of the
origin of the univ erse.

T H ERE'S an ancient Oriental prov­
erb which says: "Every idol has

feet of d ay."

Its subtle meaning is that all idolaters
will ultimately become disillusioned
with their "god."

This is tcue of the New Japan !

The Japanese people have worked
hard and sacrificed to rebuild their na­
tional prestige and economic potential.
In less than one generation, Japan has
erected an industrial CO/ OIS IIS wh ich
now demands the respect and admira­
tion of the world.

Th e Japanese people are proud of
what they have created. But this pride

has become a fo rm of national idola­

Iry. Th ey are, like modern-day Israel
( Isaiah 2:8), worshipping the work of
their own hands.

Tragically, this great industrial idol
has feet of clay. Japan's rising sun is
clouded with troubles. Serious internal
problems spell impending national ca­
tastrophe. The glowing statistics of
economic growth don't begin to present
the total picture of Japan. A very COSily

price has been paid for phenomenal
economic rebirth.

Smog Capital of the W orld

Tokyo is the world's largest city. In
the narrow, cramped strip of land form-

ing the western borde r of Tokyo Bay,
nearly twenty million people are
crammed. Eleven mill ion of these live
in Tokyo itself, giving it the dubious
distinction of being the world's most
populous city.

Every day, mill ions of chimneys, auto
tail pipes and hibachi pots - a com­
bination stove-heater used in most
Japanese homes - spew forth their
enormous daily quota of atmospheric
garbage.

All this combines to prod uce what
may well be the world's ioorst Jtnog

problem.'

During our four-day visit to Tokyo

Tokyo's speciall y tra ined riot po lice prepare to stop rampaging zengokuren stude nts' a ttempt to
sabotage Premier Eisaku Soto's Asian tour. V iolent student demonstrations ar e one of Japan's many
and growing social problems . "'oche _ AmbouodOl" Colle ge
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last October, we were not subjected to
the normally heavy smog which usually
hangs like a pall over the city. Shortly
after we arrived, refreshing rain flushed
out the sewer in the sky, and we were
able to enjoy a few relatively clear days.
However, the day before we left, we
had a sweep ing panoramic view of the
city from the top of the Tokyo Tower,
the tallest iron structure in the world,
reaching skyward, 1,092 feet . The smog
had already begun to creep back in.
For this reason, Tokyo is the hardest
city in the world in which to get sharp,
clear pictures. Ideal photograph ic con­
ditions are few and far between.

Tokyo smog is responsible for pro­
ducing a unique disease - Yokohama
Asthma. A recent survey found that
five percent of American soldiers sta­
tioned in the area had the disease. How­
ever, when they were transferred out of
the area, this asthmatic condition
quickly left.

Osaka, Nagoya, and Kyoto - all
bustling metropolises of over two mil­
lion population - also share the same
curse of asthmatic attacks, burning

throats and eyes, and wheezing lungs

as a daily way of life .

It's a common sight in Tokyo to see
tired shoppers flock to an enterprising
department store or coffee shop to pur­
chase two minutes of pure oxygen
(cost -about 28 cents) before braving
the smog soup again. Nearly everyone
has a favorite source of oxygen. House­
wives drop in at their local chemists
for a free lungful after visiting the city
center.

Traffic policemen are required to have
an "oxygen treatment" after each two
hours of being immersed in the noxious
fumes of the congested Tokyo traffic.
School children in certain areas are
required to wear surgical masks much
of the day.

Gardeners at Hirohito's palace bathe
each of the 2.300 trees once a month to
remove the accumulated smog. Despite
this, twenty to thirty of the trees die
each year from smog poisoning.

Astronomers at Mitaka Observatory
were forced to move out into the coun­
try, because the smog blanket had
obliterated most of the stars from view

Pollution and Population Prob em
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and made effective observation impossi ­
ble.

Not Enough Room

Japan's biggest internal problem is
lack of space. The entire land mass of

Japan's four main islands and three
thousand smaller islands is less than the
state of Califor,;'ia. But the real problem
lies in the fact that eighty-four percent
of this land area is mountainous and
therefore not arable.

Most of Japan's one hundred and
Doe million population is jammed into
a mere sixteen percent of the entire
land area. This means that each square
mile of arable land must hold four
thousand people! This is the largest
population density of any major nation.

With such a critical shortage of ara­
ble land, the Japanese have been forced
to press into use every available bit of
land. Any visitor to Japan is immedi­
ately impressed by the genius of the
Japanese people to utilize seemingly
every square foot of available ground
space. Small gardens arc seen every­
where. Vacant lots ace nonexistent.

Strangled Cities

With the shortage of land, Japanese
farmers have been forced to sell out
and flock to the cities at record-breaking
rates. Farms have lost fully one third of
their population since 1947, In twenty
short years, the rural population has
dropped from forty-one percent to
twenty-seven percent. This has only
served to intensify the urban problems,

The average Tokyoite occupies a scant
seventy-one square feet of living space.
This would be the size of a room
seven feet by ten feet. In the less
fortunate slum areas, it is not uncom­
mon for three or four children to be
crowded into a three-tatami mat area
or fifty-three square feet. In this un­
believably crowded condition, children
have even suffocated to death in their
sleep!

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The demand for housing in Tokyo
is so overwhelming that an advertise­

ment in A1ainichi, Tokyo daily news­
paper, may bring a thousand applica­
tions. Last year, the new public hous­
ing project consisting of fifty-four
two-room dwellings was advertised and
brought a deluge of [our hllndred
thousand applications!

Land prices are astronomical. An
acre on the Ginza - Tokyo I s main
downtown street - now runs about
eighteen million dollars or about three
thousand dollars for one square yard.
A medium-class residential acre would
sell for about thirty-eight thousand
dollars - at least five limes the equiva­
lent sale price in the United States,

The Advent of Skyscrapers

Tokyo has finally begun to develop
an impressive skyline. Up until recent
years, a safety law prohibited buildings
from being any higher than one hun­
dred and two feet, due to a continual
earthquake threat. The Japanese have
had every right to be justifiably cau­
tious in this respect because of their
history of killer quakes. In 1703, the
third -deadliest earthquake in all re­
corded history demolished Tokyo and
killed an estimated two hundred thou­
sand people! In 1828 and again in
1896, killer quakes ravished the main
island of Honshu, killing th irty thou­
sand on each occasion. Once again in
1923, Tokyo was shaken by an earth­
quake of unparalleled destructive im­
pact, All of Yokohama was destroyed
and more than half of Toky o, One
hundred forty-three thousand lives were
lost, making this the most deadly
quake in the world during the last
forty-five years!

Following closely on the heels of the
war damage, another quake struck Ja­
pan in 1946, wrecking sixty thousand
square miles. The toll of lives was one
thousand, but it would have been in­
finitely greater if the quake had not
been centered in the relatively unpopu­
lated southern islands. Two years later,
a similar quake killed three thousand
two hundred.

Geologists record an average of
twent y tremor! per day in Japan, and
they predict that another big one is
"way overdue." All this makes Japan
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possibly the most precarious spot on

earth for killer quakes .

W ith the development of supposedly
new "earthquake-proof" building tech­
niques, the law restricting the height of

buildings was abrogated in 1963. It is

possible that Tokyo may be the first
place where these "earthquake-proof"
build ings receive their first down -to­
earth test ,

T he Underworld

The other approach in solving To­
kyo's critical lack of space is the

downward app roach. T okyo now has
the most fantastic network of und er­

ground shopp ing and business cente rs
of any city on earth. Presentl y, six per­
cent of T okyo's 784 square miles ­
fo rty-seven square miles - is under­

girded with restaurants, department
stores, nigh t clubs, and even a sub­
terrane an hotel !

Each of Tokyo 's five railway sub­

centers has a spraw ling, underground
shoppi ng center. T hese shopping cen­

ters are a sprawling maze of corridors
and lobbies where literally hundreds
of shops and other business establis h­

ments are located . They are three and
four stories in depth below the ground!

One evening we drove out to inspect

one of these subterranean shopping
centers. Th e first thing tha t caught our
eye was the huge, conical ventilation

flue. Giant fans keep the air in these
subterranean .caverns fresh and smog­
free. W e drove down the wid e, sweep­

ing ramp to the most gig ant ic under­
ground parking lot I have ever seen.
As we walked th rough the maze of

corridors, it was obvious that these

shopping centers had tremend ous ad­
vantages. No smog ! N o traffic! No

climatic problems such as rain or op­
pressive heat ! The only problem with
them is that unless you are careful,
in less than five minu tes you will be
hopel essly lost. Believe me, th is is the
voice of experi ence speaking. Though
we soon became lost, we thoroughly
enjoyed every mom ent of our mis­
guided wanderings. Finally, our efforts
paid off, and we found the car. Our
trip to the world 's biggest "bargain
basement" was unforgettable.
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Tangled Traffic

Japan's road systems are sorely in­
adequate for the mounting pressure of
traffic. Exorbi tant land pri ces have
made it difficult fo r the government to
acquire road lands. Plann ing officials
point out that Japan has only th ree
square meters of road per capita in the
cities as compared with twenty to thir­
ty square meters for the European
countries. The prob lem is already criti­
cal with the p resent pressure of ten '
million cars, busses and trucks in Japan
today. However, the automob ile manu­
factu rers proud ly point out that in ten
year's time this number will triple.'

Tokyo's new par kways have eased
traffic a bit in the city, but one has
only to travel out from the core to
meet an end less glut of cars inching
their way into the suburbs on two-lane
roads , More than one million cars
commu te in and out of cent ral T okyo
each day .. . at an overall "freeway"
average of twelve miles per hour .
Commuting has become so prohibitive
that housing authorities are sometimes
hard-pressed to find any applicants for
their suburban projects, Low income
families pr efer the crowded city tene­
men ts to the crowded "expressways."

T okyo's traffic scene leaves much to
be desired . The basic system with the
central wing road and radials flying
off in most directions has been in oper­
ation since the end of September,
1967. The complete system for Tokyo
will cover the whole capita l region and
tie in with the expressways now under
construction in and between all the

indus trial areas of Japan. But it is still

man)' )'edrs aWdy.

By U_S_ standards the expressways

are narrow, twisting and very slow. In
order to save billions of dollars, the

Expressway Corporati on has followed
the policy of fitting the expressway

system to the city and all tbe built-up
areas rather than drawing a straigh t
line between two poi nts and dr iving
a hig hway through. This has saved the

cost of buying property from the
owners above the normal market p rice.

It has p roduced, however, an express­
way system with many "wide-angle"

curves and a very slow high way speed .
For example, one four -mile stretch,
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which cost thirty-one million dollars,
has a traveling time of twelve minutes .

This is an average of only twenty
miles per hour !

Already, certain sections of the sys­
tem are subjected to traffic beyond the
loads design ed for them. Each day, one
hundred and fifteen thousand cars pass
the hectic Iwaitabashi intersection.
Traffic experts consider thirty -five thou­
sand cars as the maximum Iafe daily
load.

Every year the problem increases.
Th e number of cars in Tokyo reached
two and one half million last year ­
up by twenty percent , but the amount
of road space in the city center did
not change . There is no space in
Tokyo for the vast, fine clover-leaf
functions so common in the United
States. The automobile load is so
heavy that the government has been
forced to forbid any new ownership of
automobiles unless it can be proved
that the new owner has oirstfeet park­
ing space. Despite this fact, each
month ten thousand cars are bought
and used in T okyo, intensifying the
most tangled tra ffic mess in the world!

Tragic Slaughter on the Roads

On e result of the road congestion is
a rising number of traffic accidents.
Statist ics show that Japan has one of
the highest traffic accident rates in the
world. In spite of head line-making ty­
phoons, mine disasters and floods, the
major cause of accidenta l death in
Japan is the automobile! The fat ality
tota l hit fifteen thousand last year!

Pedestr ians wage a continual battle
fo r survival, while school children
wear regulation yellow hats , coats, a.nd
umbrellas for protection. Despite all
this , Tokyo traffic is responsible for
three deaths , and two hundred injuries
every day - most of them pedes­
trians .

In order to avoid the risk of gam­
bling with their lives in a highway
version of "Russian roulette," many
commu ters have resorted to T okyo's
Rapid Transit System of busses and
trains. However, these facilities are be­
ing overtaxed at up to thr ee times
their capacity in some cases. Every
working day, thr ee million Tokyoites
are subjected to this rapid transit
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nightmare. Subway trains employ pro­
fessional "pus hers," whose job it is to
stuff passengers like sardines into To­
kyo's railroad and subway cars. Of ten,
this is at the expense of bruised and
battered limbs, ripped jacket sleeves,
and shattered windows.

Community Projects Neglected

Japan has built its industrial and ec­
onomic power by woefully neglecting
its social needs. Tokyo is only thirty
percent sewerized. Garbage accumu­
lates in the cities, untended by dis­
posal trucks. With few exceptions,
waterways are becoming increasingly
polluted.

Public parks and playgrounds are at
a premium. Urban park space is reck­
oned to be about three square meters
per capita in Japan as against twelve to
fifteen square meters for the European
countries.

This does not seem, however, to
bother the Japanese people. It is not
in their tradition to press for such con­
veniences.

One planning official stated that he
thought the biggest obstacle to more
earnest tackling of Japan' s myriad so­
cial problems is pltb/ic il1differel1ce. A
questionnaire sent out to one million
persons last year asking what they
wanted the government to do for them
produ ced these replies: the majority,
twenty-seven percent, answered "Stop
price rises." Another twelve percent
wanted a reduction of taxes, and ten
percent, lower land prices. Only nine
percent wanted more roads and better
transportation ; seven percent, elimina­
tion of air pollution; four percent, a
better educational system; and four per­
cent, more parks and cultural ameni­
ties.

Th ere has been a gradual shift in
the government's approach to public
spending. Th e share or the gross na­
tional product for the public sector has
increased from six percent in 1951 to
about ten percent today. This is, how­
ever, little more than half the percen-
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to solve. Japan's problems are IN SOLU­

BLE. But these problems are not unique
to Japan. They are the same problems
which are plaguing every modern in­
dustrial nation.

The ultimate solution to Japan' s
problems - and the entir e world's prob­
lems - is beyond the ability of man to
solve for himself. Any truly informed,
rational person is forced to this inevita­
ble conclusion.

Everything that Japan has worked
and sacrificed to build - everything that
mankind as a whole has created in
this breathtaking century of modern
technology and indu stry - stands in
jeopardy of being swept away and de­
stroyed in the all-consuming vortex of
man 's own self-created problems.

Within our modern society are the
seeds for its own destruction. Man has
ind eed created a kind of awesome
Frankenstein monster destined to ulti­
mately dest roy its creator .

Man's Greatest Need

One news analyst wisely observed
that man' s only hope is "a strong hand
from somewhere." But from where ?
Th is man admitted he didn 't know.

There is a source that reveals from
where th is strong hand will come and
whose hand it is. That source is your
Bible! Notice the start ling answer:
"And I saw heaven opened, and behold
a white horse; and he that sat upon him
was called Faithful and True, and in
righteousness he doth judge and make
war. , . And out of his mouth goeth a
sharp sword, that with it he should
smite the nations: and he shall rule
them with a rod of iron" (Rev. 19:11,
15) .

Also notice: "And the seventh angel
sound ed and there were great voices in
heaven, saying, The kingdoms of th is
world are become the kingdoms of our
Lord, and of his Christ; and he shall
reign forever and ever" ( Rev. 11:15) ,

There is hope ! God isn't going to let
man destroy himself. He is going to
send His Son, the living Jesus Christ,
back to this earth as King of kings and
Lord of lords to save man from himself
and to set up a Kingdom which shall
never be destroyed.

and respect of the children for their
parents. The last decade, however, has
seen a nearly total abandonmen t of the
traditional Japanese family system. More
and more Japanese children do not reo
spect or obey their parents. The adult
Japanese are now referring to this time
as the "age of defiance." Th e leader­
ship of the father as the head of the
family has greatly deteriorated. And
the mother is often away from the
home working in order to earn extra
yen for a new television, washing ma­
chine or stereo.

There are nineteen million working
women in Japan. Th is represents
more than half of the women over
eighteen!

Japanese women do not like to qui t
their jobs when their children begin to
come along. Th e reason is that Japa­
nese employers are very reluctant to
hire older women, or mothers who
want to return to their old jobs after
having their babies. Th ey prefer young
high school graduates. Therefore, it is
common for mothers to go to work and
leave their children alone or take them
to an overcrowded and understaffed
nursery.

Insoluble Problems

Th e N ew Japan is suffering unde r an
increasing load of gigantic problems ­
air pollution, overpopu lation, carnage on
the highw ays, and the dissolution of the
fami ly.

Despite the creative genius, bound­
less energy, dedication and determin a­
tion of the Japanese people, these stag­
gering problems are beyond their power

tage spent by the United States govern­
ment to improve public facilit ies.

Th e average family income in Japan
is only $187 per month with the per
capita ann/tal income standing at a
mere $800. Despite this low income,
most people are forced to pay astro­
nomical rent in order to live in the
city. Yet, at the same time, ninety-two
percent own television sets, seventy­
two percent own washing machines,
sixty-one percent own refr igerators,
and fifty percent own electric stoves.
Th ey also manage to save an average
of eight percent of their income per
fam ily. Thi s is noth ing short of in­
credible. Th e answer lies in their will­
ingness to sacrifice for what they want,
and to do without what , to them, is
not essential. For example, very few
own their own bathtubs, and ninety­
four percent of all Japanese sleep on
the floor.

The Japanese people are also willing
to sacrifice themselves for their national
IDOL of industrial power. Th ey are a
diligent and dedicated people. It is not
uncommon to see Japanese construction
crews work ing at night. The Japanese
people are energetic. They run, not
walk, on the job. The national average
for sleep is about sbe hours a night.
They live to work - there is less than
one percent unemployment in the na­
tion. Th e Japanese don't mind doing
witho ut community conveniences to
fulfill a national goal.

Dissolution of the Home

The traditional Japanese home has
been ·marked by its streng th, solidarity,

Rehoboarn' s attitud e was that of a young man accustomed to what great wea lth

could provide, He had little interest in the welfare of his people.

jeroboam's Sedition

Conflict with his subjects started on his inauguration day. Jeroboam, to whom

God had prom ised rulership of ten tribes of Israel, led a crowd of men from all parts

of the nation up to the platform where the new king stood . ( I Kings 12:2·3.)

" If you will permit me, sir, I have something to say to you on behalf of the

people," Jeroboam addressed Rehoboam.

The king stared impassively at Jeroboam. He resented what he considered an

intrusion at a ceremony in which he was the star. He wanted to refuse Jeroboam, but

he knew that the crowd would be angry if he didn 't agree to listen , Finally he

nodded curtly to Jeroboam,

"For years your father has troubled us with heavy taxes ," Jeroboam spoke out .

"Lately he has forced many men of Israel into heavy labor on various pro jects. We

can't continue under these conditions much longer. Now we're respectfully asking

you to help us by lowering our taxes and stoppi ng the draft of men into forced

labor."

Rehoboam felt like asking Jeroboam and the others to go mind their own busi-
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ness. Instead, he managed to appear fr iendly and quite thoughtful, as though the

suggestion deserved his royal consideration .

"W hat you have brought up is something I have thought about," he said. "I

want to help my people. Come back here in three days. Meanwhile, I'll confer with

my advisors.

surprised at what happened. The new ruler strode regally out before the crowd and

peered at the expectant faces. H e was smiling , but his smile was more arrogant than

friendly .

Rehohoam's Foolish Decision

"Three days ago you asked me to lower your taxes and demand less labor for

projects in Israel," Rehoboam commenced. "I told you I would consult my advisors

about these matters, and I did. Now you'll get my answer:'

The king gazed about with a growing smile before he continued. Obviously he

was savoring those moments while his audience hung on every word he uttered.

"You think my father taxed you too heavily and worked some of you too

hard? Then you should app reciate how easy he was on you. I am young and have

more competent men working with me and more projects in mind .

He knew that the peo­

ple were on the verge of revolt ing agains t the king, It was his opportunity to stir

them up further, which he promptly did ,

As a resul t, every tribe of Israel except Judah (and Benjamin, the small tribe

whose terri tory adjoined that of Judah) rebelled against Rehoboarn. As representa­

tives of the ten tribes were returning in disappointment to their homes, Rehoboam

sent the chief collector of taxes to speak to the representat ives of the people,

Hours later an excited servant hurr ied to Rehoboam, who was still staying at

Shechem, convinced that the people would passively submit to any extra burden he

put on them.

"Ado ram your head tax collector has been stoned to death!" the servant

exclaimed, "There are reports tha t the people are prepared to take the lives of any­

one who attempts to collect taxes, Th ere are even rumors that an angry crowd is

forming to come here and demand to talk to you !"

The frightened king didn 't waste time calling fo r advisors to advise him to

leave, It was ent irely his own idea to get to his chariot as Soon as possible and head

swiftly south on the road to Jerusalem, where he knew he would be safer among

the people of his own tribe, ( I Kings 12:16-19; II Chro nicles 10:16-19.)

While Rehoboam was establishing himself in the royal pala ce, leaders of the

ten rebellious tr ibes met to form a nat ion sepa rate from Judah and Benjamin. They

started by declaring Jeroboam king. H is leadership convinced them that he was best

fitted to be over them . That was as God had planned it, so that a large part of Israel

would be taken from the rule of Solomon's family. Otherwise Jeroboam wouldn't

have been allowed to become a ruler as he wasn't of the royal line. ( I Kings 12:20.)

Jeroboam's Idolat ry

Reports of what was going on quickly reached Rehoboam. He began to realize

that matters were much more serious than he had been given to believe. He gave

orders that all the soldiers of Judah and Benjamin should be mustered to overrun

the seceding tribes and force them back into allegian ce to the government at Jeru­

salem,

One hund red and eighty thousand troops answered Rehoboarn's call. Just when

the king was about to send them into action, a prophet by the name of Shema iah

came to tell him and the peop le of Judah and Benjamin that God didn't want them

to war against the other tribes.

" If you do," Shemaiah warned them, "God will surely bring some kind of sud­

den and severe punishment on you."

Rehoboam was af raid . Even though some of his young fr iends and advisors

considered him coward ly for doing so, he wisely called off the planned attack.

Jerusalem a s though his

" I happen to know that if we go to war against our brothers , God won't be

with us in battle," he hesitantly explained to his astonished officers. "Dismiss the

troops and send them back to their homes."

By striking the king with fear , God prevented a civil war He didn't want to

take place. ( I Kings 12:21-24; II Chronicles 11:1-4 .)

One of the first things Jeroboam did as king was to rebui ld and fortify the

mountain town of Shechem, which he occupied with a small army after Rehoboam

had fled. Shechem had been mostly in ruins since it had been ravaged by Abimelech

nearly two hundred years before. Now Jeroboam planned to make it the seat of

government of his kingdom. He also rebuilt and fortified the town of Penuel, located

east of the Jordan near the Jabbok River. It was on a route to foreign cities, in-
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cludin g Damascus to the northeast. Manned by Jeroboam' s soldiers, it was an impor­

tan t outpost for checking on caravan traffic moving to and from Jerusal em, ( I Kings

12:25.)

In his efforts to strengthen himself as ruler, Jeroboam felt he had to do some

scheming. He reasoned that if very many of his people felt obligated to go to Jerusalem

to observe God 's Annual Sabbaths and Festivals , they migh t repent of their rebel­

lion and feel that Jeroboam had led them astray,

"They' ll surely do away with me if they begin to think that way," Jeroboam

thought. "Something · will have to be done to keep them away from Jerusalem,"

Instead of showing obedience and asking God for help in his office of king,

Jeroboam chose to pursue the opposite direction by de liberately leading the people

away from God , He had two images of calves constructed of go ld, One was

erected in the town of Bethel , only a few miles north of Jerusalem, The other was

set up in the town of Dan, on the east side of the Jordan not far southwest of Mt.

Hermon , Jeroboam then made a proclamation to all his people.

"From now on it will not be necessary for you to go all the way to Jerusalem

to observe those old Mosaic festivals . W hy be under the law ?" he said, trying to

deceive the people, "There is a golden calf at Bethel in the south and another at Dan

in the north. They represent the gods which brought your ancestors out of Egypt.

N ow it will be easier, more convenient and even safer for everyone to confine your

religious duties within the borders of your own land , Priests and their assistants

at both locations will assist all who need help or instruction in sacrificing or wor­

ship,"

A Pagan Priesthood

The "priests" referred to weren't of the family of Levi. They were men of low

rank who were willing to conduct sacrifices to idols for whatever they were paid,

Surpr ising ly, many people fell in with the king's suggestion ro break God's

law, Instead of being fa ithful to their Creator, they began making sacrifices to the

calf images, Within on ly weeks Jeroboam's kingdom was infested with one of the

evils God had especially warned the people about over the centuries, As for the real

priests - the Levites - who lived in tha t part of the land, and the other people

in the ten tribes who remain ed faithfu l to God, they fl ed to Judah and Jerusalem.

( I Kings 12:26-31; II Chronicles 11 :13-17,)

But Jeroboam wasn 't satisfied with the change he had made . God 's Festival of

Tabernacles was soon to be observed, He feared that this happiest time of the year

would draw many to Jerusalem, where it had been joyfully kept. In a fana tical
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At Jeroboam's comma nd, delightful little qold-cove red
images resembling cal ves were set up in temples in
the cities of Dan a nd Bethel. The king intended them
to be worshipped by his subjects.

Go d 's Warning

"God has .sent me from Ju­

dah to declare a curse on this

altar! " he loudly announced . "A

child by the name of Josiah shall

be born to the house of David !

attempt to control his subjects in this matter, he denounced God's law, He then

announced to the peop le that there would be no reason for them to go anywhere

to observe the start of the Festiva l on the fifteent h day of the seventh month. He

said he had officially changed the date to the fifteenth day of the eighth month­

the period we now know as Hallowe'en ! ( I Kings 12:32-33.)

To attempt to alter the Holy Days established by God was rash, irreverent, and

sinful. Mad as it was, Jeroboam didn 't do any worse than others who - masquerading

as God's ministers - have worked to change or do away with God's Sabbaths down

through the ages . Today many churches have summer "camp meetings" instead of

observ ing the Festival of Tabernacles in the fall. They keep Easter instead of Pass­

over, W'hitsunday instead of Pen-

tecost. They celebrate the begin­

ning of a new year in the winter,

whereas God tells us that the

new rear begins in the spring.

Sunday is regarded as a holiday

instead of God's weekly Sabbath ,

and so on , These Ilagrant devia­

tions will be corrected over the

who le world when Chris t comes

to Ea rth to ru le. (Zechariah

14:16-19,)

To impress those who came

to his centers of worship, Jero­

boam often assumed the role of

high priest, One day when he

was burning incense before the

calf image at Bethel, a man

broke through the audience and

strode toward the altar.
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He, too, shall burn something on this altar, but it won't be incense, It will be the

bones of you lying priests who sacrifice here !" ( I Kings 13: 1-2.)

These events were fulfi lled many years later just as God prophesied. ( II Kings

23: 15-17,)

The king turned to peer at the stranger. H e put down the incense container

and placed his hands on his hips.

"So you are a prophet fro m Judah !" he said in a mocking tone. " Prove it' to

me and to these people by giving us a sign . If you fa il, we'll know that you are a

liar and that you dese rve to die for reviling this sacred idol and temple!"

The stranger stared at th e king , seemingly at a loss for words,

"A sign !" Jeroboam barked impatiently, "Give us a sign righ t now or admit that

you lied when you said God sent you ,"

"There is your sign !" the prophet blurted out, POl11 tlllg to the smoking altar.

"That altar sha ll break apart and dump its ashes on the floor !"

"Well?" Jeroboam asked after seconds had dragged by and not hing happened.

"Your tim e is up. Men, seize thi s wretch!"

T he king extended an arm toward the prophet . Attendants grabbed him and

started to drag him away, but stopped wh en they noti ced that something was

wrong with their lead er. H is face was suddenly pa le, and his expr ession was one

of stark fright. H is bare arm, still outstretched , was somehow hid eously white and

wrinkled and stiff, H e was unable to draw it back or drop it to his side!

W hile sta rtled peop le stared, a loud cracking soun d came from the altar. It fell

apart as though it had been sliced by an in visible bolt of lightning , crashing to

Everything you do is motivated by some "authority./I Your
beliefs, opinions - deepest convictions, are based on some
"authority ./I Your dress, customs, diet, and personal habits are
the result of a certain "authority ./I Who is your author ity?

tty IKE, Man, I'm MY OWN au­
L thority," answers the hipp ie,

when asked the question. Who
is your authority?

But his answer is not the truth .

He's wearing a uniform.

He is conforming to a nameless, face­
less, anonymous "authority" - the
"hippie image" on conformity to
WH AT OT HE R PE OP LE THINK.

The Hippie Is a Slave

The hippie slavishly cringes befo re
the opinions of OT H ER people who have
"d ropped out" from society. He wants
their approva l and acceptance! His
craven desire to belong, his desperate
search for identity with other humans
leads him to incredible filth, immorality,
long hair, beads, psychedelic clothing,
and all the accoutrements and parapher­
nalia of the "hippie."

So, in his professed NON-confo rm ity.
he is actually a classic CONFO RMIST . It's
only a matter of WHICH GROU P OF

PEOPL E comprise HIS AUT HO RITY.

A man in the military isn't so dim ­
wit ted.

He KNOWS who his "authority" is ­
from the platoon sergeant right on up
to his ultimate commander-in-chief, the
President of the United States. He
knows his dress, haircut, work habits,
uniform, and whole BEINGmust conform
to the dictates of that AUTHORITY
which governs his life.

But few others, outside the military,
know WHO their authority IS.

Do you ?

"Tha t Depends"

Right about here, most peopl e use
the familiar ambiguity - "that depends"
- "That depends," you might answer,
on just what you MEA N by "authority: '

"]f you mean," you might continue,

"someone who RULES me - who dic­
tates to me, or tells me what to do with
my life, then the answer is NOBODY! "

Nice try. But it' s not true.

I used to feel that way, too. Dis­
charged from the N avy after four years'
service, including nine months' offshore
Korea duri ng the blistering winter of
1951-52, I had decided I would NEVER
"take orders" from ANYONE again .

Deluding myself I was the classic in­
dependent, I kidded myself I was a
"free" soul.

I smoked, of course. But then, I
argued with myself, I smoked because
I WANT ED to, and not because I HAD
to. No one was COMMANDING me to
light up a cigarette. No one but my own
self.

The truth was - I was a whipped
SLAVE to the cigarette HABIT. I HAD to
smoke - as I finally began to see when
I tried to quit. I would toy with the
idea of quitting - even try to convince
my wife a certain brand had virtually
NO NICOTINE in it ( as per the implied
statements on the package), and there­
fore was conducive to good health.

But finally quitting time came. I knew
I HAD to quit ANY habit that was degen­
erative, destructive to health, and di rectly
condemned in the Bible. But it was
tough . I would throw away a pack in
d isgust, after, of course, having smoked
"j ust that one" to satisfy my craving.
Th en, the next day - I would try to
remember where I thre w the pack - and
actually drive over to the ditch and
search for it ! Free man ?

But smoking is only ONE example.

I wasn't ever going to wait in a line
again. Never say "sir" again - never
take any orders of any kind.

But that was all a childish pip e dream.
And it all went up in smoke.

I finally discovered it's all a question

of WHICH AUTHORITY you decide to be
under.

Because WE ARE ALL UNDER AUTHOR­
ITY.

W e don't recognize our slavishness.
W e can' t even IDENTIFY our "authority"
most of the time - but we're under
authority, nevertheless.

So what I mean by "authority" is
simply tbn:

Your "authority" is that sum total
of every motive in your life, and the
SOURCE of that motive.

W hat DECIDES whether you wear a
mini-skirt, or long hair ? W hat MOTI­
VATING FACTOR in your life makes you
the "kind" of person you are? W hat
FORMED your habits of diet, physical
exercise, dress, entertainment, and relax­
ation ? What specific series of influences
shaped your BELIEFS? What about RACE,
RELIGION, and POLITICS ?

Yo u are the sum total of a series of
personality-shaping AUTHORITIES.

To some people , their CHURCH is
their ultimate, final, absolute "authority"
for DOING or NOT doing some act or
another. To other people, it is thei r
family; their traditions; their fr iends;
the ir club or lodge.

Of course - authorities, like loyalties,
change.

The model church-going, civic-mind­
ed, pillar of the mid-western community
whose authority is the whole complexity
of church-oriented, socially accepted
customs of his own environm ent can
become, by virtue of a button, badge, or
hat, liberally laced with various kinds
of booze, a braying, g lazed-eyed jackass
at a ribald party following a politi cal
convention.

"Sophisticated" big-city citizenry rec­
ognize these types - have names for
them - and smile in knowing tolerance
at their business-trip antics.

But even the once-yearly drunk is
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confo rming to a tem p orarv authority.
An d it is inevitab ly OTHER PEOPLE.
W hat are other people DOING? What are
they doing NOW? T hat social urge to be
par t of a group action has caused many
a philosopher to ponder the likeness be­
tween hu man s and sheep.

What DECRE ES what you belie ve ? D id
you HONESTLY ( really, now ) research
all available sou rces of information for
yourself ? Have you PROVED the source
of each mot ivating action ? D o you know
WHY you react the way you do ? Do you
really KNOW why you " believe" this or
that about the members of another race ?

Your AUTHORITY for all of this is
that collection of people who have made
you what you are. You will be shocked
to find out how LITTLE you , yourself,
by yourself , have had to do with it.

Beginnings

Science, the backbo ne of ed ucat ion,
can give us no purpose in existing­
no reason fo r being .

It can' t tell us why we are - what
we are - or where we're bo und.

But science ge ts all-fired AUTHORITA·
TIVE when it comes to WHERE WE CAME

FROM .
"In the beginning:' goes the modern

fable. "was the hydrogen atom," Thus,
evolut ionary, atheist ic, God-denying
science preaches its own peculiar dogma,
all the while pityingly ignoring those
who bel ieve the more accurate version,
" In the beginn ing, GOD created . . . ."

But science is fo rced to recog nize
LAW. It searches and explores a LAWful,
LAW ABIDING un iverse . It ponders the
marvelous LAWS of the solar system. It
investigates the wondrous LAWS of the
environment of earth, and all living
crea tures upon it.

But science stops short of realizing it
takes an AUTHORITY to mak e a law. And
it takes an AUTHOR ITY to SUSTAIN and
UPHOLD a law. And it takes an AUTHOR­
ITY to PUNIS H FOR INFRACTIONS OF
LAW.

For the pro fessor and his fellow who
first shook violently a vial of nitroglyc­
erine, it was instan taneously too late for
such profound thoughts ,

But in the af termath of th at prim itive
explosion , it wou ld seem logical the
princip le should have impr essed itself on
the surv ivors.

The PLAI N TR UTH

No one goes arou nd trying to argue
it's only true, " histo rically" in chemical
labs, They only do that in college text­
books.

You lire in an AUTH ORITY. Th e
whole uni verse is bound by authority.
Th e solar system, earth, and all life. But
the only authority of which you really
become aware in early life is whatever
authority thwarts your des ire - restri cts
your impulses. Usua lly, you relent this.

Unknowi ngly, you FOLLOW whatever
authority comes along with appeals to
the pull of your senses . You don't
recognize it as "authority" because the
experien ce is PLEASANT to you.

But it's about time you understood
the true begi nnings of man - WHAT we
are - W H Y human nature is what it is
- and WHAT IS YO UR TRUE PURPOSE
IN BEING.

SO let' s investigate, briefly, your own
ph)'Jicdl beg innings .

W e're speaking of you as a baby!
N ot the philosoph ical and theological
qu estion of where all mankind came
fro m - but just where YOU, persona l­
ly, began.

You were imme diately governed by
AUT HORITY!

Even your bodily processes could be
so const rued . Your nervous imp ulses
were all the authority you needed for
otherwise unacceptable and disgustin g
acts - perso nal enterp rises of babies ­
near min dless, tho ughtless, but vastly
importan t to us as little, struggling
creatures .

H ungry ? You cried . Wet ? You cried
- and it was nobody's fault but your
own, "Lonely)" (you didn't really
'know the meanin g of the term) you
still cried . Sometime s you cried because
you didn 't know it, but it was your
only form of bodily exercise.

If you were overseen by somewhat
"average" parents - they probab ly let
you gradu ally wor k out, FOR YOUR
OWN SELF, wh atever system of autho rity
ap pealed to you the mo st!

If they, like millions of Spock-taught
paren ts, abhorred the idea of corporal
(ugh I) punishment , you began finding
yourself living in a frustrated limbo of'
NOT KNOWING what your limitations

were.
You we re ut terly wit hout gu iding

principles.
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There was no co usrrsaauthority in
your life which would help you realize
your emot ional frenzies had to be con­

trolled,

Maybe this sounds hypothetical. It's
not . It' s absolutely true in too many
thousa nds of cases.

Your first "authority" SHOULD have
been loving, corrective, kind, merci ful
but FIRM PARENTAL authority ! You
should have, at the tender age of WEE KS,
begu n findin g out ther e are LAWS in
this environm ent of yours - LAWS TO
BE OBEYED - and AUTHORITIES to
pun ish if those laws are broken!

Let' s skip ahead to teen-age.

Your Really "Grearese" Authori ty

In teen-age - your authorities were
most awesome, alj-pon derous, demand­
ing and important . You didn't know
what these aut ho riti es were - d idn't
even recognize you were under them
(you fancied yourself "free") but you
obeyed, W ithout a complaint. Usually
instantly.

Where did you go? W ith whom ?
W hy?

In "hanging arou nd" the corner d rug­
store, malt shop or dr ive-in, sort of
"waiting to see what happens" you were
actua lly cowering in fro nt of a giant
d ictator - a huge authority in your life
that DROVE you to do what you did,
d ress as you did, cut your hair (or refuse
to) as you did, and eat, talk, walk, play
spo rts, date, kiss and even repa ir cars
like you did!

T eens DESPERATELY try to "belong."
T hey must be jllJI as "mature," roug h,
tough and ready - J UST as " in" as all
the others, (Who, incidentally, hope
to be " in" like the ones who in turn
strive to be " in," assum ing othe rs are
already - if, that is, all this makes any

sense).

Were you striving to be dashing,
hand some, sports-minded and the life
of all parties ?

O r did pimples preve nt it?

If so - you probably resented the
smooth complexions from the other side
of the tracks, and found for yourself
a set of fr iends to go with your face.
Complete with all habits and modes of
dress to match.

Like long hair , ciga rettes, autos with
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huge rear ti res, and a rebellious att itud e.
Or like sho rt sk irts, ironed. hair,

blonde dye, canvas sneakers, and a walk
tha t resembled a cross between two
different savage rhythms.

Be honest with yourself. Regardless
as to the mode of the t imes - forgetting
the era in which you grew up, what u-ere
the real authori ties [n your li fe ?

W hat were YOU like ? N ot what you
THOUGHT you were like or what you
a-anted to be like - but what were
YOU like ?

You were striving desperate ly. the
chances are, to be just like all the other s
in your par ticular circle of f riend s ! So
those f fie nds, TH EI R modes of dr ess,
THE IR likes and dislikes, T HE IR mora ls
and habits - THEY BECAME YOUR

AUTHORITY !

You can probably remember MANY

occasions when your pare nts and those
f riends were in complete opposition
one against the other. W hich one di d
you follow? If not follow, which one
did you \'(/ANT to follow - even tho ugh
forced to follow the dictates of your
parents?

Like most young peop le, you very
probably respected the "authority" of
OTHER YOUNG PEOPLE your own age,
and TH EIR customs, far more than the
authority of your pare nts.

So your really GREATEST authority in
your life, during those years was
VANITY .

Some want to be "rugged," toug h,
calloused, indiffe rent - want to "drop
out" and become known for their
"don't care" att itude. So they adopt
that particular pose. They' re unhappy.
They don't REALLY want to drop out ­
they want to drop IN - IN with a
g roup whose acceptance they covet. .

Some want to be popular, the life of
the party, active in sports and school
activit ies - and so try to become that
type of person.

But in every case - VANITY is be­
hind it all.

Human nature - VANITY

You are the sum tota l of all the
thoughts, exper iences, and occurrences
that have made you what you are. With·
out realizing it - you have been sub­
ject to certain powerful AUTHORITIES all
your life.

Th, PLAIN TRUTH

I said you live in an "authority."
That' s only another way of saying you

Hippies, seek ing to escape a uthority, a re co nfor ming to a na meless, faceles s,
anonymous "authority" - the " hippie image."
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in Isaiah 14 and Ezekiel 28. He is de­
scribed as the epitome of VANITY.

Vanity consists of J EA LOUS Y, L UST and
GREED. The devil is described as the
beginner of all lies (John 8:44), as the
Prince of the Power of the Air ( Eph.
2:2) and as the very GOD - the LE AD­

IN G AUT HOR ITY - of this present

world ( II Cor. 4:4) .
As such, the devil HOLDS SW AY over

the minds and hearts of men!

Let' s understand this! Human nature
might be likened to a powerful NEGA­

TIVE CURR ENT. The devil is, fo r the
sake of thi s analogy, a powerful POS I­

Without knowing it - you have al­
lowed your van ity to DRIVE you - to
WHIP you into submission, to COERCE
you into com mitti ng acts, harboring re­
sentments and att itudes, do ing things
you KNEW WERE WRONG!

Human natur e, believe it or not, is
VANITY, jealomy, lnst and greed .'

It is as if th e natu re of th e devil
himself had been PUT WITHIN man .

But only a RARE one-in-a-million per­
son will ADM IT he has been a slave !

Only a tiny handful have come to the
pla ce they have been will ing to see
th emselves as in literal BONDAGE to th e
hidden autho rity of the devil, to the
pu ll of the ir own nature, and the
authori ty of THIS WORLD arou nd them !

Mill ions faney themselves FREE.
They especially fancy they are tree

from having to OBEY G OD!
They speak of "grace," whi ch me ans,

to them, being in some sort of spiritual
CONDITION wh ich releases them fr om
ob ligat ion to OBEY GOD'S AUTHORITY!

But grace is NOT a spiri tual "cond i-

tion" - it is a quality of the nature of
God! Grace is merely GOD'S FORGIVE­
NESS - Hi s attitude of MERCY and PAR­
DON, unearned, und eserved, which He
will show toward anyone wh o REPENTS

of sin !
Never make a mistake! You ARE

und er authority. You always WILL be.
The only question is; " WHOSE?"

You have been under the auth ori ty
of this world and its customs, habits,
beliefs, fables, false rel igions, dogmas,
prejudices, po lit ics, warped history, and
its people. You have been - though
you didn't realize it, and may deny it
sti ll - UNDER the authority and sway
of the hidd en god of th is present age,
who IS Satan th e devi l.

But the great influence who presen tly
holds sway over man kind likes to allow
man to believe himself f ree. He even
has ministers (II Cor. ll :13-15) who
preach his special kind of " f reedom."

Listen to this! "While they [ the false
ministers of Satan ] promise them [their
foll owers] LIBERTY, they themse lves are
the servants of corruption: for of whom
a man is overcome, of the same is he
brought in bondage" (II Pet. 2:19) .

Peter was insp ired to write of these
teachers, calli ng them ". . . beguiling
unstable souls... cursed children :
Which have forsaken th e right way
and are go ne astray ... wells without
water, cloud s tha t are carried with a
temp est; to whom the mist of darkness
is reserved forever" (II Pet. 2:14·17) .

For cent uries, humans have kidded

They have only succeeded in drifting
from one kind of ens lavement to an­
other - and have never achieved true
freedom.

\Xfe're enslaved by our own inven­
tions. Afraid of our own hugeness ­
terri fied by th e works of our own hands .

Today mank ind sees h imself facing
that ultimate disaster of all- th e sui­
cide of the whole human race.

And all because we wanted liberty.
Freedom. But we didn 't know WHAT
it was. And we didn 't know WHERE TO
LOOK for it.

True FREEDOM

What IS real libe rty ? What is true
f reedom ?

Our chi ld psychologists seem smitten
with the notion it is total anarchy; the
right to do to whomso ever , at whatever
time you choose, whatsoever you please.

In our homes and schools, we have
seen the ho rrible consequences of this
utter misconception; in violent youth,
juven ile delinquency, growing riots,
classroom disturbances, and even mount­
ing homicides betwe en parents and
children .

In our societies today, millions of us
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believe freedom is the freedom FRO M

law, to do wh atever we can get
away with - whenever the opportunity
strikes. \Y/e lie, cheat, rob and kill ; we
gulp pills, swallow hormones, diet and
exercise ourselves into a physical limbo ;

DRIVEN, like a cowering, whimper­
ing, slave by your own habits (smoking,
cursing, drinking, arguing, fighting,
stealing, etc., etc. ), and p-assions (lust,
covetousness, sex compulsions ; even drug
usage) - RULED over , by mere human
emotion - or will you determine NO
SUCH SATANIC AUTHORITY WILL BEAR
RULE OVER YOUR LIFE- that you will
be FREE?

Paul continued, "Neither yield ye
your members as instruments of unrigh­
teousness unto SIN [ and sin is the break­
ing of God's ten commandments­
I John 3 :4] ; but yield yourselves un to
God, as those that are alive from the
dead, and your membe rs as instrum ents
of righ teousness unto God . For sin shall
not have dominion over Y OII ..•n

( Romans 6 :13-14).

God says of HIS true servants, sin
shall NOT driv e you, whip you into line,
FORCE you to commit acts that bring
upon you all sorts of suffering . Your
own passions, lusts, vanities and jeal­
ousies are NOT to bring you into abjec t,
groveling SLAVE RY ! Your own preju­
dices, notions, thoughts, concepts, racial
bigotr ies and religious ideas are NOT
TO BE YOUR AUTHORITY!

Paul knew there was a literal BATTLE
being waged . It was a batt le of two
different AUTHORITIES. H E was the
prize !

" I find then a LAW, that , when I
would do good , evil is present wit h me.
For I delight in the law of God after
the inwa rd man : but I see anot her law
in my members, WARRING aga inst the
law of my mind , and BRINGING ME
INTO CAPTIVITY to the LAW OF SIN
[NOT, AS SOME FALSE PREACHERS MON­
STROUSLY PURPORT, THE TEN COM­
MANDMENTS OF GOD!] which is IN MY
MEMB ERS" ( Romans 7:21-23). T hat
" law of sin" in his flesh was his HUMAN
NAT URE, which is SUBJ ECT to van ity
(R om. 8 :20 ) , which is influenced by
Satan the devil; by thi s present world,
and by the pull s of the flesh.

But Paul said he had been made FREE
from that "captivity" to the law of sin .

H e said, " . . . For the law of the
Spirit of LIFE in Christ Jesus hath mad e
me FREE from the law of sin and
death"! (Rom. 8 :2.)

N ow he was deciding, as a FREE
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moral agent, just WHO HIS AUTHORITY
WOULD BE.

He decided it oolmttarily, No other
person, no superhuman being, no influ­
ence FORCED him.

And he decided his authority would
be God the Father, and Jesus Christ,
and the WORD of God . He would no
longer mind lessly, blind ly cringe before
the whims of human natu re.

He would NOT be a slave to "what
people th ink," and to the opi nions and
notions of others, equally enslaved to
passion .

PRO PH ECY is rushing to fulfillment
especially in W estern Europe!

Most Americans have little
knowledge of the d ramatic developments
that have unfolded in Europe in the
past month . Many of these event s have
gone virtually unnoticed. The emphasis
in the news media has been upon the
grave situation in Asia.

Here, for our readers , is what's hap­
pening.

Yugoslavia - EEC Link Soon

A major breakt hrough for the Euro­
pean Common Market is about to occur.

Yugoslavia will shortly establish

dipl omatic relations with the supergov­

ernment of the six-nation trade bloc.

Jean Rey, Belgian Executive President

of the European Common Market, made

the annou ncement early February. Yu­

goslavia will therefore become the first

East European (communist) nation to
recogniz e dip lomatically the existence
of the Government of the Common
Market.

Belgrade's decision follows on the
heels of its recent resumption of diplo­
matic relations with \Vest Germany, the
Common Market's most powerful mem­
ber. T his was announced January 31.
( Bonn initiated the move which healed
a breach caused ten years ago over Bel­
grade's recognitio n of Communist East
Germany.)

Unity Forges Ahead­

Despite De Gau lle

Few people outside of Europe realize
that other nations - 71 to date! - have
ambassadors accredited to Common Mar­
ket headqu arters in Brussels, Belgium.
Th e booming EEC is increasingly being
treated as a single supranational en/i t)'.

All of this is occurring despite ob­
structive tactics by France's Presiden t
de Gau lle. "People in Europe arc well
on their way toward calling Europe
their Fatherland," one German dip lomat
declared recently.

Anot her German, Professor WaIter
Hal lstein, former president of the Com­
mon Marker Commission, is confident
the uni ty drive will bring success.

Hall stein was removed from his office
last July when the executive commis­
sions of the EEC, the Coal & Steel
Community and Euratom (each com­
pri sing the same six nations) were
merged. De Gaulle was opposed to
Ha llstein receiving increased power and
influence. Hallstein's pers istent efforts
to acquire supranat ional powers for the
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Profe ssor W al te r Hollstein , until
re ce ntly the Pre sid ent of the
Euro p ean Common Market Com ­
mission . Ca lled by so me the
" apost le of Europea n un ity,"
Ho llste in is st ill wo rking hard fo r
his number o ne ca use.

EEC- at the expense of indiv idual
nati on al sovereign ty - angered th e
French Presid ent .

Now H all stcin is build ing a firm po ­
litical base in \'(fest Germ any . He is ex­
pected to ru n soon for a "safe" seat in
the Bundestag. Political obser vers p re­
dict a rapid political ascent for D r.
Hallstein, perhaps to Cab inet rank.
Some believe H allstcin has his eyes set
on the Chancellorship now held by
Kurt Kicsingcr.

Hallstcin has reason to be confiden t
of his polit ical future. A recent poll
among Germ an university students reo
vealed that he outranks the late Konrad
Adcnauer , Ch ancellor Kicsingcr and
other poli tical figures in pop ularity.

Keep your eye on Dr. H allstein .

Benelux Plans Tighter Union

On J.lOU;}!)' 24 came another sig nifi­
cant annou ncement. On that date the
three Benelux countries - Belg ium,
Net herlands and Luxembourg-adopted
plans for the abolition of their borders
with each other and for a full-sca le uni -

fication of their econom ics. The decision
by the for eign ministers of the three
countries fo llowed a move made two
weeks previously to concert thei r fo reign

po licies.

T he Benelux union - now virtua lly
a sing le nation - is a kind of "common­
ma rket with in a Common Market ." T he
three Low Cou ntr ies have already re­
moved all tariffs for trade amo ng them­
selves . The latest plan will remove re­
maining fiscal and administrat ive bar­
riers, thus making their n(/tiOJhI/ borders
obsolete.

On ce the proposed treaty goes into
effect (s cheduled to be signed June 6)
the three indiridnal nations p/dll / 0

tron sigl1ifiC({1] / economic powers orer
/0 the Benelux Secretariat, thus making
it a kind of supranational body pat­
terned on the European Community
Commission.

Bible prophecy reveals plainly that
European un ity will come.

(Rev. 17 :12) - that is, ten nations o r,
a:-:. we have said for a number of years,
grollpJ of nations, The Benelu x woul d
he such a gro up !

Presently there are six nat ions wit hin
the Common Market - o r on ly foul'
if Benelux becom es, prophetically, a
sing le ent ity. T his could leave the door
open for the absorption of six addi tional
countries (or g roups of nat ions - Spain
and Portugal for example ) . That means
some mu st come f rom Eastern Europe.

European uni ty, however, will be

very sho rt-lived . It will com e abo ut ­

say Europeans - on ly after Presiden t

de Gau lle leaves the scene. W hen it

cernes, th is fina l resur rection of the Ro­

nu n Emp ire will be subdued by the con­

quering Jesus Christ who will return

to set up His govern ment on ea rth

( Re\·.
