MAIL SUMMARY (as of S ept . 16)
August was a very fine month as far as income

is conce rn ed , but was rather weak in mail
increase. However, white mail held fairly st rong
with a 17.7% increase. The total volume of mail
for August was around 190,000 compa red to
nearly 199,000 for July, 329,000 for June, and
247,000 for May. Total income for the month
showed a 22.6% increase in money which
brought t he year-to-date figure to 14.4 %. We
made over 1400 new Co-Workers for the month,
which was a tremendous increase over the 400
and 500 respectively for .June and July. This
growth was due mainly to continuing response
to the Semi-Annual; response to the article
"Two Trillion Dollar Debt" and the Bible Lec­
t ures, As of the end of the month, 253,000 copies
of t he Hex book had been sent out.

As of the 14th of this month we had a 14.3 %
increase in the income for the year. Income for
the month thus far shows about a 15.3% in­
crease. The total mail count for the month
stands 5.5% above last year.

Requests for The Missing Dimension in Sex,
Th e Plain Truth about Child Rearing, Your
Marriage Can be Happy , and particularly

The college year is ofT to a fine sta r t, and the
Fres hma n cla ss look s - if anything - slightly
mor e high caliber than last year, although com­
parisons are hard to make so early. Things are
certainly speed ing up around here and all of us
are en thusiast lc about the prospects for growth
in th e Work this winter.

Overall , there have been good results from
t h« Bibl e Lectures held th is past. summer.
A «ons ta n t lv -rising tot.al of 71 peopl e so fa r have
heen bapti zed as a result of the Lon g Bea ch
Lertures alone out of 4;'9 we origina lly invited .
Thi s , of course, is our bt'st s tat is t ic since we
"sc ree ned ' those invit ed more ca ref ully there.
Bu t ma ny dozen s of people have bee n ba ptiz ed
in severa l of th e other area s where Lectures
we re held ea rlier in the summer, and certa inly
thousands of Tomorrow's World R eaders were
helped , stimulated and inspired.

Under Mr. Ted Armstrong's direction , we have
recently held a major review of the entire Lec­
tu re se ries conducted by Mr. Portune with Mr.
Antion , Mr. Hill, myself and others parti cipat­
ing.

Now here are Home INSTRUCTIONS regarding
the fleet opera tion:

Some of our field men have asked if it would
be permissible to allow the Local Elders not in
our employ to use their College-owned lease car
for on e reason or another. Jn Home cases the
req ue-st has been for personal us c to the Fea st
if t he minist er is scheduled to transfer .

In some rare situations it may he practical for
t he sake of th e WorJ.: for a local man to usc our
lease car , but any such decision to loan the ca r
must be con sidered se rious ly firs t by the minist er
to whom thr: ca r is assign ed. Our fleet insurance
covers any assigned driver, nnr th e insur an ce is
$2 ;>n deductible. As far as you are concerned it
is $ 1{)O deductible since you pa y the first $100
in event of liability. Then a S1GO ext ra cha rge is
levied against the Church Admi nistration De­
pa r t.men! budget before th e insurance com pan y
will pnv furth er cla ims.

An y minister wh o loans his ca r sh ou ld pre­
viouslv arrive at an agr l'crnent with t he ass ignr-d
d rive-r of ti ll! l r-ase ca r in regard to who should
pa y t.IH' first deduction. It is possibl e yo u would
find you rse lf having to pa y jf you had loan ed
vour ra r for "hardship cases. "

Another conside rat ion is that if your car is
dama ged , what would you use for interim trans­
port ation? These cautions are intended to make
you fully aware of the possible serious conse­
quences of loaning a lease car.

On e other area of possible legal complica t ions
is in the realm of switching license plates from
ca r to car. 1 understand this has been a "common
practice" and should be stopped a t once. Your
automobile must be registered with prop er
plates. You should not switch them from one
lease ca r t o another unless there is legal provision
for doing 80. In some ca ses it has created prob­
lems for transferring of the older car back to
Heudquart.crs if the used ca r had no plates on it
a t th e time of pickup.

If you ha ve any problem s in properly licensing
your ca r, be sure to contact the Transportation
Department.

Also , I would like to recommend that pastors
of ch urches go through th e maste r file and cu ll
out all out-dated visit ranis. We have found
t ha t in many transfer s of members from one

church to another, huge stacks of visit cards
are heing sen t in to C.A .D. along with the master
ca rd and the Cha nge of Address card. This costs
th e Work many dollars in a year's time since
on e Cha nge of Address could cost 50-60~ post­
age, not to mention the excessive amount of
handling and / or reading and culling of cards
out here.

Y lJU should clean your files out about once
every six months to one year anyway, and yet
we ha ve found visit sl ips dating back to 1964­
f);>-f)() plus all th e in-hetween years to 1971.
An y pertinent information could be transferred
to th e master card , thus obviating the " ne ces­
si ty" of keeping so many old visit cards. It is
not uncommon to receive transfers accompanied
by :lO-40-f>O or MORE visi t cards.

Tha t's abou t it for this time. Thanks again
for you r fine suggestions regarding the TW
Lectures. If an y of you have any more ideas
a long this lin e or sugges t ions to make our
C. A.D. or Field procedures more op erable, please
se nd t he m in as soon as possible as we arc now
i ll thI' pro cess of revising a number of our pro­
('('dufI!s in C./\ .D. and updating them to se rve
y'O U fellows a nd th e Work more effect ively.

It won't he lon g now until many of us from
Headquart urs will he see ing many of you at t he
va rious Feast sites . So as t.his Feast approaches ,
Id's all pray ferv ently for Mr. Herbert Ann­
s t rong, Mr . T ed Armstrong and all of God 's
minist ers.
