We hope that the maps reproduced on this
page will save you time and trouble. We would
like to show you clearly where the meetings are
to be held and the best way to get there.

In the map printed in the upper left there
is shown a close-up of downtown Gary. The
buildings you will need to find are numbered
and circled heavily. Please note that the main
artery through town is Broadway (which is also
the turn-off to take from the Tri-State Tollway).

Auditorium which is number 6 on the map.
