5 t h  l a rges t  c o n c e n t r a t i o n  of God ' s  p e o p l e  i n  t h e  w o r l d ) ,  2 0  c h u r c h e s  and 
27 e l d e r s  ( 1 0  f u l l  t i m e ) .  

The new Reg iona l  Director  f o r  t h e  P h i l i p p i n e s  w i l l  be  M r .  Guy Ames. M r .  
and M r s .  Ames have s e r v e d  t h e r e  t w i c e  p r e v i o u s l y  as o f f i c e  manager i n  
1963-65 and  1968-70. They have been working i n  t h e  Pasadena  area f o r  o v e r  
f i v e  y e a r s  and p a r t i c u l a r l y  w i t h  t h e  Aud i to r ium AM Church. H e  and h i s  w i f e  
a re  l o o k i n g  fo rward  t o  r e t u r n i n g  t o  t h e  P h i l i p p i n e s  s o m e t i m e  i n  t h e  n e x t  
f e w  weeks.

R e c e n t l y ,  a number o f  c h a n g e s  have been  made i n  t h e  a d m i n i s t r a t i v e  s t r u c -  
t u r e  of c h u r c h e s  and  B i b l e  s t u d i e s  i n  t h e  U.S. and i n t e r n a t i o n a l  areas. 
To r e t a i n  t h e  i n t e g r i t y  and v a l i d i t y  of a t t e n d a n c e  s t a t i s t i c s  wor ldwide ,  
i t  i s  n e c e s s a r y  t o  c l e a r l y  d e f i n e  t h e  t e r m s  " c h u r c h , "  " o u t l y i n g  B i b l e  
s t u d y ,  " and " l o c a l  B i b l e  s t u d y .  " 

CHURCH--a g r o u p  f o r m a l l y  approved  (by M i n i s t e r i a l  S e r v i c e s  
i n  Pasadena ,  o r  t h e  l o c a l  R e g i o n a l  O f f i c e )  t h a t  
m e e t s  r e g u l a r l y  a t  l e a s t  once a month,  on  t h e  S a b b a t h  
( i n c l u d i n g  F r i d a y  e v e n i n g ) ,  u s i n g  a S a b b a t h  format ,  
and i s  an  ongo ing  and  s t a b l e  g roup .  

O U T L Y I N G  BIBLE STUDY--a g r o u p  t h a t  m e e t s  r e g u l a r l y  a t  l e a s t  
once  p e r  month,  t h a t  u s e s  a B i b l e  s t u d y  f o r m a t ,  and  
i s  made up  o f  a m a j o r i t y  o f  i n d i v i d u a l s  t h a t  are  n o t  
a b l e  t o  r e g u l a r l y  a t t e n d  c h u r c h  s e r v i c e s .  

LOCAL BIBLE STUDY--a r e g u l a r l y  o r  i r r e g u l a r l y  mee t ing  g r o u p  
t h a t  u s e s  a B i b l e  s t u d y  f o r m a t  and i s  made up  o f  a 
m a j o r i t y  of i n d i v i d u a l s  who a t t e n d  l oca l  c h u r c h  
s e r v i c e s  r e g u l a r l y .  

T h i s  c l a r i f i c a t i o n  w i l l  p r o b a b l y  r e q u i r e  no change  i n  a t t e n d a n c e  r e p o r t i n g  
f o r  m o s t  m i n i s t e r s .  H o w e v e r ,  changes  have been made i n  s o m e  c h u r c h  areas  
which c o u l d  g i v e  u s  problems m a i n t a i n i n g  a c c u r a t e  and c o n s i s t e n t  r e c o r d s  
if t h e  p r e c e d i n g  d e f i n i t i o n s  are  n o t  f o l l o w e d .  I t  i s  n e e d f u l  t o  keep  
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c h u r c h  and o u t l y i n g  B i b l e  s t u d y  a t t e n d a n c e s  s e p a r a t e ,  and e s p e c i a l l y  
n e c e s s a r y  t o  a v o i d  combining t h e  a t t e n d a n c e  f i g u r e s  f o r  t r u e  o u t l y i n g  
B i b l e  s t u d i e s  and loca l  B i b l e  s t u d i e s .  

U.S. m i n i s t e r s  s h o u l d  r e a l i z e  from t h e  above d e f i n i t i o n s  t h a t  t h e r e  a r e  
f e w ,  i f  any ,  t r u e  o u t l y i n g  B i b l e  s t u d i e s  i n  t h e  c o n t i n e n t a l  Un i t ed  S t a t e s .

Norwegian L i t e r a t u r e  Al though t h e r e  are  no p r e s e n t  p l a n s  f o r  a P L A I N  TRUTH 
i n  any of t h e  S c a n d i n a v i a n  l a n g u a g e s ,  t h e r e  h a s ,  however,  been a need f o r  
c e r t a i n  f o u n d a t i o n a l  b o o k l e t s  and t h e  Correspondence  Course  i n  a n a t i v e  
tongue .  T h i s  i s  t o  h e l p  t h o s e  p e o p l e  who a re  n o t  p a r t i c u l a r l y  f l u e n t  i n  
E n g l i s h ,  b u t  who n e v e r t h e l e s s  u n d e r s t a n d  enough t o  r e q u i r e  a d d i t i o n a l  
" s p i r i t u a l  m e a t . "  The best  way t o  e f f e c t i v e l y  communicate w i t h  s u c h  
p e o p l e  i s  o b v i o u s l y  i n  t h e i r  n a t i v e  l anguage .

ON THE W O m D  SCENE 

ANOTHER EUROPEAN COMMUNITY MILESTONE: GREECE JOINS UP On N e w  Year ' s  Day, 
Greece became t h e  European Community's t en th - -and  poorest--member. 

Greece's formal i n d u c t i o n  i n t o  t h e  Common Market  h a s  been  a l o n g  t i m e  i n  
coming. I t  became an  a s s o c i a t e  m e m b e r  i n  1 9 6 2  b u t  had t o  d e l a y  f u r t h e r  
p r o g r e s s  w h i l e  t h e  Greek m i l i t a r y  t o o k  over n a t i o n a l  power i n  1967 ,  n o t  t o  
r e l i n q u i s h  c o n t r o l  u n t i l  1 9 7 4 .  

The l a s t  s t e p  a l o n g  t h e  r o a d  t o  f u l l  membership w a s  r e a c h e d  on  May 28, 1 9 7 9  
when o f f i c i a l  p a p e r s  w e r e  s i g n e d  by  P r i m e  M i n i s t e r  C o n s t a n t i n e  C a r a m a n l i s  
and r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s  of t h e  n i n e  EC c o u n t r i e s .  C a r a m a n l i s  s a i d  on  t h a t  occa- 
s i o n  t h a t  it w a s  a " h i s t o r i c a l  moment t h a t  marks t h e  end of a l o n g  march 
and so lemnly  sea ls  t h e  f u s i o n  of o u r  d e s t i n i e s  w i t h  t h o s e  of Europe."  I t  
w a s  C a r a m a n l i s  who, i n  1 9 6 1 ,  when he  w a s  a l s o  P r i m e  M i n i s t e r ,  began t h e  
l o n g  j o u r n e y .  Greece's membership t h e n ,  i n  many r e s p e c t s ,  r e p r e s e n t s  a 
t e s t i m o n y  t o  t h e  d e t e r m i n a t i o n  d i s p l a y e d  by M r .  Ca raman l i s .  

Greece's e n t r y  b r i n g s  b o t h  b e n e f i t s  and headaches  t o  b o t h  t h e  Community 
and i t s  newes t  m e m b e r .  Above a l l ,  it c h a n g e s  t h e  o r i e n t a t i o n  of t h e  EC 
from a b a s i c a l l y  c e n t r a l  and n o r t h e r n  European g r o u p i n g  i n t o  one  w i t h  a 
s o u t h e r n ,  M e d i t e r r a n e a n  p o s t u r e .  T h i s  new d i r e c t i o n  w i l l  be  a c c e n t u a t e d  
when S p a i n  and P o r t u g a l  a l so  l i n k  u p ,  e v e n t s  e x p e c t e d  t o  o c c u r  s o m e t i m e  i n  
1983. And i f  Turkey becomes a f u l l  member--unl ikely now, b u t  s t i l l  p o s s i -  
b l e - - t h e  EC w i l l  e x t e n d  r i g h t  t o  t h e  d o o r s t e p  o f  t h e  Middle E a s t .  Greece, 
i n  h e r  own r i g h t ,  i s  a n  i m p o r t a n t  s t e p p i n g - s t o n e  t o  t h e  Middle  E a s t .  I t  
i s  t h e  hub f o r  2 0 0  American companies  d o i n g  b u s i n e s s  i n  t h e  r e g i o n .  
(Greece's t i e s  w i t h  Cyprus--80% Greek--are  a l so  v e r y  c lose . )  

The ' ' s o u t h e r n  c o u s i n s "  knocking  on t h e  Common Market d o o r  a r e  a l l  c o n s i d e r -  
a b l y  less deve loped  t h a n  t h e  c u r r e n t  members. T h i s  i s  t h e  "headache"  p a r t  
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of  t h e  e q u a t i o n .  The p e r  c a p i t a  GNP of Greece i s  less t h a n  h a l f  t h a t  of 
t h e  community a s  a whole,  though i t s  g rowth  r a t e  h a s  been f a s t e r .  I t s  
s t a n d a r d  of  l i v i n g  i s  r o u g h l y  t h e  s a m e  a s  t h e  N i n e ' s  p o o r e s t  s t a t e ,  I r e l a n d .  
But t h e  gap  between r i c h  and p o o r ,  between u r b a n  and r u r a l ,  i s  much more 
pronounced.  ( I n c i d e n t l y ,  p o v e r t y - r i d d e n  T u r k e y ' s  GNP i s  a b o u t  a t h i r d  t h a t  
of Greece, less t h a n  1 / 7  t h a t  o f  t h e  EC a s  a whole . )  

Y e t ,  Greece d o e s  have  i t s  a t t r a c t i v e  p o i n t s  f o r  t h e  B r u s s e l s - b a s e d  Nine- 
tu rned-Ten.  By v i r t u e  of  h e r  membership a l o n e ,  t h e  Common M a r k e t ' s  s h a r e  
of  wor ld  s h i p p i n g  i n c r e a s e s  by 50%--from 2 0 %  o f  t h e  w o r l d ' s  s h a r e  t o  3 0 % .  
Greece's v a s t  f l e e t  of 4 , 0 0 0  s h i p s  t o t a l s  4 0  m i l l i o n  g r o s s  t o n s - - t h e  
l a r g e s t  f l e e t  i n  t h e  wor ld .  T h i s  i s  e s p e c i a l l y  s i g n i f i c a n t  i n  v i e w  of 
t h e  p r o p h e c i e s  i n  E z e k i e l  2 7  and R e v e l a t i o n  18 c o n c e r n i n g  a n  end- t ime 
g l o b a l  p o l i t i c a l - e c o n o m i c  power. 

The s o u t h e r n  expans ion  o f  t h e  Common Market  a l so  means t h a t  Med i t e r r anean-  
t y p e  a g r i c u l t u r a l  p r o d u c t s  become v e r y  s i g n i f i c a n t .  " U n t i l  now," r e p o r t s  
Europe ,  a s e m i - o f f i c i a l  p u b l i c a t i o n  of the  E C ,  ( Ju ly -Augus t  1 9 7 9  i s s u e ) ,  
" t h e  Community h a s  been dominated  by n o r t h e r n  European economic i n t e r e s t s ,  
e s p e c i a l l y  t h o s e  of cereal and d a i r y  f a r m e r s .  I n  t h e  f u t u r e ,  much m o r e  
a t t e n t i o n  w i l l  be p a i d  t o  t h e  i n t e r e s t s  o f  M e d i t e r r a n e a n  wine ,  c i t r u s ,  and 
o l i v e  o i l  p r o d u c e r s . "  N o t e  t h e  s p e c i f i c  r e f e r e n c e  t o  b o t h  wine and o i l  i n  
R e v e l a t i o n  18:13 (and  a l so  t h e  impor t ance  of t h e s e  two p r o d u c t s  i n  Revela- 
t i o n  6 : 6 ) .  The German newspaper  F r a n k f u r t e r  Rundschau, J u n e  1 4 ,  1980 ,  a l s o  
commented on t h e  i n c l u s i o n  of  t h e  t h r e e  w i n e - o i l  p r o d u c e r s  (Greece, S p a i n ,  
P o r t u g a l ) :  "The wine s u r p l u s  r e s u l t i n g  from t h e  t h r e e  new members i s  l i k e l y  
t o  amount t o  between 5 and  1 0  m i l l i o n  h e k t o l i t e r s  a y e a r .  But  t h i s  problem 
i s  n o t  as g r a v e  a s  t h a t  posed by S p a n i s h  o l i v e  o i l ,  t h e  p r o d u c t i o n  of  which 
i n v o l v e s  t w o  m i l l i o n  f a r m e r s .  'I 

The E C ' s  newes t  member, however,  b r i n g s  a l o n g  a few l i a b i l i t i e s .  Greece's 
i n d u s t r y  i s  p r e d o m i n a n t l y  s m a l l  sca le ,  m o s t  o f  it c o n s i s t i n g  of o n l y  one  t o  
f o u r  p e o p l e .  F o r  t h i s  r e a s o n ,  i n d u s t r y  w i l l  have  a f i v e - y e a r  g r a c e  p e r i o d  
t o  a d j u s t  t o  t h e  EC t a r i f f  s t r u c t u r e  and e x p e c t e d  c o m p e t i t i o n .  On t h e  
o t h e r  hand,  Greece w i l l  g e t  a n  immediate  w i n d f a l l  from t h e  E C ' s  h i g h e r  
p r i c e s  f o r  many f a rm p r o d u c t s .  

Many Greeks  a re  p h i l o s o p h i c a l  a b o u t  t h e  changes  and c h a l l e n g e s .  Noted one  
newspaperwoman: "Greeks  have a g r e a t  t a l e n t  f o r  s u r v i v a l .  . . f o r  be t te r  o r  
worse,  Greece becomes a p a r t  of a n  a f f l u e n t ,  c i v i l i z e d ,  r e s p e c t a b l e  f a m i l y .  
Fo r  t h e  f i r s t  t i m e  i n  her  l o n g  and t r o u b l e d  h i s t o r y  .... Why n o t  a c c e p t  t h e  
c h a l l e n g e ?  What have w e  t o  l o s e ? "  

N e v e r t h e l e s s ,  Greece's e n t r y  c e r t a i n l y  c o m p l i c a t e s  t h e  Community's  l i n g u i s -  
t i c  and dec i s ion -mak ing  p r o c e s s e s .  Greece now becomes t h e  E C ' s  s e v e n t h  
o f f i c i a l  l anguage  ( w i t h  S p a n i s h  and P o r t u g u e s e  looming j u s t  a h e a d ) .  N o t e s  
t h e  Europe a r t i c l e ,  q u o t e d  ea r l i e r :  "One of t h e  b i g g e s t  o r g a n i z a t i o n a l  
changes  i n v o l v e s  t h e  i n t e r p r e t e r s  and t r a n s l a t o r s  who a l r e a d y  a c c o u n t  f o r  
o n e - t h i r d  of t h e  t o t a l  s t a f f  employed a t  t h e  EC Commission .... A l l  o f f i c i a l  
documents  w i l l  have t o  be t r a n s l a t e d  i n t o  Greek,  and Greek i n t e r p r e t e r s  
w i l l  be needed a t  a l l  major m e e t i n g s .  A s  it s t a n d s  now, t h e  Greek govern-  
m e n t  has o n l y  1 2 0  o f f i c i a l  t r a n s l a t o r s .  Y e t  it w i l l  need 650 j u s t  t o  t r ans -  
l a t e  EC documents  and r e g u l a t i o n s  c o n c e r n i n g  Greece. 

T h i s  l i t e r a l  "Babylon" i s  bad enough. Each new c o u n t r y  o n l y  c o m p l i c a t e s  
t h e  p o l i t i c a l  p r o c e s s  o f  t h e  Community. A s  Europe comments on  t h i s  prob- 
l e m :  "The a d d i t i o n  o f  Greece as t h e  t e n t h  member s t a t e  w i l l  p u t  e x t r a  
steam on t h e  Community's  dec i s ion -mak ing  p r o c e s s .  The EC C o u n c i l  o f  
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M i n i s t e r s  w i l l  now have 1 0  members--which w i l l  make i t  t h a t  much more 
d i f f i c u l t  t o  r e a c h  unanimous agreement  on major i s s u e s ,  e s p e c i a l l y  any- 
t h i n g  t o  d o  w i t h  Turkey.  On lesser i s s u e s ,  where d e c i s i o n s  are  t a k e n  by 
q u a l i f i e d  m a j o r i t y ,  Greece w i l l  have f i v e  vo tes  o u t  o f  a t o t a l  o f  63.  The 
number o f  vo tes  n e c e s s a r y  t o  make a d e c i s i o n  w i l l  be r a i s e d  from 4 1  t o  4 5 . "  

There  w i l l  a l so  be an  EC Commissioner from Greece a t  t h e  Commission head- 
q u a r t e r s  i n  B r u s s e l s - - r a i s i n g  t h e  t o t a l  number o f  Commissioners  t o  1 4 .  
T h i s  w i l l  n o t  f a c i l i t a t e  dec i s ion -mak ing  e i t h e r .  A committee of "Three  
Wise Men" i s  c u r r e n t l y  s t u d y i n g  what i n s t i t u t i o n a l  c h a n g e s  w i l l  be needed 
t o  t a k e  a c c o u n t  of  t h e  e n t r y  n o t  o n l y  of Greece, b u t  a l so  of S p a i n  and  
P o r t u g a l  so t h a t  t h e  Community c a n  c o n t i n u e  t o  f u n c t i o n  e f f i c i e n t l y .  

The h e a r t l a n d  c o u n t r i e s  of  t h e  EC- -Wes t  Germany, F r a n c e ,  I t a l y - - a r e  
n a t u r a l l y  conce rned  o v e r  t h e  Community's s h i f t  t o  t h e  p o o r e r  s o u t h  of 
Europe. P o l i t i c a l l y  t h e  move h a s  a d v a n t a g e s .  A m o r e  s tab le  Greece and 
Turkey h e l p s  s h o r e  up E u r o p e ' s  s o u t h e r n  f l a n k .  But many soc ia l  and eco- 
nomic problems a re  e x p e c t e d .  W i l l  c i t i z e n s  of a l l  t h e  p o o r e r  members, 
f o r  example,  be a b l e  t o  c i r c u l a t e  f r e e l y  t h r o u g h o u t  t h e  e n t i r e  Community, 
hav ing  t h e  r i g h t  t o  work i n  any c o u n t r y  t h e y  p l e a s e ,  e n j o y i n g  f u l l  work 
and w e l f a r e  b e n e f i t s  and  t h e  comple t e  r a n g e  of soc ia l  and e d u c a t i o n a l  
r i g h t s ?  

A l r e a d y ,  i n  n o r t h e r n  and c e n t r a l  m e m b e r  s tates a f f l i c t e d  w i t h  s l u g g i s h  
economies ,  t h e r e  are growing n e g a t i v e  r e a c t i o n s  t o  t h e  " g u e s t  workers ' '  
f r o m  some of t h e s e  same c o u n t r i e s .  L i t t l e  wonder some EC p o l i c y  t h i n k e r s  
a re  now t a l k i n g  a b o u t  a f u t u r e  t w o - t i e r e d  community, composed f i r s t  of a l l  
of t h o s e  m e m b e r s  h a v i n g  f u l l  s t a t u s  and r i g h t  o f  movement f o r  t h e i r  c i t i -  
z e n s ,  and s e c o n d l y ,  a permanent  a s s o c i a t i o n  s t a t u s  f o r  t h e  o t h e r  c o u n t r i e s .  
These would e n j o y  s h a r i n g  EC p o l i t i c a l  dec i s ion -mak ing  power,  b u t  m i g r a t i o n  
of t h e i r  n a t i o n a l s  would b e  s t r i n g e n t l y  c o n t r o l l e d .
