W hat do you think
of when you hear

the word mascu-
line? A rugged , outdoors type who
enjoys camping and backpacking?
The star center on your school 's
baske tball team? A freewhee ling
rock guitarist whose lifestyle would
quickly make most of us ill? How
about the boy who's into studying
and who alwa ys gets high grades?
Would you cons ider him masculine?

On the other hand, what does
feminine mean to you? A quiet ,
modest girl whose goal is to marry
and be a housewife? A brainy, tal­
ented pianist or a skilled gymnast?
Perhaps the "fox" all the guys
admire, who always seems to have a
date? What about the girls in beauty
pageants you' ve seen? Do they fit
your definition of femininity?

Perhaps we don't often give these
things much thought. But each of us,
realize it or not, has images of what is
masculine or feminine . These images
affect how we see ourselves as men or
women, and thus how we relate to the
world around us. These images are
acqu ired from various sources: par­
ents, teachers, friends, television and
movies , what we read . But which of
these images, if any, is valid? Where
can we look to find the answers?

To be sure, there are physical
differences that affect how men and
women think , feel and act. Science
tells us that even our brains do not
function exactly alike. Girls seem to
have more intuition - the ability to
"read" peop le better. Guys are gener­
ally better with complex details ­
with math, maps and puzzles.
Women usuall y outlive men by three

or four years. Women bear child ren
and have a more active thyroid gland
that allows the m to laugh and cry
more easil y. Men have more physical
strength in mos t cases.

But to understa nd masculinity and
femininity be tter, let 's see how the
sexes began. For this informa tion we
look to the Bible.

We find that God "created man in
his own image, in the image of God
created he him ; male and female
created he the m" (Gen . I:27). And
after God was through with His
creation, He looked at it and saw that
it was "very good" (verse 31).

Did you catch that? M en and
women are both made in the image of
God, and both are very good . So any
difference in men and women is not a
matter of one being better than the
other, for example, but a difference
in the jobs God intends them to do .
Masculine and feminine traits accom­
pany these different purposes . Notice
some of God's instructions about how
to fulfill the purposes for which He
created us male and female .

One important considera tio n is
appearance. God wants girls to look
like girls and boys to look like boys.
So the Bible teaches men and women
about hair lengths, dress and cleanli ­
ness. Men are to have short hair,
wh ile women are to have long hair .
Both girls and guys are to dress
appropriately for every occasion in
the best clothes available to them .
God allows us to express our person­
alities through our clothi ng, though
modesty and good taste should always
prevail. A girl should never dress in a
way that would allow her to be
mistaken for a guy, or vice versa.

Cleanliness and pers onal hygiene are
musts in all cases.

Secondly, girls should act like girls
and guys should act like guys . God
has given girls the examples of people
like Deborah , Ruth , Est her and the
woman in Proverbs 31 to guide th eir
behavior. G ir ls, read these examples
and see what God expects of you :
gentleness, beauty, development of
your talents and a determination to
please Him in everyt hing.

People like Abel, Moses , David,
Peter and Pau l . set the standard for
men: strength of character, wisdom,
balance, proper leadership and loyal­
ty to God's way .

Of cours e, both boys and girls
rea lly need to develop all these traits!
And both boys and girls should look
to the supreme example God has
given - Jesus C hrist - to find out
how they should think and act.

In ot he r words, look ing and acting
like a boy or girl is important to
pleasing God. If you are a girl, enjoy
being one! Likewise for boys! God 's
law shows you how to fulfill the job
God has given you and be happy.

Disc uss masculinity and femininity
wit h your parents . Listen to what
they say with an open mind. Talk it
over with your friends and think
about their opinions in the light of
what you read in the Bible. If eno ugh
young people in your church area are
interested, perhaps your minister
would be willing to conduct a Bible
study especially for you on masculini­
ty and femininity .

Soon after David killed Goliath,
King Saul of Israel brought David to
his court and would not let him
return home to his fat her. Quickly
David formed a deep friendship with
Sa ul's son, Jonathan. Jonathan, a
valiant leader in Israel, admired the
courage of the young shepherd who
alone had stood up to the challenge of
Goliath. Love of country and person­
al courage were common to them
both .

These two Israelites made a cove­
nant of frie nds hip that went far
beyond most. Theirs was a bond of
deep brot herl y love and mutual
respect, destined to endure the rest of
their lives.

But because David had been cho­
sen by God as the next king of Israel
and the people were turning their
affection toward him, Saul's anger
and jealousy led him to make several
attempts on David's life.

Many times he stepped in to
save David's life by urging him to flee
Sa ul's wrath and by intervening with
his father for David's safety. Jona­
than was aiding and abetting David,
knowing full well that David would
ascend to the throne that should have
been his.

Jo nathan understood the will of
God and would not let envy and
jealousy come between himself and
David . He showed a remarkable
appreciation for the true values of
life, such as moral integrity and the
fear of God. This cemented a friend­
ship that stands as a model for us all
to copy in our lives today.

David and Jonathan had a relation­
ship based on loyalty; neither person­

&Pine skiing is the most stimu­
lating of all sports. Skiers

know that during a down­
hill run every muscle and every
fiber of their bodies will be tested to
the limit. Traveling at 25 or 30
miles an hour - turning, bending,
balancing - requires keen concen­
tration and almost limitless physical
stamina. After a day of skiing a
person has used more energy and
burned more calories than in almost
any other sport.

But have you ever seen a group of
skiers after a day on the slopes?
Instead of being bushed, they're
usually smiling - their spirits aglow
with happiness. The reason? Effort.
A good skier gives 100 percent total
effort, with the mind and senses
absorbed in what is happening. When
the run is over, there's a feeling of
complete rejuvenation . During the
recreation (which literally means
"re-creation") the skier has left the
old, worn-out mind and body behind

and has created a new feeling of
mental alertness and exuberance.

Skiing is a positive and aggressive
sport. To ski well you must have a
positive attitude and attack the
slopes . There can be no holding back.
No timidity is allowed. If you fall ,
you get up and try again. And again.
And again. It 's like learning to ride a
bike or use a skateboard. And almost
anyone can learn to ski .

As a beginner you start out slow.
Two or three miles an hour is a good

pace. (Yo u feel like you 're doing 60
anyway.) Event ually you approach
five or six miles an hour. T hen 15.
Finally you become an accomplished
skier . A ll along the way you are
approaching your individual limits,
and it 's as thrilling at three miles an
hour for the beginner as it is at 25
miles an hour for the experts.

Regardless of the speed, there's
always a tremendous feeling of ac­
co mplishment. You compete only
with yourself as you approach the
oute r boundar ies of your ability,
extending the limits with each suc­
cessfu l run. T here is no sport that can
give you a greater feeling of accom­
plishment.

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normally have a list of ski resorts in
your area.

Consider these factors when choos­
ing where tu go: a) distance, b) cost ,
c) availability of group rates and

lessons, d) lodge facilit ies and e)
snow conditions.

Date: Next, conside r when to have
the outing. To have maximum weath­
er and snow conditions plan for mid­
season - January or February. Since
skiing is an increasingl y popular
sport, a weekday or evening outing
will probably result in more skiing
and smaller crowds - not to mention
reduced rates.

Lessons: Since most of the teens in
your area probably have little, if any,
expe rience in skiing, require every­
one to take group lessons. Most ski
areas have one-price group rates that
include cost of lift tickets, equipment
ren tal and a group lesson by a quali­
fied professional instructor.

Cost: The average cost per person
is abo ut $20 . Evening rates are
around 20 percent less. G ro u ps

should designate one person to collect
the money, compile a list of the skiers
and make the payment at the site.
There is less confusion that way.
It 's usually a good idea to include
tran sport ati on cos ts in the fee
too.

Remem ber, preparation is the key
to a successful, rewarding trip. 0

Ski Safely

Snow skiing can be one of the most
exc iting th ings you'll ever do, but
there are several safety precautions
you must keep in mind whet her
you're a beginning skier ora seasoned
expert.

I ) Protect yourself from the cold
by dressing warm ly. Include as insu­
lat ion a layer of long underwear, a
pair of jeans. a turtleneck, one or two
sweaters and a parka . You can always
take layers off if it warms up. It 's a
good idea to take along an extra pair
of pants, too. You're likely to gel the
fi rst pair wet.

2) Remember that the sun is about
30 percent stronger when you go up a
few thousand feet. Be prepared with
a sun screen lot ion or gel , espe­
cially when it's sunny or slightly
overcast.

A good pair of sunglasses is anoth­
er necessity. (T he sun's ultraviolet
radiation is more intense at higher
elevations.)

3) Guard your extremities (ears
and hands) with a cap or hat and a
good pair of gloves. Frostbite always
attacks here fi rst.

4) Your feet are very sensitive. No
matter how long it may take in the
rental office. make sure your outfi t is
comfortable. (The snow will st ill be
there when you finally ar rive on the
slope.)

Be certa in that your boots fit. If
they a re 100 big or too sma ll,
exchange them for another pair.
Make sure your bindings function
and know how to get in and out of
them.

5) It's a good idea to ski using the
buddy system in case one of you gets
hurt. Carry a trail map as well, in
case you get lost.

6) Be aggressive when skiing, but
have legitimate respect for the sport.
Warm up before skiing with the
proper stretching exercises. Pulled
muscles are no fun.

Also, don' t overdo it on the first
run. Take your time . S kiing uses up a
lot of energy, so rest occasionally to
ensure that you' ll be able to enj oy the
whole day.

7) Don't hold back. /fa ve a great
time! 0

After months of trying,
th e Romans finally

succeeded in making a
breach in th e wall. Faced
with bondage or death, the
960 Jewish men, women
and children decided " to
die bravely a nd in a stale
of freedom" - taking their
own lives rather than
becoming slaves of Rome.
Today Masada stands as a
symbol of J ewish nat ion al
hero ism and is a major
tourist attraction in Israel.

Israel - j ust as J udea was
occupied more than 19
centuries ago by the ancient
Roman em pire!

country - more than half the popu­
lation is under the age of 21. T hree
quarte rs of the people are C hinese ­
th e rest a re mainl y M alay a nd
Indian.

If you were to visit Si ngapore,
located on the southe rn tip of Malay­
sia, the fi rst thing you would see out
of the plane window would be ships
- more th an a hundred of them ­
anchored in Singapore's magnificen t
harbor. You would be looking at one
of the busiest ports in the world ­
more than 40,000 ships call the re
each year - that's about one every
13 minutes. Why is Singapore so
busy? Surely all those ships aren' t
needed for just th ree million
people?

Most countries demand a
payment (called duty) before
th ey allow goods to be un ­
loaded, stored or reexported
from their shores.

S ing apore is one of the
world 's few duty-free ports . It
has, therefore, become an im­
portant market place for com­
panies from all over the world.

Not so man y years ago, S inga­
poreans lived in run-down slums aYid
villages (called kampongs). But th e
govern ment has worked hard to
improve the standard of housing.
Today, most Singaporeans live in
huge high -rise a pa rtment blocks.
T he individual apar tments might
seem a bit small and cramped to a
Westerner. But they are clean and
comfortable. Singapore's standard of
living is one of t he h ighest in
Asia.

But if you had a S ingaporean
friend, he would probably not invite
you back to his home. It would not

be because he is
ashamed of it in
any way. But t ra­
ditional hospita li­
ty would me an
that your friend
would take you
out to eat. Yes,
fo r t he S inga­
poreans, especial­
ly the C hi nese,

eating is a special pleasure. In some
of the Chinese dialects, instead of
saying " Hello" you ask, "Have you
eaten yet? "

Your frie nd would take you to one
of the hundreds of restaurants in the
city. You'd want to try Chinese food,
of course. The food might look funny,
but you'd soon learn to enjoy the
delicious blending of fl avors. Some­
thing else you would learn is - never
ask " W hat is it ?" - at least until you
have fi nished. If it is not unclean, and
tastes O K, just relax. (One meal that
I really enjoyed I found out later was

duck's feet, deer tendons and an ice
cream made out of baked beans!) Of
course, if you're feeli ng homesick,
you can always go downtown, where
there is a McDonalds!

You would qu ickly not ice that
Si ngapore is very clean . Many of the
restaurants have their tables out on
the sidewalk, but no one is bothered
with flies. There are heavy penalt ies
for littering the st reets. Someone who
persis ts in dropping paper or food in
public places will be fi ned several
weeks' wages. So naturally everyone
is careful, and their country stays
neat and t idy.

There arc also strict laws about

smoki ng in public places, selli ng
drugs and even men wearing their
hair too long. Men with long hair
have to go to the end of the line. They
are also banned from public sports
and recreation areas. Some people
th ink it is harsh, bu t most S inga­
poreans approve of the strict rules.
They know that a health y society
must be disciplined and that there
must be standards.

So don' t get the idea that Si nga­
pore is a stern and miserable place to
live. The people work hard; there are
good schools and fi ne recreat ion facil­
it ies . The tem perat ure s tays at
around 80° Fahrenheit (27° Celsius)
all year round. Swimming is popular
and also soccer. M any people have
taken up the martial arts - karate ,
judo and taekwondo are very popu­
lar.

M os t peop le prefer Weste rn
dress, and Western music is
also popular. But Asian songs
and dances have not died out.
Each year at the Feas t of Tab­
ernacles, girls in the C hurch
dressed in the beauti ful trad i­
tional cost umes perform Chi­
nese dances.

Most people speak at least
two languages and many are
fluent in three, four or more.

To cater to everyone, the television
and radio stations broadcast in En­
glish, C hinese, Malay and Tamil (an
Indian dialect) .

Like people in the other devel­
oped nat ions, mos t people in Singa­
pore are not es pecially religious.
The older gene rat ions le nd to stick
to their old tradit ional Chinese and
Indian relig ions. This can cause
some problems for young people in
the Church. Family ties are strong,
and respect for paren ts is very
important. So sometimes, the older
parents cannot understand why their
chi ld re n can not eat some of the
traditional foods or join in the tra­
ditional festivals.

But overall, members in Si nga­
pore agree th at they live in one of
the nicest places on earth . They'd
love to have you come and visit. But
until you can. I hope we've given
you a better idea of what it's like
there .
