He wouldn't have to live in th is
wretched society, wondering whether or
not he would be able to eat and pay th e
bills the next day.

Everyone wonde red why J didn't cry at
the funeral. Maybe God allowed me to be
strong for my fami ly's sake. All I know
was that Randy would have a chance to
live the way God would want him to live,
in the second resurrect ion .

I was right. Talking about Randy has
helped me.

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H a ve yo u ever be en
faced with an uncom­

fortable choice between righ t
and wrong? What did you do
- give in, or decide to do what
was right ?

T he m ost far-reach ing d ecisi on
you' ll ever m ake is before you
now - w het her you w ill stay w it h
the faith of you r you th . As you
reach you r mid to late teens, this
question beco mes ev en more
im portan t. You m a y k now o f
some teens w ho ha ve qu it a ttend ­
ing c h urch a n d turned thei r backs
on God's way o f life.

In t he Bible t here is a story about a
teenager who grew up in the Church,
found himsel f faced with a maj or
question at an early age and chose to
hold to t he fa it h he was brought up
in. His name was Daniel, and in his
early teens he was taken from his
parents and enrolled in a special
train ing program at the court of the
Babylonian king, Nebuc hadnezzar
( Dan. I ) .

In 604 B.C. , after Je rusa le m
became pa rt o f th e Babyl on ian
Empi re, large numbers of Jews were
t ran sported to Babylon . Ki ng Nebu­
chadnezza r so ught to enric h his
kingdom by teaching the brigh test
c hild ren the kn owledge of the Baby­
lonians.

T he y wou ld rece ive e xte ns iv e
training in astronomy, mathematics,
law and diplomacy. Three years were
allotted for th is schooling, abo ut as
much time as a person would spend
getti ng a college educat ion today.

Ne buchad nezzar's train ing pro­
gram would eventually turn many of
these young men from their religious

fai t h. By fill ing thei r minds wit h
Babylon 's paga n customs and knowl­
edge, they would soon forge t t he law
of God . Then they would compromise
the values and teachings ingrai ned in
t hem since chil dhood .

Daniel realized how easily this
could happen to him . H e and t hree
fr iends, Shad rac h , Mes hach an d
A bed-nego, de ter mined tha t t hey
would not co mpromise . They chose to
stick wit h t he law of God.

Their firs t test came over the food
se rved to them . Daniel knew he could
not eat the meat. For one t hing, God
had prohi bi ted Israel from eat ing
meat offered to paga n gods (Ex .
34:15) . T he meat served in t he palace
may have been killed in an offering to
a pagan deit y. Also, m uch of the meat
was probably unclean - not in tended
by God for human consumpt ion.

Daniel convinced his overseer that
a diet of vegetables would sustain
t hem better than the food offe red by
t he king. H e suggested a ID-day trial
to prove it. At the end of 10 days,
Daniel an d his fri ends looked better
and were health ier than a ll the others
who had eaten the king 's meat. A ft er
this , Dan iel and his companions were
allowed to continue the diet of thei r
choosing .

As a result of the ir obed ience, G od
gave these four young men increased
wisdom, skill and knowledge . Their
understa nding of a ll the subjects was
far superior to that of their class­
mates. T hey must have grad uated at
the top of t hei r cl ass , bec au se
Nebuchadnezzar placed them on his
person al s ta ff to adv ise him in
matters of the kingdom. In addit ion,

God gave Dan ie l th e a b il ity to
interp ret visions and dream s.

Several lessons can be drawn from
this experience.

First, Daniel remained loyal to t he
rel igion of his you th - he d id not
co mpromise , even in the fac e of
overwhel mi ng pre ssure from his
peers and the authorities over him .

Being away fro m h is pare nts,
hund reds of miles from t he fa mi lia r
surroundings of home, Daniel co uld
have d e c id ed to go a lo ng wit h
everyone e lse. But he refused. Daniel
resolved to ho ld to his fa it h.

Pers isten ce e nabled Dan iel to
avoi d co m pro m isi ng . Wh e n th e
pri nce of t he eu nuchs refused to let
Daniel choose his ow n d iet, Dan iel
went to Melzar, who was directly
over t he four youths . It wo uld have
been easy to give up afte r t he first try
and say, " I've done all I can." But
Daniel d isplayed t he st ick-to-i t ive­
ness it takes to achieve a goal.

Dan iel's actions in his early teens
affected the rest of his life . H e was at
the scat of power more than 50 years
and brought a personal witness of the
power of God to several kings of great
empires . Hi s abi li ty to inter pret
dreams and visions more than once
brought him be fore those leaders to
deliver a message from God. T his g ift
o f w isdom and his stature as a
"counse llor to kings" gave Daniel
fame over most of the known world .
God could not have used a person of
weak will to accomplish this .

As a teenager, Dan iel e lected to
stay with the fa ith of his yout h - in
other words, the C hurch - thereby
bu ild ing a foundation for a prosper­
ous and successful future . Capture
the vision placed before you today
and choose the way that offe rs yo u
every bless ing and happiness. 0
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Want a life fi lled with excitement and adventure?

John Goddard, world-renowned
explorer and adventurer, took the

first step towa rd his
accomplishments at age 15

whe n he set 127 maier go als lor
himself . Wha t about you? Setting

right goals now is the beginning
of a life 0 1 adventure and

meaningful accomplishment.
( Youth 81 photo)
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At 15. he decided to explore the
lengt h of some of the world 's greatest
rivers: the N ile, Am azon, Congo,
Colorado, Yangtze and the K iger.
Among the mountains he chose to
cli mb were Everest , Kilimanjaro ,
Arara t, Kenya, Rainier and Fuj i.

He also decided to carry ou t a
career in medicine, to learn to fly
air planes ( incl ud ing some of the
fastest supersonic jets), to retrace the
steps of Marco Polo and Alexander
the G reat and to ride a horse in the
Rose Parade in Pasadena.

Donni ng scuba gear, he set out to
explore the underwater worlds of the
Great Barr ier Reef off Australia, the
Red Sea. the Fij i Islands and the
Florida Everglades.

In his travels he has visited nearly
every country in the world, seeing
famous places like the Taj Mahal, the
Eiffel Tower and Vatican Ci ty .

To fulfill other goals, Mr. Goddard
also became an Eagle Scout. sub­
merged in a submarine. circumnavi­
ga ted t he g lobe , wrot e a boo k.
high-jum ped 5 feet, ran a mile in five
minutes, learned the flute and violin,
read the en t ire Bible. typed 50 words
a minute . became proficien t in
football and basketball. learned to
water ski and snow ski , married and
had five children.

Quite a remarkable set of achieve­
ments!

It seems most people want an
ach ievement-fi lled . successful life. but
the vast majority feel they arc forced
by the "'ha rsh reali ties" ofl ife to acce pt
far less. John Goddard didn ' t let th is
stop him. though. He knew what he
wanted todo at age 15, and he set out to
achieve those goals.

What about you" You probabl y

have a strong desire to succeed. You
want to accomplish meaningful things
- things that make life rewarding for
you and that are helpful to others . But
how can you achieve success when the
odds seem so much against you in
today' s world ?

T he fi rst step is simply sett ing the
right goals. By sett ing the rig ht goals,
you can determine where you are
going and how you can get there .

Yo u need not live your life by
accident like man y around you. Righ t
now, while you are young, you can
map out an overall set of goals th at
will ensure you a long. fulfilling and
abundant life.

John Goddard 's accomplishments
have come overthe course of a lifetime,
but theyare the result of havi ngset goals
for himsclfwhen he was young. You arc
at an age when most of life is ahead of
you. There are many worthwh ile things
to achieve - mountains to climb, trips
to take , people to meet, books to read .
things to do!

These are the years when you need
to determ ine what you want out of
life. Do you want a life of purpose and
adventure? You can have it!

The pathway to success begins
with sett ing the right goals. Wit hout
them, you' ll tend to wander aimless ly
through life - buffeted about by
circumstances. If you set the right
goals. you 'll be healthier, happier and
more confi dent. Life will be abun­
dant and take on new meaning every
day . You'll be in cont ro l and able to
solve problems that arise.

On the ot her hand, if you're not
goa l oriented , you' ll pro bably be
troubled and fr us t r at ed by life .

3. Counsel about your goals . In
order to make sure you've se lec ted
th e right goals, be sure to ge t
plenty of wise counsel. T he Bible
is fi lled with instructi ons about
getti ng good advice . Proverbs
I I :14 states, " W he re no counsel
is, the peopl e fall : but in the
multitude of counse llors there is
safety ."

Notice verse 22 of the 15th
chapter: "Without counsel pu r­
poses are disappoint ed : but in the
mult itu de of counsellors they arc
established ."

And in Proverbs 19:20 we read,
" Hear co u nsel, and receive
instruction, that thou mayest be
wise in th y latter end."

4. Pursue your goals intensely.
God explains an important princi­
ple of achieveme nt in Eccles iastes
9: I0: "Whatsoever thy hand find­
eth to do, do it wit h thy migh t."

Agai n, God inspi red Solomon to
wri te:

"Sccst tho u a man diligent in
his business? he shall stand before
kings; he shall not stand before
mean men" ( Prov. 22 :29) . So, if
you ever want to hold an important
job in li fe, or to achieve other
goals, you must be diligen t. By
applying these points d iligently
you will be able to ac hieve th e
goals ot hers just dream about. ­

Your planning might include
steps you should take in the next
six to 10 years to get you from
where you are now to your goa l of
becom ing a mathematician . You
should know what higher ed uca­
tion you' ll need , and wh at kind
of t raining you should be get-

im por tanc e . As ci rc u mstances
change, so mu st you.

Mr. Armstrong has learned through
many years of stu dy and experi­

ence that there are very defi nite
laws th at lead to success. Setting
the right goal and compatib le

g
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their infl uence on you. As you grow
older , you may look back in reg ret on
a life of unfulfilled d reams and blame
others for your failure.

U nderstand this: Some may choose
the wro ng goals and still lead a r-~1

life of accomplishment. Bu t
their accomplishments will be far
short of the incredible human
potential that God has outlined for
mankind. W ithou t the right goal, true
success is imposs ib le, because as
Pastor General Herbert W . A rm­
strong points out in th e booklet, The
Seven Laws ofSuccess. the right goal
is to fulfill God's purpose for our
bein g.

T here is more to life than
successes that end when you
d ie . "For w hat is a m an
advantaged, if he gai n the
whole world , and lose himsel f,
or be cast away?" (L uke
9:25) . People may spe nd a
lifet ime chasing pursuits that do
litt le or not hing to please the
God who created all th ings.

In se tting your goals, remem­
be r God has a purpose for you :
"Rejoice, 0 young man , in th y
youth; and let th y heart cheer
thee in the days of thy youth,
and walk in th e ways of thine
heart , and in th e sight of thine
eyes : but know thou , that for all these
th ings God will bring thee into
j udgment" (Eccl. II :9).

T his scripture shows t hat yout h
can be an enjoyable time of accom ­
plis h me n t, but t hat it mu st be
tempered with cons ideratio n fo r
God 's way of life so t hat t he
enjoyment will last (Prov. 16:3, 9) .

A ll th e time we have left is in the
fut ure . Set for yourself long-range
goals that will be accomplished over a
span of years . Plan for a career - list
places you want to go - decide what
character traits you want to develop.
Then set short -range goals that will
ensure daily progress. That way you' ll
be able to actually see and ex perience
the joy of accomplishment as you go.

Establish priorities for your goals,
placing the m ost importan t things
fi rs t. W rite your goals down and th en
achieve th em . It 's hard work, but th e
benefits are so great!

As time passes, yo u' ll need to
revise your list of goals and make sure

These are
samples of the kind of excitement
that came my way. and a ll wi t hin
a few days. d ur ing m y fir st
backpacking t rip two summers
ago.

Thrilling experiences like these are
part of the reason for the recent
backpacking boom. The adventure of
getting out in God 's creation and
roughing it has a growing appeal in
our increasingly mechanized and
crowded world.

Where to start

Like many ot her good thin gs,
backpacking takes determination and
hard work to reap the rewards. If you
think you want to try it out, head first
to the library or a sporting-goods
store and pick up some books on the
subject. The best I've come across is
Backpacking: One S tep at a Time by
Harvey Manning (Vi ntage Books,
1972) . T he paperback sells for less
t ha n $5 in many sport ing-goods
stores. Read these books carefully,
and include a good book on first aid
among them.

Other good sources for backpack­
ing information are local scouting
organizations; the S ierra Club, which
has chapters in many larger cit ies;

Backpacking is a
learning experience
unlike any other. It
can be a physical
test, and often it's a
mental test.... But
it's the peace and
beauty that you'll
remember. You'll
get a different
perspective on life
away from the
everyday hustle and
bustle.

While you're studyi ng up on the
subject, get your body into condition.
Wh at is good condition for backpack­
ing? A good standard is th e ability to
run IIf:! miles in 12 minutes for the
guys, 1!4 miles for the girls. Keep
jogging until you can pass that test,
then keep yourse lf in shape with
gradually lengthening co nditioning
hikes unt il it's time for th e t rip.

It helps to st rengthen your upper
body and shoulders (it's not easy
carryi ng a heavy pack), and you
should build up your lung power if
you' re planning on hiking at altitudes
above 5,000 feet.

Where 10 go

At the mention of the wo rd
backpacking your mind probably
immediately conjures up images of

beau tiful and well-publicized areas
- such as Yellowstone (Wyo.) or
Yosemite (Calif.) national parks in
the United States. Unfortunately,
many other out door enthusiasts pic­
ture the same areas, causi ng trails in
many nat io nal parks an d othe r
popular areas to resemble freeways at
rush hour.

If you don't like being trampled,
you have to look around for places

Your Family Tree?

e fo u nd m y
g rea t -g rea t ­

grandfather the
other day - up a tree in
China. Fortunately he wasn't
seriously injured, and he lived
another 30 years.

W ha t am I t a lk ing a bo u t ?
Fam ily trees - ge nealogy ­
looking for your a ncestors . Sound
boring ? It sure wasn ' t fo r m e .

My great-g reat-g randfathe r, Ar­
thur Vyner, was a sea captain in the
British navy. His ship was sent to
C hina during the opium wars, more
than 140 years ago. He was taking
part in the capture of a C hinese fort
near Hong Kong when the ammuni­
tion supply exploded, blowing poor
Captain Vyner up into a tree. His
inju ries caused him to leave the navy,
so he went to A ustralia, bought a
farm, didn 't li ke it , moved to Sydney,
started a school - and to c ut a long
story short, about 100 years later , I
was born .

Wh at about you? How much do you
know about your ancestors? If yo u
want to try something really differen t
this summer, spend some time search­
ing for your roots. You might be
surprised at how much fun it is.

Your search wi ll take you back in
time, to strange towns and c ities and
even across the oceans to foreign
countries . You may co me to know
some really colorful and interestin g
personalities - some of whom may
have been dead for hundreds of
years.

W ho knows - maybe you are
related to someone famous. You may
fi nd that you are the inheritor of a
missing fortune. (W hile my family
was researching our roots, we found
t ha t back in t he 1640 s , Ki ng
C harles l owed our family about 40
pounds. He was beheaded before he

paid it, so there is not much we can
do about it , I guess.)

T he basic ingredien ts for research­
ing your fam ily's roots are dates,
places, patience and imagination. Just
start with yourself.

You know when you were born .
Probably you also know where . Write
th ese things down at the bottom of a
large piece of paper under your name.
Now your family tree is started. The
piece of paper should be divided with
a line down the center. One side is for
your mother's side of the famil y, the
ot hc r for yo u r fat h e r a nd h is
ancestors.

The next stage is to ask your mom
and dad when and where th ey were
born. Write this information on the
pa pe r. Now th e tre e has two
branches.

If yo ur g rand parents are st ill
living, they can help you in you r
search. Find out when and where
they were born . W here did they live?
S ummer is a great time to go visit
th em and really get to know them.
You will fi nd th at they will love to
talk to you abo ut the ir lives ­
especially if you show you are really
interested.

Grandma may well have an old
suitcase stuffed with photos and old
papers. Maybe there is an old family
album that no one has looked through
for years.

Already you will find you are
e nter ing a wo rld that is qu it e
different from today. Even 40 or 50
years ago, transportation and living
conditio ns were very different. Your
grandparents have seen incredible
changes take place in their lifet imes.
Ask them about what it was like
when they were young.

Be sure to get accurate dates and
places , wh enever possi ble, about
when and where people were born or
marr ied . Copy down the information
from old birth and marriage certifi -

cates. Som etimes an old Bible has a
fami ly records page. T his can be a
real gold min e.

You may have great-g randparents
wh o are s t i ll a live . T hey were
probably born before the turn of the
century - they may remember an
age before airplanes, when an auto­
mobile was still a rarity. Now you are
t ru ly in a different world.

Sometimes th e backs of old photo­
graphs will give you more informa­
t ion. Always be on the lookout for
specific dates and places - when
people were born and where things
happened . This is very important if
you want to trace your fam ily tree
back further.

If you are d iligent and observant,
you can probably get quite accurate
information back to the birth of your
great-grandfathe r and great-g rand­
mother. They, or your grandparents,
may be even able to tell you about
their parents, who were your great­
great-grandparents.

If so, you arc reaching back to
meet people who lived and worked
more than 100 years ago. From now
on, the search becomes harder. Most
people do not remember more than a
generation or two back, so you may
fi nd yourself in uncharted territory.
You must become something of a
detective.

But in many cases the information
does exist for you to trace your fam ily
history accurately for two or three
more generations before your great­
great-g randparents. You just have to
know where to look.

In this short article , I can't go into
details. But in your library th ere are
probably several books on the subject
of ge nealogical research . An especial­
ly good one is How to Trace Your
Family History by Bill R. Linder
(Everest House, 1978).

But even if you stop with your
great-great-grandparents. you wi ll

THE HARDEST WORD
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have quite a respecta ble family tree,
with 16 branches. Now you can try to
put some leaves on the branches.

For instance, say you have found
out that your great-g reat-grandfather
was born Feb. 3, 1865, in Madison ,
Ind. (or Ipswich, England, or Banga­
lore , India ), and th at he was a
storekeeper (o r inn keeper or farmer).
Why not look for photographs in the
library that show what life was like
then ? What did he wear? What was
going on in th e world when Great­
great-grand pa was a teenager?

You just never know what you will
fi nd out! It took us a long t ime to
d iscover o ld Great-great-grandpa
Vyner up a tree in C hina. All my
older re latives remembered the story
vaguely, but they had forgotten the
details.

But an aunt did know that he r
grandfather had been a sea captain .
So we checked the records of the
Royal Navy for around 1840 - yes,
they st ill exist. He re we learned that
Captain Vyner had been dispatched
to C hina to take part in the wars
between the British and th e Chi­
nesc.

A his tory of the opiu m wars,
borrowed from the library, told me
nothing about him specifically, but it
did ment ion a battle at a fort during
which the ammunit ion blew up. Now
we needed more detailed informa­
t ion. From where ? The newspaper, of
course.

Yes, your library may have micro­
film of newspapers going back more
than 100 years. You could spend a
fascinating afte rnoon j us t looki ng
through them - reading about some
of the g reat events of history as they
happened.

Well , in an old copy of the Times
of London, dated t 841, we found an
actual report of the explosion. It had
taken place several months earlier,
but th is was long before satellites
could zip messages around the
world . Th e new spaper g a ve a
colorful description of the batt le,
a nd th ere - listed among the
inj ured - was Capta in Arthur
Vyner. Not one of history's greatest
heroes perhaps - but a part of our
fam ily's history.

I wonder what you will find up
your family lree. 0

N o joke : There ' s an

a lmost magical word
that can help keep you o u t of a

lot o f trouble .
This word can head off som e

pretty t raumat ic problems before
they ever get a c hance to starl.
But, bel ieve it o r not, many people
today end up wrecking their lives
sim ply because t hey fail to use
this word . Why ? Because it can
be the hardest word in the English
la nguage to say.

It's th e word no.
Suppose you' re out with several

friend s. One of your companions
pulls out a joint - a marijuana
c igarette - and asks if everyone
would like to smoke it .

To your surprise, your friends all
accept, W hen you hesitate, they urge
you: "Oh, come on, it's all rig ht. It 'll
reall y make you feel good. J ust try
i t." What do you say?

Here's your chance to use the word
no. You realize mere possession of
marijuana is against the law where you
live. You remember all you've heard
about the harmful effects of thi sdrug.

Had your " friend" offered you a
soft drink you didn 't like, you
wouldn 't have hesitated to say, " No,
thanks." So why sho uld it be a
problem now?

Perhaps you wonder what smoking
marijuana would be like. Maybe you
th ink you have to accept j ust to get
everyone 01T your back.

What if you were being offered
some harder drugs. or a chance to
score in the back seat of a car, or the
opport unity to vandalize somebody's
property? Well, if a qu est ion is put to
you, you have an option, right ?
You're not required to say yes.

C urios ity? It killed the proverbial
cal. You've got your whole life to
enjoy all the proper pleasures you
should right ly have, at the right
times. You're afraid your friends wi ll
th ink something's wrong with you or
that they won't like you anymore? In

the long run, docs it reall y matter
what they thin k? It's your life.

Probabl y the greates t tem ptation
of all time was Satan's attempt to
make C hrist sin (Matt . 4:1-11 ) . Had
Chris t said yes, He would have failed
in His mission to be the Savior of
mankind .

Christ had been fasti ng for 40 days
and 40 nights and was very hungry,
so Satan challenged Him to turn
some stones into bread. But notice
how Chris t answered: "Man shall not
live by bread alone, but by every
word that proceed eth out of the
mouth of God" (verse 4).

Jesus wasn't speaking English, of
course, but His answer was just as
clear as our English word no: He
refused to disobey God .

T he devil then took Christ to the
top of a high tower and dared Him to
throw Himself 01T to prove God's
angels would save Him . C hris t's
reply? "Thou shalt not tempt the
Lord thy God" (verse 7) .

T he n Satan offered C hrist the
greatest temptation of all, the chance
to ru le over the whole world then and
there, without going through all the
suffering that was ahead of Him. All
C hrist had to do was worship Satan
- submit to Sat an's ru lership and
accept his way of doing things. But
Christ said no: "Get thee hence,
Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt
worship the Lord thy God, and him
only shalt thou serve" (ve rse 10).

Christ overcame Satan - and
qu alified to rule over this earth in
God's Kingdom - by usmg the
equ ivalent of th e word no.

Will you do th e same thing, and
choose th e right way - God's way ­
over the wrong way - Satan's?
When temptation comes your way,
will you remember Solomon's advice:
"I f sinners entice thee, consent thou
not . .. . refrain thy fool from their
path: For thei r feet run to evil "
(Prov. 1:10, 15- 16) ?

It's your life and well-being you 're
deali ng with. A nd it ' s yo u r
choice. 0
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wit h th e rest , so they place
him on an elevated burial
platform and leave him th ere
to die .

T he famil y moves on and
is attacked by a band of
ene my Crow Indians who
severely wound th e only man
remaining in the fami ly,
Windwalker's son. After th e
attack , the Crows
momen taril y lose t rack of the
litt le group of C heyennes ,
but th ey are determined to
hu nt them down . The
situat ion looks bleak .

Meanwhile, Windwalker
begins to revive . Maybe it's
the cold wind that brin gs
him around. A nyway, he
finally frees himsel f from th e
burial plat form. St il1 in a
weakened condi tion, he has
to fight off a pack of hungry
wolves. N o sooner is he
victorious th an he stum bles
into a grizzly bear's den and
has another fight on his
hands. But th e biggest
st ruggle - th e one which he
bel ieves is the reason he
"came back to life" - is st ill
ahead : He must save his
fam ily from th e band of
C row Indian s.

That is a simplified versio n
of the plot. T he re is mu ch
more to th e sto ry, though,
including a surpris ing
outcome.

If you go to the movies,
Windwa/ker should not be
missed. The film is not
pe rfec t; no fil m is. But it is
one of those rare fil ms with a
minimum that is
object ionable. There are a
few brief ly violent scenes ,
but the violence is not
explicit and not as intense as
what is ofte n shown on
television .

Beauti full y photographed ,
Windwalker is proof th at a
fi lm does not need profan ity,
sexual emphasis or extre me
violence to be gripping and
entertaining. 0

Marvin was a typical nice guy with
a nice family, ni ce friends and
absolutely no desire to accomplish
anything in life. To him. going to
school. bumming around town and
playing his guitar were enough . Until
Marvin's best friend called him over
one day to sec his very fi rst car.

I! was a t 957 Chevy. robin's-egg
blue with c h ro me w hee ls a nd
chrome-plated dual exhaust . powered
by a Holly four-barrel carburetor
ridin g on top of a 327-cubic-inch
engine, complete with 3/8 cam. I!

was the most beautifu l car Marvin
had ever seen.

" Hey. man. where did you get
this?"

"M y dad bought it from Mr.
Perk ins' son Jack. He went away to
law school or something ."

" Your dad bought you this car?"
"Yeah. my dad bought it, but I

paid for it."
"Where did you get the money to

buy a jewel like th is'!"
" It only cost S450. I made that

working after school and during the
summer. And I've got a li ttle stashed
away for gas and repairs. enough
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loose change to last th rough the
school year.'

"That's incredible. Th ere's no way
I could ever do that .'

"Sure there is, Marv. The first step
would be to stop knocking around
doing nothing and ge t yourself a
job.,.

So Marvin decided that he should
get a job and sta rt saving some
mon ey . But whe re wou ld he start?
He didn't know of anyo ne who
needed help . He didn 't know of
anything he knew how to do. He was
stumped before he even got started.

Marvin's father learned of his
qu est for that fi rst part- time job, so
he suggested that Marvin fi nd out a
little more about himself, about his
strengths, weaknesses, talents and
abilities. Which leads me to Marvin's
fi rst marvelous maxim:

I. Know yourself. If you don' t
know what you can do and the ty pe of
work you like, you won't be able to
convince a potential employer that he
should hire you.

In April Herbert W . Armstrong
talked to Ambassador College stu­
dents about his first experiences in
the fie ld of work .

"When I was 16 I had my fi rst job
away from home," Mr. Armstron g
related ." It was only ashortdistance ­
perhaps 10 or 12 miles - from Des
Moines. Iowa. where Iwas born .

" I had a job for summer vacation
(while I was in high school) work ing
as a waite r in a resort hotel. The man
I worked for used to throw his arm
around me and tell me I was going to

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really be some body someday. He
aroused ambition in me. A nd I knew
that to be ambitious - to accomplish
anything - meant paying the price.
And I was wil ling to pay the price.

"At the age of 18, I ran across a
book on self-examination, examining
the person and examining all of the
aptitudes. talents, weaknesses. faults.
his likes and dislikes ... [the book}
also exami ned all of the professions.
the vocations and different kinds of
jobs that one might get into."

Mr. Armstron g ex plai ned that
from age 16 he had wanted to know
where he belonged, in what type of
vocation. Mr. Armstrong discovered
the importance of OU f fi rst maxim ­
knowing yourself.

Here's one way to get to knovv'
yourse lf better. Write down what
you've done in the last month. T hen
list some of the most import an t
things you've done during the past
year. Also list some uninteresting
activ ities or chores.

Finally, think back over the past
two or three years. T ry to recall most
of the activi ties that consumed your
t ime. Be thorough, and be honest in
your eval uations. When you've fin ­
ished, review your notes. Pinpoint
items that may suggest your principal
areas of in terest.

Is your preference to work indoors
or out'? Do you like physical labor or
clerical functions? Do you read a lot
of fi ct ion books or are most nonfi c­
tion? W hat is the subject matter of
each book? Do you have speci fic
ideas about what you want to be?

By doing this, you've taken the
fi rst step toward knowing yourself.
The thi ngs you have don e have
molded you into the person you are
today. and you must be able to relate
what you arc to your prospective
employer.

2. Marvin's second maxi m is to be
prepared.

Once you have evaluated yourself
and discovered the talents you have,
you must take actio n. Armed with
this new knowledge of yourself, go
and sell yourse lf and your ab ilities to
an employer.

Mr. Armstrong, in his talk with
Ambassador students, told of his
method of gett ing a job. He had
decided to e nter the adv ertis ing
profession.

" My uncle told me the place to

start was in the want ad department
of a daily newspaper.

" I sa id, 'Where is the best place for
me 10 start?'

" H e said, 'Th e R egis ter and
Leader he re in Des Moines has the
No. I want ad department, but I
t hink yo u' ll learn more at The
Capital. '

"'All right,' I said, 'I'll ge t ajob at
The Capital.'

"He said, 'What if they don' t need
any hel p over there?'

" I said, 'I'll convince them that
they do need help. They need me!' So
I went over and I convinced them
that they needed me."

M r. Arm st rong convi nced the
employer that he was needed. " I
picked my job. I picked the job where
I would learn the most, not where I
would make the most money. I said,
I'll make the money later on' Now
I' ve go t to get know le dge a nd
ex perience . So th at's the way I
began!"

In job hunting, don't be content to
look through " help wanted" sections
in your local newspaper. The best job
for you may be one the employer
hasn' t thought of yet.

W hen you go to talk wit h an
employer, there are certain pieces of
informat ion you should take with
you: a list of references, your Social
Security number, proof of your age, a
lis t of previous e m ploye rs and a
resume .

3. Marvin's fi nal maxim is: Don't
get discouraged.

There will be jobs that you'll really
set your heart on and, for some
reason. yo u will not ge t the m. T hat is
inevitable . But. in the words of
anothe r ol d maxim, "Try , t ry

. "again.
You will fi nd that often, if you' ll

keep a posi tive atti tude , never giving
up, a beller job will come along ­
one that will mean much more to you
in the long run than the job for which
you originally applied. Remember
t his scr ipture: " A ll th ings work
together for good to them that love
God" ( Rom. 8:28).

You probably have more to offer
than you think you do. T his sum­
mer's job mar ket may be tight, and
good jobs are always hard to come by,
but remembe r - there's an employer
who needs you. Go hire yourself a
job . 0

T heir advice: Know the kinds of
problems you may face and use
caution in pl anni ng your trip.

that are less publicized, but equally
as beautiful. If you are in the United
States, for example, you might try
the national forests. You'll find them
bordering most national parks (thus
sharing the same spectacular
scenery) as well as elsewhere.

Most of the states also have state
parks suitable for backpacking.
Detailed maps of these areas are
available from the individual national
forest headquarters or the U.S.
Geological Survey, or through your
sporting-goods store.

What you 'll need

You 'll also need equipment and the
three essentials - food, clothing and
shelter. These will vary considerably
depending on the location and dura­
tion of your trip. At high elevations

the temperature can drop below
freezing at night even in July, and
you should have the proper clothing
and sleeping bag to keep you warm.
At lower elevations, temperatures are
milder, so you can get by with a
lighter bag and clothing. Shelter may
range from a nylon tent capable of
withstanding a mountain snowstorm
to a simple plastic sheet to keep you
dry in a light rain in other areas.

Food is largely dependent on how
long you'll be on the trail and what
else you'll be carrying. If you're
going for a few days, you can take dry
cereal, powdered milk, fruit and
instant foods, but for longer hauls
switch to freeze-dried foods and a
backpacker's stove for less weight
and more balanced meals.

Very important, but often ne­
glected, is a good pair of boots.
Specially designed hiking boots can
be expensive and, if your feet have
stopped growing, you may want to
make that investment. As a less
expensive alternative, you can buy
work boots or military surplus boots.
Wear thick wool or athletic socks

over a thinner pair both when you try
on and when you wear the boots ­
this will really make a difference
comfort-wise on the trail.

Don't go out and spend a small
fortune for a backpack, sleeping bag
or parka that you might outgrow in
another year or never use again . You
should be able to borrow some of the
gear you 'll need and other items you
can rent from sporting-goods stores
or pick up at a reasonable price from
a military surplus outlet. If, aft er
your trip, you th ink you'd like to
continue to backpack, you can invest
in better gear.

Backpacking is a learning experi­
ence unlike any other. It can be a
physical test, and often it's a mental
test to see if you have the determina­
tion to finish what you've started
when your body tells you to quit. But
it's the peace and beauty that you' ll
remember. You'll see things you' ve
never seen before and you'll get a
differ ent perspective on life away
from the ever yday hustle and bustle.

Backpacking - it's rough, it' s
tough, but it's worth it. 0
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
